ITS AIM IS TO PROGRESS.

Policy Outlined by the President of
the Pennslyvania Railway.

PHILADELPHIA.March 10.—The an-
nual meeting of the shareholders of
the Pennsylvania Railway company
was held today. The annual report of
President Roberts was adopted withbut one dissenting vote, that of Will-
iam E. Lockwood. A resolution wasadopted recommending that a commit-tee of seven shareholders be appointed
to select the neW directors to be votedfor. The meeting then adjourned.

President Roberts, referring to theprofit and loss account of the annualreport, recently printed, said the share-holders could see that, after taking
care of its liabilities, the policy had
been to keep up with the general prog-ress of the times. The aim was to
strengthen the line in the same man-ner that has marked its progress from
the beginning, and he hoped that same ;
policy would never discontinue in the !
future of the company. Mr. Roberts
said the cost of the new bridge overthe Delaware river, which will connect
this city with New Jersey by rail, will
cost when completed about $2,500,000.
The bridge, which is one of the finest
structures of the kind in this country,
will be open for traffic shortly, having
been built within a year.

Sherman Objects to Postponing Ac-
tion on Cuba, anslng a Tilt

Between the Two,

WASHINGTON, March 10. — The
crowds which filled the senate galler-
ies today in anticipation of an excit-
ing Cuban debate, were not disappoint-
ed. Today two new phases of the sub-
ject made their appearance, and each
afforded a debate which aroused the
senators and spectators to a high
stage of interest and excitement.

Mr. Lodge, of Massachusetts, arose
to a question of personal privilege, and,
in vigorous words, rebuked the Spanish
minister, Senor Dupuy de Lome, for his
recent criticisms of senators. Senator
Teller added his opinion that a repeti-
tion of the minister's action should be
followed by his dismissal. Senators
Gray and Hale maintained that sena-
torial privilege and prerogative should
not be strained to close the mouth of
the Spanish minister. Mr. Lodge did
not press for any definite action.

The incident was hardly closed when
the subject came up in another form.
Mr. Hoar had asked that his resolution-
postponing the entire Cuban subject
until April 6, go over until tomorrow.
This aroused Mr. Sherman to an ener-
getic and feeling protest. He declared
that Mr. Hoar's resolution was a reflec-
tion on the committee on foreign rela-
tions, and was an effort to shelve the
Cuban resolutions after weeks of dis-
cussion and overwhelming votes In
both houses. The two venerable sen-
ators, Sherman and Hoar, engaged in a
vigorous colloquy. Mr. Morgan and
other senators were drawn into the
conflict, and for half an hour it raged,
sometimes with deep earnestness, but
more often with amusement, caused
by the energy of the white-haired par-
ticipants. Mr. Sherman finally with-
drew his objection, and Mr. Hoar's res-
olution went over until tomorrow, but
not before Mr. Hoar had made a brief,
but strong, speech against what he
termed the meddling policy of congress
in foreign relations. The latter part of
the day was given to Mr. Turpie's
speech in opposition to the claim of Mr.
Dupont.

DE LOME REBUKED.
As soon as the journal had been read,

Mr. Lodge (Rep., Mass.) rose to a ques-
tion of personal privilege. He said he
had read on Sunday an interview at-
tributed to Senor Dupuy de Lome, of
Spain. There was nothing singular in
the fact, as the Spanish minister com-
municated largely through the news-
papers. But in this case, the minister
celled in question the accuracy of a
statement by him (Mr. Lodge). The
senator sent to the desk and had read
the minister's reference to Mr. Lodge's
utterances, calling in question the
translation of a statement attributed to
Gen. Weyler, in which the latter de-
clared that he would "exterminate" the
insurgents. Mr. Lodge commented on
the exactness of the translation, and
said that a literal rendering of Gen.
Weyler's language would be that he
would "clean out" large insurgent
bands and "exterminate" the small
ones. It was pretty well established
that the debates in the senate and
house were purely domestic affairs, and
it was not proper for a representative
of a foreign country to commu-
nicate except through the state depart-
ment. If an American minister ln Eu-
rope discussed the political affairs
there, he would be sent home.

Mr. Gray said he would be quick to
resent an attack on the privileges of a
senator. But in all fairness, he thought
it hardly worth while to stretch sena-
torial prerogatives and privileges, in
order to question a gentleman who had
no power to reply in behalf of Spain.
Our feeling will be better expressed if
we do not take advantage of every
criticism which differs from our own
views. There should be some conces-
sion to the stress of the situation.

