The scheme to submit the Howard
charter to the vote of the people at the
coming city election met with a setback
yesterday. In fact, it was set so far
back that it is extremely doubtful If the
question can be voted on at the spring
election. The board of aldermen is re-
sponsible. At its adjourned meeting,
held yesterday afternoon, the ordinance
from the assembly submitting the ques-
tion of the adoption of the Howard
charter to the vote of the people came
before the board of aldermen. After It
had received its first reading. Aid. I_in-

dahl, whose sole function in the board
is to advocate the Howard charter.mov-
ed that the rules be suspended, In order
that the board might pass the ordi-
nance.then and there.

The majority of the aldermen took a
different view of the matter than the
assembly ;By a vote of seven to four
they refused to suspend the rules, and
the ordinance was thereby laid over un-i

til the next regular meeting, which
takes place Tuesday, April •••

In taking this action the board, it
will be noted, did not refuse to pass
the ordinance; but simply declined to
suspend the rules for the purpose of
expediting the passage of the measure.
The ground of this action was disclos-
ed, however, in the speech -which Aid.
Markham made in explaining his vote
on the motion to suspend the rules.

Ald.Markham said: "My reasons for
voting 'no' are these, . In the first place,

there is a serious question as to the
constitutionality of the Howard charter
bill. Able lawyers who have considered
the bill regard it as unconstitutional.
I have not gone into it minutely, but
my judgment, based upon a somewhat
hasty examination of the measure, is
that it is unconstitutional. . For that
reason I heartily approve of the assem-
bly resolution requesting the mayor to
ask the attorney general for a written
opinion as to the constitutionality of
the bill." - '" ; .A

At this point. Aid. Markham read
an opinion of, the Chief justice
Gilfillan, of the supreme court, in a
case involving, the same principle.
namely, the submission 'of a general
law to the electors foi' adoption. Judge
Oillillan declared it impracticable- to
submit a general law to the. electors.
Aid. Markham contended that the
Howard charter bill was unconstitu-
tional, in that it violated the consti-
tutional provision requiring uniform-
ity in all state laws, as one city might
adopt it, and another might reject it.
The right of the legislature to compel
the common council to pass an ordi-
nance under, any .conditions was also
questioned. Aid. Markham thought
that under these circumstances the
council could ill afford to take ir-
revocable' . steps that would place the
city in a dangerous predicameht.with-
out first acting in the light, of an au-
thentic opinion." I-

Aid. Markham also raised the point
that the signers of the petition accom-
panying the ordinance should all be
men who actually voted at the last
election, and that, therefore, the pe-
tition ought to be verified in this re-
spect, if in nd other.''"' ' ' • .

In this connection •- Aid. Markham
took occasion , to refute an , assertion
of a weekly .publication,.- in St. Paul
which predicted that he would .'.op-
pose the Howard charter ordinance
because he '-was the tool of the cor-
porations.'.' Aid. Markham was sur-
prised to hear this, and, to demon-
strate -that he was not "a tool" of
the corporations, he said: . . .

"I am reliably informed by a mem-
ber of the last legislature that among
the persons who lobbied industriously
in favor of the Howard charter and
against the Sheehan home rule bill
were the St. Paul Gas Light company
and the street railway company."

The clerk proceeded with the roll
call, and the vote on the motion to
suspend the rules resulted as follows.

Yeas— Krieger, Lindahl, Montgom-
ery, Wolf—4. Nays— Brady, Kartak,
Markham, Milham, Murphy, Ulmer,
Ehrmanntraut— 7.

Aid. Lindahl was anxious that Judge
Schooi-maker' should be heard after
the vote had been announced. .The
aldermen were willing he should be,
but the judge smilingly acknowledged
the courtesy with the remark that he
could not see what good it would ac-
complish for him to say anything un-
der the [ circumstances. But C. W.
Horr, unable to contain himself, came
forward and exclaimed, in tones of
indigation:

"You have a petition on that desk
before you, signed by ?>, .54 legal vot-
ers of this city,., simply asking you
to submit this question to the vote of
the people. That is all. .'lf you are
going to decide . the constitutionality
of the Howard charter, why, we might

as well abolish the supreme court.
If you refuse to act, we will bring in
a petition next time that you will be
bound to respect."

President Ehrmanntraut (with a
sharp rap of the gavel)— call you
to order, Mr. Horr. No disrespect has
been shown to your petition.

Mr. Horr Very well, you can call
me to order, but I say It is your duty
to take that ordinance from the table
and pass it. • '-«-"7 -""The aldermen then proceeded with
the business before it, and adopted the
assembly resolution requesting the
mayor to ask the attorney general for
a written opinion as to the constitu-
tionality of the.H oward .charter bill.

The principal object of the adjourn-
ed meeting was to receive and act on
the lists of judges of election to be sub-
mitted by the Democratic, Republican
and Populist parties. The Democratic
and Republican lists were duly re-
ceived and referred to the following
special committee of five, which will
meet"* at 10 a. m. tomorrow: Aldermen
Wolf, Markham, Lindahl, Murphy and
Krieger. Bach party submitted two
names for each polling place, and the
committee will select one of the two in
every district. .- 7V

bault county, was surveying life on Wabashastreet through the expansive windows of the
Clarendon hotel last evening when A repre-
sentative of the Globe sat down beside himand asked him how It was that Jacob Friend,
who is charged with the murder of Miss Clara
Ober. secured a. change of venue from Fari-bault to Martin county. Sheriff McDonald waa
loth to discuss the matter at first, but he.
finally consented to talk.

He said ln substance that the affidavit upon
which the district judge granted the change
of venue was signed by ninety-seven men,
few. if any, of whom paid taxes in Faribaultcounty. As against this appeal for a change
of venue for Friend on the ground of preju-
dice between 500 and 600 representative citi-zens of Faribault county had testified In writ-ing their conviction that twelve men could be
found in Faribault county who would give
Mr. Friend a fair trial.

Sheriff McDonald admitted that the general
sentiment of the community , was against
Friend, but he did not . think that there was
sufficient ground for granting a change of
venue. This action, so Mr. McDonald argued,
tended to cast a reflection upon the fairness
of the citizens of Faribault county. The Jus-
tice of the peace before whom the preliminary
hearing took place, prior to the indictmentby the grand jury, was criticised by the com-
munity for admitting Friend to bail on such
a grave charge. The people insisted that the
accused should have either been held in cus-
tody or discharged, Mr. Friend is now. lodged
In the Martin county jail, awaiting his trial,
which will begin March 30.
