The members of the board, with the
exception of Mayor Pratt, were pres-
ent and took a lively interest in the
proccedings, In their chairs were Di-
rectcrs Rolfe, Norton and Mrs, Crays,
President Gjertsen and Dr. Quinby sat
out in the ‘*‘trial” room. There were
no spectators present except the re-
porters and Court Stenographer Mabey,
who had been engaged to record the
testimony.

President Gjertsen was the first wit-
ness sworn. He briefly stated the po-
sition which he has maintained all
along, that he knew absolutely nothing
of attempted bribery of members of the
board. Vague charges had been made,
and it was time they assumed definite

form. As to the junket to Menominee,
Wis.,, he said he had undertaken the
trip with the best of intentions and

with a distinet understanding that it
should have no influence on his vote,
He denied that he had been ‘‘ap-
proached” by anybody and asked that
his official conduct be submitted to the
closest scrutiny.

Ex-Mayor Eustis was the next wit-
ness. Mr. Eustis testified that along
in December or January Mr, Conley,
representing the Sturtevant company,
wished to retain him in connection with
some legal work, as he supposed. “A
subsequent talk showed clearly that h=2
wanted me to interest Mayor Pratt in
the interests of the Sturtevant system
of heating for the North side high
school. T told him,” said the ex-mayor,
“that I didn’t see how I could be of any
service to him, but would see Mayor
Pratt. I told him, however, the mayor's
judgment was as good as mine, He
left me, and some two days afterwards
came back and asked me if I had seen
the mayor. I called up the mayor by
telephone and we had quite a conver-
sation, I asked him if he had inves-
tigated the Sturtevant system, telling
him that so far as I had investigated
it, it appeared to have some merits; I
presumed, however, that he knew more
about it than I did. This conversation
on my part was had in the hearing of
Mr. Conley. Afterwards he said a
majority of the board favored his sys-
tem. I asked him why, then, he was so
anxious to have the mayor's vote,

“He said he was anxious to have the
mayor's vote—that the whole business
had already cost him $500, and that he
was willing to give or spend $500 more
tc secure his vote. I then told him

{ that I did not think there was any-

thing further that I could do for him.
He turned and went out, saying he
would see me again. I replied that
there was nothing for him to see me
about.”

Charles E. Hasey, a local steamfitter,
said: *“Mr. Noble asked me who therc
was on the board that could be ap-
proached with reference to the adop-
tion of the system.”

Dr. Quinby then told of the incident
that gave rise to the investigatiion.

“Dr. D. H. Dorman called me up one
night in February by telephone,” sald
Dr. -Quinby. “He was exceedingly
anxious to see me, but I was unable to
see him that night. I met him by ap-
pointment the next forenoon. We
talked about the Pturtevant heating
system a little, and then he said his
friend, Mr. Conley, was very anxious
I should go to La Crosse. He went on
to say the company was perfectly will-
ing to pay all my expenses. 1 told him
I didn’t know what my time was worth.
He said if $500 is enough to pay your
expenses, they will be willing to pay
that. I sald, ‘Mr. Dorman, I wouldn’t
go if they offered me $400,000." After
a few more remarks Dorman left.”

Witness also testified to having two
or three talks with Mr. Conley, who
urged him to go on the trip, but said
nothing of money to him, or of paying
him for his services or loss of time.

Dr. D. H. Dorman, clerk of the Beau-
fort hotel, corroborated Dr, Quinby ii
regard to the conversation,

J. A. Conley, of Boston, Mass.,, who
had been an interested spectator of
the proceedings, was then given an
opportunity to explain it all, He said:
“I told Mr. ustis that we had already
spent about $700 in various ways, the
trip to Menominee, cost of specifica-
tions, my time and salary, etc., but
that we would spend about $500 more.
I told Mr. Eustis some things about
our system, and also that Mayor Pratt
did not believe our statements, and I
was most anxious to convince him by
showing him the system. Mr. Eustis
declined any pay for his services.”

Mr. Conley proved a very good wit-
ness,agreeing with all of the witnesses,
but placing an entirely different con-
struction on the main point of the in-
vestigation, viz: That he indirectly
offered $500 aplece for the votes of
Dr. Quinby and Mayor Pratt,

He said it was very foolish to sup-
pose he would attempt to bribe a per-
fect stranger in any such manner. He
had been zealous in trying to secure
the contract, but had made no im-
proper ‘approaches” to anybody.

Several other witnesses testified to
Conley’s statements, then it was de-
cided to postpone the investigation un-
til Mayor Pratt’'s return, which will be
some time after April 10.

