WASHINGTON, April 22.—The senate to-
day disposed of the sectarian school ques-
tion by adopting a compromise, framed by

Senator Cockrell, of Missouri. The Indian
bill, as it came from the house, provided
"that no money herein appropriated shall be
paid for education in sectarian schools." This
provision is stricken out by the Cockrell
amendment as adopted, and it is declared to
be the settled policy of the government to

make no appropriations for sectarian schools
after July 1, 1898, thus giving two years for

the abandonment of sectarian schools, Instead
of an immediate abandonment. ' The amend-

ment was adopted by the decisive vote of 38
to 24. The Indian bill was not completed
when the senate adjourned. During the day

a bill was passed providing for government
regulation of excursion fleets attending re-
gattas; also the resolution calling for infor-
mation as to the arrest of Bishop Diaz, In
Cuba. The president's veto of two pension

bills brought "-out some criticism from the
chairman of the committee on. pensions, Mr.
Gallinger, but no action was taken beyond

- When consideration of the Indian appropri-

ation bill was resumed, Mr. Cockrell spoke

in support of-' his amendment. Mr. Allen
(Pop., Neb.) deprecated sectarian bigotry.

He said he was the son of a Protestant min-
ister, but this did not lead him to approve
of any, proscription based on religious as-
sociations. Mr. Allen spoke of the great
work of the Catholic church. Mr. Peffer
(Pop., Kan.) expressed astonishment, that
