ST. LOUIS, May 9.—Ten thousand
people attended the opening day's races
ftt the spring meeting of the Fair asso-
ciation. Big fields and a fast track
combined to make the event a notable
one. There were six events on the
card, !the most important being the
Inaugural, a handicap sweepstakes for
three-year-olds and upwards, valued at
52,500. | The race was for one mile, and
the track record for that distance was

lowered one-fourth of a second, to 1:40.
-There were seven starters, and after
forty-five minutes at the post they
got off in good shape in this order:
/Forget, Assignee, Magnet, Urania,
Schiller, Linda and Buck Massie. The
latter was the favorite, and soon went
to th_ front. They finished almost
In a bunch, with Assignee in the lead.
Buck Massie was just a nose behind,
leading Urania by a head. Magnet
came fourth, a length behind, with
the regaining ones strung out.

After two weeks of postponement on
account of rainy weather and bad
roads, the big bicycle parade to Min-
neapolis today bids fair to eclipse any
similar event that has ever taken place
in the Northwest. The person who sees
the start and doesn't own a wheel will
feel sorry about it all summer. Mr. Bou-
ouet has been active in stirring up
interest, and the result is it is expect-
ed that 1,000 St. Paul cyclists will ren-
dezvous at Summit and Selby avenues
this afternoon. The route will be out
Summit avenue to Marshall, thence to
Lake street, where the St. Paul brig-

ade will be met by a large number of
Minneapolis riders, most likely as large
a band as St. Paul will send over. The
meeting will occur at the Lake street
bridge, and the Minneapolis division
will esport the visitors to Park avenue,
where a big parade will be held, that
will discount the exhibition of last
Sunday.

Almqst all the young men and
women will take part in the parade,
and as there are certain simple evolu-
tions, such as the serpentine move-
ment, the criss-cross and so on, that
require no particular study, but are
simply a matter of follow your leader,
the leaders of the parade believe they
will be able to furnish a spectacular
show well worth going out to witness.

After the promenade on Park, the
visiting wheelmen and wheelwomen
will be escorted about the city by the
Minneapolis riders. The programme is
not contingent on the weather condi-
tions. If rain should happen to fall
the parade will take place just the
same.

It has been arranged that next Sun-
day the Minneapolis wheelmen will
turn out 2,500 strong and invade St.
Paul. This interchange of cycling
courtesy is going to do away, event-
ually, with the old-time jealousy be-
tween the towns. It will be a great
turnout, as well for those who simply
see it as those who take part.

Not a Match for Pennsylvania In

ITHACA, N. V., May 9.—Tlie third D__ual
championship games between the athletic
teams of Cornell and the University of Penn-
sylvania were held this afternoon. The re-
sult was a victory for Pennsylvania, although
Cornell's showing was better than ever be-
fore against the Quakers. In sprinting Cor-
nell was more than a match for Pennsyl-
vania, but the latter outclassed the Ithaoans
in all field events and bicycling. Two Cor-
nell records were broken, that for the 220-
--yard dash being lowered by one-fifth of a
second, and that for the 220-yard hurdle by
three fifths of a second. Cornell was disap-
pointed in the bicycle events, as It was ex-
pected that Alexander, late of Leland Stan-
ford university, would have It all his own
way. Pennsylvania made 73 points, Cornell
53. Negotiations are pending between Cornell
and the University of Michigan for a joint
meet.

CHICAGO, May 9.—Notice has been
given by the Soo line of its intention
to put into effect May 15 a round-trip
rate of $60 from St. Paul and Minne-
apolis to Kootenai points.
