RESERVE DWINDLING.

By July 1 It Will Be Below the
100,000,000 Murk.

WASHINGTON, May 11.—The treasury to-
day lost $2,108,300 in gold coin and $26,200 in
bars, leaving the true amount of the gold re-
serve $115,785,646. Of the amount withdrawn
today $2,050,000 was for export. But little hope
is expressed at the treasury department that
the run on gold will cease for some weeks to
ccme. Under normal conditions, in years past
the heaviest exportations of gold have oc-
curred during the month of May, and as the
export season this year set ln somewhat later
than usual it is assumed that it will continue
to a later date than usual. The opinion pre-
vails that by July 1 the reserve will have
again been reduced to a figure considerably
below the $100,000,000 mark.

WHEELMEN PARADE TONIGHT.

Important Points ln the Perkins
Case Argued—News of tlie Mill

City.

The city council last evening- took up

the consideration of the Fort bicycle
ordinance, which provides for the con-

l struction of bicycle paths along streets

: and avenues, to be hereafter design.*—.-
--; ed by the council, through the medium
of forthcoming petitions.

There was much opposition, but the
measure finally passed. Several alder-
men held that the proposed measure

• was illegal, for the reason it disc—.m-
--; mated in favor of certain classes, and

prevented property owners from ex-
r ercising their full rights in front of
; their holdings.

There was considerable misunder-
i standing as to the scope of the ordi-

nance. The impression prevailed that
the city would be required to construct
and maintain the bicycle path, and
that if the wheelmen themselves agreed

! to pay the costs, the path would be

' used only by the clubs or individuals
j contributing to the expense. These
points, however, were cleared up. It

I was explained that the city would be
i to no expense. The paths are chiefly
j to run along suburban thoroughfares
i where there is little traffic.

The wheelmen of the city already
have a fund of several hundred dollars
on hand to commence the work. A
petition signed by twenty-five or more
bicycle riders, filed with the council,
will receive either the approval or dis-
approval of that body. The ordinance
passed last night allows the council
wi__.'discretion, and the wheelmen can
by no means secure their ends simply
for the asking. The wishes of the
aldermen of the ward will largely in-
fluence the council in each case.

It is probable that few paths will be
needed or asked for. There are not
many streets which are so unfrequent-
ed by pedestrian travel as to allow
the surrender of the strip usually de-
voted to sidewalks, to wheel paths.

j What the bicycle riders desire most
are paths to St.Palu, Minnetonka, Lake
Harriet and Minnehaha, but these will
come one at a time. The wheelmen
are much gratified at the action of
the council, as it supplies a need, long
ago recognized by nearly all the East-
ern cities of any importance.

Aid. Anderson and Loye burled their
hatchets over the election of a pound-

master of the Fifth district, and the
former nominated George Loye.a broth-
er of the alderman from the Fourth
ward. The candidate was elected.

Aid. Phillips introduced a resolution
which approved of the spirit of pat-

riotism shown by the school children
and citizens of Minneapolis in their
plans for moving the old Stevens
house to Minnehaha park, and request-
ing the mayor to declare a half-holiday

beginning at noon, June 28. The coun-
cil adopted the resolution, and voted
to attend the ceremonies in a body.

ALL "WHEELS WILL BE OUT.

Monster Demonstration on Nicollet

Avenue Tonight.

This evening Nicollet avenue will be the
scene of a monster demonstration of wheel-
men, arranged by the Commercial club, in

connection with the Twin City Rapid Transit
company. The special feature of the even-
ing will be a drill by the University of Min-
nesota Bicycle Cadet corps, under
the command of Lieut. H. H. Chapman. The
drill will consist of company, squad and
skirmish movements, with mounting, march-
ing and the manual of arms. A military
bicycle company is a new thing In the North-
"west, and, as this particular one is the only
college bicycle company in the country, its
first public appearance will be watched with
interest. The idea was flrst suggested this
spring, and the bicycle men at the university
took it up with enthusiasm, Lieut. Leon-
hauser, the commandant, favored It, and the
faculty gave the necessary permission and
allowed the same credit as in regular mili-
tary work. The result is the present company
of twenty-five, as that number is thought best
on account of the large space that the men
men must necessarily occupy.

After the drill, which will take about three-
quarters of an hour, there will be a dem-
onstration by the wheelmen. This will be in
no sense a parade, but simply a general turn-
in? out of the wheelmen of the city, a sort
of bicycle holiday. For about two hours the
street will be Illuminated by red flre, and no
teams will be allowed on the street, the police
having strict orders to keep it clear. It is
not thought that the clubs will make any ef-
fort at giving drills, as none -of them are as
yet sufficiently practiced.

IN MRS. PERKINS? CASE.

Judge Outline. What His Decision
Will Be.

The attorneys in the Perkins case yester-
finished their arguments before Judge Jami-
son and awaited the decision of the court
Judge Jamison stated that when the time
came to rule in the matter he would hold
that the application was a part of the con-
tract of Insurance, and that the answers in
the application were warranties. He was will-
ing to hear and examine any authorities Mr.
Hall had to offer, but at that time he was of
the opinion stated. With matters at that
stage, the Jury was called and Mr. Thomp-
son began the questioning.

