The striped terrors of the Eastern jungle
have been tamed by the mild magnetism of
Mullane and the softening clvilization of St.
Paul, as exemplified In the work of its base
ball club, By the time they have been on the
Western circuit a week they will be docile
enough for ladies to drive or children to play
with,r and all their wildness will be in the

pitcher’s box.

“#Music hath charms to soothe the savage
breast,” the poet said, and the music which
mellowed the warlike Detroiters was the
merry rat-tat-tat of singles and two-base 'mts
against the side fences of Aurora park. When
St. Paul was at bat, the game was like mus-
ketry practice on the Fort Snelling range;
when Detroit was at bat, it resembled com-
mencement exercises in a graveyard. There
may be, doubtless are, base ball leagues where
Cetroit could win a pennant, but it would
have to be by better hitting than character-
ized their game yesterday. On the other
hand, the home team turned their X rays on
Fifield’s curves from the very start, and at
times the base running was so lively that a
small boy had to carry water to the players.
It was a game worth seeing, although, sad to
ccnfess, it was a little one-sided—the right
way.

Tim O’Rourke did not get his usual base on
balls, but began the game with a grounder to
Nicholson, which the latter seized with ac-
tivity. Kraus, however, rolled the ball clear
into the field, only to be retired on a double
play of a fast order, when George hit a hot
one to Fifield. There was a little consolation
for the Tigers in the shortness of that inning,
but the only thing that can console them now
fs utter loss of memory for a period from 4 to
§ o’clock yesterday afternoon. Nicholson, the
valiant leader of the doughty horde, sent the
ball heavenward at a 2:04 clip, but Tony Mul-
lane sprinted across the foul lines and pressed
the luckless leather to his breast. Knoll did
better, hitting safely. Tony gave Sam Dun-
gan a base on balls. Detrolt had all the best
of it, but Trost hit to Mullane and went out,
so that the advantage quickly faded, and
honors were easy, when Billy George crept up
aunder a high fly from the bat of one Stallings,
g captain in the Detroit military.

Kraus had not had the cathode current
turned on to its full voltage in the first inn-
ing, but when the second opened, the wires
were working splendidly. Jim Burns was
first to bat, the same Jim that the Minne-
apolis papers said was a back number, James
deciphered one of the quaint and curious
I'nes described by Mr. Fifield’s pitching, and
the ball left the home plate in search of new
and less sweltering climates.

Pickett and Shugart went out on flies as a
sort of encouragement to the Detroits, but
Glasscock poked the ball over the fence on
one side of the lot, and Spies on the other,
which was two bases each, or a run for the
first baseman. Mullane went out on a
grounder to short, but Burnett struck out,
and the desperate Tigers, now thirsting for
honest St. Paul gore, did not get to first base
that inning.

Tim O’Rourke again falled to leave the
post, but Frank Kraus showed a friendly in-
terest in the base ball crop by trying to
plant one in the sand near the carriage gate.
It was another case of stage fright with De-
troit, or perhaps Stallings would have caught
it. He had to be content, however, with dig-
ging it out of the sand and spoiling Kraus’
little garden patch. Kraus was at third base
when the ball was returned to play. Billy
George hit safely, and that scored another
run, and Jim Burns, well, of course, how
could he miss those easy ones? Too bad,
though, George tried to get third on it. St.
Paul might have been scoring yet. Pickett
went out to Fifield, who touched him on the
line, and Detroit again had a chance to wield
the willow.

Fifield popped up a nice one to Pickett, but

Nicholson was a good walter, and went to -

first. Tony tried to catch him napping at
first and threw the ball where Glasscock could
not stop it. Nick went to second, where he
came home on Dungan’s single. Trost made
another Iike unto it, and by playing well off
first, managed to hold the ball in play long
enough for Dungan to score also.

Detroit’s woes began again when Glasscock
waited for a base on balls. Spies sent a
high one to Knoll, who guessed right this
time. Mullane sent a solid shot ricochetting
