NEW YORK MEETING'S ACTION

RELIEVED TO BE IN FAVOR OF
THE GENERAL ONE-CENT

RATE.

LOCAL COMMITTEES ARE BUSY

Looking After the Almost Intermin-

able Details of tlie Coming En-
campment.

It is not an improbability that within the
next three weeks or a month all the railroads
entering St. Paul, or having St. Paul connec-
tions, will make the one cent a mile rate for
the September encampment, already made by

the roads in the Western Passenger associa-
tion and the Southwestern lines. This would j
virtually mean a one-cent rate from all parts

of the United States to St. Paul during en- j
campment week.

Gen. Mark D. Flower, chairman of the G.

A. R. transportation committee, ventures tlie ;
above opinion. It is based upon the action of

the meeting of the Trunk Line Passenger asso- j
ciation in New York, on Wednesday. Advices |

from members of the assocition practically

assured Gen. Flower that a one-cent rate

would be granted, but as yet he has not re- j
celved notification of the association's de-
cision. However, he has little doubt but that
tbe rate has been made.

In the Globe dispatches yesterday morn-
ing was a small report of the Trunk Line
meeting, in which It was stated that "the
agents took favorable action on a pumber of
G A. R. applications for rates to their an-
nual encampment In St. Paul." This, in all
probability, means the one-cent rate.

Gen. Flower says that if the rate has been
made by the Trunk Line association it as-
sures a one-cent rate on all the roads east
of Chicago. He states that the Great North-
ern, the "Soo" line and Northern Pacific pas-
senger officials are now considering a one-
cent rate, and he has strong hopes that they
will see their way clear to granting it. He
is certain if such a rate Is not secured, that
one approximately low will be granted, lie
looks for definite action by these lines at al-
most any time now.

The one-cent rate made by the Southwestern
roads and the lines in the Western Passenger
association provided for two or three days'
selling rates, tickets good In St. Paul for
fifteen days, if retained In purchaser's pos-
session, good for thirty days if deposited with
the local railroad agents. This provision was
made to knock out scalpers. The rate Is
good outside of a radius of 250 miles around
St. Paul, in all territory controlled by the
Western Passenger association and South-
western roads. Now, if, as seems probable,
all the roads are coming in on a one-cent
basis, a tremendous crowd will certainly be
here encampment week.

Gen. L. Y. Jenness, of St. Petersburg, Fla.,
commander of the department of that penin-
sular state, has written the accommodations
committee. He wishes quarters reserved for
at least one hundred veterans from his state,
"and there may be many more," he says.
Secretary Brigham has assigned a number of
them to the residence of Mrs. M. Brown, 103
West Fourth street.

Col. J. J. Lyon, past commander of Lin-
coln Post, San Francisco, writes to Capt.
Charles J. Stees, ln this city, that a larger
delegation will attend the St. Paul encamp-

ment than was ever sent from California, not
even excepting to Washington, ln 1892.

Col. Bennett, of Post No. 1; and Capt. Ken-
nedy, of Post No. 2; Philadelphia, also write
that their posts in particular and Pennsyl-
vania in general, will be represented by sev-
eral thousand vlstors.

In Minnesota, G. A. R. veterans to the num-
ber of over 500 have written for hotel ac-
commodations. Three hundred posts from
abroad have already spoken to have rooms
reserved. From the large number of appli-
cations in this early in the game, some faint
idea can be gained of the multitude that will
be in St. Paul in September.

Douglas county, by A. Chichester, of Alex-
andria, has written to Secretary Plnney that
it will have a street exhibit in St. Paul dur-
ing encampment week and wishes space re-
served.

The finance committee yesterday appointed
five more sub-chairmen to make collections
from people In various lines of business. H.
S. Wood and Maj. William Faulkner will col-
lect from the dealers In machinists' supplies,
engine and boiler works, and the Iron and
steel trade generally; W. O. Hauesler, carpet
cleaners; W. J. Ban well, electrical goods;
B. F. Wright, Insurance companies and
agents: Edwin Austrian, merchandise brok-
ers; John A. Bazille, painters and paper
hangers: C. H. McGill, printers, book and
job publishers. "The finance committee has
also furnished subscription books to the
school principals.

