Mis attitude popularly held

TO HAVE BEEN UNNECESSARI-
LY IRRITATING.

fTOREIGN POLICY CRITICISED.

•M.-iss of English People Condemn tha

Methods of Klitxli-N and Jame-

son.

Hon. John McCulloch, ex-member of parlia-

ment for St. Rollox, Division of Glasgow, and
prospective candidate for Elgin and Nairn, is

in the city. Mr. McCulloch has spent the

winter in the West and South, and is on his
way back to Scotland. He discussed the
country and crops to a reporter for the

Globe yesterday. A large crop, ln Mr. Mc-
culloch's opinion, would restore confidence

and enable the people to meet the most press-
ing obligations, even if the prices are low.
This brought Mr. McCulloch to his favorite
topic, the financial situation and the currency
•question:

"I am pleased to note," he said, "that some
cf the leading American papers are finally
beginning to recognize that the real cause of

• the great financial depression in the country
is your great railway and general corporation
indebtedness, something over two and a half
billion dollars being held abroad.

"Free silver seems to be triumphant in the
South and has a firm hold In the West; but,
except for the purpose of scaling down debts,
bimetallism ls misleading and Ineffective. If
repudiation is Intended, the sooner it is frank-
lydeclared, the better.

"Though the press is gauging more accu-
rately the causes of depression, the people
still hanker after a remedy, and hope to find
it in protection. The increasing popularity
of McKinley shows their tendencies. It may
even result in the return of McKinley to
power, but it will erect an almost Insurmount-
able barrier to the Increase of Its trade."

Speaking of the Venezuelan difficulty Mr
McCulloch thought that Lord Salisury wasunnecessarily irritating in his attitude andlanguage. He was convinced that the people
of Great Britain would not uphold him In hisrejection of arbitration as a method of set-
tlement of this long-standing difficulty. On
the other hand, he thought that congress had
acted hastily and inconsistently in first de-claring Great Britain in the wrong and thenappointing a commission to find out who is
in the.right or in the wrong.

Speaking of the foreign policy of Great Bri-
tain, Mr. McCulloch, who is a Liberal, wasnot at all in accord with the actions and atti-tude of the present government. The meth-ods of Rhodes and Jameson he condemnedas, he thought, do the mass of the English
people. Chamberlain, of course, to be logl-(Kl, holds aloof from any public expressionof condemnation; but that he, as some ofthe papers intimate, mixed up in the affairin a way that reflects upon him, or had any
complicity in it, he did not think. Chamber-lain is too shrewd and elusive to be caught
In a trap like that. With all his shrewdness

nowever, rresiaeni i-ruger was a matcn ior

him; might give him a. goad deal of trouble
yet, even though Chamberlain has the strong-
est power on earth behind him, and the suzer-
ainty of Great Britain will, without doubt, be
maintained.

"In Egypt." he said, "Salisbury is on the
wrong track. The military division there in
favor of Italy is likelyto prove unpopular, as
well as a mistake In a military sense. Glad-
stone, in 1892, was ready and anxious to evac-
uate Egypt, but unfortunately the great
powers could not then agree to the evacua-
tion. The present Egyptian campaign will
prolong the English occupation and afford
unfriendly nations a pretext for reopening
the Eastern question, and to .Turkey an op-
portunity to defiantly continue the Armenian
outrages.

"The Egyptian movement also makes clear
that Salisbury has elected" to Join the Drei-
bund and take all the chances of conflict with
Prance and Russia. Great Britain, with Its
powerful navy, Ib-a valuable- accession to
the Dreibund, while on the other hand the
acquiescence of Germany, Austria and Italy
left England free to follow Its present policy
in Africa. Nevertheless, foreign acquiescence
will hardly make this policy popular ln the
united kingdom."

Asked about home rule, Mr. McCulloch said
that home rule, as well as other domestic
reforms, had for the time been abandoned
under the stress of.foreign events and com-
plications.

"This course, however," he continued, "will
not satisfy the electorate and will, ln the
end, bring the Liberals hack to power. The
Newcastle programme will then be resur-
rected and Indorsed, and 'all around' home
rule be one of the foremost measures ln the
procession."

* FIGURES ON TEACHERS.

State Instruction Department Can-

vasses Mlnne'ti Resources.

The state department of public instruction
has compiled statistics showing the number
of professional teachers' certificates ln force
in the state, exclusive of the temporary cer-
tificates granted for two years' teaching.

There have been Issued upon examination
of the candidates fourteen for five years and
three for life. On the indorsement of college
diplomas, 58 for five years and 76 for life; on
indorsement of the diplomas of Minnesota
normal schools, 418 for five years and 213 for
life, and on indorsement of the diplomas of
normal schools in other states, one for five
years and ten for life.

THE COUNTY EXHIBITS IX ST. PAUL

They Will Prove More of a Feature
of the Encampment Than Was

Expected.

