NEW YORK, May 15.—Bradstreet’s review
temorrow will say: General trade through-
out the country remains quiet. Wholesale
merchants continue conservative and the
distribution of gemeral merchandise is almost
of a hand to mouth character. South and
Scuthwest business remains dull and feature-
less and unchanged from last week. Collec-
tions in most directions continue unsatisfac-
tory. Coneessions have been made in prices
of wool, and manufacturers of cotton goods
conmiplain that prices are below a parity with
the cost of raw material. Demand for iron
and steel is disappointing, and quotations
for Bessemer pig have been shaded further.
Unseasonable, weather has had an unfavor-
able influence on sales of clothing and other
staples, while labor disturbances at some
Western cities have checked the demand.
Exports of wheat (flour included as wheat)
frem both coasts of the United States this
week amount to 1,827,000 bushels, against
1,882,000 bushels last week, 2,397,000 bushels
In the corresponding week one year ago, 2,420,-
000 bushels, two years ago, and as compared
with 3,885,000 bushels in the like week in
1893,

The recent average weekly commercial
death rate is continued with a total of 265
business failures throughout the United States
this week, against 267 last week, 210 in the
weelr one year ago, 186 in the corresponding
week of 1894, and as compared with 255 in
the like week in May, 1893. There are 34
business fallures reported throughout the
Canadian dominion this week. Last week the
total was 38, and in the week one year ago it
was 28,

FINANCIAL WORLD,

Ktock Speculation Is ae a Low Ebb
Just Now,

NEW YORK, May 15,—Bradstreet’s Finan-
cial Review will say: Speculative activity
has almost ceased. Trading in stocks has
been confined to the four walls of the board
room and involves only the smaller class of
professional operators. The fluctuations have
censequently been unimportant, and exhibit
no decided tendency or features of special in-
terest. The continued shipment of gold to
Germany on ‘‘special orders,”” of course, at-
tracts attention. The total taken out of the
treasury and sent out this week was $4,050,-
000. The movement, while calculated to check
stock market activity, does not, however,
seem to bave any distinct effect on the mar-
ket and is offset to a ecertain extent by the
symptoms that London continues to exhibit of
taking a more active part in the American
market, provided it is satisfied that the com-
ing election will result in the supremacy of
sound money ideas in the government,

WAITING POLICY.

Pun Says It Will Continue TUntil
After the Conventions.

NEW YORK, May 15—R. G. Dun & Co.’s
review of trade will say: It is now the mid-
dle of May, too late for material business
changes until the prospects of coming crops
are assured and definite shape has been given
to the presidential contests by the conven-
tions. If this walting spirit prevails two
months longer, it will crowd into the last
half of the year an enormous business, if the
outlook then is good. For the present there
is less business on the whole than a year
ago, and the delay, following months of de-
pression, is too trying and causes numerous
failures. Wheat is unchanged in spite of all
rumors, and the Atlantic exports, flour in-
cluded, which were last year greater than
Western receipts for two years, 3,059,484 bush-
els, against 2,917,305 received, have this year
been only half as large, 1,906,414 bushels ex-
ported against 4,079,239, Western receipts,
The most fortunate of the chief industries at
present is the boot and shoe manufacture.
The iron and steel industry is pronounced as
dull as it ever has been in its whole history
at Pittsburg. There is much promise for
future structural work, but orders are de-
ferred. Failures for the weelk have been 224
in the United States, against 211 last year,
and 33 in Canada, against 37 last year.

L. Von Hoffmann & Co. will
ship $1,000,000, and a shipment is expected to
be made by one of the representative German
hecuses. It is understood that houses that had
intended to ship gold to Germany tomorrow
purchased German exchange, and will not,
therefore, export gold.

Cashier Turrell Guilty.

REDWOOD FALLS, Minn., May 15.—After
being out all night the jury in the éase of
Robert Turrell, ex-assistant cashier of the
Citizens’ bank, charged with grand larceny,
returned a verdict this morning of guilty
and fixed the amount he embezzled at about
$1,200. Sentence was postponed. The case
has been on trial for two days. The defense
offered no evidence whatever except as to
Terrell’s previous character and to show that
the bank’s directors were responsible for its
shcrtage.

Millions of Feet of Logs Adrift,

WEST SUPERIOR, Wis.,, May 15.—The
heavy rains of the past five days have great-
ly swollen the Nemadii river, and last might
the waters were so high that the boom of the
Nemadpi Boom company broke and let adrift
3,000,000 feet of logs. The timber drifted into
the bay and lake and tugs are busy this
morning {n an attempt to get it together, The
loss will be quite heavy, and considerable
difficulty is experienced in the work of re-
covering the timber. The boom company is
held responsible to the various mills to whom
the logs belonged.

Sweet Factory for Grand Forks,

GRAND FORKS, N. D., May 15.—On June
1, J. I. Parkin & Co. will commence work on
a new candy factory that will have the largest
capacity of any west of the Twin Cities. The
firm have operated a factory at Kingston, Ont.,
and come here with a long experience in the
candy-making business, and are favorably im-
pressed with Grand Forks and her future,
The move here was not made until Duluth,
West Superior, Fargo and other cities had
been visited.

Quit Life by the Water Route.

