BOOTH AN ORATOR

ORGANIZER OF THE VOLUNTEERS
ROUSES HIS AUDIENCE TO EN~
THUSIASM,

THOUSANDS HEAR HIS WORDS.

THE

DEMOCRATS SET A DATE.

County Convention to Select Dele-
gates to the St. Paul Conven-
tion to Be Held June 9,

Despite the heavy rain, the Balling-
ton Booth meeting at the Lyceum the-
ater last evening proved a grand suc-
cess. The crowds were late in getting
in, but when the people did come, they
were filled with enthusiasm, and
enough came to comfortably fill the
body of the theater and the front rows
of the balcony. The audience included
many Salvationists, who came out of
a desire to see their old commander,
and the audience also included people
of the higher ranks of society, who
were eager to see the man whose name
is a household word throughout the
length and breadth of the land. None
were disappointed. Ballington Booth is
in many respects a remarkable man.
He has the bearing of a soldier, the
powers of an orator. He looks hard
at his audience, at some particular in-
dividual before him, and his words
are followed with the closest attention.
He has a convincing voice and man-
ner, and an earnestness which pre-
cludes all doubt as to his sincerity.
His address was devoted principally to
recounting the causes leading to his
withdrawal from the Salvation Army,
and his inauguration of the new move-
ment of Volunteers. There can be no
question but that he believes fully in
the future of the new organization.

Col. Henry Fielding, Northwestern
department commander of the Volun-
teers, who accompanied the commander
from Chicago, was the first speaker.
He stated that he was glad to stand
before a Minneapolis audience as a sol-
dier of the Volunteer movement. It
had been some weeks since he decided
upon the step which severed his con-
nection with the Salvation Army, but
the step had been taken after mature
deliberation. The Voluniteers would
find a special field of usefulness, and
he foresaw the sympathy of the Amer-
ican people and a grand victory for
the movement.

In conclusion, Col. Fielding called
upon W. C. Gregg, of this city, con-
nected with the movement as a so-
called defender, to present the com-
mander to the audience.

Mr. Gregg spoke briefly, stating that
he had been called the first defender
of the Volunteers in Minneapolis. If
he was,he saw no reason to be ashamed
of the fact. He had been a member of
the auxilliary. of the Salvation Army,
and found it an easy and natural
transition to'become a defender of the
Volunteers. He had been brought to
the change from reflecting upon the
character of the man. who was the
head of the new organization. He be-
lieved he was a man whose sole pur-
pose was to glorify God and win souls
to Christ. The Volunteers were, he
thought, the logical movement in Amer-
ica. He then presented the commander.

‘When Ballington Booth arose to speak he
was greeted by deafening cheers from the
audience, and by the pounding of drum and
the shouting of hallelujah from the stage,upon
which were seated perhaps half a hundred
volunteers. He began:

Volunteers, Fellow Countrymen: It is best

to say what one has to say, face to face with
those most concerned. And you need not fear
that I shall here say anything unfriendly of
the organization for which I worked so many
years of my life. It is unsafe to say any-
thing publicly, because, like the proverbial
snowball, a story is started and when it re-
turns it is almdst unrecognizable. But in ref-
erence to the formation of the Volunteer
movement in America, I can say with all my
heart that the step taken the 9th of March
last was taken with a purpose single to the
benefits of the people of the United States. I
shall tell you briefly the story of how we
came to organize the new movement. Pre-
vious to the sixth day of January Mrs. Booth
and myself were at the head of the American
branch of the Salvation Army. It then had in
this ecountry 200 general officers, 3,300 local
off.cers and a daily attendance at its meetings
of over a million people. On the sixth day of
January a letter was recelved from the Mter-
rational headquarters ordering us to prepare
to leave our command. As soldiers we were
bound to do as we would have expected our
scldiers to do, and we at once began to make
ready to give up our command. We issued a
public manifesto stating that on the first of
April we would surrender the command of
the army in America. Then came the memor-
able meeting in New York with my brother,
my sister and Cel. Nichol, who had come,
with others, direct from London. Two alter-
natives were given. We were either to report
at once in London for orders or immediately
to surrender up command of the American
army.

