NEW YORK, May 16.—The New York

Financier says: The statement of the asso-
ciated banks of New York city for the week
ending May 16 reflects the causes which are
at present operating to diminish the exce3s

reserve and incidentally to sustain the money
market on something like a firm basis. Add-
ing two weeks' gold exports, it is seen that
while f10,000,000 have gone abroad the decrease
in the reserve waa only 14,336,300. The banks
have been called upon during the same period
for over ?7,000,000 of government deposits,
part of tae latter being still unpaid. The re-
payment of government deposits has not yet

been completed, and probably a percentage of
that actually turned over to the treasury does
not show in the current statement, but it will
be noted that the banks are at present en-
gaged in a transaction that involves a loss of
$17,000,000 and over, counting the exports of
the last two weeks. Against this Is the move-
ment of Interior funds, which have not been
heavy enough to overcome the apparent dis-
crepancy between the $4,336,300 loss actually
reported and tho amount exported and al-
ready turned over to the treasury. Unless
there is an Increased movement from the In-
terior, a contingency not likely, in view of
piesent exchange rates, the statement should
show a still further marked decrease in the
reserve before a balance is adjusted. The
outlook at present favors a firm money mar-
ket, but whether the situation will develop
sufficiently to cause a diminution of gold ex-
ports is uncertain. Another call from the
treasury will end a factor that has been used
to strengthen the money market, with the
object of making such exports difficult.

JIDGE NELSON'S FAREWELL.

It Comes nh ji Surprise to the Law-
yers o< Minnesota.

The following was the farewell speech of
Judge Nelson in the United States court room
at Duluth Friday:

My Judicial life will terminate tomorrow at
noon. I have resigned the position of Judge
of the United States district court for the
District of Minnesota. The step has not been
taken by me without due reflection. I have
been thirty-nine years In Judicial life in Mm- ,
nesota. I am the oldest federal judge In j
commission in the United States, and the only
federal Judge whose commission antedates
the war of the rebellion. I have seen many
changes since I first entered office. I have
arrived at the age allotted to man in this
world, and If I am spared by Divine Provi-
dence I feel that my remaining days should |
be devoted to rest. My association with the ,
members of the bar of Duluth and of the |
state, as also with the officers of tho court
and citizens of tho state who have been jurors
in courts held by me, has been pleasant and
agreeable. My heart is saddened as the time
approaches for severing this relation. I have
tried to do my duty under the sanctity of the
oath which I took when I entered Judicial
service. Undoubtedly, I havo erred some-
times, but It has been an error of judgment,
and my conscience does not reproach me in
any respect
I shall never again preside over the fed-

eral courts in the district of Minnesota, and
it is with a pang of sorrow that I say the
only thing left for me to say, and that is to
bid you, one and all, farewell.
