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The Tailor, the official organ of the
Journeymen Tailors' Union of America,
in an article condemning those who are
trying to create dissensions among the
members of trade unions on account of
religious belief, gives the following
timely and patriotic advice:

In some sections of the country the
religious differences of the workers is
being used to divide them. The trade
unionist should be above all religious
bigotry- This North American conti-
nent was preserved in the plans of the
Almighty to be the home of religious
liberty, and every effort made to un-
dermine in any way that liberty of the
people is a menace to all liberty. The
trade unionist should give no support
or sanction to any movement that
tends to re-establish the bigotry of the
fourteenth to the eighteenth centuries.
The right of each person to hold such
religious opinions as may suit them-
selves was established by the Pilgrims, |
the Huguenot.s and the Cavaliers, who j
were the builders of American civiliza- I
tion, and trade unionists cannot afford [
to trespass on the religious liberty of j
any one. Trade unionists, use your
reason and refuse to be led by passion
and prejudice."

The Tailor is eminently correct. The
enemies of the trade unions should not
be within their ranks, but outside, and
any man who attempts to create dis-
cord among his fellow workmen be-
cause of religious belief or lack of it
is a traitor and a scoundrel, and un-
worthy the cause he claims to espouse.
Union organizations are instituted to
protect their members from unjust dis-
crimination by unscrupulous employ-
ers, to better the financial condition of
their members, and to secure as far as
possible legislation favorable to the
working classes. If such trivial mat-
ters as differences in creed, nationality,
etc., are allowed to gain a foothold in
labor organizations, it is a question of
but a few months or years at most un-
til there will be no such thing as a
union of the laboring classes. "United,
we stand; divided, we fall," is as true
today as it was twenty years ago, and
the sooner these modern Pharisees, the
"holier than thou" element, come to
realize the fact the better it will be for
themselves and trade unionism.

The apprentice question, the alleged

"schools of instruction" for turning out
full-fledged journeymen barbers in six
weeks' time, the licensing by a state

board of those desiring to practice the
art of "tonsureism." and the absolute
closing up of barbor shops on the
Lord's day throughout the entire state,
are subjects that the Journeymen Bar-
bers' Association of Minnesota propose
to agitate until they gain their point or
meet with defeat. According to R. J.
Coyne, president of ihe state associa-
tion, no active steps have ever been
taken to regulate the number of ap-
prentices allowed" the boss barbers, the
result being that a large number of
incompetents are found throughout the
state at large, but more especially in
the Twin Cities, competing with men
who have served an apprenticeship of
two and three years, that they might
become proficient in the business. The
lack of system has not only proven a
detriment to the journeymen, but to

tha employer as well, who has been
compelled, through the half-fledged ap-

prentice opening up an opposition es-
tablishment and reducing prices, to do
likewise or go out of business.

Probably the greatest evil now con-
fronting journeymen barbers, and
which the state association proposes to
wage war against, even to carrying it

to the legislature, is the "school" or
"college," which guarantees to make
full-fledged barbers out of all comers,
white or black, male or female, in six
weeks' time, and it does not matter
whether they know the difference be-
tween a razor and a scythe or a bath
and a shampoo. In addition to the
guarantee (?) offered to those desirous
of learning the tonsorial art, the school
holds out an extra inducement—it
promises to secure its students posi-
tions when they have taken their six
weeks' course in "tonsureism." If these
schools are to continue, and nothing
can be devised to stop their turning
out jours Us a few weeks' time or to

offset the effect of twenty or thirty

graduates once every month, the bar-
bers of the state, like the printers who
have been displaced by machinery, will
be compelled to go to farming, tramp-
ing, begging or stealing. Now, the
state association, as long as R.J. Coyne

is at the head of it, doesn't propose to
allow its members to do either of the
four things mentioned above. He be-
lieves that by active work from now
until the next session of the legislat-
ure, a sentiment can be created among
the patrons of the barbers which will
be the means of compelling the mem-
bers of the house and senate to pass a
bill licensing every barber in the state
who cares to practice his profession.
The bill will be so drawn that to se-
cure a license the applicant will be
compelled to show, beyond power of
dispute, that he has served an ap-

prenticeship of at least two years; that
he is thoroughly competent to practice
his profession in all its branches, and
that if he is granted the license asked
for will abide by each and every pro-
vision of the law.

