A Milwaukee Paper Tries It and Set-
tles It.

The Milwaukee Evening Wisconsin says:
"Sandy McDermott is now sorry for tho
manner in which he spoke of President John-
son at St. Paul, and would like to get back
into the fold of the Western league. The ar-
ticles appearing the the St. Paul papers were
so exaggerated as to make them ridiculous.
There is no doubt that McDermott's work
in St. Paul was very yellow. When he was
here his umpiring was far from what it
should have been; in fact, it was" not what
Sandy is capable of giving. Manning did
protest against his work at St. Paul, but
the report that he had been removed by
President Johnson was without foundation;
moreover. Manning's protest would cut no
figure in the case, unless it were plain to
Ban Johnson that the man was not com-
petent to do the work. The thought never
entered Johnson's head of removing him.
He assigned McDermott to umpire the Kan-
sas City games in Milwaukee," and he was
then ordered to Kansas City. He pleaded
sickness and asked for a lay-off of ten days.
On the top of this was a telegram to Presi-
dent Johnson saying he was through with the
Western league. The latter was still warm
•when the following message was sent to
Johnson: 'Ban, I wish to ask your pardon,
also to recall my hasty action in resigning.
I made a mistake and ana sorry for it.' It
shows that Sandy was man enough to admit
he was in the wrong, and it is hoped he willagain be placed on the staff by President
Johnson. He is a good man, and there is
little doubt that he really was sick during \
the time he officiated. In speaking of the
men, President Johnson said: 'I want the
umpires to strictly enforce the rules and
maintain good order on the ball field. They
are honest, reputable men and we must all
expect that they will render decisions just
as they see them. There has been somerowdyism in the ball fields of the Westernleague this season, but our troubles are .
trifling compared to those of the National
league. As a rule there is some friction at
the beginning of a base ball season, but when
the machinery gets well in motion it will
disappear. Iexpect to visit St. Paul in a few
days, and will then have an opportunity to
more thoroughly investigate the matter at
that place.' "
