DECISION REACHED EASILY

AT ‘THE MEETING OF THE STATE
CENTRAL COMMITTEE HELD
YESTERDAY,

THE QUESTION OF CHAIRMANSHIP

Was Raised, but Was Left to the
Body to Decide for
Itself.

Wednesday, July 1, is the day selected by
the Republican state central committee for
the holding of the state convention to nomi-
nate state officers.

This decision was reached without any
trouble or the least sign of friction. The
members of the committee who attended
toock dinner together before the business
meeting, which was called as soon as the table
had been cleared away.

After the convention date had been fixed
Gen. “Jim” Diment, of Steele county, pro-
posed that the state committee meet the
evening preceding the convention to decide
on & man for temporary chairman of the con-
vention. There was strong opposition to this
proposal from 8. P. Child and others; so the
committee finally decided to allow the conven-
tion to select its own chairman when it
meets.

Primaries to elect delegates to the state con-
vention must be held according to the
provisions of the state primary election law.

Following is the official call for the con-
vention, signed by Tems Bixby, chairman,
and Harris Richardson, secretary:

A Republican state convention for the
state of Minnesota will be held on Wednes-
day, the Ist day of July, A. D. 1886, in the
Auditorium, in the city of St. Paul, at 12
o'clock noon, for the purpose of placing in
nomination candidates for the following-
named offices: Gevernor, lieutenant gov-
ernor, secretary of state, treasurer and at-
torney general, and for the transacticn of
such other business as may properly come be-
fore the convention.

All voters who are in sympathy with the
principies advocated by the Republican party
and who desire its success, regardless of
their past political afiliations, are invited to
participate in the selection of delezates to
this conveation. The {following resolution
was unanimously adopted by the committee:

Resolved, That each county shall be en-
titled to cne delegate for each 200 votes or
major fraction thereof, cast for the Repub-
lican candidate for governor in 15894, and that
each county be allowed in addition thereto,
five delegates at large.

The above apportionment was unanimously
agreed upon by the Republican state cen-
tral committee at the meeting held in the
Windsor hotel, in the city of St. Paul,
Wednesday, May 20, 1896.

All primary elections for this convention
must be held as prescribed in the primary
election law enacted in 1895.
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Gov. (;Iough is the favorite in the Repub-
lican race at this moment. This fact was
demonstrated by a canvass of the Republican
state committeemen,who met yesterday at the
Windsor. While no one of them would say
he considered Clough a sure winner, except
Tams Bixby, through all the talk there stuck
out the unmistakable indications that polit-
ical judgment, so far as formed, beholds in
Clough the coming man. Alvah Eastman,
editor of the St. Cloud Journal-Press, said
William E. Lee will get practically the united
suppert of the Sixth congressional district.
In this respect Lee will have the advantage
of any other candidate. Clough will not
have Hennepin solid, from present indica-
tions, and he certainly will not receive the
sclid vote of the delegates from the Fifth
district; neither will Eustis. Van Sant and
Gibbs will divide the delegates from the First
district. Even Fred S. Bryant, secretary of
the Ramsey county Republican commitiee,
who is the local manager of M. B. Clapp’s
campaign, cannot get the Fourth district del-
egates solid for his candidate, not by a good
deal. They will be divided among all the
candidates.

Thus, taking the delegates by congressional
districts, Lee has a decidea advantage over
the balance of Clough’s opponents. But
there are combinations in the air, to be hatch-
ed and feathered within the next six weeks.
Take the Second district, for instance. A
large part of the delegation will be in the
cenvention to combine or trade with any one

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who can help to nominate Ben Smith,
of Mankato, % attorney general. L. P.
Hunt, the principal adviser of Mr. Smith, as
much as admits this, Perhaps the same can
be said of the First ct delegates, on the
attorney general fight; but Nate Kingsley
can hardly hope for the nomination. The
First district is at present well represented
among the state officers. In all likelihood
combinations made on the attorney general-
ship will be between the southern candidates
for that office and a northern candidate for
governor. That means Lee, because Clapp is
a resident of the Fourth district, wherefrom
also hails Albert Berg, candidate for renom-
ination as secretary of state, who now seems
to have the inside track.

