HEAVY FLOODS UP THE COUNTRY,

But the Repeorts From Crookston Are
Again Said to Have Been Ex-
aggerated.

A. Sidney Morton, since 1890 auditor of dis-
bursements of the Northern Pacific road, has
been made assistant muditor, and, while his
duties are practically the same, save that he
is given added authority and responsibility,
the title which he formerly held is abolished.
Although ths change was made some time
gince, it was not made the subject of a cir-
cular, and hence was not generally known.

Up to 1894 J. A. Barker, at New York, was
the auditor of the Northern Pacific under the
plan of organization then. in force, and Mr.
Martin was assistant general auditer at St
Paul. Mr. Barker resigned, and™ im February
Recelvers McHenry and Bigelow named Mr..
Martin auditor. Since then that gentleman
named Mr. Morton as his assistant. Mr. Mor-
ton has been with the Northern Pacific since
1886, and during the last six years, as stated
above, has been auditor of disbursements.
He is considered an unusually capable rail-
road official.

CROOKSTON UNDER WATER,

But the Reports From There Are
Padded Again,

R. A. Wilkinson, right of way agent and tax
commissioner of the Great Northern road, re-
turned yesterday from a trip to Crookston,
where he reports the natives in rather a bad
way, although he thinks the difficulty from
high water has been somewhat exaggerated.

At Crookston he says the water is higher,
than at any time since before 1880, and the
streets are under water, and many homes
floating about, washed off their foundations.
At Warren he found the Snake river at a
higher stage than was ever known before, and
the ground floors of most of the dwellings
were under water. Mr. Wilkinson says a
number of bridges and dikes have been car-
ried away by the force of the flood, and on
some of the branch lines slight damage was
done, but nothing which was not repaired by
yesterday morning. The waters, he says, are
subsiding.
