Fletcher Has at Least 453 Delegates
to a Bare 50 for His Op-
ponent.

It is no longer a question whether Loren
TFletcher shall be nominated for a third term
in congress. The question is, who will nomi-
pate Frank F. Davis? Some six months ago
Frank M. Nye was selected for this impor-
tant duty, but he was defeated in his own
district at the Republican primary held last
night, and he cannot let loose his eloquence
on the congressional convention, which meets
at Harmonia hall at 10 o’clock this morning.

With Mr. Nye out of it, there are other
strong Republicans whom Mr. Davis might
turn to for assistance in making the nominat-
ing speech. There is Dr. Zier; but, alas, the
doctor was turned down in his own precinct,
and under the Wyman primary election law
he cannot enter the convention on a proxy
unless elected by the delegation from the
ward., Dr. A. H, Hederly is a Davis man, but
he also is left at home, John Day Smith went
down in the landslide, so did the Wadsworths,
C. E. Purdy, F. L. McGee and the others who
might serve in this emergency in the Repub-
lican party.

It was in some respects the greatest land-
slide Minneapolis has ever seen, ahd the re-
sult of it all is that Mr. Fletcher will be nom-

| inated on the first ballot today, if, indeed, he

is not nominated by acclamation.. Qut of 453
delegates, Mr. Davis has perhaps fifty. It is
practically unanimous, and has already been
celebrated, as the Fleicher men gathered at
the Union League rooms last night in large
numbers and had a regular jubilee meeting.

The only place where the Davis men claim
a victory is in the Tenth ward. It was ex-
pected that this ward would go against
Fletcher, and it did, and in the First district
of the ward it was probaby the warmest fight
in the city.

use of the bicycle. Incidentally he tells of a
shrewd Yankee business transaction, which
has placed the British bicycle makers in a
bad plight.

ATE AUDIENCE BY HIS IM-
PERIAL MAJESTY,

ENVOYS ALSO  RECEIVED.

AMERICANS APPEARED FOR THE
FIRST TIME IN BUCKLES
AND HOSE.

GILDED CHARIOTS SENT AROUND.

The Representatives of France,
Spain, Japan and Corea Taken
t0 the Czar’s Palace.

MOSCOW, May 22.—The Duke of Connaught,
representing Queen Vietoria at the coronation
festivities, has presented to the czarina the
grand cross of the Victorian order, which has
been newly founded by Queen Victoria. The
czar today received in private audience the
United States minister, Mr. Breckinridge, and
then received the gpecial envoys representing
the government of the United States at the
ecronation. These. included Gen. A. McD.
McCook and his brother, Aide-de-Camp Seri-
ven, Commander Bronson and Maj. J. W.
Patzki, of the special embassy, and Rear Ad-
miral Selfridge, In command of the Mediter-
ranean squadron, who brought his flagship,
the Minneapolis, to Cronstadt, to attend the
ccronation as the naval envoy of the United
States.

Mr. Breckinridge, the United States min-
ister; H. H. Plerce, secretary of the United
States legation, and the other civil represent-
atives wore, for the first time at the Russian
court, the full civll dress prescribed for those
who are not allowed to wear the official uni-
fcrm. This dregql\éonslsts of an evening coat
with plain metal buttons, a white vest, knee
breeches and black silk stockings and no
ornaments, The United States minister, the
special envoys and the saff, tonight attended
a reception given by the Russian foreign min-
ister, Prince Lobonoff-Rostovsky.

Next week Mr. Breckinridge will give a
dinner to the distinguished American visitors
to the-coronation] and’ later, probably on:-June
3, will give a reception, inviting the Russian
princes and foreign princes attendant upon
the coronation and the foreign ambassadors
and dbout a thousand others.

The special embassies to the coronation of
France, Spain, Japan and Corea were also re-
ceived in audience by the czar and czarina in
the great palace of the Kremlin today. A gild-
ed six-horse coach and several four-horss car-
riages were sent to fetch each embassy and
suite. Each embassy was escorted by six
mounted grooms and were received by.guards
of honor at the Kremlin, where they were
cenducted with great ceremony to the Alex-
ander salon, and thence to the Eketarina hall,
where they were received in audience.

COMMONS DEADLOCK.

Broken After a Session of Twenty-
One Hours.

LONDON, May 22.—At noon today the house
of commons was still in session, having been
sitting continuously tweniy-one hours. The
deadlock began yesterday after the discussion
of the agricultural rating bill. At 3 o’clock
this morning closure was moved. But sev-
eral members refused to enter the division
lobby, whereupon the speaker, Mr. Gully, was
summoened and he named John Dillon, the
anti-Parnellite leader; Dr. Tanner, Donald
Sullivan, David:Lord, George and John Her-
bert Lewis, the Jatter two being Welsh mem-
bers, for disobeying the chair. The Con-
servative leader,~ Mr. -Balfour, moved the
suspension of the members named for a week,
and the motion .was carried by a vote of
209 to B8, e

Repeated closfirés followed, and at 8:30 a.
m. Sir Sulllvan Vernon Harcourt, the Liberal
leader, agaln tried’to adjourn the house, de-
claring that the government’s fatal passion
for closure had destroyed the good feeling
and faith of thé House, adding: “It is an evil
day when the house can no longer rely upon
the promises of thé government., In my long
experience, I have'never known a bill con-
ducted in such an' arbitrary manner.” Sir
Willilam Harcourt’s motion was defeated.
Finally all the'clauses of the bill were agreed
to, and with many’ sighs of relief, the house
adjourned until Juhe 1.

TURKS IN A PANIC.

