TIME CARD.

Use I)) the St. Paul & Pa-
cific in 1869,

A well known St. Paul railroader has in
his possession a time card of the old St. Paul
& Pacific railroad, which he values very
highly.

The time card, which is for the first di-
vision of the road, ir for employes only, and
bears the date of July 26, 1869,

Under the heading Main Line Trains—al-
thcugh the most careful scrutiny fails to
show but one train—is a schedule leaving
here at 8 o’clock in the morning and reaching
Darwin at 1:20 p. m.

The return trip was made with twelve
stops, between 2:30 and 8 p. m. Two branch
line trains, east and west, were run between
St. Paul and Sauk Rapids, and a fair sample
of the time made is the schedule between St.
Paul and St. Cloud, which was nearly five
hours, as against two hours and forty min-
utes, as at present.

One hour was required to do the distance
between here and Minneapolis, and two trains
each day performed the feat, if there was no
accident or delay.

Some of the rules and regulations for the
employes to follow are fearfully and wonder-
fully made. For example, one note says, ir-
regular trains slow oh curves and look out
for section men. Another rule provides that
when a train is behind time more than fifteen
minutes no effort shall be made to make up
time at a greater rate than ten minutes per
hour, and then only when the road is clear
of piles, culverts and ditches.

It is explained that no engines are allowed
on the company’s tracks without special
license from the superintendent or master
mechanie, and irregular working and freight
trains are warned to keep out of the way of
all regular trains. The time card is issued
and signed by Supt. F. R. Delano and Assist-
ant Superintendent J. B. Rice, and at the foot
of a number of rules for the guidance of
trainmen is the brief but comprehensive ad-
monition, “In case of doubt follow the safe
course.””

WESTERN BUSINESS IS NOT UP TO
THE MARK SET FOR
IT.

DUN & COJS VIEW OF CONDITIONS.

Period of Waiting Has the Appear=
ance of Stagnation, but There
Is a Difference. /

NEW YORK, May 22.—Bradstreat’s will say:
The reactionary tendency in prices, shrinkage
in railroad earnings, the falling off in bank
clearings, and the fact that the preseat is
the between-seasons period, include the more
conspicuous features of the general business
situation. On the other hand, business fail-
ures have fallen off sharply. <General trade
through the Central West has not met with !
anticipations. Detroit and Milwaukee busi- |
ness interests are suffering from strikes. The
most favorable repcrt comes from Kansas
City, where the movement of merchandise
continues relatively active; mercantile collec-
tions are fair, and trade prospects were never
better. Improvement is also noted on the
Pacific coast.

Exports of wheat (flour included) from both
coasts of the United States this week amounts
to 1,096,000 bu, as compared to 1,093,000 bu last
week, and 2,754,000 bu in the week a year ago.

The total number of business failures
throughout the United States this week shows
a marked falling off from the weekly average
during the past four months, 216, as compared
with 265 last week, 206 in the like week of
1895, 237 in the third week of May, 1894, and
as compared with 247 in the corresponding
week of 1893. The total number of failures
reported from Canada this week is 28, as
compared with 34 last week, 25 in the week
a year ago, and 29 two years ago.

WAITING CONDITION.

Looks Like Stagnation, but There Is
a Difference,

NEW YORK, May 22.—Dun’s review will
gay: ‘‘The waiting condition, which seems
to some people nothing better than stagna-
tion, still continues. But there is a differ-
ence. Thousands of orders and contracts are
nmierely deferred because they can be more
safely given a little later. The Western wheat
receipts continue large, while Atlantic ex-
ports (flour included) have been only 3,198,-
£03 bushels for three weeks, against 4,749,674
bushels last year. If the output of pig iron
was as good a barometer of the commercial
situation as many infer, the returns from
blast furnaces, 18,319 tons, against 17,491 April
1, would be convincing. But the increase of
stock unsold since Jan. 1, has been 243915
tons, and this deducted from the output of
furnaces leaves 2,976,348 tons for four months
which is certainly In excess of the actual
consumption. The textile manufacturers are
still waiting as they have been for months
past, and the extensive curtailment of
production does not strengthen prices in the
least. The market for woolens is exceed-
ingly dull. Failures for the week have been
227 in the United States, against 27 last year,
and 28 in Canada, against 23 last year.”

SPECDLATIVE WORLD.

Reflected by Brad-

street’s.

NEW YORK, May 22.—Bradstreet’s financial
review says: Speculation during the present
week has been even marrower and more pro-
fessional than before. The tone, however, has
on the whole been steadler, and the appre-
hensive feeling in regard to the political re-
sults as bearing on the currency has worn
itself out. Evidence, in fact, accumulates that
large holders of securities have not been af-
fected by the recent liquidating tendency.
The exhaustion of selling from this quarter has
imposed a check upon bearish activity on the
part of the room traders and the absence of
any decided pressure on the market has been
no less significant than the total lack of out-
side interests, commission houses, as a class,
being almost idle. Liondon has not been a
factor either way.
