THEY'RE A BAD LOT

ARE THE HIGHWAYMEN CAPTURED
BY THE POLICE THURSDAY
NIGHT

ON THEIR OWN STATEMENTS.

THE THIRD ONE CAPIVTED IN

MINNEAPOLIS MAKES .. CON-
FESSION.
RECOVERING THE STOLITL GCODS,

One of Them Thinks the Hold-Up of
Rankin One of the Funniest
Things He’s Seen.

The police spent a busy day yesterday look-
ing up the records of Harris and Hill, the two
self-confessed highwaymen, who were arrest-
ed by officers of the Rondo street station
Thursday night, and have up to date secured
enough information, they think, to land both
nien in the penitentiary for a long term of
years. The last move in the clever series,
which has broken up as bold a gang of thugs
as has carried on its depredations in the

WIMAN ALIAS HILL.

“Twin Cities” in years, was accomplished in

inneapolis early Friday morning, when, act-
ing upon information secured from Hiil dur-
ing Friday’'s ‘‘sweating'’ process, Detective
Hoy, of Minneapolis, arrested Harry D. Wig-
gins, of that city..

Wiggins was at first not at all disconcerted
by his arrest, and denied ever having en-
gaged in ‘‘sticking up” anybody, but when
ccnfronted with ‘the statement that his two
pals were in custody and had “peached,”” he
broke down and told without reserve the story
of crime in which he and his confederates had
been engaged for the past three months. The
cenfession shows that the names given by the
men arrested in this city are aliases, and that
their true names are Fred Whittaker and
Harry Wiman, both residents of Minneapolis.

‘Wiggins’ confession, as taken down by Min-
neapolis detectives, is as follows:

““My true name is Harry D. Wiggins. My
mother formerly lived in this eity, but does
not now. I have two sisters, aged eleven and
fourteen years, residing here and attending
school. The twc men arrested in St. Paul
yesterday, giving the names of James Hill
and Charles Harris, are Fred Whittaker and
Harry Wiman, respectively. The former lives
with his parents on Nicollet avenue and
Thirty-first street. The latter resides with
his widowed mother at 101 Bryant avenue
north. My connection with the two men dates
back but a short time. Oliver Francis, who
was arrested Wednesday night, was not a
member of the gang. We three were prowl-
ing around the place on southeast when Hoy
chased us. Francis was around there, too,
but on his own responsibility.

““As to what we have done, I will tell as
far as I remember. 1 can only give it in a
general way, and do not know the exact
dates, or the names of the individuals. About
the first work I remembered doing with the
men was the holding up of a man on Bloom-
ington avenue near a church, early in the
spring. We got a watch from him. The
night following the playing of the first base
ball game in Minneapolis, this season, we
held up a man at Como park. He turned over
to us an open-face silver watch, but had no
money. We gave the watch back to him.
Ald. Snyder was one of our victims. We
got his watch and chain and $1.55 in cash.
After we left him, we went down University
avenue to a vacant lot and waited for an-
other fellow whom we expected to pass. He
did not show up, and we broke into a house
there, but did not get much. Then we held
up E. 8. Mooers, and got $4, a gold watch
and a revolver. We stopped some fellow in
a buggy and got his watch. Street Commis-
sioner Hagman was a victim also. He turned
over his watch, some money and a revolver.
We sold the watch in St. Paul. The chain
that was attached we threw away.

‘““The night Hoy arrested Francis we met
at the Windsor hotel and crossed the steel
arch bridge, going southeast. Near the big
elevator we broke into a house, but two
men came along, one on each side of the
street, and we ran away. We walked into
a vacant lot and thought it a good place to ply
our work, A lady and a gentleman came
along, and some words passed, when a car-
riage approached. We did not know the
driver was Hoy, but withdrew from the
street. Hoy jumped from the carriage to give
chase. We were under a tree and could see
him, but the light shone on him, and he could
not see us. He started to come towards us.
One of the two sald: ‘Boys, draw your guns,
and if he comes up to the bank bore him.’
We pulled our guns, and Hoy cried, ‘Halt,
you are surrounded.” One of the boys knew
his voice, and we broke and ran. If he
had come another step he would have been
a dead man. We met at the Ellwood addi-
tion and went home.”

