iIETURNING TO OLD RITUALS.

The Bishop Says the Episcopal Llt-

•jrgj Jluoh Resembles That of

Sweden's Church.

While a number of the members of the First

Bwedish Evangelical Lutheran church, who

declined to bow to the mandate of the Au-

gustana synod's president respecting secret

societies, were active participants in the

Swedish meeting at St. Paul's Episcopal church

last Sunday, it appears th^it the Episcopal

church, as such, is not taking a positive part

In the secret society fight. The pastor of the

Fn>t church has declared a ban on the se-
cret organizations, and last Sunday between

200 and- 300 of these dissatisfied Swedish Luth-
erans attended a Swedish Episcopal service in
St. Paul's church, at which Rev. Olaf A.
Tofteen, rector of the Swedish Episcopal

Church of St. Ansgarius, Minneapolis,
preached. At that time many of them ex-
pressed themselves as being in favor of form-
Ing a Swedish Episcopal congregation, and it
was thought some action would be taken at
once looking to their reorganization and wel-
come into the Episcopal fold. However, no
application has as yet been made, and so far
as any official knowledge of the new move-
ment Is concerned, the Episcopal church au-
thorities are totally in the dark.

The Globe interviewed Bishop Gilbert at
his residence last evening. His remarks in-
dicated only the most friendly feeling for the
seceding members of the First Lutheran
church.

'•The position of the Episcopal church au-
thcrities," said Bishop Gilbert, "you may say,
Is one of passive friendliness. While I have
no official knowledge of a revolt against the
secret society decision of the Augustana syn-
od, yet, in a general way, I am familiar with
this particular case in question. Not any
more so, however, than the public at large.

"I may say that the visit of Rev. Olaf
Tofteen to St. Paul last Sunday was not made
In response to any request on the part of
the seceding members of the First Lutheran
church. We have felt for years past that
Swedish services should be held here, and
action has been merely delayed awaiting a
time when we could hold them. The service
last Sunday was merely in accordance with
the plans of the church, formed months ago,
to hold Swedish services here regularly. We
have three Swedish churches in Minneapolis
organized in this way. Last Sunday's service
merely happened to synchronize with this
movement in the Swedish Evangelical Lu-
theran church. It was not held for the pur-
pose of creating schism. However, we are
willing at all times to assist and welcome
new members who come to us in good faith.
We stand ready to co-operate with any bona
fide movement aiding to secure people a
Christian home. Our position is one of friend-
ly interest.

"We are willing,when called upon, to wel-
come into fellowship those members of what
we regard as a sister church—the state church
of Sweden. The state church of Sweden and
the Episcopal church we regard as one and
the same. There are no essential differences
In belief, and the Swedish liturgy corresponds
very closely to our book of common prayer.
On the contrary, the Augustana churches
have departed widely from the parent church,
particularly in the matter of organization.

"About three years ago, under circum-
stances similar to the present ones, the Swed-
ish churches at Lttcbfield and Cokato, Minn.,
made application and were received into the
Episcopal church, and are today members.

"Our church does not look with disfavor
upon secret societies, and would not measure
a man's Christianity by the standard raised
by the Augustana synod. But so far as the
present case Is concerned, no official action
has been taken by the Episcopal authorities,
for the reason that we have not heard of-
ficially from the members of the First church.
I suppose, the application being regular, they
would be received into membership."

CANNOT FIND THIEL.

Seventh Street Wine Room Man Out
of Town.

Henry Theil, the proprietor of the saloon
at 137 East Seventh street in which the two
women, Mrs. Paine and Mrs. Ryan, were ar-
rested last Sunday night, has left the city,
presumably to av<sid the service of a warrant,
charging him with conducting a wine room.
The warrant was issued at the instance of Ser-
geant Ross, of the central station, immediately
after the arraignment of the two .women in
the municipal court Monday morning on the
charge of visiting wine rooms, but when Ser-
geant Ross went to Theil's place Monday even-
ing to serve the papers, the proprietor could
not be found. The saloon is now In charge of
Theil's brother-in-law, George Wilson, of Min-
neapolis, and it is given out that Theil has
gone "fishing."

