Bruno Bep.upre, the pioneer resident and
prominent wholesale merchant, died Wednes-
day night at Rotterdam, Holland, at the home

of his son-in-law, J. M. Davis. Death was the

result of asthma and nervous debility of the
stomach, and was comparatively sudden, Mr.

j Beaupre having been ill but two weeks. Mr.
Beaupre, two years ago, was driven by fail-

ing health to Europe, and took his residence
with his son-in-law, J. M. Davis, who since

the failure of the firm of Beaupre/ Keogh &

Davis has been in Rotterdam as" the represen-

tative of Swift ft Co., of Chicago. \With Mr.
Beaupre went his daughter Georgia and a
niece, Miss Bamford. The Holland climatu

so improved hia health that latterly Mr. Beau-
pre has been contemplating a return to St.

PauL
MaJ. T. M. Newson, in his pen pictures of St.

Paul, spoke of the deceased as follows:
Mr. Beaupre was born in Canada in 1823,

and is of French descent. At the age of
fourteen years he moved with his parents to
Oswego, N. V., where he received a common
school education; came to St. Paul in 1853, j
and has btcn a grocery merchant here for
thirty-three years. At first he was in the
firm of Temple & Beaupre, wholesale and re-
tall deaiers. On the death of Mr. Temple
the firm became Beaupre & Kelly, continuing
up to 1875, when it was changed to McQuil-
lan, Beaupre & Co. Since the Ist or January,

1877, it has been Beaupre, Allen & Keogh, I
and is now licaupre, Keogh & Co. The house |
has always had a good reputation; no man
has given it more character than Mr. Beaupre.
Since a resident of St. Paul he has lived a
very busy yet quiet life; has had very lit-
tle to do with politics and never held a po-
litical office in his life, and if there is any
pleasure or profit in offlceholding he has gen-
erously let his neighbors have the lion's share.
He is a domestic man, quite contented to be I
the ruler of a small household, and prosperity |
has not spoiled him, for he llkea to see others
comfortable as well as himself, and is a friend
to the poor. He was married in 1855 to Miss
Margaret Amelia Bamford, and has four chil-
dren living.

Mr. Beaupre was the first man this side of
Chicago to take his grip sack to sell goods
from St. Paul on samples, and he is very
proud of this achievement, while now he is
the oldest wholesale merchant in the city. It
was an up-hill business over twenty-five years
ago to sell goods at wholesale from St. Paul
upon samples presented, and country mer-
chants would frequently say to him: "We
don't understand how you can sell us goods
at wholesale when we carry stocks Juet as
large as yours and buy just aa cheaply as you
do." Notwithstanding all this, with the extra
energy and perseverance he displayed, Mr.
Beaupre would sell them their groceries, and
was therefore the first to convince the mer-
chants In the country of the fact that they
could buy their goods in St. Paul cheaper
than elsewhere, and hence, he became the
father of the present immense jobbing trade
of our already great and growing city. He is
a t,all and slender man, very active in busi-
ness, but quiet and unassuming on the Btreet;
has been In poor health for several years and
yet he is a man of great energy and endur-
ance, and enjoys a good horse and a fast
team as well as any gentleman In the state.

Beside the daughters who are in Holland,
Mr. Beaupre is survived by a third daughter,

Mrs. Philip Verplanck, of Chicago, and a son,
Prank Beaupre, also of the Wlndjr City.

Sensational Scene at the-Rearrest of

Joseph Prill.
There was a sad scene in the municipal

court yesterday afternoon, when Mrs. Jacob
Prill, of 816 Ireland street, was seized with
an attack of epilepsy and fell into a violent fit
during the trial of her seventeen-year-old son
on the charge of larceny. The mother had
been on the witness stand for some time, and
was even then hysterical. She wept bitterly

as the prosecution questioned her, and, as she
was leaving the stand, fell heavily to the floor.
Willinghands attempted to revive the woman,
but her violence and screams required that
she be securely held. Two bailiffs /uid three

other court officers were necessary to restrain
the woman until the arrival of Dr. Mead, un-
der whose care she was soon restored to her
normal condition.

Joseph Prill, the woman's son, was charged
with stealing a bicycle, the property of Au-
gust Nier, an employe of the Northwestern
Stamp works. Nler lost his wheel last week
and later found It in the possession of the
Prill boy. Prill claimed he had bought the
wheel from a negro for $15. The evidence con-
vinced Judge Orr that the boy did not steal
the machine and he ordered his discharge.

The lad was about to leave the court fbom
with his mother, when he was rearrested on
a second warrant, charging the theft of a
quantity of steel type from the Northwestern
Stamp works, for whom the boy formerly

worked. This blow was too severe for the
sorrowing mother, who is in a delicate condi-
tion, and It was then that she fell into a fit.
The boy will be tried on the second charge to-
day.

