The entire afternoon session was given to
the discussion of’ money. plank. The
arguments were sp ; but, by rule of the
convention, speakérs were limited to ten min-
utes each., It developed that the fight. was
‘not so much one of gold vs. silver as it was
the narrow-gauge faction against the free
silver advocates. Several speakers who op-
posed the plank expressed themselves as per-
sonally favorable to ‘free coinage. e

Dr. Louis Banks, of New York, opened the
debate with a speech against the-plank, de-
claring that if it was adopted he would take
no part in the campaign. Ex-Gov. St. John
spoke for the plank, declaring that he would
vote for free silver, not only because he con-
sidered it right, but because his constituents
instructed him to. The debate eontinued until
nearly 6 o'clock, when -a vote was finally
reached, which resulted 387 for and 427 against
the plank. The victory of the marrow-gauge
faction and the defeat of the free silver was
greeted with wild applause, and it was some
time before the convention was able to pro-
ceed with the consideration of the platform.

The convention proceeded to the considera-
tion of the planks in the majority report re-
ferring to Sabbath observance and agalnst ap-
propriations for sectarian schools. These wera
adopted, when the convention was thrown
into confusion by the action of R. H. Patton,
of Illinois, who presented a substitute for
‘the entire platform as far as adopted. The
new platform excluded every thing but pro-
hibition, evem woman’s suffrage, and was
the narrowest kind of & narrow gauge decla-
ration. The vote on the silver plank had
shown the strength of the ‘“‘narrows,”” but
the broad guage people made a strong fight
against the substitute.

After a sharp debate, in which Mrs. Helen
M. Gougar vainly attempted to save the
woman suffrage vplank, the substitute was
adopted by a standing vote, and the after-
noon session closed in'the wildest confusion.

The broad guage people immediately held a
caucus, and there were threats of a bolt heard
on every hand. Nearly every broad guage
delegate was present: at the caucus, and
there was talk of a bolt and forming a sepa-
rate party. However, when the evening ses-
sion opened, the broad guagers were in their
seats.

The evening session opened at 8:45 and im-
mediately got down- to business. The first
crder was national committees hour, but by
consent this was passed for the time, and
nominations for president and vice president
of the United States were called for. The roll
of states was called, with no response until
Maryland was reached, when J. Frank Tucker,
of that delegation, came to the platform to
present the name of Joshua P. Levering. Mr.
Tucker’s speech was & very neat and convine-
ing effort, and was received with hearty ap-
plause,

The naming of Mr. Levering as the candi-
date for president was the signal for a perfect
whirlwind of cheers, waving of handkerchiefs,
hats and fans. Only one other candidate was
named—ex-Gov. L. L. Hughes, of Arizona,
whose interests were championed by Elisha
Kent Kane, of Pennsylvania. When the call
was made for seconding the nominations maxy
states responded through their ohairmen, and
it was soon made evid-ni that Levering was
the cholce of the convention. Mr. Kane then
alzimed and was accorded the privilege of
withdrawing ex-Gov. Hughes' name in favor
of Mr. Levering, and made ‘a motion that the
latter be named- by acelamation. When the
chairman put the ‘motion every deélegate and
spectator. jumped to his feet, and the hurrah
that followed was deafening.

Cries for Levering came from all over the
hall. A committee hurried to the rear of the
hall and escorted Mr. Levering to the plat-
form amid shouts and cheers. The presiden-
tial candidate made a brief address, accepting
the nomination, promising to make a vigorous
campaign and exhorting every Prohibitionist
to work hard.

