er vehicle carrying stone, brick, manure, s<:il, ;
gcods, merchandise, or any articles, shall be ;
allowed to enter, or drive in the parks, or :
upon any drive therein, and no cart, wagon, i
dray, truck, or vehicle usually used for any
of the purposes aforesaid shall be allowed to
enter, or drive upon the parks, or any road, or
drive within the same.

This section shall not apply to vehicles load-
ed, or unloaded, employed by the Park Com-
missioners In the maintenance or Improve-
ment work of the parks or parkways.

Sec. 6. No person shall post or affix any
printed or written bill or placard, notice or
other paper, or any sign upon any tree,
structure or thing within the parks or park-
ways, or upon any gate, fence or lncloaure
within the limits thereof.

Sec. 7. No military target, fire, hook and
ladder or hose company, or civic or other
precessions shall parade, inarch, drive or per-
form any militaryor other evolution or move-
ment within the parks without the permis-
sion in writing of the said Board of Park Com-
missioners.

Sec. 8. No funeral procession, nor any
hearse nor any vehicle carrying the body of
deceased person for burial shall be allowed
in or upon any part of the parks.

Sec. 9. No person, excepting the Park Com-
miMioners, and those in their employ, shall
go upon the grass, lawn or turf of the parks
or parkways except when and where a sigu
or placard bearing the word "common" shall
be posted, or set up, radicating that persons
are at liberty at that time, and place to go upon
the grass.

Sec. 10. The park in all its parts is con-
structed for the benefit and use of the public;
but the drives and roads in the parks sh&Jl be
used only by persons In carriages, and other
vehicles used wholly or partly for purposes of
pleasure, and by persons on horseback; the
rides or bridle paths shall be used only by
persona on horseback; and the walksare designed for the exclusive use
of pedestrians. Every person
so using such drives, or rides or bridlepaths shall as to the rate of speed of driv-ing or riding thereon, and as to the moving,
or driving on or stopping any vehicle, horss
or team in such drives or rides, be subject
to. and shall obey the orders and directions
of aay Park Commissioners, or keeper, or
officer connected with the park, or any mem-
ber of the police force on duty, whenever
in the judgment of such commissioner, of-
ficer or member tfie safety, or convenience
of those using snch drives or rides shall re- !

quire a less rata of speed than that at which
such person sbajl be driving or riding, or
that be drive or ride un or stop.

Sec. 11. No person shall play any music,
or keep or offer anything for sale, or post
or display any sign or placard, flag, ban-
ner, target, transparency, advertisement, or
device of business within any parks or park-
ways, building or place under the jurisdiction
of said Board, unless by the permission of
such Board, or by some person by them
thereunto duly authorized, and subject to
such rules and regulations as the said Board
shall prescribe, and no person shall in any
such park or parkway, or in any refectory,
restaurant, building or place within the same,
solicit fares or beg, or publicly solicit sub-
scription, or tell fortunes, or play any game
of cards or other game of chance, or any
game with table or Instruments Of gaming,
or utter loud threatening or abusive or in-
decent language, or any language tending to
cause a breach of the peace, or be guilty of
any Indecent, obscene or disorderly con-
duct, or willfullyviolate any rules or regu-
lations made by such Board for the conduct-
ing and regulating of any refectory or res-
taurant within such park or parkways. And
no person shall make any oration or ha-
rangue in such park or parkway, without the
permission in writing of the said Board.

Sec. 12. No quadrupeds or other animals,
except those placed in the park by the au-
thority of the said Board, and ©xceDting
dogs accompanying their owners or other
persons having charge thereof and
controlled by a line, chain or strap, and
excepting horses and other animals used
for riding or driving shall be conducted inta
or driven in the park or parkways, or to be
allowed to remain therein. Dogs found run-
ning at large within any park may be shot
by any policeman, or other officer on duty

Sec. 13. Pounds may be established at sucn
places as shall be designated by the Board for
the impounding of horses, cattle, sheep,
goats Bwine and geese found running at
large or being In the parks, or parkways,
contrary to the provisions of these ordin-
ances.

Sec. 14. All animals named in the next
preceding section found running at large
as therein mentioned, may be taken by any
person, or pereons, and driven or car-
ried to one of said pounds, and may be
kept or enclosed therein during five (5)

days at the expiration of which time, if
not previously claimed and the amounts
hereinafter mentioned paid to the Treasurer
of said Board, Utfey may be sold at-public
auction, provided that two days" previous

mit from the Sup«?rlniendent of the Park
Coicmiasioners; and ali such permit* ifgtven for bulld.'ni? purposes shall ba grant-ed only to the owners or occupants of;
the property to be built on. or In theirname, to their authorized agent*, and no
permanent damage snail be done to any Im-
provement on said parkway, and all tem-porary damage or obstruction of any kind
rtail be made good or be reru >vod before tha
expiration of the time for which such permit
was given.

Sec. 24. No r.ign, awning frame, step, raised

The location of all paths and
roadways across any sidewalk shall be sub-
ject to the approval or the Park Commis-
sioners, and no person shall draw, drive or
cause to go upon any sidewalk or border any
vehicle of any kind except when it shalj be
necessary for such vehicle to cross for the
purpose of going tr.to some yard, or lot.
or into some place where said vehicle Is to
be kept when not in use. and no vehicle,

shall turn out, or permit any horse or other

animal to run at large on any parkway.

kites, pitch quoits, or engage in any game, or
play on any parkways.

6«e. 31. No person shsll ohubp to be moveO,

or assist In moving any buildins Into or upon
any parkway without first having obtained
permission from the Superintendent of Park
Commissioners.

Sec. 32. The owner or occupant of any
building. Tot or premises abutting on a park-
way shall cause the sld-walk In front of or
adjacent to such building, lot or premises to
be kept clean, and all snow, ice, or dirt to be
removed therefrom In the forenoon of every
day.

S«c. 33. All permits granted by the Super-
intendent of the Park Commissioners shall be
subject to the Park Ordinances, and the por-
sons to whom such permits may
be granted shall be bound by
said ordinances as fully aa though
the same were inserted in such permit; and
any p*rson, or persons to whom such permits
shall be granted shall be liabla for any loss,
damage, or injury sustained by any person
\u25a0whatever by reason of the negligence of the
l>erson, or persons to whom such permits shall
be granted, their servants, or agents, or any
person, or persons doing work or furnishing
materials by contract, subcontract or other-
wise, as well as for any breach of such ordi-
nances, to the person, or persons so suffering
loss, damage or Injury, and to the Board of
Park Commissioners In case said Board shall
become liable to the person or persons who
may be so injured or damaged, or who may
suffer snch loss.

Sec. 34. The term park mentioned In these
ordinances whenever it occur* shall be con-
strued to mean, and Include all the public
grounds and squares maintained as pleasure
grounds In the City of St. Paul. The term
parkway, mentioned herein, whenever It

occurs shall be construed to mean and in-
clude all the thoroughfares, and park ap-
proaches, subject to the jurisdiction and con-
trol of the Board of Park Commissioners.

Sec. 36. AH persons offending agair.st tha
foregoing ordinances shall be deemed trullty
of a misdemeanor, and shall, upon convic-
tion before the judges of the Municipal
Court of the City of St Paul, or before any
court of competent jurisdiction be punished
by a fine not exceeding one hundred dollars,
or by imprisonment not exceeding ninety
days.

Sec. 36. This ordinance shall take effect
and be in force from and after Its passage
and publication.