Mr. Teller (Rep., Col.) said the rule
was unvarying against the communi-
cation by a foreign minister, except
through the state department. There
should be no comment by a foreign
minister. He should not be heard at
all, except in the regular channels.
Twice had foreign ministers been sent
home for statements of less impor-
tance than this. "But considering the
circumstances," added Mr. Teller,
"had I been in authority, I would not
have sent him home for this offense,
but I would have had the secretary of
state in a most kindly way, suggest
that. a repetition of the offense would
lead to his going home." In conclu-
sion, Mr. Teller vigorously repeated
that if the Spanish minister repeat this
public utterance, the senator would
favor giving him

HIS "WALKING PAPERS."
The American people would not tol-

erate any dictation or criticism from
foreign representatives accredited here.
Mr. Chandler (Rep. N. H.) also thought
the Spanish minister had been guilty
of an impropriety. His references, said
Mr. Chandler, were offenseive. "I de-
sire to say," interposed Mr. Morgan,
"that the Spanish minister misquoted
what I said on the floor of the senate."

"That illustrates the point I desired
to make," continued Mr. Chandler, pro-
ceeding to quote Senor de Lome's ref-
erences to our war of the Rebellion.
It was unseemly, he said, for the
Spanish minister -to have written such
a communication. It could not be
countenanced. Continuing, Mr. Chand-
ler expressed the opinion that there
was entirely too much attempt at out-
side interference or advice. He re-
ferred to the cabled utterances of Min-
ister Castillo and the president of the
council of Spanish ministers.

Mr. Hale then took the floor. He
was not prepared, he said, to yield one
jot from the position he took yesterday,
and expressed satisfaction that he had
been able to obtain from an official
source such a temperate reply to the
inflammatory utterances against Spain
which were without any official founda-
tion whatever. With regard to the
general question as to the propriety of
men in high official station express-
ing their views, he declared that the
press of today had invaded realms not
dreamed of thirty years ago. Great
men did not hesitate to make known
their opinions, not only ;on literary
questions, but on vital questions of in-
ternational comity. He cited Glad-
stone's expression on the Venezuelan
questiom^jg-gSngglgHl

After some further remarks by Mr.
Lodge, the exciting initial incident in
the Cuban question was closed, and the
senate proceeded with the usual morn-
ing business. .

HOAR STIRS UP TROUBLE.
Another exciting incident occurred

when Mr. Hoar's resolution, introduced
yesterday, providing that the Cuban
question go over until April 6 next,
was laid before the senate. Mr. Hoar
asked that it go over until tomorrow,

as . he was -: in . poor.. health .and idid : not
feel able, to speak on the resolution.
Mr. Sherman was quickly on his feet,
his face showing much feeling and his
voice great earnestness. 'y "I shall ob-
ject to that resolution at all stages,"
said he. "I regard it as a reflection on
the committee on foreign relations. Aft-
er more than a month of discussion,
after overwhelming votes in both
branches of congress, this resolution Is
brought here sending the subject back
to the committee oh foreign relations."

There was a snap" to the words of
Mr. Sherman .which left no doubt of
their earnestness. j\The7 two venerable
senators. Mr. Sherman and Mr. Hoar,
stood side by side," their desks adjoin-
ing, and the colloquy, proceeded at
short range. '- * * **- * *

Mr. Hoar expressed ''great surprise
that the- Ohio .**. senator should .object
to granting a usual courtesy to a sen-
ator. Mr. Sherman responded that the
motives for this resolution were self-
evident. It postponed and delayed

action. It turned the discussion into a
moot debate. ;, ' r,

"The senator from Ohio is a man of
penetration, of grqat,. scientific attain-
ments," answered Mr. Hoar, "but I
doubt whether he has so mastered the
science of the X rays as to penetrate
my brain and ascertain my motives in
offering this resolution." Mr. Hoar
said his only purpose inurging this res-
olution was to call attention to

SOME NEW PRACTICES
growing up in dealing with grave for-
eign questions. Instead of . having ef-
fective action by the legislative and
executive branches, the legislative
branch proceeded alone in a concur-
rent resolution to express an ineffective
opinion. Congress is not bound, the
president is not bound, the people are
not bound. Mr. Hoar said he objected
to doing business with one-half of a
pair of scissors. Ifwe want to cut any
knots, let us get both halves of the
scissors. Let congress act with the
president and let the president act with
congress. Mr. Sherman again inter-
rupted, but Mr. Hoar waved him aside
with emphasis, to the great amusement
of senators and the crowded galleries.