WASHINGTON,March 26.—The naval
appropriation bill was passed today by
the house without substantial amend-
ment. An effort was made by the ad-
vocates of a larger increase of the
navy than was authorized by the bill,
to increase the number of battleships
to six. This increase was
supported on the floor by Messrs. Han-
ley (Rep., Ind.), Cummings (Dem., N
Y.) and Johnson (Rep., Cal), and op-
posed by Messrs. Boutelle, chairman
of the committee; Hulick (Rep., O.) and
Robinson (Rep. Pa.). The house, by a
large majority, stood by the recom-
mendation of the committee, the propo-
sition for six battle ships mustering
but 32 votes against 134, Various
amendments were offered, but failed.
The bill as passed carries $31,311,034,
and authorizes the construction of four
battle ships and fifteen torpedo boats.
The sundry ecivil appropriation bill,
which was reported today, will be tak-
en up tomorrow,

It was decided to allow three hours
for general debate on the paragraph in
the naval bill relating to the increase
of the navy. Mr. Hanley, a member
of the naval committee, argued in fa-
vor of the amendment, which he gave
notice he would offer, to increase the
number of battle ships from four to
six. Although his people lived a thou-
gand miles from tide water, they were
patriots enough and proud enough to
deslire to see their country with a navy
befitting her position as the greatest
countiry on the globe.

Mr. Hulick said he Indorsed all Mr.
Hanley had said, but he argued that,
in view of the condition of the treas-
ury it was unwise, to authorize more
than four battle ships. Mr. Johnson
favored the Hanley amendment, He
ridiculed the bravado with which con-
gress had, during the past few months,
announced a willingness to declare war
on the flrst-class powers of the world.
“With out navy,”. he added, ‘“‘our pre-
tentions were preposterous. God fought,
as. Napoleon said, on, the side of the
heaviest battalions. If we are to con-
tinue to parade ourselves among the
nations of the earth with a chip on our
shoulders, we must be prepared to fight
if the chip Is knocked off. No mat-
ter how just our :cause might be, the
devils in hell would laugh at our dis-
comfiture, and say we deserved our
defeats because we' were not pre-
pared.” ki

Mr. Robinson (Rep., Pa.) argued in
support of the judgment of the com-
mittee. He had listened, he said, to
the ‘“forensic song and dance” of the
gentlemen from Indiana and Califor-
nia, but it did not appeal to him. Mr.
Cummings, also a member of the com-
mittee, [ollowed with a strong and
eloquent speech in favor of a larger
increase of the navy. Mr. Boutelle
closed the debate in favor of ablding
by the judgment of the naval con.nit-
tee. This bill would be the largest
authorization for ships in the history
of the country, and would tax our
capacities to the utmost. In conclu-
sion, Mr. Boutelle expressed the hop=2
that the Hanley amendment to in-
crease the number of battle ships from
four to six would be voted down. The
vote was then taken on the amend-
ment, and, on a rising vote, it was de-
feated—32 to 184.

Mr. Iisher (Rep., N. Y.) offered an
amendment authorizing the president
to order one or more of the vessels
authorized in the bill to be built in
government yards. Mr. Tate {(Dem.,
Ga.) offered an amendment to provide
that draftsmen and designers be citi-
zens of the United States, Mr. Mercer
(Rep., Neb.) moved to name a battle
ship Nebraska. Mr. Mahon (Rep., Pa.)
caused some amusement by moving to
name the ships Quay, Reed, McKinley
and Allison. Mr. Robinson moved to
name one Pennsylvania. All  the
amendments were voted down, and the
bill was then passed.

Mr. Cannon, chairman of the apprc.
priations committee, reported the suu-
dry civil bill, and gave notice that he
would call it up tomorrow, Then the
house adjourned.

CATCHING TARPON NOW,

Some Big Fellows Reported to Have
Been Taken Off Puntan Rassa,

The first report of the tarpon fishing sea-
son is from Punta Rassa, Fla., to the Forest
and Stream, and says that W, L. Boyle, a
New Yorker, who is cruising in the yacht
Tarpon, killed the first one on Feb. 27. Since
then several of the big fish have been taken.

It took the tarpon fishers a good while to
learn how to make tarpon fishing a sport.
They use now half to pound mullets, an
eight-foot rod of substantial proportions, a
very large reel, with a long, powerful line,
and a peculiar hook on it that has a yard or
g0 of non-chewable buckskin, wire or twisted
cat gut for the snood, so that the fish can’t
bite itself free.

The hook and most of the snood are swal-

lowed. Before they knew how to fish for
tarpon, the anglers struck almost as soon as
the line started off, but now they wait a
while, The fish’'s mouth is too hard to be
penetrated by the hook, and striking alarmed
the fish. = After taking thé''bait, the fish al-
ways spits it out, and swims away and comes
back satisfled that it is all right, and at a
gulp swallows it, ‘‘clean to the tip of his
tail,” and goes looking for more. In three
jifies the sportsman yanks up his rod and
the fish is fast. Then comes a job that
makes one’s arms ache, and may or not bring
the fish to gaff.
X well-known manufacturer of fishing
tackle was up in the Adirondacks last sum-
mer fishing. He had a guide very popular
among visitors to the Blue Mountain Lake
region, and this guide was using a home-
made gaff which was so much better than
ordinary gaffs that the manufacturer began
to talk business instead of fishing, The gaff
was made out of old files, and had two hooks
that closed down on one another into the big
fish, or opened up at a simple twist or jerk
of one hand. The gaff hooked into both
sides of the fish instead of into one, as the
old style did. The guide got a substatial
price for his invention, and the tarpon fish-
erman has found a gaff especially aGapted to
his use.

The record boards of tarpon fishing clubs
are kept by tacking a single scale of each
fish taken to a plank, yith the date, catch-
er's name, and weight written below it.
These notebooks make interesting reading.