In the present case the questions In the
application are not as exhaustive as in the
former case, the question as to age being
the one answered untruthfully as claimed
by the defense. The question will then be
as to whether that was material enough to
void the policy.

The plaintiff stated that the case was very
nearly through, but they wanted to swear Dr.
Kistler before closing. All they had to do
was to make a prime facie case by showing
accidental death, and with Dr. Kistler's testi-
mony that would be done. The coroner was
not present, and the balance of the afternoon
was passed in waiting for him. It is expected
that the plaintiff will complete the testimony
this morning.
It was supposed by the listeners yesterday

that the defense would bring forth the claim
of murder, in trying that side of the case.
While this was hot pleaded, it was urged
that the general denial would let in that evi-
dence. A little tilt between attorneys, in
which one made the claim that the death was
accidental, caused that belief, but the attor-
neys are authority for the statement that
there is nothing whatever in the idea. The
defense will rely upon the false representa-
tions regarding the age, and the insurable in-

•crest, to defeat the claim of the plaintiff,
_.nd will go no farther. That la what was
given out yesterday. They claim with the
ruling they have to expect from the court,
they have a case good enough for them ln
the foregoing.

MISS BARTON AND HER WORK.

Armenian Relief Committee Hears

From Turkey.

The national Armenian committee has re-
ceived a cablegram from Miss Barton, ln
which she says she gratefully acknowledges
the remittance and says that two of her ex-
peditions have reached Harpoot, and are
meeting with good success in furnishing
seeds and tools, with which the people wlil
be able to plant their fields. In extending
this feature of the work so far aa possible

the relief agencies will forestall a wide-
spread famine. There is in the hands of
Mayor Pratt $633, which he will send to Miss
Barton today. Of this sum, $455.73 was
raised by the school children of the city and
sent to the mayor's offlce Saturday.

The relief committee has received also a
letter from Miss Barton in which she makes
a report of the progress of the work done in
Turkey. She says that there have never
been any obstacles placed in her way by the
government except those naturally arising
from the condition of affairs. The three ex-
peditions of relief are In the field and doc-
tors are being sent out by threes and fours.
She says that ln the cities there are from
seven to ten thousand sick and nearly sev-
enty-five dying daily. She states that with-
out the help of America the help that is be-
ing given would be extremely small, but
that there Is much more that can be done,
and more funds are needed.

Winter Wheat Conditions About the
Same as a Year Ago.

WASHINGTON, May 11.—The May returns
of the statistical division of the department
of agriculture on the condition of winter
wheat show an increase of 5.6 points above
the April average, being 82.7 against 77.1 last
month, and 82.9 ln May, 1895. The averages
in nine principal winter wheat states are:
Pennsylvania, 64; Ohio, 55; Michigan, 90;
Indiana, 85; Kentucky, 77; Illinois, 90; Mis-
souri, 81; Kansas, 96; California, 100. The
returns of the correspondents of the division
show that, excepting in a few states, there
has been improvement in the condition of
winter wheat throughout the country, and
the reports collected through the climate
and crop service of the weather bureau, cov-
ering the week embracing the last three days
of April and the first four days of May,
compared with the reports of the previous
week, Indicate a general Improvement of
winter wheat in the principal wheat states,
but show that in Maryland, New York, Penn-
sylvania and Oklahoma the condition of win-
ter wheat was __ot so promising. Special
reports to the department show crop pros-
pects excellent in Great Britain and France;
good in Russia and Austro-Hungary; fair in
Germany, Italy and Roumania, and unfavor-
able only in Spain.

Do You Go Fishing?

The condition of winter rye on May 1 was
87.7 per cent; of barley, 89.2; spring pasture,
93.2; meadows, 91.8. The preportion of spring
plowing accomplished by May 1 this season
was rather above the average, being 79.6 per
cent, or 1.9 points above that of an average
year.

prime minister and commissioner of public
works; Louis Beaubien, commissioner ofagriculture; G. Natel, commissioner of crown
lands; L. P. Peltier, attorney general; T.
Chapais, president of the council; M. F.
Hackett, provincial secretary. The provin-
cial treasurership was not filled, but it is
believed Mayor R. Wilson Smith will be ap-
pointed.

Damage From W7ind.
AUGUSTA, Me., May 11.—Reports from

surrounding towns show that last night's
wind and rain storm caused extensive dam-
age. More than fifty barns in this vicinity
were wrecked, and the total loss upon prop-
erty, it ls thought, will reach $50,000. The
wind blew at the velocity of a hurricane,
accompanied by t.iunder, lightning and heavy
rain.

Storm in Nebraska.
OMAHA, Neb., May 11.—A terrible storm

swept over Eastern Nebraska tonight, doing
great damage, especially in rural districts!
In Omaha many small buildings were dam-
aged, arid torrents of water fell. In some
sections it assumed the proportions of a
cyclone.

President Has Skepped.