SEND IN THE BLANKS.

Accommodations Committee Getting
Anxious About Them.

C. W. Horr presided at the meeting of the
committee on. accommodations of the G. A.
R., which was held last night at the Com-
mercial club, and told the members of the
committee something of the work already ac-complished in the direction of securing rooms
and meals for the visitors which are expected
in September, and also urged upon them the
necessity for prompt and energetic action in
the further prosecution of the task.

He outlined briefly what had been done by
the ladies In the way of canvassing the dif-
ferent wards for houses where the right sort
of accommodations might be secured, andexplained that within the present week a
quantity of circulars containing blanks to be
filled in had been mailed over the city. To
these he said the response had only been fair,
and this was due, he thought, to the general
belief that there was ample time to return
the blanks. He made a strong plea, andurged the papers to state that these blanks
should be filled in and returned to headquar-
ters immediately. Soon after the organiza-
tion of the general committee a list of chair-men for the different wards was announced.
This list will be overhauled,in a day or two,
when the members who are willingto work
will be asked to name their ward committees,
which in turn will select subcommittees for
the various precincts. These precinct com-
mittees will meet perhaps weekly, and will
confer with the ladles, whose work Is well
under way. Chairman Horr Invited sugges-
tions as to the best way in which to facilitate
the work, and the matter was thoroughly
discussed.

At his request Messrs. Mahan, Merrill,
Knauff, Lowenstein, Sehurmeier and Gitt-redge agreed to supply the papers with news
anent the labors of the committee. Here-after the general committee will meet on
alternate Thursdays in the G. A. R. head-quarters.

HAWKEYE VISITORS HERE.

A Number of lowa Visitors Are En.
tertalned Locally.

Only about thirty of the lowa retail mer-
chants arrived on the excursion over the Min-
neapolis & St. Louis road yesterday morning.
Some stopped off in Minneapolis, but the
greater number came to this city, and were at
once taken In charge by local members of
local jobbing firms, who entertained them
during the day. Yesterday afternoon several
more Iowans arrived in the city. They spent
the time ln visiting the various jobbing and
wholesale houses ln their lines of business,
and express themselves as being very well
pleased-with.thfjesults of their Investigation.

These'"merchants have been good customers
of 'Chicafci|4sfVst7Louis houses for years,
and the trip affords them an opportunity to
raa!*e confpArisoiis-on stocks and prices. In
this they $re\being assisted by the local job-
bers. They come from a rich territory, natur-

ally tributary to St. Paul, and it is thought
that their visit will result in more intimate
and largely Increased trade relations. St
Paul Is the natural base pf supplies and th©
only reason for the lowa merchants going to
Chicago and St. Louis ln the past has been
that the local houses have made no organ-
ized and persistent effort to secure their busi-
ness. But it may be true, also, that Chicago
and St. Louis have a shade the best of It In
freight rates. In addition to this, they have
an established trade, and, therefore, the re-
sult of these excursions may not be manifest
for some time to come.

Quite a number of the excursionists took
luncheon with local business men at the Com-
mercial club yesterday. They will remain in

the city several days, visiting business
houses and taking in the sights. Another and
larger party is expected to arrive this morn-
ing. Altogether between 75 and 100 lowa re-
tailers will be ln St. Paul within the next few
days, and will be entertained by the merchants
of the city.

RUSHED THINGS THROUGH.

Assemblymen Wasted No Time at

Lust Night's Meeting.

The assemblymen were in a facetious mood
last night. There were only six present—Just
a two-thirds vote. No matters of great im-
portance came before them, but a large budget

from the board of aldermen awaited their ac-
tion. The celerity with which they went
through the files of the board of aldermen was
never before equalled by this assembly. Mr.
Johnson presided, in the absence of President
Copeland and Vice President Van Slyke.