Chairman Horr and Secretary Brigham, of
the G. A. R. committee on accommodations,are
worrying their heads on: in an endeavor to de-
vise some means of acquainting the public as
to the proper manner in which to fill in the
blanks sent to each householder in St. Paul.
The blanks have been sent to all citizens,
and with them the following circular letter
in explanation:

The Grand Army of the Republic will meet
in our city between Sept. 1 and 5 of this year,
and there will be in the neighborhood of 200,-
--000 visitors' attending that encampment. This
means that accommodations must be provided
for the immense number of vis.tors; that we
have invited them and that we must take
care of them. These people do not expect free
accommodations; they expect and are willing
to pay for all they get, but to accommodate
them our citizens will have to throw open
their houses and give every available space
and every spare bad to the housing of them
while they are here. If you have rooms and
no beds, you can for a small price purchase
cots and receive such compensation as will
pay you for the room and outlay.

Please fill out and sign the enclosed blank
and address to, or call on the*G. A. R. Ac-
commodation Committee, at Room 520 Endi-
cott building.

Notwithstanding the fact that the blank to
be filled in is very simple, the accommoda-
tions committee has received several hun-
dred back that are incomplete, and ln some
cases entirely useless. The committee re-
quests the Gd ob cto ask all citizens to ex-
ercise more care in fillingthe form required.
It will simplify the work, prevent error and
make the exacting duties of the secretary
much easier.

Secretary J, s. Pinney has a great scheme
for reaching- the masses of the American
people regularly each week with the latest
encampment news. He has organized a news
bureau, and- every Saturday will Issue a
printed bulletin of the encampment news
during the week. This bulletin will be mailed
to every G. A. R. paper in the United States,
and will also be Bent to all the principal tele-
graphic news centers. In addition to this
Encampmert.' Bulletin, Secretary Pinney will
soon begin the issue of general information
sheets which! will be mailed once or twice a
week to G. A. R. posts all over the country.

Yesterday, |by request, Secretary Pinney
sent an encampment story to the Utica (N.
V.) Journal. The story will be published in
a big special edition of that paper next Sat-
urday.

Mr. Pinney has also received advices from
department officers of New York state, that
the state G. A. R. encampment now in ses-
sion there will make arrangements for a
large representation at the national en-
campment.

The county exhibits on the streets of St.
Paul during the encampment will evidently
prove a more Important feature than at first
supposed. The committee having the exhibits
in charge, of which W. J. Footner is chair-
man, met yesterday at 12:3) o'clock, and
letters from various counties in the state
were read. They all indorse the county ex-
hibit scheme heartily and requested street
space reserved for exhibits.

R. C. Judson, the insurance man, was made
vice chairman of the committee, and instruct-
ed to work up exhibits from the different
counties through which he travels. He was in
Winona county yesterday and telegraphed
that he had made arrangements for an ex-
hibit from that county. : C. H. Babcock, assis-
tant land commissioner of the Great Northern,
wan in Polk county yesterday and made ar-
rangements for an exhibit. Mr. Babcock is
also vice chairman of the committee.

Chairman Footner will at once have blue
prints made of designs for arches and col-
umns suitable to assist in the display of ex-
hibits, and upon application will send them to
all counties desiring to make an exhib't, with
such other information as may be required.

The work of getting the ladies' headquar-
ters in shape is about completed. A force of
men has been employed for the past week in
kalsomlning and otherwise preparing the res-
idence for occupancy, and the ladies will open
up in a few days. Yesterday Secretary Pin-
ney appointel a caretaker for the headquar-
ters and grounds—F. J. Hill.

MAJ. TCOOLEY PROMOTED.

He Will Oo to Thieli-n Oilice in New

York.
The first of next week Maj. W. W. Cooley,

the popular local manager cf the Thiel De-
tective Service company, leaves for New
York city, -where he will assume the duties
of assistant manager of the Thiel agency at
that place. ;MaJ. Cooley has been manager
of the St. Raul office since June, 1892, and
during the years that have intervened -lip to
the present time he has won for himself a
high place iri the esteem of all citizens with
whom he has come in contact—socially and
also in his -business relations. While they
heartily congratulate him on his well de-
served promotion, feeling that he is fitted to
fill any position of responsibility to which
he may be called, yet they will keenly regret
his departure, for in many ways the major
has made himself almost indispensable.
Since his arrival here, nearly four years

ago, Maj. Cooley has been thoroughly and
actively identified with the city of St. Paul
and its interests. A zealous and hard-work-
ing member of the Commercial club, his
place will be hard to fill; and no organization
will miss him more than the Royal Arcanum,
of which society he was grand vice regent.
In his own line of business he ranked second
to none ln ability, and he enjoyed the fullest
confidence of the best business interests of
the city.

Maj. Cooley has proved himself the pos-
sessor in a marked degree of those qualities
which go to make the successful and popular
man. An indefatigable worker,, his labors in
the detective service have made his name
known and feared by the criminal classes of
not only the Northwest, but the country at
large. A social, clever gentleman, with hosts
of admirers, all will wish him godspeed and
success in his new and wider and more re-
sponsible field of action.

Mr. Cooley was born in New York Sept. 2,
1852. His father was a member of the Provi-
dence conference of the Methodist Episcopal
church, and bis mother was the daughter of
the late William Wilken, who, for over a
quarter of a-century, was prominently identi-
fied with the commercial and humanitarian
work in NewoYofk city.