DULUTH, Minn., May 15.—Ed Pinkman,
aged forty, a land explorer, committed sui-
cide this afternocon by jumping into the canal
near the outer pier. One of the ferry boats
tried to rescue him, as he floated around for
some minutes, but when it got near he went
down. There is a swift current in and out,
and-his body may be far out in the lake. He
gave his money to his wife just before leav-
ing home, and his papers to a friend, and de-
posited a bottle of whisky in his hat on the
pier.

FARGO, N. D., May 15.—In Judge McCon-
nell’s court this morning George F. Pabst
secured a divorce from Nellie Pabst on the
ground of desertion. They formerly lived in
Minneapolis. This afternoon the case of Her-
man Toaspern vs. Lelia Toaspern is being
tried, and there is a lively contest. He
brought suit alleging desertion, and she filed
a cross bill alleging cruelty, and asks for
alimony.

CHICAGO, May 15.—Wheat finally succumb-
ed today to the absence of demand. The
weakness was further augmented by favora-
ble news from the crops, and July elosed lc
Jower. Other markets Wwere also affected,
corn %e lower, oats %c lower, and provisions
5@10c lower. Wheat was nervous and easily
infiuenced, but price changes were unimpor-
tant up to noon, when the market was about
where it closed last night. When the New
York clearances came in showing that 185,200
bushels had been exported, the bulls took
heart in view of the fact that this is the
largest amount cleared for some time, and
started an advance. Prices rallied %e, but
scon reacted. During the last hour the crowd
awoke to the fact that crop prospects were
more favorable today. The Northwestern
Miller estimated the European crop at 300,-
000,000 bushels larger than last year, and
Kansas City reported a great improvement in
the South and West. This caused the unload-
ing of several heavy lines and the market
broke to 623c for July, closing at that price.
Cern was inactive and did little more than
fellow wheat. July opened unchanged at
29%ec, touched 30e, and closed at 29%ec. In
oats only a moderate business was doing.
July opened unchanged at 19%e, touched
10%c, and closed weak at 19%c. Provisions
opened steady, but the feeling soon changed
to a slight depression, and later to heaviness.
Clesing prices were the lowest of the day.
July pork opened at $7.80, déelined to and
rested at $7.67%. Lard lost 5c, and ribs Tie.

THE CALL ON DEPOSITORY BANKS

Had Little Influence on Speculation
and Was Not Reflected in the
Money Market,

NEW YORK, May 15.—There was a slight
improvement today in the distribution of the
trading In stocks. Commission house or-
ders were conspicuous by their absence, and
the feature of speculation was a sagging ten-
dency in the liquidation by tired foreign and
domestic holders. As a group the industrial
shares were outclassed by the railroad list
in extent of transactions. The decline re-
celved its initiative from Europe. Represen-
tative foreign houses received liberal selling
orders in the prominent international shares.
The traders took their cue from these sales
and exerted pressure against the list all day,
making special efforts against some of the
specialties. The gold engagements were only
about one-half as large as had been ex-
pected, amounting te $1,000,000 on special
German account. An interesting development
was the call by the treasury department upon
the depository banks. The “call did not in-
fluence the speculation and was not reflacted
in the money market owing to the plethora
of funds at this center both for foreign and
domestic account, and the continued large
receipts of currency from the interior. The
closing was weak at about the lowest. The
total sales of stocks today were 107,200 shares.

An Instance of Fiendishness in Tor.
turing a Prisoner.

Col. R. 1. Dodge was for many years en«
gaged in operations against the hostile tribes
of the plains. He had abundant opporfunity
to study Indian manners, especially those re-
lating to war. In his book he speaks of many
acts of ingenious cruelty practiced by thé
Apaches, Sioux and Comanches, showing to
what depths of degradation savages may fall.

“Of all the horrible stories which I have
heard of Indian cruelty, one told me by old
Espinosa (hls guide) is the most vivid In its
ghastly horror.

“When he was about twenty-four years
old a party of Comanches from the same
camp in which he hived, while op a raid into
Mexico, attacked a large ranch. * * * Tak-
ing with them a$ prisoner the one man who
had signalized himself in the defense of the
ranch, the Indians departed for their own
country. On the long march the prisoger,
though closely watched and guarded by day
and securely bound at night, was treated
with extreme kindness. They complimented
his courage in the highest terms, to!d him
they intended taking him to their camp,
adopting him into their tribe and making
a great chief of him. The trail followed,
after leaving the head of the Nueces river
actoss the southern end of the high table-
land, known to the whites as ‘Staked Plains.’
At a waterhole on this table-land, the party
halted for several days. Telling the pris-
oner they wanted it for some religious cere-
mony, they set him to digging a hole in the
ground. orking with knife and hands, he,
in a day or two completed a pit about three
feet in diameter and over five feet deep.
Early the tiext morning a rope was fied about
the ankles of the captive and wound spirafly
around his legs and body to the neck. Rigid
and immovable, the man was then planted
upright like a post in the hole, the dirt filled
in and tightly rammed down around him.
When all was con'?leted. nothing but his
head was visible. They then scalped his
head, cut off his lips and eyelids, taunted
and left him.

“On their arrival at the camp, the party
described in detail their punishment of the
Mexican, and in all the tribe it was regard-
ed as an exquisite plece of pleasantry. The
man would live, they sald, eight days, re-
vived at night by the cold of the plains, to be
driven mad the next day by the hot sun
beating on his scalped head and defenseless
eye balls, etc.”