“I agreed to go to London upon condition
that my wife should be left in supreme com-
mand of the army in my absence, and that
I should have two witnesses to all the meet-
ings I should have at London. These condi-
tions were refused, and the other alternative
was accepted. We surrendered our com-
mands and the keys to the headquarters
building in New York, for which the good
people of Minneapolis had subscribed their
full share, and every brick of which we had
learned to love. Our purpose at first was
to retire and take some much-needed rest,
but we were deluged with letters, stating that
we owed an allegiance to the people of Amer-
ica, and protesting against our withdrawal.
The organization of a new army was urged,
and upon deliberate reflection, we came fto
the belief that there was a work for us still
to do in this country. We had gradually
come to the belief that any organization in
this country, to achieve the highest success,
must be entirely free from all interference of
foreign power. The announcement of our
plans was made the 1st day of March, which
was Sabbath. We rented rooms for offices,
and began our work, which thus far has
prospered. We are going forward with con-
fidence, trusting in the sympathy of the
American people. The new movement was
given a vigorous start at a monster rally in
Cooper Institute, and already we see bright
signs of victory, We now have twenty-six
posts in New York city and twenty in Chi-
cago. The time is surely coming when this
movement will be a blessing to the people
and a safeguard to the nation. Its purpose
is to reach down into the slums, and up to
the American drawing room, that the hand
with the diamond ring may be joined with
the horny-handed son of toil. America is a
great country, and I covet it for God. I
want a movement that shall receive the best
wishes of the American people, that shall
be based upon our laws and constitution.
If we are sincere in our purpose, then we are
sure of final victory. I may not live to see
all I hope for, but I befieve that faithful
work, true devotion shall give to us the vic-
tory. We may be called upon to pass through
suffering and persecution, but [ am confi-
dent the time is coming when we shall have
the victory.”

A collection was then taken up, and an op-
portunity given for any who wished to be-
come defenders of the Volunteers, by sub-
scribing $5 per year to the work. Minneapo-
lis had at the beginning ten defenders, and
the meeting closed with twenty-seven.

Another public meeting will be held at 3
o’clock this afternoon at the same place, to
be addressed by the commander.

MANY FINE TURNOUTS,

The Northwest brigade of fine horses will
be on parade at Minnetonka Driving park
the first three days of next week.

Min-
neapolis society has always evinced a decid-
ed interest in the annual horse show, and
thiz year the elegance of the prizes has
prompted many new contestants to enter the
lists. The rivalry in some of the classes is
very strong, and there will be some heart-
burnings when the prizes are finally awarded.

In several classes prominent citizens of
beth Minneapolis and St. Paul have entered
their equipages, and the judges will have
close work laid out for them. The light
harness horse will be grandly in evidence,
and the display will afford a feature which
alone will be worth the price of admission.

In the four-in-hand class and the tandem
teams there will be good turnouts. Pony and
lightweight saddlers and ladies’ and gentle-
men's saddlers are to be seen in nhumbers,
the entries including a number of late pur-
chases. The display of handsome traps will
be much ahead of last year's exhibit, and
beth Minneapolis and St. Paul are repre-
sented in this class.

A new feature this year is the floral ex~
hibit being arranged by Mendenhall, Nagle,
Smith and Wessling, and aomething unique
is promised from each.

a short piece of road in Dodge county.

For forty years Mantorville, the
county seat of Dodge, has been prac-
tically isolated from the world, so far
as railroads were concerned. Thé near-
est road passes through Kasson, some
miles away, and the people of Man-
torville have waited in vain for the
coming of a railroad to their town.
Recently patience ceased to be a virtue
in their sight, and they set about get-
ting a road. It was decided by the
citizens of Mantorville to secure a right

! of way and build three miles of rail-
| road to give the Chicago Great West-
| ern access to the town, A. D. La Due,

an experienced right of way man and
railroad builder, was secured to man-
He, with the ear-
nest assistance of the citizens, has
succeeded in bringing the matter to
the point .where the construction of
the road is is'sured.

It will corn t with the Great West-
ern at W#astdja, and when finished
one train a day will be run each way,
to conneet with the main line trains.
This will give Mantorville a chance to
deal directly with St. Paul merchants,
and will enable her people to come
here without, going a roundabout trip.