That such a law wwild prove bene-
ficial to the "shaved" as well as the
"shaver" no one who has ever gon« Into
a tonsorial establishment, taken a seat
at the call of "Next." had several
large-sized slashes made in close prox-
imity to his jugular vein, cheeks
scraped almost to the bone, camphor-
ice applied until the tears gushed forth,
and afterwards court-plastered from
ear to ear, will attempt to deny. A
law licensing barbers .is what the peo-
ple—at least the male portion—demand,
and if the state association can secure
it, every man in. Minnesota will rise
up and bless it and its members.

The New York Herald of Monday
last is authority for the statement,
which has not been verified, that a
long step towards a permanent union
between the American Federation of
Labor and the Knights of Labor, which
together control about 2,000,000 organ-
ized workingmen, was taken Sunday
night at a meeting of Central Labor
union, which is purely a local body,

unattached to either, but containing
unions which owe allegiance to both.
A letter was received from Samuel
Gompers, president of the federation,
asking the Central Labor union to

sink all differences and join the federa-
tion. When the letter was read,
Charles W. Hoadley. of the electrical
workers' union, a Knight of Labor,
warmly indorsed it. The only oppo-
nent to Mr. Gompers' proposition was
Joly, delegate of the_brewers' union, a
Knight of Labor. A~motion by James
C. Edward, a third-Knight of Labor, to
refer President Qdjnpers' request to
affiliated unions for a'vote, was car-
ried by a large majority. Members of

One of the 'mo9t important meetings
of railroad employes ever held took
place at St. Louis last Sunday evan-
ing. It represented officially six na-
tional orders and brotherhoods. In
fact, they may be called international,
as the membership includes men em-
ployed on lines in Canada and Mexico. I
F. P. Sargent, of the Brotherhood of i
Locomotive Firemen, and F. W. Ar-
nold, grand secretary-treasurer of the
order, came

(
from Peoria, 111., to at- j

tend the meeting. Patrick H. Mor-
risey, of Galesburg, 111., grand master
Of the Brotherhood of Railway Train- 'men, and E. E. Clark, grand chief con-
ductor of the Order of Railway Con-
ductors, were in attendance. There
were some 600 present. The chief re- |
suit of the convention was the adop- {
tion of a resolution to form a federa-
tion of the six orders named. The
movement had no opposition whatever,
every speaker favoring federation, and
every man present voted for it. The
only difference of opinion was on the
question of admitting the American
Railway union. As first submitted, the
plan Included Eugene V. Debs' order,
but an amendment to strike it out was
carried. The officers of the grand
lodges of the six orders represented at
the meeting were authorized to formu-
late a plan for uniting the six under
the Federation of Labor. Resolutions
favoring arbitration and appeals from

decisions of the federal court were
adopted, after which the convention ad-
journed sine die.

• * • •
An exchange in commenting on some

of the results achieved by the Bakers'
Internationsil afilon, says that "the or-
ganized bakers .of the country, during

the past year, have been instrumental
in surrounding their trade with bless-
ings, in the shape of sanitary reforms
and other health regulations, to an ex-

tent which makes the monthly dues of
the members, for ev-^n a period of ten

years, a mere .bagatelle by contrast.
Of course the paying members have
gained all this* and the others will reap

the harvest as welL Ifa few men can
perform so much, how great would be
the progress if all would join the or-
ganization? 'The bakers have gained
many of their reforms through legis-
lation." What they have accomplished
as a branch of organized labor is but a
grain of sand to what can be done
if the international and subordinate
\u25a0unions throughout the country unite
on some important measure and work
as a body for its acquirement.

to shirk the duty to toil, but the hu-
mane means by which the workless
workers may find the road to employ-
ment; and that the millions of hours
of increased leisure to the overtasked
workers signify millions of opportuni-
ties for lightening the burdens of the
masses, to make the homes more cheer-
ful, the hearts of the people lighter,
their hopes and aspirations nobler and
broader.