One of the most peculiar situations which
has ever existed in the Republican party in
Minnesota is with regard to the position of
lieutenant governor. No one seems to want
it, and no man can mention a candidate. Sen-
ator Day says nay to all solicitations that he
accept it. Cyclone Jacobson, of Lac qui Parle,
will not have it. And of the gubernatorial
candidates there is not one who would take
second place.

The secret is this this: Some of the smart-
est and brainicst politicians in Minnesota
have held the office—and have never done
anything sinee, politically. Look over the
list of men who have been lieuterant gov-
erncrs since 1870: William H. Yale, Alphonso
Barto, James B. Wakefield, Oharles A. Gil-
man, A. E. Rice, Gideon S. Ives. Since leav-
ing the office these men have been honored
and used as presiding officers of conventions
and have been appointed to honorary posi-
tions on state boards; but, with the excep-
tion of Wakefleld and one other who was
lieutenant governor in the '60s, that’s the
best they could do. One of the two excep-
tions managed to get into congress, but after-
ward their lives were embittered by defeat
when they were most ambitious.

Why not nominate ex-Lieut. Go¥. McGill
for the office?” suggested a jocosely inciined
committeeman yesterday.

MONTANA MILLIONAIRE,

Clark Returns From a
Trip Abroad.
Among the passengers on the west-bound

Hon. W. A,

| Nerthern Pacific train yesterday afternoon

was Hon. William Clark, the well-known

| banker and mine owner of Butte, Mont., who

R e — me—ra——

| is returning home after a trip abroad, where

he went last December to visit his daughters,
who are studying music across the big pond.
Mr. Clark, who is a prominent silver Demo-
crat, is the owner of the Butte Miner, the
Colusa, Parrott, Original, Gagnon, Nettie and
Steward copper mines, an immense smelting
plant, and has recently become the owner of
the United Verde Copper company’s property
in Arizona, a property which for several
months has been producing something over
2,000,000 pounds of copper per monih.

In addition, he is the head of the banking
concern of W. A. Clark & Bro., perhaps the
strongest financial institution in the state of
Moitana. In the early days of the state Mr.
Clark packed his way across the mountains
into Montana, and later drove the mail wagon
between several of the rude towns and min-
ing camps. He is a self-educated man, and
long afier he was married and when ‘he had
grown sons and daughters he took a course
in the Columbia College School of Mines. He
is a close student, and has come to be re-
garded as ome of the foremost Montanans,
both politically and commercially. Speaking
to a G 1ob e reporter in the union depot yes-
terday, Mr. Clark said:

“I went to Europe in December entirely for
recreation and to visit my daughters who are
there studying. Speaking generally, I found
matters in a very satisfactory condition in
BEurope. Of course the constant war talk re-
garding the Soudan, Abyssinia and South Af-
rica had a tendency to keep matters in an
unsettled condition, but at the time I left I
should say things were looking much bright-
er.
“‘On this side of the water financial matters
are in even better shape. In my business,
for example, the consumption of copper has
quite kept pace with the production, in
fact, the visible supply of the metal is di-
minishing and naturally copper propositions
are reasonably prosperous. :

““Our copper exports during April amounted
to just 4,000,000 ounces, and this means some-
thing like $20,000,000 more than the imports,
which fact, except for the approaching con-
vention and delays in congress would insure
very prosperous conditions throughout this
country. The crop prospects as far as I can
learn are extraordinarily goocd.'

“Will the silver men receive from the Dem-
ocrats what they have been unable to obtain
from their Republican brethren?” was asked.

“A majority of the delegates in the coming
convention,”” he replied, ‘““will be free silver
men, Unless it is decided "to abrogate the
two-thirds rule necessary to a nomination, I
hardly think either the gold standard or
silver men will be able to make a nomina-
tion. It is possible the organization may de-
cide to abrogate this rule. At all events, it is
my opinion that McKinley will be nominated.
He is a straddler, and has been on both sides
of the fence. He will hardly be acceptable to
the silver element, and the New York gold
standard men have declared openly against
him. After all is said and done, it is my be-
lief that there will be a gold platform.”

Mr. Clark left on the 3:15 train for his
home.