They Are Frightened at the Rebel=-
lion in Crete,

LONDON, May 23.—A dispatch to the Times
says that the successes of the Cretan in-
surgents have caused a panic among the
Turkish rural population, which is fleeing
to the towns of the island of Crete for ref-
uge, thus constituting a great danger of
stirring the dormant fanaticism of the Tur-
kish population In the towns, which is great-
ly in excess of the Christian population. The
dispatch contlnues: ‘“A Turkish detachment
has been beleaguered for the past fortnight
at Yoxaris by the insurgents, and eighteen
Turks have been killed.”

FRANCE UNPOPULAR.

Russians Think the Friendship Is
Not Sincere.

LONDON, May 22.—The Daily News will to-

ENDED I CORFUSION

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY STIRRED
UP OVER YOUNG PEOPLE’S
SOCIETIES,

RECOMMENDATICONS IGNORED.

VOTE TO DISCHARGE THE COM-
MITTEE PENDING WHEN TIVE,
WAS CALLED,

RELATIONS OF THE SEMINARIES,

Keen Interest Taken in the Report
Which Will Be Presented This
Morning.

SARATOGA, N. Y., May 22.—The Presby-
terian general assembly broke up at 5 o’clock
this afternoon in confusion, in the midst of
the vote on resolutions of the special com-
mittee on the relations of young people’s so-
cleties to the church. Resolutions had been
adopted directing that a ‘‘statement of rela-
tions” be sent to the separate societies, and
reaflirming the action of the assembly of 1893.
The former recommendation was adopted only
after a long discussion and under the opera-
tion of the closure. Just at the hour of ad-
journment a motion was made to strike out
the other recommendations of the committee
and to discharge it. Action on this motion
was only prevented by the abrupt announce-
ment of the vice moderator, Dr. Benjamin L.
Agnew, of Philadelphia, that the hour of the
session had expired, and that the assembly
stocod adjourned. One recommendation of the
committee was entirely eliminated after an
animated discussion and after a division. It
related to the formation of unions of young
pecple’s societies in all the presbyteries. The
action in this direction was due to the bellet
that the plan as proposed would seriously in-
terfere with present inter-denominational as-
soclations.

The morning sessfon of the assembly was
devoted to routine business. Some commit-
tees were named. The only Northwestern
man given a chairmanship was Rev. T. H.
Clelland, of Duluth. Other committees will
be named Monday.

The greater part of the timec in the after-
noon was taken up with reports. That of the
committee appointed in 1895 to report on
young people’s socletles was the feature
of the day. The vital recommendation was
that the present committee be continued and
that it be directed to get statistics and other
information and on the basis of the same
“to submit to the next assembly, If the way
be clear, a plan based on this information
which will unite our societies along the line
of our historic views of Christian doctrine
and worship.”” Particular attack was made
upon the resolution containing this proposal
of the previous question, which carried the
main question along with an amedment. Then
foliowed a motion to strike out the remain-
ing recommendations and to discharge the
committee. Pending the motion, the hour of
adjournment arrived and further discussion
was choked off,

The discussion of the report was quite gen-
eral. The chairman advocated Its adoption
becauss of the unanimity of the committtes,
because It was neither colorless nor a compro-
mise, and because it represented and satis-
fled all shades of opinion. The plan for
presbyterial union was opposed as un-Presby-
terlan, unnecessary, harmful, impracticable,
unsafe and calculated to disintegrate exist-
ing unions. Feeling ran bigh and to all ap-
pearance the motion to discharge the com-
mitttee would have carried if the session had
been extended ten minutes. The subject went
over as unfinished business and may be
brought up at any time for final decision.

The report of the committee on conference
with the theological seminaries was not put
over, also. It is reported that they will re-
quest to be discharged from further duty,
but this iz considered doubtful. No satisfac-
tory results have been achieved In the ef-
fort to bring the seminaries into eloser union
with the general assembly and the attempt
may now be abandoned. This réport is antic-
ipated with keen iInterest.

The evening popular meeting was in the
interest of the board of publication and
Sunday -school work. Judge Wllson, of
Philadeiphia, presided, and addresses were
made by Dr. Craven and Dr. Worden, sec-
retaries, and by Messrs. Brown and Sulzer,
missionaries.

AIMED AT FOWLER.

Formal Charges Preferred by Rev,
A. C, Bowdish.

CLEVELAND, 0., May 22.—The Methodist
general conference occupied itself today in
electing editors of church papers and secre-
taries of church societies. Very little re-
mains now in the way of elections. When
Rev. Dr. J. N. Buckley was overwhelmingly
elected editor of the New York Christian Ad-
vocate, there was an immense ovation to the
popular New Yorker. Portland, Or., was se-
lected as the sixteenth episcopal residence,
and rules to be followed by the bishops in
gelecting their stations from among the res-
idences provided were adopted. In the after-
noon several committees met, certain of
them for the last time, since they have accu-
mulated enough reports to keep the conven-
tion busy for the vest of the month. The
bishops met in the afternoon and talked
ahout the selection of their residences, but
did not reach a conclusion.

Rev. A. C. Bowdish, of Springfleld, pre-
ferred formal complaint against Bishops Fow-
ler and Fitzgerald before the committee on
episcopacy today. He claims that in 1894
Bishop Fowler, while presiding over the New
York conference, transferred him, without his
knowledge or consent, from New York to the
New England confrence.

He says he went to the New England con-
ference, then in session, and that Bishop
Fitzgerald declined to receive him, on the
ground that he already had more ministers
than he could use.

The retirement of
Bishop Taylor was considered when the cases
of Bishop Bowman and Bishop Foster were
considered, but action was deferred, owing
to the unfinished condition of financial ai-
fairs under his management.