‘Wiggins was captured at room No. 1, on the
second floor of a building at 622 Hennepin
avenue, where the trio of highwaymen

roomed together. The apartment was thor-
oughly searched, but nothing of an inerimi-
nating nature was found, with the excep-
tion of & pair of dlamond ear rings which
were yesterday identified as having been
stolen from the residence of C. F. Tiving,
482 Laurel avenue, of this city. The ear-
rings were found in the pockets of Wig-
gins’ trousers. Wiggins was arrested in Min-
neapolis in 1892, charged with grand larceny
and given a reformatory sentence. -

Hill and Harrls, or Whittaker and Wiman

were alternately “sweated” by Chief Clark J
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yesterday, but Hill was the only ome who
could be gotten to talk. Harris answered
some questions, but the police do mot put
much credence in what he says, as they be-
lieve he is only trying to find out how much
Hill has given up. Hill, on the -contrary,.
seems not only willing, but anxious to talk,
though it is thought that a great deal of
what he says is false,

Both he and Harris emphatically declare
that they were not concerned in the three
holdups which took place on St. Anthony
hill Monday night, and no amount of ques-
tioning could get an admission of guilt from
either of them so far as those occurrences
were cencerned, though Hill admitted to
Chief Clark that the trio had held up Mr.
Rankin, on Carroll street, while the latter
was accompanying a lady to her home. The
.cbbers were foiled in their object om this
occasion, by the screaching of Mr. Ran-
kin’s companion, who ran down the street
calling for help. Hill also told Chief Clark
that it was he and Harris who held up and
beat William Leary, one of Field, Schliek &
Co.’s employes, at the corner of Nelson ave-
nue and Louisa street, about two months’
ago. Referring to the Rankin hold-up while
conversing with Harris Chief Clark told him-
ha had better own up to the affair as his pal
had ‘“‘peached’’ and the circumstances were
known anyhow.

_““Did Hill “cough” on that deal,” said he,
““Well, it was the fumniest thing you ever
heard of the way that woman squealed. She
started on a run dewn the street, yelling
‘“‘police’’ at the top of her voice. Hill took
after her because we thought she had some
‘sparks’ in her ears and we weren’t passing
any bets where dlamonds were concerned,
but I’ll be blowed if he could catch her, and
we had to blow the whole graft,” and the
highwayman laughed heartily as he recalled
the, to him, decidedly funny experience.

Later in the day when called upon by
County Attorney Butler, Harris denied what
he had told Chief Clark, and Hill also swore
he knew nothing of the Rankin case, though
it was he who first admitted it.

Notwithstanding what the thugs themselves
say, the police are confident that they are the
men who so terrorized the hill district Mon-
day night, and Hill seemed to forget himself
yesterday by remarking to Chtef Clark that he
supposed ‘“‘a man could get a life sentence
for the way that man Warner was used.”

‘““Well, if you know anything about it you
had better give it up and -take your medi-
cine, just the same,”” said the chief.

Hill thought a moment, and then sald he
wanted time to think the matter over. From
this statement, it is believed by today Hill
will have thought sufficiently to make a full
and truthful confession of the gang’s entire
operations,

Detective Enwright took Hill to Minneap-
olis yesterday afternoon, and, with his aid,
located considerable stuff which the gang had
‘‘planted”” in different portions of that ecity.
Three more gold watches were found hidden
under sidewalks in the outskirts of the city,
though none of them could, be identified as
property stolen in St. Paul. During the morn-
Ing, however, Hill took Detective Enright to
a pawn shop on East Seventh street, where a
gold bracelet and two gold rings were re-
covered, which were stolen from Mr. Tiving’s
residence last Sunday evening, the same time
that the earrings were taken, which were
found on Wiggins when he was arrested by
Detective Hoy. A gold watch was also re-
covered at a Seventh street jeweler’s, but it
has not yet been identified as belonging to
any one in St. Paul.