As to whether or not the proprietor of tho
alleged wine rooms is spending his time ang-
ling for bass or pike at one of the neighbor-
ing lakes, the police are not definitely in-
formed, but they do know that he has suc-
cessfully avoided the service of the warrant
of arrest for the present at least, and that tho
efforts of five days have failed to locate him.

SAM PETERSON'S SUIT.

IVcstern Union's Appeal Argued in
Supreme Court.

Senator Sam D. Peterson's suit against the
Western Union was argued in the supreme
court yesterday. The senator received from
the defendant a telegram from one of his
political enemies, referring to him as Slip-
pery Sam, and indicating that his name was
"pants," rather than the appellation which
fond parents had conferred upon him during
his early infancy. On this the senator sued,
and on the first trial the Jury awarded him
$10,000. A new trial was granted and that
time he secured a verdict for $5,200. The
telepraph company appeals from this judg-
ment.

ENCAMPMENT WORK.

Subcommittees Report What They

Are Doing.

There was a special meeting of tlie encamp-
ment executive committee at headquarters last
evening to hear reports from different com-
mittees.

Chairman Mabun, of the halls and camp
fires committee, reported the appointment of
subcommittees on decoration, music, halls,
camp fires and ushers, and also the appoint-

ment of an executive board from members of
the committee. Chairman Mabin gave a list
of about sixty halls, available at this time for
reunions and camp fires, and quite a number
of these have been generously donated free of
cost for use during encampment week. In-
cluded in the list are schools and churches.
Those which have so far been donated are the
House of Hope and Central Presbyterian
churches, cathedral school, Assumption
school, Summit Avenue Lodge hall, Standard
hall, Stahl's hall, Cretin hall, Builders' ex-
change, Stees' hall, and Assembly halls. The
Labor hall Is free except for pay of janitor,
and the chamber of. commerce and Jobbers'
union also donate their rooms, provided they

are not used by the state fair association.
In the matter of furnishing amusements for

the camp fires, Capt. Mahan was empowered
by the executive committee to engage for
encampment week Capt Jack Crawford, the
poet-scout, one of the best old-soldier enter-
tainers extant. Other amusements will be en-
gaged later, but it was practically decided last
evening to have during encampment week at
all opera houses patriotic bills, like the plays
of "Alabama," "Maryland," " '61 and '65"
and "The Blue and Gray."

Chairman Zimmerman, of the badges com-
mittee, submitted designs and reported the
costs of making all badges of the encamp-
ment. The prices on the different styles of
badges run from $1 to $1.50 each, and are for
the G. A. R. delegates, the citizens commit-
tee, ex-prisoners of war, ex-war musicians,
ex-naval veterans, the W. R. C, L. of G.
A. R. and D. of V., about $6,000 in all. The
designs were not finally passed upon, but will
be next Monday evening, when the committee
meets again.

Chairman Strickland, of the decorations and
illuminations committee, submitted a report
ombracing suggestions and plans for his de-
partment, and the cost of each feature pro-
pped. If Chairman Strickland's plans are
indorsed, it is safe to say that during en-
campment week, St. Paul will witness the
most beautiful and novel electrical effects
and the most artistic decorations ever put
upon the streets of any city in the United
States. The plans are original and magnifi-
cent in their possibilities. This was also
paused to the next meeting for final action.
The accomodations committee absorbed a ses-
sion in Secretary Brigham's office. A short
time since this committee sent reauests to
about thirty of the schools nearest the center
of the city for floor plans of each school, for
tho purpose of ascertaining the number of
cct« they would hold. The plans were all
drawn by the pupils, and about nineteen
have been received up to date. Some show
skil! in architectural drawing, and when all
the plans are in the names of the young
artists will be given to the public.