POLICE COURT NEWS.

Erring Men and Women Brought Up

for Correction.
Annie Stelnhardt was arraigned on the

charge of disorderly conduct, preferred by her
neighbor, Mrs. Auguste Welger. Judge Orr
listened patiently to a varied recital of the
neighborhood affairs of the two parties to the
action, and then,- with a bit of-'wfiolesomo
advice, dismissed the case.

Elboy cre-
ated a disturbance on Minnesota street
Wednesday afternoon, and • when arrested by
Officer Twohy put up such a strong fight that
the services of two citizens were necessary to
land him at the patrol box. On the way to
the central station Elboy fought wtth the con-
ductors of the patrol wagon and kept up his
viciousness until placed behind the bars.

NOT AFRAID OF RAIN.

Adventlst Camp Goes On in Spite o*
Showers.

Apparently nothing nan dampen the ardor

of the Adventists, for despite the disagreea-

ble weather of Wednesday, the work of com-
pleting the preparations for the big meeting,

to begin next Tuesday, went on, at the en-
campment at Merriam Park. At 7:45 p. m.
an interested audience, which comfortably

filled the 40x60 pavilion, greeted Elder S. H.
Lane, of Chicago, and listened attentively

while he discoursed on the "Power of God,"
with Matt, xxviii..18, as his text. As the entire
resource and power of earthly governments
is behind and at the disposal of their am-
bassadors when in the leglt'mate discharge
of their appointed functions, so. he declared,
is all the power of God pledged to the sup-
port and protection of His servantß and am-
bassadors. The usual early morning prayer
and praise meeting was held. and-.at 10:30 a
meeting was held In the interests of the
"Health Reform" and "Christian. Help" work.
The Misses Johannson and Eshelman, medi-
cal missionary nurses from the Battle Creek
sanitarium, addressed the meeting. From the
beginning of their history, the Adventists have
made health reform, from a strictly Bible
standpoint, a prominent part of their faith
and practice, abstaining from the use of tea,
coffee^ tobacco and intoxicating liquor In
every form, as well as from the flesh of un-
clean animals. Very many of them are strict
vegetarians, and vegetarian ideas are fast
gaining ground among them. Their absti-
nence from many of the foods commonly
used made the manufacture of health foods
almost a necessity, and for years a large
variety of vegetable food preparations have
been manufactured and in general use among
them. More recently the public is learning
the value of these foods, and hundreds of
tons are annually manufactured and sold-.
The Christian help work consists of organ-
ized effort, in every community where they are
represented, to seek out the poor and needy,
the sick and suffering, and minister to them
food, clothing or nursing, as the circum-
stances may require. At 2:30 p. m., Elder
Lane agajn addressed the campers on the
question of "How to Increase Our Revenues,"
which, in view of the many enterprises which
this small sect has on Its hands, is, to them
just now, a very important matter. Missions
have been established, that require support,
in many of the foreign nations, and many
missionaries are being sent out each year Into
new fields, all of which necessitates a largely
Increased revenue. Elder Lane thought that
the best, if not the only means of Increasing
the funds, was to increase the membership
as fast as possible, inasmuch as every loyal
Seventh Day Adventist is now giving to the
extent of his means.

He urged the necessity of a more than
usually aggressive campaign in new fields
the coming season, which will undoubtedly
be witnessed, as this peculiarly little sect in-
variably responds to every call and unitedly
comes to the rescue in time of need. The
marvelous success of their many institu-
tions, and their work in general, is a source
of wonder to all, when their numbers are
considered. Although they are so few in
number, and of the middle claas, with but
few if any wealthy ones among them, they
support more than a dozen educational in-
stitutions in different countries, where, in
addition to the Biblical studies, which are
made prominent in all their schools, the
arts and sciences are fully taught in al]
the leading languages. From a dozen large
printing houses in various countries are is-
sued thirty periodicals and tons? of books
and tracts, in the languages of all enlight-
ened nations, and in many of the diajects
and tongues of heathen tribes.

Six sanitariums, purely benevolent in their
nature, and four old people's and orphans'
homes, with free missions and dispensaries

in leading cities and heathen lands, reveal
their zeal and ir.terest in the work of reliev-
ing the needs of suffering humanity. All
these enterprises, In addition to the local
work in their thirty conferences and thirty-
three mission fields, require a large and
continual revenue. They believe their work
to be the special work of God for this time,
and point to the great work they have ac-
complished and are now prosecuting, al-
though so few in numbers, as evidence that
the providence and power of God has been
and is In their work. However, the secret
of their liberality is doubtless found In the
fact that they live and dress plainly, discard-
ing the uae of all unnecessary Jewelry and
articles of clothing, as well as many table
luxuries and articles of food in general use
by others.