Mrs. L. A. Poole, of New York, received
uranimous consent at this point to present a
resolution, which provides that the right of
suffrage shall not be abridged by sex. She
moved that this be added to the platform.
This opened the old fight that had caused
such a disturbance at the afternoon session,
and a dozen delegates clamored for the floor.
After a brief but sharp debate, Mrs. Poole
withdrew her motion to make it a part of the
platform, and offered it merely as a resolu-
tion. It then passed. o

Hale Johnson, of IHinois, was put in nom-
ination for the vice presidency by National
Chairman Dickie, ef Michigan, and Louis O.
Hughes and a number of other names were
presented, all of whom declined with the ex-
ception of Johnson and Hughes. The result |
of the first ballot was: Johnson, 309; Hughes,
123. The nomination ;0f Johnson was then
made unanimous. §

The usual vote of.;thanks was then tendered
to the local committee of arrangements, news-
papers and the Assoclated Press, and, after
a short speech by Mr. Johnson, pledging fidel-
ity to the cause, thél convention adjourned
sine die.

CYCLONIC STORM IN WASHINGTON.

Capital Visited for the Third Time
3 in Ten Days and Many People
Frightened.

WASHINGTON, May 28.—All interest in the
‘house proceedings today was overhadowed
by the St. Louis horror. A resolution was
presented directing the secretary of war to
‘place at the disposal of the mayors of the
stricken citles a sufficient number of tents
to provide for the temporary necessities of
the homeless, and to render such aid as
might be in his power. Mr. Bartholdt, of St.
Louis, who saw Secretary Lamont today, sald
there weté eight or ten boats used in the
Mississippl® river improvement which might
be able to render assistance, and these will
be ordered to the scene of the disaster if
necessarys

The St. Louls members, Messrs. Cobb,
Bartholdt and Joy, and Mr. Murphy, of Illi-
nois, who lives in East St. Louls, were almost
frantic with anxiety. They had no news
of their families and friends except su¢h as
came to them through the press dispatches.
As soon as the journal had been read, Mr.
Bartholdt (Rep., Mo.) asked unanimous con-
sent for the consideration of a resclution
directing the secretary of war to place at the
disposal of the mayors of St. Louis and East
St. Louls sufficient number of tents to afford
temporary relief to the homeless in those
cities. Mr. Bartholdt explained that he and
his colleague, Mr. Cobb, had called on the
sccretary of war this morning, and had been
informed that if congress gave authority,
eight or ten boats used in the Mississippl,
near St. Louis, could be sent to the Mound
City to render assistance and relief. The
resolution was unanimously adopted.

When, in the senate, the house resolution
was received, authorizing the secretary of
war to loan tents and render ald to the
mayors of St. Louis and East St. Louis, Mr.
Palmer, of Hlinols, asked immediate consider-
ation. Mr. Vest (Dem., Mo.) interposed the
suggestion that while it might seem ungra-
ticus for him to interpose an objection, yet in
view of late reports, he did not consider this
action necessary. The people of St. Louis,
he said, could take care of themselves, and
although the resolution could do no harm,
yet he deprecated the tendency to rush im-
pulsively to- federal sources for relief. The
resolution was amended to be joint instead
of concurrent, thus requiring presentation to
the president, and was then adopted.

The resolution for the relief of St. Louis
sufferers reached the president about 5
o’clock, and was signed by him ten minutes
later,

CYCLONIC STORM.

Washington Officials Were Given a
Bad Fright, /

WASHINGTON, May 28.—For the third time
in ten days Washington has experienced a cy-
clonic storm, and for twenty minutes this
afternoon the wind swept the city, and the
rain beat down with a volume suggestive of
the St. Louis horror. With the newspaper
stories of yesterday’s tornado fresh in mind,
the suddén sweep of the storm caused much
suffering t0 nervous people. Much damage
was done-to the splendid foliage in the ex-
ecutive mansion grounds, and two of the finest
of the large old trees were torn up by the
roots, making four lost in the week from
storms. The wind acted like a genuine West-
ern cyclone in t.he White house grounds, cut-
ting the trees and great limbs away in a
clean, but narrow path, across the rear lawn.
At the capitol the storm caused a temporary

pension of busi In the house, mem-
bers rushed through the lobbies to the porticos
and watched the storm. Gov. Dingley, of
Maine, who temporarily occupied the chair,
was for several minutes almost the sole oc-
cupant of the hcuse.