Mr. Hoar proceeded to argue that
congress was meddling too * much in
diplomacy and it was meddling without
any information as to facts.- \u25a0"\u25a0'-:-'

"How would you get information
frcm the inaccessible quarters of
Cuba?" asked Mr. Morgan. .77;.

"Will we act without information
because we cannot get information?"
questioned Mr. Hoar. Mr. Morgan

raised another laugh by asking Mr.
Hoar where he got his Information on
which he urged such energetic action
as to Armenia. M. Chandler added to
the amusement by reading Mr. Hoar's
dispatch to Secretary Olney as to Ar-
menia, in which the . Massachusetts
senator said his voice and vote could
be depended on even to the extent of
treating the oppressors of Armenia
as pirates and enemies of the human
race. • Mr. Chandler sarcastically
asked if Mr. Hoar had intended to add
to this dispatch, "provided no action
is taken before April . 6."

Mr. Hoar insisted that his course as
to Armenia was the result of investi-
gation, and he was ready to stand on
that investigation. Mr. Hoar again
asked that the resolution go over with-
out prejudice „until tomorrow, as his
health was not such as to permit his
going on. Mr. Sherman did not re-
new his objection, and the resolution
went over. y^.-i

The Dupont contest was then taken
up, and Mr. Turpie * resumed his
speech against the claims of Mr. Dv-
pont to a seat in the senate. Mr. Tur-
pie had not concluded when at 4:35 the
senate went into executive session and
soon afterwards adjourned.

MAIL SUBSIDY STILL GOES.

Unsuccessful Fight Led by Chair-
Loud in the House.

WASHINGTON, March 10. — The
house today witnessed the perennial
attempt to cut off the appropriation
for special mail facilities, between Bos-
ton and Washington to Atlanta and
New Orleans. "This appropriation has
been carried in the postoffice bill since
1873. This year it amounted to $196,-- and coupled with it were appro-
priations for special facilities between
Kansas City and Newton, Kan., and
Chicago and Council Bluffs, 10. The
latter items, however, 'went down be-
fore points of order. An attempt was
made to rule out the Southern sub-
sidy also on a point of order, but Mr.
Payne, of New York, overruled the
point. The motion to strike out was
defeated, 93 to 116. The postoffice bill
was not, disposed of. During the morn-
ing hour a bill was passed making a
year's "continuous residence" in a ter-
ritory a prerequisite" to obtaining a di-
vorce in such territory., :

After passing some, minor bills, the
house today went into , committee of
the whole on the postoffice appropria-
tion bill. Mr. Bromwell (Rep., O.) read
a letter from the second assistant
postmaster general, stating that the
appropriation of $150,000 was made
quate for transportation of mail by
electric and cable cars 'on routes not
exceeding twenty miles in length.

Mr. Pickler (Rep., S. D.) inquired
why, in the face oC such a statement
from the department," a requisite sum
had • not been provided. Mr. Loud,
chairman of. the pbstofflce committee,
replied that the letter had notibeen laid
before the committee. - "Why," asked
Mr. Pickler, "was this undigested bill
brought before the house?" It had
been rumored, he stated, that there
had been, wide differences of opinion
in the committee. It had been said
that the chairman bore down on the
committee on many occasions and car-
ried his point. Mr. Loud replied that
this was utterly false, and Mr. Ogden
(Dem., La.) also entered a protest
against Mr. Pickler's statements. When
the provisions for transportation of
Boston mail via New York and Wash-
ington to Atlanta and New Orleans
were reached Chairman Loud, who
opposed this and. the other two mail
subsidies in the bill, from Chicago to
Council Bluffs and from Kansas City
to Newton, Kan., and who was voted
out in the committee, raised, a point
of order against . the provision. Mr.
Crisp (Dem., Ga.) called this action of
the chairman a complete novelty. He
called attention to the fact that the
bill of last year contained the pro-
vision for , the. special mail facilities
from New York to New .Orleans.