DEBATE ON THE HARBOR BILL

ANOTHER ENTI—E DAY DEVOTED

TO THE QUEfSTION IN THE
SENATE.

THE BATTLE IS GROWING BITTER.

Seldom That So Great an Interest Is

Aroused by a Purely Local Ap-
propriation.

WASHINGTON, May ll.—The California
deep water project was before the senate most
of the day. It is seldom that a local Improve-

ment arouses so much feeling among sena-
tors, manifesting Itself in a debate of unusual
animation and of considerable personal feel-
ing. Mr. Berry, or Arkansas, began the de-
bate today, declaring that this proposed ex-
penditure of three millions was against the
public Interest and In the private interest ot
C. P. Huntington, of the Southern Pacific.
Senators Vest and Caffery took the ground that

no appropriation should be made at present.

Mr. Frye, chairman of the commerce commit-
tee, replied to the strictures upon the propo-
sition and vehemently characterized the criti-
cisms of Mr. Huntington as "savoring of the
slogan of the sand lots." Mr. Frye will go on
tomorrow.

Before the river and harbor bill was taken
up several bills were passed, among them

acts authorizing the state of South Dakota to

select the Fort Sully military reservation as
state land, and increasing the appropriation

for the public building at Portland, Ore.,
$650,000. In* reporting the bankruptcy bill
from the Judiciary committee, Senator Tel-
ler stated that it favored the substitution of
the senate bankruptcy bill for that passed by

tho house. Mr. Mitchell (Rep., Ore.) added
that the minority of the committee favored
the house bill.

The river and harbor bill was then taken
up, the question being on the only remaining
amendment, that for a deep water harbor at
Santa Alonica, Cal. Mr. Berry (Dem., Ark.),
a member of the commerce committee, spoke
in opposition to the amendment. He declared
that this proposed expenditure of $3,000,000
against the recommendation of the United
States engineers, and against the request of
the California senators, was the most unjust
and Inexcusable proposition he had ever
heard In connection with rivers and harborß.
Mr. Berry declared that if this amendment
were forced on the bill, it would probably de-
feat the measure for this session. "It would
be better to dump this three millions into the
Pacific ocean," exclaimed Mr. Berry, "rather
than that the country should know that this
senate is ready to override its army engi-
neers In the interest of private greed and
private gain." Mr. Berry said that the evi-
dence showed the Southern Pacific Railroad
company could dictate terms for an entrance
to Santa Monica. He did not believe there
was a man in the United States—save C. P.
Huntington—who, in the face of the represen-
tations of the army engineers, would come
to congress and ask it to give him three mil-
lions to build a breakwater.

Mr. Vest (Dem., Mo.), a member of the com-
mittee of commerce, said ho could not see
the necessity of the expenditure, either at
Santa Monica or'San Pedro. He took no
stock, he said, in the.attacks on Mr. Hunting-
ton because he was a railroad president and a
rich man. Like other men, he looked after
hi 3 own interests. Mr. Ve3t believed Mr.
Huntington was sincere in saying Santa
Mcnica was the best point for a harbor. The
senator said he dropped out of account all
talk of monopolies and lobbies. Any United
States senator who would permit a lobby to
control him was unworthy of a seat. He
based his objections on the fact that the
country did not have a full treasury; the
river and harbor bill already reached an enor-
mous aggregate.

Mr. Caffery (Dem.. La.), another member
of the committee, believed that the present
need of a deep water harbor at cither of the
points urged was not apparent. If there was
such a need, he would not allow any sudden
spasm of economy over the condition of the
treasury to influence him. He d'd not share
the views stated by Mr. Vest, he added, as
to the serious condition of th-} treasury. As
the operations of the Wilson act proceeded
and developed, Mr.;Caffery expected to see
the government revenues increase and made
adequate to the government's needs. Mr.
Caffery added that he did not consider the
connection of Mr. Huntington with the Santa
Monica project as prejudicial to it, but he did
consider that the representations of the two
California senators, the army engineers and
local commercial bodies, etc., should be con-
clrsive as between the two points. He would
follow the lead of the representatives of the
locality on such an improvement.

Mr. Frye, chairman of the commerce com-
mittee, next spoke. He had two pages raiso
a huge map Just in front of the presiding of-
ficer's desk, which led Vice President Ste-
venson to remark:

"The presiding officer has some difficulty
ln recognizing the senator from Maine."

With pointer in hand Mr. Frye gave points
of the map, saying that the natural confor-
mation of the coast was the best evidenco of
the advantage of Santa Monica over San
Pedro. Referring to Santa Monica, the sena-
tor said the proposed amendment gave other
roads than the Southern Pacific ample
rights. One Pacific coast paper had stated,
Mr. Frye said, that if this amendment pre-
vailed his "pockets would be lined with gold."
With a gesture of intense deprecation, he
added, that since his mother had put a pocket
in his pantaloons, they had been lined with
Just enough gold, and no more, to supply the
needs of the moment. Another issue had
crept into this case which was gravely un-
just. He referred to the statements made by
Senators White and Berry concerning Mr.