Preliminary orders for paving several of the
principal streets were the chief matters of
public interest acted upon. The first one con-
sidered was the preliminary order from the
board of aldermen for paving Fifth street
with brick, from Wabasha street to Broadway.
Messrs. Parker and Lewis wanted the order
referred to the committee on streets, as they
are convinced that the majority of the inter-
ested property owners on Fifth street are In
favor of asphalt. Maj. Espy wished to say a
word. Permission was granted, and, after
hearing the major's glowing tribute to the
everlasting virtues of brick, the assembly
promptly referred the preliminary order to
the committee on streets.

Similar disposition was made of the pre-
liminary orders for paving Cedar, Minnesota
and Robert streets, from Third to Eighth
street; Broadway, from Third to Mississippi
street, and Eighth street, from Jackson to

Wabasha street.
The final order was passed for paving Sixth

street with sandstone and asphalt on tbe
sides from College to Summit avenue. The
preliminary order for paving Summit avenu**,
from Dayton avenue to Sixth street was also
passed.

The second attempt of P. D. Scannell to re-
cover the money deposited in the city clerk's
office, as fees for filing the certificates of
nomination of the candidates nominated by
his convention, appeared in the shape of a
resolution offered by Mr. Robb. The resolu-
tion directed the city treasurer to refund the
sum of $5 to every candidate on the Scannell
ticket, said $5 being tlr6 fee paid by each
candidate for the privilege of filing his certi-
ficate of nomination. The resolution was re-
ferred to the comptroller for audit.

The ordinance permitting hotel runners to
operate on Sibley and Third streets was re-
ferred to the committee on streets.

The ordinance granting the Minnesota
Transfer conipany permission to construct a
spur track across Cleveland avenue waa re-
ferred to the committee on streets.

The resolution providing for the printing
of the report of the Parker re(.r_nchment

committee and its incorporation in the vol-
ume of the reports of city officers for the year
1895 was adopted.

The resolution for the appointment of a
joint committee of six, to consist of three
from the assembly and three from the board
of aldermen, to canvass the election returns,

was adopted. Messrs. Lewis, Robb and Rear-
don were appointed to represent the assem-
bly.

POLICE COURT NEWS,

Charges Are Piling Up Against J, N.
Rioux.

J. N. Rioux, who was arrested several days
ago for an alleged assault upon his young
wife, was arraigned ln the municipal court
again yesterday, on the charge of non-sup-

pcrt. Mrs. Rioux claims that since she pro-
cured her husband's arrest for assault, he
has failed to provide her with the necessaries
of life. Judge Orr set the hearing of the case
for today, when the other charge against
Rioux will also come up for disposition.

Sanford Brayton, a gray-haired man, well
along In years, was accused of assault and
battery by his wife, Julia, who is some years
his junior. Mrs. Brayton has a daughter by
a former marriage, and It was over the girl
that the trouble which led to Brayton's ar-
rest occurred. Mrs. Brayton came to the
family residenco, 191 Concord street, and In-
quired where the girl was on a certain.even-
ing. Her reply that she was visiting friends
angered Brayton. Judge Orr dismissed the
case, after placing Brayton under bonds to
keep the peace.

Joseph Schoffor was arraigned on the charge
of disorderly conduct, preferred by his neigh-
bor, John L. Einer. Schoffer burped some
rubbish in his back yard, a week ago, and
the smoke was waited by the spring zephyrs
Into the open windows of Lelner's house.
Lelner stood the fumes of old rags as long as
possible, and then threw a bucket of water
on the fire. This angered Schoffer, who took
occasion to tell his neighbor what he thought
of him. Leiner did not concur In the esti-
mate Schoffer put on him and procured his
arrest.

U. SEEMS TO BE OUT OF IT.

Hitch Over the Intercollegiate Field
Day Events.

The Intercollegiate field and track meet this
year is to be held probably at the state fair
grounds between Hamline, Carleton and Mac-
alester. The state university has withdrawn
because of unsatisfied demands regarding the
events.