Maj. Cool«_- was educated in the P. E. semi-
nary, locai j;at!teast Greenwich, R. I. At an
early age he .began his business career ln New
York, entering the importing jobbing house of
O'Neill & Stone, where he* remained for five
years. On their retirement from the whole-
sale trade heiwent with White, Willis & Chap-
man, and onr their failure, three year 3 later,
he engaged With* Bartlett, Reed & Co. At the
end of two yeans the health of his family de-
manded that the remove to the South, where
he lived foir the following two years. He
then went to.St. Louis and engaged with the
Tblel detective service, with whom he has
continued ever since.

For over a decade he was "ln the saddle,"
so to speak, and operated in all the large
cities of North America, from Halifax to the
City of Mexico. He was then assigned to spe-
cial or supply work, and in June, 1892, was
placed in charge of the St. Paul office. He
now goes to New York, the largest office ln
the service, hence he has a greater field in
which to display his peculiar abilities. To
show what part Maj. Cooley has taken in so-
cial orders, aside from his extensive business
connections, he was regent of Mlnneopa coun-
cil of the Royal Arcanum, and at the last
grand council was elected to the station of
past grand regent.

Monday night many of the major's friends

will tender him a farewell at Bowlby hall,

and that there will be a vast amount of good-

cheer there goes without saying.

O. S. Fowler, the celebrated phrenologist

inheriting, however, a combination of the
qualities of both parents—the father's reso-
lution, will, executiveness; the mother's
kindness, sympathy and sensitiveness.

He has all
of these qualities, but in an augmented de-
gree."

This is certainly a unique character—a man

to whom physical fear is absolutely un-
known—yet possessing the gentleness and

sympathy of a woman. George E. Ives has

been appointed to succeed Maj. Cooley. He is

an experienced detective of over twenty

years service and has long been considered
as one of the ablest men in his profession in

the United States.

WORKHOUSE BROOMS.

Other Manufacturers Desire the Pro-

duction Stopped.

Aid. Brady and Aid. Lindahl, of the work-
house committee, met yesterday afternoon to
consider the petition of the local broom man-
ufacturers, protesting against the continuance
of the manufacture of brooms at the work-
house. The broom manufacturers were rep-
resented before the committee by two mem-
bers of their association. These gentlemen
explained to the committee that the local
broom manufacturers could not find any mar-
ket for their goods, as the wholesale houses
purchased their supplies from the workhouse,
where they could obtain them cheaper, as the
labor cost nothing.

The committee decided to take no action
until the matter has been investigated, and
accordingly Aid. Brady and Aid. Lindahl will
visit the workhouse this afternoon for the
purpose of ascertaining the extent of the
broom industry at that resort.

TURN ON THE WATER

Is the Legal Advice to the Water

Board.
Assistant Corporation Attorney Phillips sub-

mitted to the board of water commissioners
yesterday his opinion as to the right of the
water board to refuse to supply the public
parks with water, until the bills for water
previously furnished are paid. In substance,
the opinion ls as follows:

Section 23 of chapter 10 of the Municipal

Code of 1893 directs that the city shall pay
out of its general fund for all water furnished,
to the various municipal departments. Mr.
Phillips therefore holds that it is the duty of
the city, acting, as it must, through its com-
mon council.to cause to be paid to the board of
water commissioners the accounts for water
furnished to the board of park commissioners
at the rates fixed by the water board. The
assistant corporation attorney adds that he

feels no hesitation in advising the water board
that. If the matter be properly placed before
the common council, that body will do its
duty.

Mr. Phillips further advises the water board
that, if the bills are not paid according to Its
rules and regulations, it has no right, for
that reason to refuse to furnish water to the
board of park commissioners, for the law
quoted makes it the absolute duty of the
water board to furnish this water, the same
as It makes it the absolute duty of the city
to pay for the water so furnished. If either
party fails to perform its duty, a sufficient
remedy exists to secure the enforcement of
the duties devolving upon all parties in the
premises. The opinion also states that sec-
tion 25, which authorizes the water board to
refuse to furnish water If the bills remain
unpaid, refers only to private consumers and
confers no authority upon the water board
for refusing to furnish water to the city or
any of its departments. In conclusion the
assistant corporation attorney says:

"You are advised to furnish to the board of
park commissioners such supply of water as
it may need for the public parks of this city
and to seek payment therefor from the city
through its common council."

May A Co. Hare Forwarded 800,000
Packages of Seed.

L. L. May & Co., the florists, have nearly
completed their contract for supplying the
United States government with 1,000,000 pack-
ets of flower seeds. The contract was award-
ed to the St. Paul firm on April 1, and up to
date L. L. May A Co. have sent on to Wash-
ington, D. C, between 800,000 and 900,000 pack- j
ets. The remainder will be mailed as soon i
as the government forwards the necessary

franks.
The seeds are all sent to Washington,

whence they are distributed to various por-
tions of the country in accordance with the
instructions of the congressmen, through ,
whom all applications must be made. The '
1,000,000 packets ordered contain over 4,000 j
pounds of flower seeds, and every packet is
labeled with the firm name. L. L. May & Co.