The citizens have ralsed the money to-

build the roadbed, bridges and culverts;
and the G‘negt Western, it is under-
stood, is to lay the ties and rails. Mr.
La Due has been in St. Paul the past
week arrangig the details, To a
G 10 b e reporter he said that practical-
ly all the money necessary: has been
raised, and within a few weeks—or at
least before the encampment cpens—the
branch road to Mantorville will be in
operation.-

CROPS ALONG THE LINE,

N. P. Reports $how the Graln in Good
Condition,

The crop report received by the frefght de-
partment of the Northern Pacific yesterday
morning shows -that along the Minnesota di-
vision the grain is growing very nicely, and
that the rain has delayed the seeding only
in a few, places. The prospects were never bet-
ter on the Little Falls branch, as the cool
weather has assisted the wheat in stooling.
The crops at present are in advance of last
year.

Whea.t seeding hes pmtlca ly been finished
along the Fergus Falls branch, and the work
of putting in the oats and flax is progress-
ing rapidly. There has been plenty of rain,
but no excess. In the Red river valley the
rain has delayed the seeding almost alto-
gether. The wheat that has been sown in
the high places is coming up nicely, and
fine weather from now on would insure good
crops. In Manitoba the seeding and plowing
is being pushed, and the farmers believe
that the wheat acreage will be about the
same as last year.

On the Dakota division the wheat is grow-

ing phenomenally fast. The wheat sown four
days ago is above the ground, and the farm-
ers are sowing oats and flax. There is plenty
of moisture. Nearly a!l the wheat has been
sown on the Fargo Southwestern branch,
and around Cooperstown the farmers will sow
a full acreage. In the James river valley
the farmers are pleased with the outlook.

CASE AGAINST SHIPPERS.

Commeree; Cpmmlulon Has Not Yet
: Abandoned It.

CHICAGO, Mhy 16.—The last attempt of
the interstate commerce commission to pro-
cure evidence: against the big shippers of
dressed beef  from this city was a complete
failure, but.the,commission is about to have
another trypat .the matter. Just when tho
effort will ma.terlalize is not decided upon by
the government attorneys, but they are now
endeavoring to collect the evidence that will
enable them to push their case. A number
of the shipping agents of the dressed beef
men found it cofivenient to go upon vacations
when the subpoenaes to appear before the last
federal gran® fufy were being handed around,
and some of’them have not returned to their
homes up t6 ddte. The commission will, it
is expected, however, make the fight this
time against the discrimination alleged to
have been shown in the handling of grain
from Chicago to the Atlantic seaboard. The
thing is in rather indefinite shape as yet, but
the commission is doing its best to get the
evidence to make a strong case against sev-
eral of the heavy grain shippers.

ROCK ISLAND BEHIND.

For a Time It Will Get the Immi-~
grant Business,

CHICAGO, May 16.—An appeal of the Illi-
nois Central was denied today by the chair-
man of the Western Passenger association.
The road is anxious to run homeseekers’ ex-
cursions to points on its line in Kentucky,
Tennessee, Louisiana and Mississippi, but the
Western roads voted down a proposition to
run a series of excursions in which those de-
sired by the Illinois Central were included.
The Illinois Central will now give the neces-
sary ten days’ notice and run the excursion
on its own account independently of the as-
sociation.

HENNEPIN CONVENTION.

Democrats Will Select Delegates to
St. Paul June 9.

The Democratic convention of Hennepin
county to select delegates to the state conven-
tion in St. Paul, June 11, which will send
the eighteen delegates to the national con-
vention at Chicago, July 7, will be held in
this city Tuesday, June 9, at 10 o’clock. The
place of meeting has not been selected, but it
will probably be Normanna hall. This will
be formally announced in the call to be issued
tomorrow. The primaries will be held Mon-
day evening, June 8, between 8 and 9 o'clock,
at the places where the election was held two
years ago, unless otherwise stated in -the no-
tices to be posted six days previous to the
primaries. The basis of representation will
be the same as that of 1894, being based upon
the vote for president in 1892.

A meeting of the Democratic county com-
mittee was held at the Hennepin league
rcoms, New York Life building, last®even-
ing, at which the call was discussed, and its
issuance was left in the hands of a commit-
tee, as stated. The meeting was presided over
by County Commissioner E. J. Conroy, chalr-
man. M. Whelan, the secretary of the com-
mittee, sent a letter resigning his place as
secretary and his membership on the com-
mittee. He has been appointed deputy Unit-
ed States internal revenue collector and is
now under the civil service. The new secre-
tary elected is Albert Christello, who last
election made the run for register of deeds.
Another resignation for a similar reason was
that of Matt Gross, who is now storekeeper
in the bonded warehouse. He was a member
at large and his place was filled by the elec-
tion of Michael Breslauner. Mr. Breslauer was