DELEGATION FROM W, VIRGINIA.

Two Hlu‘uked ‘Delegate- and 300
Visitors May Be Expected From
That State.

&
Charles G. Caster, editor of the Anchor
and Shield, and a prominent member of the
A. 0. U. W., has started an A. O. U. W. fund
to aid the encampment. There are twenty-
eight lodges in St. Paul, with a total mem-
bership of about 3,000, and all have failen
in very readily wiih the idea that the en-
campment is a good thing to heip along.
Committees have been appointed, and all
lodges and individual members are contribut-
ing to a common A. 0. U. W. encampment|
fund. It is expected to raise about $5,000 or |
more in this way, a part -of which amount
will be devoted to the entertainment of visit-

ing Workmen.

The question of amusements for encamp-
ment week is causing Maj. John Espy, the
chairman of the amusements committee, to
lie awake nights. Maj. Espy will adhere
to the idea that an historical pageant, ‘“‘War
in all ages,”” would be a big attraction for
the multitude of visitors. He suggested thist
at the last mecting of the executive commit-
tee, but no definite action was taken upon
the preposition.

The pageant of “War in all ages” would
cost in the neighborhood of $5,000. There
would be between twenty-five and thirty-five
magnificent foats, which would depict in
tableaux and costume the history of the art
of war through its every stage of develop-
ment, from the time when man, covered
with skins, crawléd from a cave in the ground
and fought with 4'cfub down to the present
day, with its great fighting engines of de-
siruction and exact:military science.

Such a pageant,would be entirely original,
never having been, treated in this way in the
United States befcre, and if treated artistic-
ally weuld be remembered for a lifetime by
every spectator. The $5,000 would cover all
expenses of such a pageant.

At the Pittsburg and Louisville encamp-
ments over $7.000 wns spent for amuse-
ments. Maj. Hspy figures on spending about
the same amount. He ‘thinks that an excur-
sion for the delégates should be arranged,
and the balance cf‘the time devoted to amuse-
ments during the week would be taken up
with the state bicycle parade—already de-
cided upon—races; and similar amusements.

It has also been'suggested that the different
counties of the state, which wiil have streel
exhibits here, unite; ‘and also have a grand
industrial parade. The material from the dif-
ferent counties would be on the grounds, and
it could be arranged without a great deal of
trouble and at very small cost.

Department Commander R. H. Freer, of
Liarrisville, W. Va., writes to Gen. Mason that
West Virginia will have at least 200 delegates
here to the encampment. He requests that
Guarters be assigned for that number, but
suzys that the delegates will probably be ac-
cempanied by 300 visitors.

Chairman Footner, of the committee on
county exhibits, has submitted his plans at
headquarters for the varicus county exhibits.
Each county will be assigned a place on the
street, marked off by an arch, which will in-
dicate -the section 'making the exhibit. The
arches-will' be twenfy-nine feet in height and
forty feet in width, &nd the space they cover
vill allow ‘the countfes to exhibit to the best
advantage.

Secretary Brigham, of the accommodations
committee, states that the request in yesterday
morning’s G lobe that all citizens send in
lists at once, brought. in several hundred yes-
terday. However; there are several thousand
yet out, and the committee urgently requests
all citizens who intend throwing open their
bomes to visitors to send in these lists at
once, showing how many people they can ac-
commodate, with board or ledging, or both.

The meeting of the executive committee was
postponed from last night until tonight, and
instead of meeting Saturday night, the fi-
nance committee will meet next Monday even-
ing.

The Thirteenth company, boys’ brigade, by
its captain, Edward M. Van Duzee, yesterday
vclunteered their -services at encampment
headquarters.

Thom, of Mardin, Turkey. Rev. Mr. Thom,
who is also a physician, wore a decoration
from the sultan of Turkey, for services ren-
dered during cholera epidemics. He de-
scribed the horrors of the present Armenian
outrages, and appealed for generous aid in
carrying on the missionary work.

Mrs. Northrup, of Minneapolis, also gave an
interesting address at the evening serviee on
the foreign missions and their work.

The praise, devotional and musical services
during yesterday and last evening aroused
great interest and enthusiasm among the
delegates.