Hill also uncovered a ‘“plant” of clothes and
two rings, which was identified as a portion
of the property stolen from the residence of
Andrew H. Bolton, 850 Grand avenue, on the
same evening Mr. Tiving’s house was robbed.

Both Harris and Hill are anxious to be
taken back to Minneapolis, though neither
man will give any reason for the desired re.
moval. They are acquainted with the faot
that they will be called to account for nearl&
forty hold-ups and h breaking episodes in
the Mill City, but yet each expresses a de-
sire to go up the river to stand trial rather
than go into court in St. Paul. This fact is
taken by the police to mean that the men are
not only guilty of assaulting Mr. Warner and
fear belng arraigned on the charge of att mpted
murder, but have also committed other erimi-
nal depredations which may bhe unearthed
later. In view of these facts, every effort will

’be made to gecure conclusive evideace against

the men now in jail here, so that they may
be held, and that Wiggins may also be brought
to this city to pay the penalty for his partici-
pation in the robberies and assault on Mr.
Warner.

_Harris and Hill were photographed yester-
day for the police art gallery. Hill underwent
the process quietly, but Harris refused to sit
quietly, although a fair picture of him was
secured.

HER HUSBAND MISSING.

Mrs. Roy Gordon Anxious Over His
Disappearanee,

In a small flat on the top floor of 59 East
Seventh street, Mrs. Roy Gordon is anxiously
awalting information of the whereabouts of
her husband. And all unmindful of the
mother’s anxiety a chubby little babe toddles
about, stopping now and again to gaze won-
deringly at the visitor or to look out the high
window.

Mr. and Mrs. Gordon came to St. Paul from
Minneapolis about six weeks ago. At that
time Gordon had prospects of steady employ-
ment on the Eastern Minnesota railroad; but
latterly he seemed to lose heart and hope with
each passing day. Continual brooding af-
fected his health, seemingly, and last Wednes-
day evening he complained of feeling very. ill.

-““He was restless all night,”” sald Mrs. Gor-
don, last evening, ‘“‘and shortly after day-
light got up and began to walk the floor.
He wanted to go and walk around the block,
but I prevailed on him to lle down again.
Finally, between 7 and 8, he arose and pre-
pared to go out. I wanted to go with him,
but he would not listen to it. He bade fare-
well even more affectionately than usual, and
went. That is the last I have seen or heard
of him.

‘“When T was brushing up the room I found
my purse, which he always carried, on the
dresser. ' I was surprised, but did not think
of anything wrong. Some one told me of a
man who was reported to have jumped off
the high bridge, and that made me anxious.

‘““Was Mr. Gordon unusually moody or de-
pressed?”’ asked the reporter.

“Yes, he was, and I think he worrled a
great deal over his failure to secure work. He
expected to run on the division that ends at
Sendstone, and talked of moving to that place
after he got to running steadily. I know he
did not have much money, but he never
spoke of that to me. I imagine he did not
want me to know he was short of money, and
thought the best way would be to quietly go
away.

,"I had been expecting to hear from him by,
letter, that he had gone to lock for work or
had secured a position somewhere; but now
I hardly know what to think.”

‘“Perbaps he just jumped on a train, Mrs.
Goerdon, and went to some other town with
a rallroad crew,” the reporter suggested.

"1 thought of that,’’ said the worried little
woman, “‘and perhaps he will not thank me
for all the fuss that is being made; but if
the publicity brings me knowledge of his
whereabouts, no matter what has happened,
my mind will be at rest. As it is now, I do
not know what to think or do.”