The accomodations committee also heard
reports from the different ward and precinct

chairmen. All are making satisfactory prog-
ress, and particularly is this true of the
Third ward committee, which has opened
quarters in the Portland block. Hereafter
the accommodations committee will meet reg-
ularly every two weeks.

Prof. C. H. Congdon, who has charge of
the "American Flag" chorus of 2,000 school
children, is holding rehearsals every Friday
evening now in the Auditorium, and will con-
tinue them up to June 2. In a letter to the
school principals regarding the rehearsals
Prof. Congdon wails: "I need some teachers
distributed throughout the building to sup-
Tress the bad boys. Please send one teacher
from each building. Buildings furnishing

more than 100 singers should send two teach-
ers. "Eliminate the bad boys if possible."

General Secretary Pinney yesterday issued
his first general information circular, which
gives lists of all committees and addresses,
railroads and steamboat lines and rates, in-
structions regarding accommodations, and
other information of value to outside posts

who will attend the encampment. Secretary
Pinney also enumerates the departments hav-
ing already secured quarters. They are: Illi-
nois, Ohio, Indiana, Pennsylvania, Michigan,
Massachusetts, New York, Vermont, Florida,
Missouri, Rhode Island, Kentucky, New
Hampshire, Colorado and Wyoming.

The ladies of the G. A. R. are planning to
give a big reception, as a society, to the old
soldiers, some evening during encampment
week.

Thinks the Free Coinage People

Will Let Up.

M. J. Dowllng, secretary of the National
League of Republican clubs, spent yesterday
in St. Paul. A Globe reporter questioned
him as to the outlook for the St. Louis con-
vention with regard to the fight on the money
plank. Mr. Dowling says that the belief la
gaining ground every day that the only states
likely to bolt the convention, if a gold stand-
ard money plank is adopted, are Colorado and
Idaho.

"About all of the silver men," said Mr. Dow-
ling, "have made up their minds to accept
the situation. They argue about it in this
way: 'The gold standard men ask us to let
protection be the issue, and we will. We
believe in protection, but if the enactment of
a protective law does not make the good times
promised, then we want them to listen to us
ftnd pass a free coinage law regardless of what
other nations may do.' I think that about
expresses the general feeling now, and I don't
look for any great amount of discord at the
convention."

Mr. Dowling said the Minnesota headquar-
ters will be at the Southern hotel.

As the Injured Man's Leg May Yet
Have to Be Amputated

Higher.

It won't do to"monkey with a bunion. This
fact L. W. Meining, a prominent citizen of
Duluth, has learned to his cost. A short time
ago Mr. Meining had a large and particularly

vicious bunion on his right foot, near the
small toe. It was a persistent and painful
annoyance, and so one day, when Mr. Mein-
ing was feeling at odds with the universe in
general and the bunion in particular, he se-
cured a razor and amputated what seemed to
him to be the most perniciously active and
painful section of it.

This was simply the beginning of Mr. Mein-
ing's troubles. Inflamation set in, and two
weeks ago, in Duluth, he suffered the ampu-

tation of his little toe as a result The relief
it was thought the amputation would afford
did not come. Instead there was blood poison-
ing, and Mr. Meining was advised amputation

of the foot would be necessary. He wished
to avoid this if possible, and came to St. Paul
last Tuesday to secure the best medical advice.
The St. Paul doctors offered him little en-
couragement. On the contrary, he was- in-
formed the Duluth doctors had diagnosed his
case correctly, and that the foot would have"
to come off. Wednesday evening Mr. Meining
was taken to St. Joseph's hospital, and yester-
day morning at 9 o'clock, at a final conßulta-
tion of physicians, it was decided to take the
foot off at once in order to save the limb.
This was done, the foot being amputated at
the ankle joint.