VERY HAPPY SCHEME:.

Bi« Wall Plat a Great Aid in Assess-
ment Revision.

The board of experts in property valua-
tions, who are assisting Assessor Seng in
making the reassessment for Ramsey county,
held a session yesterday afternoon. By the
aid of the big wall plat, which William
Dawson designed, the gentlemen in charge
of any particular district can point out the
differences in valuation, according to the pro-
posed assessment. Then, if the advisory
board considered any particular district was
assessed too high or too low, the figures are
easily changed. This method is proving
highly satisfactory, and the result will un-
doubtedly be a reliable assessment all
around.

ment.

The partisanship exhibited by some of the
Republican assemblymen a year ago last fall in
the matter of Mayor Smith's appointments and j
removals of policemen made its reappearance ,
yesterday, when all the Republican members
of the board of trustees of the police pension

fund staid away from the meeting of that
body. The meeting was called for the pur-

pose of receiving and acting upon the appli-

cation of Chief of Police John Clark to be re-
tired from the active force and be placed on

the pension list. Chief Clark having been a
police officer In this city for more than twen-
ty years, and being over fifty years of age, is

under the law entitled to be retired upon a
pension from the city of $1,000 a year. It was
known by the trustees of the police pension

fund that a meeting would be held yesterday

afternoon to act upon this matter, but not a
Republican trustee attended the meeting;
though Assemblymen Reardon and Arosin

were in the council chamber and the city

clerk's office while the. meeting was in prog-
ress, and refused to attend it even when sum-
moned by Aid. Ehrmanntraut.

The board of trustees of the police pension
fund consists of the mayor, city treasurer
and the members of 'the police committee of
both bodies, who are Assemblymen Strouse,
Reardon, Lewis and^Arosin', of the assembly
committee, and Aid. WoK, Brady, Milham,
Murphy and President Ehrmanntraut, of the
aldermanic committee. Messrs. Reaxden, Aro-
sin, Lewis and Aid. Milham did not attend the
meeting.

The remaining sevpn constituted a quorum,
and without any defay. they recommended
the adoption of a resolution that John Clark
be retired from the acting force and be placed
on the pension pay roll on and after June 2,
at a compensation of -fi.OOO a year. There
was not a dissenting v,pte.' . Chief Clark stated
in his application for* a place on the pension
roll that he had been a. police officer over
twenty-one years, and that he was over the
age of fifty years.

It is understood that the Republicans re-
fused to attend the meeting of the board of
trustees, so as to escape the responsibility
of voting to place Chief Clark on the pension,
list. It Is believed that the Republican coun-
cil intends to hold up the pension pay roll
if It contains the name of John Clark, on
the ground that, having been on the retired
{Ist and having drawn a pension during the
Wright administration, he forfeited his right
to be again retired and allowed a pension.
The point is not considered tenable, however,
as the law specifically states that any mem-
ber of the police force, not less than fifty
years of age, who has served twenty years on
the force "shall" be granted a pension equal
to one-half his pay at the time of his retire-
ment, though said pension shall not in any In-
stance exceed the sum of $1,000 a year.

Arosin and Reardon .were in the council
chamber just before theTjoard of trustees met,
but they walked out as 1 soon as the mayor
called the board to order. Aid. Ehrmann-
traut was asked to find Messrs. Reardon and
Arosin and bring them to the meeting. He
discovered the two gentlemen in. the city
clerk'B office, but Reardon refused outright
to attend the meeting, because he doesn't
like Chief Clark, and Mr. Arosin said he
would "think the matter over."

Mayor Smith, who observed the perform-
ance of Messrs. Reardon and Arosin yester-
day, thus expressed his opinion of their tac-
tics.

"It makes me sick to see partisanship car-
ried so far as to refuse to vote to give a
man what the law allows him, simply be-
cause he belongs to an opposing political par-
ty. One would imagine from the way these
Republican assemblymen and aldermen act
that a Democrat had no right to eat or sleep;
In fact, no license to live. Because Chief
Clark is a Democrat, therefore, he must not
be allowed a pension, even though he has
complied with all the conditions required.
That is the theory of these petty partisans,
but they will find that -in this case their
theories will not amount to anything, as
Chief Clark has a legal daim against the
city for a pension of (1,000 a year."

I tern for the identification of criminals..; He
saw the system in use at the Harrison street
station, and said he intended to introduce
the same method, as far as possible, in St.