Mr. Bingham (Rep., Pa.) and Mr.
Settle (Rep., N. C.) also vigorously op-
posed the point of order. This item has
always precipitated opposition. Mr.
Dingley (Rep., Me.) went into an elab-
orate review of the history of the
Southern mail subsidy which had been
in the postoffice bill since 1873. He
expressed the opinion - that there was
no necessity for the Southern subsidy. !
The regular compensation . was suffi-
cient. Mr. Payne (JRep.^ N. V.), in the
chair, overruled the point of order. Mr.
Bromwell : then immediately moved an
amendment to subsidize in addition to
the route from Boston to New Orleans
those from Washlftgtort ' to St. Louis;
from Cincinnati to-New : Orleans; from
Chicago to Council Bluffs; from Chi-
cago to Minneapolis, and from Kansas
City to Newton, Kan.; $700,000. He
could not see, he said, why other lines
besides the Southern . 1 carrying | fast
mails should not be'- as 'much entitled
to subsidies -as that lin£. In reply to
a question from Mr. 7£ouzins (Rep.,
Io.), Mr. Loud declared,' that the post-
master general for years had .*, con-
demned mail subsidies. The chair
sustained a point of order against the
Bromwell amendment: Mr. Loud there-
upon moved to strike: out the appro-
priation for Southern trunk line fa-
cilities. He reiterated his statement
that every postmaster general had con-
demned this, subsidy, but had accept-
ed what was considered the direction
of congress. The \u25a0-, Pennsylvania rail-
road was the strong factor behind the
subsidy. He 7 argued that the special
mail train was * two hours slower than
the regular train, and did not facili-
tate the malls. Mr. Crisp, ""•' in support
of the provision, cannel attention to
the proviso attached to the provision.

The chair ruled out the two succeed-
ing paragraphs appropriating $81,000
for special facilities from Kansas City
to Newton, Kan., and $100,000 from
Chicago to Council Bluffs, 10. Mr.
Miller (Rep., Kan.) appealed from the
decision of the chair, but the chair
was sustained, 120 to 25. The appro-
priation for car fare and bicycle al-
lowance was increased from $100,000
to $170,000. The committee rose, and
at 5:10 the house adjourned.

PETTIGREW TO BLAME

For Complicated Condition of Pipe-

atone Reservation Affairs.
WASHINGTON, March 10.—Repre-

sentative McCleary today received a
long statement from Secretary Hoke
Smith In reference to the Pipestone
reservation. Mr. McCleary says he is
now well satisfied that Senator Petti-
grew is responsible for the complicated
condition of matters at this time. Mc-
Cleary submitted several questions to
Secretary Smith as to the extinguish-
ment of the legal rights of Indians by
way of easement. Hoke Smith replies
that It was impossible to get the mat-
ter before the supreme court of the
United States, as provided for in the
Indian bill of 1894, and that he had
notified congress that additional legis-
lation was needed so that suits should
be first commenced in the United
States circuit court, in order that the
supreme court could obtain proper
jurisdiction. An amendment was
agreed to in conference embodying this
recommendation, but was . stricken out
by objection in the senate. This leaves
the matter about where it was before,
and a suit to recover title willprobably
be commenced, although the Indians
will plead an estoppel on the one-year
limit, placed in the appropriation bill
of 1894.

GOVERNMENT CROP REPORT.

Immense Amount of Corn Yet in
Hands of Farmers.

| WASHINGTON, March 10.—The ag-
ricultural department today issued the
following crop report:
j Returns from the township, county and state
correspondents of the department indicate
as the amount of corn yet held by farmers 49.8
per cent of the total crop, or 1,072,000,000 bush-
els. Proportion and total farm reserves are
both unprecedented. A year ago the stock so
held was but 476,000,000 bushels. The amount
to be sold outside the country is estimated at
21.9 per cent, last year's percentages having
been 13.4. The merchantable proportion is
88.1 per cent, against 82.4 last year. Aver-
age value of merchantable corn, 25.6 cents,
and of unmerchantable 15.4 cents. The wheat
reserves in farmers' hands amount to 26.3 per
cent of the crop, or 123,000,000 bushels. Of
this amount 4.9 per cent is reported as coming
over from 1894 or before. The proportion of
wheat sold beyond county lines is 58.5 per
cent. The report on the cotton crop of 1895,
based on railway and steamship movement,
with consumption and farm stocks Feb. 1,
will be made at noon, the 16th inst.

"WILL FAVOR NEW MEXICO.

WASHINGTON, March 10.—The sub-
committee of the senate committee ap-
pointed to consider the bill for the ad-
mission of New Mexico decided unani-
mously today to report to the full com-
mittee in favor of the passage of the
bill. The house committee . will report
the bill as introduced by Delegate
Catron, with a few verbal changes.
While it is understood that the bill
will encounter some opposition in the
full committee, its friends express con-
fidence that the subcommittee's rec-