At a regular meeting held at the state
university April 6, It was unanimously de-
cided to drop the mile walk and mile bicycle
race. This was by a mutual agreement,
Manager Blssell.of the state university, voting
with others to drop these events. The train-
ing In these events was dropped by all the
schools except the state university.

Manager Bissell now demands that these
events be reinstated or he will not enter the
contest. Managers Benham, of Hamline, and
Donovan, of Carlton, can not see the Justice
ln acceding to his demands at this late date.
Carleton and Hamline are anxious to meet
the state university, but will abide by the
decision of April G, unless some compromise
Is agreed upon.

NEW IRON COMPANY

Organizing to Operate a Mine on
Vermillion Range.

The Southall Iron company, of which James
H, Southall, of this city, is president, ls be-
ing organized, and in a day or two the com-
pany will file articles of Incorporation with
the secretary of state.

The Southall company will operate whatpromises to be one of the best Iron properties
on the Vermillion range, and which was dis-
covered to be of unusual value by Sterling S.
Smith, a well-known Duluth realty dealer,
who had some explorations made in tho early
spring. The property is located between
Tower and Ely, on the Duluth & Iron Range
road, ln section 4, township 63, range 13, and
of twelve pits which have been sunk to vari-
ous depths eight have proved to be ln Iron.
The ore taken out ls hard ore of unusually
good quality, an assay having Bhown over 70
per cent of the metal and very little phos-
phorous, so that the promoters of the project
feel much encouraged.

Mr. Smith, who ls secretary of the compa-
ny, was ln St Paul yesterday attending to
details of the incorporation, and said to a
Globe reporter that the company expects to
get matters In such shape as to be able to
ship some ore to Two Harbors the present
season. The Southall company has an op-
tion on the property through a part of
which the railroad runs.

The arc lamps have already
been put in place, and the current will be
turned on tonight.

The contract, -before it was modified, cailed
for the lightingof what was described in the
specifications and advertisement for bids as
District No. 2. This included the so-called
business district, but as Seventh street and
a portion of West Third street were Inad-
vertently excluded, the contract was modified
so as to take them in. The district to be
lighted with electricity tonight includes, there-
fore, all the territory bounded by Seventh
street on the north, Kittson street on the
east and Third street on the south, extending
as far west as Pleasant avenue, while Sev-
enth street will be lighted with electricity
from Brook street to Ramsey street. The
electricity district also extends out South Wa-
basha and South Robert streets to Concord
street," and out Concord to State street.

Thus, It will be -jee'n that Third, Fourth,
Fifth and Sixth streets, as well as Seventh,
will be radiant with an? lights, and no longer
will the yellow gas Jet cast its sickly rays
on Broadway, Rosab^, Wacouta, Sibley, Jack-son, Robart, MinnesataV Cedar, Wabasha, St.
Peter. Market, Washington, Franklin and
other streets within the boundaries named.

The electric lighting' contract, which does
not expire until one year from today, calls for
110 arc lights, for. which, the city is to pay
$C&.50 per arc per year? The board of public
works will prepare and snbmit to the council
next week a statement-showing the number
and the location of the gas lamps that willbe dispensed with by the substitution of elec-
tricity. In round numbers, about 660 gas
lamps will be removed. «

IF THE SCHOOL HOARD ADOPTS

THE RECOMMENDATIONS OF
ITS COMMITTEE.

SOME CHANGES TO BE MADE.

MASTALTRAINING TO HE CONSOLI-
DATED WITH THE CENTRAL

HIGH SCHOOL.

THREE SUPERVISORS ARE CIT OFF

Some of T1i..«0 Wlio Will Love Their
Positions Through the Forced

Retrenchment.

Thirty-six thousand dollars ls the sum that
will be cut oC the expense of running the
schools of St. Paul for the ensuing year—that
is, provided the board adopts the report which
its committee on teachers and saiariea wiil
submit at the next meeting.