Roy Gordon is about thirty-one years of
age, about medium height, rather dark, and
does not look very strong. He has been rail-
roading for several years, and resided in
Minneapolis for fifteen years before coming
to St. Paul. Mrs. Gordon will go to Minneap-
olis today to ascertain if he has been seen
there since leaving St. Paul. He had no
friends in this city, so far as Mrs. Gordon
kpows.

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DEATH'S FIRM GRIP

Peculiarly Successtul in Handling
Patients That Had to Be Taken
to Insane 'll_ounltul-.

Leputy Sheriff Frank,K W. Kinney diled at
12:45 o’clock yesterday meorning at his home,
684 Carroll street, death resulting from a com-
plication of diseases that finally took the
form of acute diabetis., Mr. Kinney had been
seriously i1l but a few days, though having
been complaining for some three weeks. He
was not considered to be in a dangerous condi-
tion when he took to his bed about four days
before his death, and be himself felt confident
that it would be put a few days until he would
be around again. But he sank rapidly, and
Friday he was unconscious most of the day,
though rallying toward evening so that he
recognized some of his friends and spoke a
few words to them. It was but the final calm,
however, and at midnight it was apparent he
was dying, as stated in yesterday’'s Globe.

In the death of Mr, Kinney the sheriff’s of-
fice has lost one of the best peace officers this
county had, if, indeed, he was not one of the
best in the state. He was fearless, kind, man-
ly and honest, the essential qualities that a
good peace officer should possess. A man with
little or no school training, he possessed a
geod degree of intelligence, and his genial
spirit and good-natured wit made him the fa-
vorite of all the men in the sheriff’s office,
and the expressions of mingled admiration
and sorrow to which his associates in the of-
fice gave utterance yesterday were tributes
far more eloquent than can ever be expressed
on any marble slab.

Kinney was forty-one years of age in Febru-
ary last. He came from pure Yankee stock,
and it was from this source he took his natural
wit. He lived in St. Paul a long time, and
used to be In the livery business, until ap-
pointed deputy sheriff under Capt. Bean eight
vears ago. This position he held ever since,
and whenever there was a tough job on hand
Kinney was sent to do it. He was cool, de-
liberate and couragebus, and always succeeded
in taking his man,, regardless of conditions,
when he once got sight of him. During his
time in the sheriff’s office: he handled more in-
sane people than any other man in the county
ever did, probably. He was peculiarly suc-
cessful in getting along with them without
trouble. i

Kinney was perfectly temperate as regards
the use of intoxicants, and had been so for fit-
teen years. While ‘sick ‘he refused to take
liquor, prescribed by the doctor. He leaves a
widow and three children.

He was a member of Minnehaha camp of
the Modern Woodmen and Meridian lodge or
0dd Fellows, and the funeral will be conduct-
ed under the auspiees of the latter organiza-
tion, taking place from  the residence at 3
o'clock this afternoom: The remains wilt be
interred at Oakland cemeteéry. The family
gets $2,000 life insurance from the Woodmen.

MAP OF THE CITY,

Chart Which Will Be Espeelally
Valuable to Strangers.

Jeseph Lonegren, draughtsman in the city
engineer's office, has just completed a map
of the central business district of the city, in-
cluding the West side, which will be found
very useful, especlally to strangers: visiting
the city. The map shows the location of all
the public buildings and parks, and lkewise
all the important private buildings, hotels,
churches, etc. The district shown on the map
is that bounded on the north by University
avenue, on the east by Phalen creek valley
and on the west by a line representing Rice
street, projected south to the river. The
West side district represented is bounded on
the east by Chester street, on the south by
Delos, and on the west by Belle street.

On the right and left margins of the map
an index is printed, giving the location of all
public bulldings, ecity, state and United States
government, banks, office buildings,churches,
celleges seminaries factories and large plants,
hospitals, hotels, theaters, railroad buildings,
police and fire stations, and all the public
schools.

The map is also accompanied by a diagram
on a reduced scale which shows the street
railway routes.