Mr. Meining, who is quite an old gentleman,
stood the operation very well. He is accom-
panied to this city by his son, John W., and
a daughter. There would appear to be quite

a bit more venom in an ordinary bunion or
corn than one would suppose at first glance.

SORG IS IN JAIL HERE.

Waterville'g Alleged Counterfeiter
la Brought to St. Paul.

Joseph Sorg, of Waterville, Minn., was
lodged in the Ramsey county jail last night at
8 o'clock, by a deputy United States marshal.
Ho was arrested Wednesday during the trial
of a libed suit at Mankato, by Capt. Walsh,
of the United States secret service. Tho
charge against Sorg is counterfeiting, and the
secret service officers believe that in him they
have the leader of a very clever and well-
organized gang of criminals.

Sometime ago George W. Allyn,a merchant
at Madison Lake, Minn., accused Sorg of
being a counterfeiter. The latter sued Al-
lyn for $15,000 for slander and libel. Allyn
stood pat, admitted that he made the charge,
and offered to prove it One of the witness-
es who testified at Mankato was a brother-
ln- law of Sorg, George Ritchie, of Missouri.
He testified that in 1894 he found in Sorg's
house some counterfeiting tools, and that
Sorg admitted to him that they were his and
that he had made and passed counterfeit
money with them. Two counterfeit dollars
were also found. He had tamed the tools
over to Capt. Walsh, of the United States se-
cret service at St. Paul. The latter was pres-
ent at the trial as a witness to produce the
tools, and when he heard Ritchie's testimony
he had the missing link in bis chain of evi-
dence, which he had been hunting for two
years. While on the stand, Capt. Walsh was
pressed hard by Sorg's attorney to state why
he had never arrested Sorg. He finally said
that he had telegraphed to St. Paul for a war-
rant since the case opened and that Sorg was
at that moment his prisoner., When he
stepped from the witness stand a moment
later he formally placed Sorg under arrest
and handed him over to Sheriff Bowen.

Capt. Walsh, as is the habit of secret serv-
ice officers, will talk but little about the case,
except to say that the warrant charges Sorg
with making molds and turning out counter-
feit silver dollars. Sorg's suit seems to have
been a big bluff, and when Capt Walsh put
him under arrest in court both he and his
lawyers were completely knocked out. Sorg
will be given a hearing today by U. S. Com-
missioner Spencer.

HAS A DEMOCRATIC PAPER.

Minneapolis at Last Has an Organ

for the Party.

The Minneapolis Democrat is the name of
a neatly printed eight page paper, which will
represent the Democratic party in Minne-
apolis on lines broader than suburban, and
if there are any loyal Democrats in the Flour
city, the paper ought to find a hearty sup-
port, as It is now the only Democratic paper
in a city of 190,000 people. It reads the un-
certain morning paper out of the party by
the irrefutable evidence of one of its own
editorials, gains party recognition by the
publication of the official call for the con-
vention, shows its news Instinct by revealing
the inner secrets of the Merriam-Goodnow
fight for national committee honors, and
ddds to all this a breezy feature illustrative
of the combination of base ball and politics,
which impels state house tenants to attend
the games in Minneapolis on season passes—
rather than go to the games in the Capitol
city, where it. concedes, much better, base.
ball Is played. Important local news is
tersely treated, and affairs of the party are
comprehensively handled. The editor of the
new paper Is Albert Dollenmayer, for sev-
eral years a loyal member of the Hennepin
county Democratic committee, and at one
time the Tribune's correspondent at the
nation's capital.

Got. Clougb'e-office was thrown into a state

of eonsternatlomyeatervlay morning when Ex-
ecutive Clerk Angell, iff reading the morn-
Ing Globe, preparatory to enlightening the
governor on the- events of the night, discov-
ered Mayor Traeiaen, of Duluth, had writ-
ten the governor a tart letter resenting the
governor's interference with a Zenith City
boxing exhibition. William was naturally dis-
turbed at the severance of amicable relations
between the great state of Minnesota and one
of its most important communities, so he
consulted the governor about it immediately
upon the latter 1* arrival from Minneapolis.