This saving wiU be accomplished:
First—By consolidating tiie manual training

school with the central high school.
Second—By cutting off at least three super-

\ visors.
Third—By letting out several teachers In the

grades.
Fourth—By arranging some parts of the

system which are at present considered too
costly.

The employes of the board to be let out,

so tar as their names can be learned by dili-
gent inquiry, are:

Adoniram J. Smith, principal central high
school.

Charles H. Congdon, supervisor of music.
Carl J. Hermann, supervisor of physical

culture.
Mrs. Cornelia L. C. Place, supervisor inter-

mediate and grammar grades.
These are all high-salaried positions, and,

! with the teachers who are to be dropped, the
i amount to bo thus saved will be quite large.

At least $12,000 will be saved, the commit-. tee figures, by the consolidation of the man-
ual training school with the central high
school. In some qua. ters It is asserted that
much more than the sum named can be
saved by the change in this single instance.

To specify where the balance of the $3f>,noo
is to be saved is impossible until the detailed j
report of the committee is made public. .Mem-

bers will not talk if they scent a reporter, and
what inioi illation the press gets simply leaks !
out.

Pupils who have been attending the manual
training school will hereafter go to the central
high. Then, if the manual training plant is
BOt moved from its present location, the pupils
who desire the benefit of the plant must go

to the manual training school in the after-
noon. No decision has as yet been reached
as to the future permanent loratlon of the
plant. It Is estimated that It would cost at
least $500 to move the plant from Its present
quarters. Rooms vacated in the manual train-
ing school will be utilized to accommodate
pupils from other schools, within easy dis-
tance, which are now overcrowded. As the
building ls a large one, a considerable num-
ber of pupils can be accommodated In it.

Principal Henry S. Baker, of the Jefferson
school, is to be transferred to the place vacat-

ed by Miss Shanley, ln the Franklin school.
Then the teachers' training school will be
moved to the Jefferson building. The office
of the secretary and the storerooms will be
located In the manual training school building

once more, if the report of the committee pre-
vails with the board. This change will be
necessary to make room for the pupils from

the manual trninlng school.
A subcommittee of two ls still at work ln

rearranging the list of high school teachers,
and when It gets ready to report there may

I be some changes that no outsider wots of at
present. Before it wis decided to dispense

with the services of Gen. Smith there was a
lcng-contlnued and very warm discussion.
Some of the Inspectors were in favor of giving

the place to Principal Famsworth, of the

Cleveland school, but this Idea was finally
al>andoned. The arguments advanced in favor
of Prof. Weltbrecht were that he is at least
equally qualified with Gen. Smith for the
principalshlp, and that he could at the same
time have supervision of the manual training
department. Itwas the latter argument which
won, probably, after It had been decided "to
cut off at least one principal.

On the question of Smith's removal and
Weltbrecht's appointment the vote stood 3 to
2. A glance at the record would probably
show that those voting were:

Yeas—President Abbott, Inspectors McNa-
mee and Scholle.

Nays—Inspectors McNair and Yoerg.

It was when the vote was announced that
Inspector Yoerg lost his temper and accused
Supt. Gilbert of having unduly exercised
his influence to have Principal Smith dropped
from the rolls. For a few minutes matters

were squally, but eventually the storm blew
over, and the work of revision went on.

Besides the changes mentioned above,
Misses Stickney and Hooker are said to have
been decided on as two high school teachers
who will be dropped. Among the changes
practically decided upon are thes»: Mrs.
Whitman, from Douglas to Maxfield; Miss
Amery, from Drew to Douglas; Mrs. Mc-
Ghee, from Smith to Drew; Miss Corcoran,

now at Franklin, will become principal of
Smith school.

Inspector McNamee was present, and In
emphatic language he urged the teachers to
make a bold effort to get out of the reach
of politicians, who are all too often dis-
posed, as Mr. McNamee said, to make play-
things of positions with which they should
have no concern at all. He promised that he
would give all the aid in liis power to estab-
lish a civil service law to govern the teach-
ing corps of St. Paul.