"Wa'l, that's too bad," remarked the gov-
ernor, "I'd hate to lose Truelsen, and his
town. I didn't suppose there was any interna-
tional entanglements In that sparrin' match.
I thought the sheriff ought to stop the fight,
so I told him I wanted it stopped."

There was a pause, here, during which Will-
iam and the governor struggled with their in-
ventive faculties to devise some means of I
conciliating the mayor of Duluth. It would
be deplorable to have him take his town
across the St. Louis river and increase the
population of West Superior.

Just then Messenger Wade came in, his
dusky face distressed with the premonition of j
disaster, as he bore to the executive desk a
bulky envelope, addressed in a hand as de-
termined as it was evidently ill at ease. The
governor did not lose his presence of mind for
an instant, however, and, tearing open the
envelope, found a long typewritten letter from
the mayor, expressing the writer's deepest
sorrow and chagrin that his excellency, the
governor, should have felt called upon to in-
terfere in Duhith's municipal affairs, assuring
him that Jimmy Murphy had secured the
municipal consent to run an athletic club only
after he had secured many letters of recom-
mendation from prominent citizens, including
ministers of the gospel, whose recommenda-
tions helped to fill the bulky package on the
governor's desk. The mayor further avowed
himself a true friend of law and order, and
assured the governor that it was with ex-
ceeding distress that he had felt the executive
interference.

Th*re being no threats of secession, im-
peachment, or other violence, the governor
was much reassured, and even William
breathed regularly again, while Wade recov-
ered his entire self-possession.
. The governor than dictated a polite letter
informing Mayor" Truelsen that the governor
had no recourse in any case but to deal with
the legal authorities of the counties, and there
\u25a0was, of course, n» reflection, direct or Implied,
on the fidelity of the mayor of Duluth.

Thus, by diplomacy, are fatal crises shrewd-
ly averted.

BOYCOTT STILL WS.

Clgarmaken Discuss Matters of In-
terest to the Craft.

At the bi-monthly meeting of the cigar-
makers' union held at Labor hall last even-
ing, the strike committee reported concern-
ing the boycott which was inaugurated
against the H. E. Driese Cigar company a
month ago, stating that the striking employes
were still out, though there has been de-
velopments of a very encouraging nature to
the union.

Among other matters of business to come
before the meeting was the proposed amend-
ment to the constitution of the Cigarmak-

ers' International Union of America, post-
poning the regular triennial convention,
which was to~ have been held in Detroit,
Mich., on the 26th of December, of the pres-
ent year, to the 26th of December, 1890.
After some discussion the amendment was
unanimously adopted. Should the cigar trade
improve very materially within the next
year, it is understood that the amendment
will permit of the holding of the convention
in 1897.

Two new members were admitted to the
union before adjournment, and the secretary
read a letter from Congressman A. R. Kiefcr
stating that he had, according to a request

of the union, presented to, congress a for-
warded resolution favoring government own-
ership of the telegraph systems of the United
States.

SABIN FREE AGAIX.

His Uncle Secures His Release in
Minneapolis.

Birney Sabin, the Aberdeen youth, is free
again. His uncle, H. H. Sabin, spent part
of yesterday in Minneapolis and secured his
nephew's release from the workhouse.
When he went out to Supt. Meloy's institu-
tion and saw his young relative with his
hands cut and scratched up from the manual
labor he had been performing for Hennepin
county, his heart was filled with pity.

"Birney," said H. H. Sabin, "Birney, I
have looked over the criminal records of
every institution in this country from time
to time, and yon are the first Sabin whose
name has ever been written in a police
docket. You ought to be allowed to stay
here the full ten dtys, but I'll take you out
of hock this time. I hope I will never have
to do so again." Then he proceeded to keep
