Bands will bray and people will shout be-
cause of the noise and crowd and parade.

But deep in the hearts of the people will be the
sentiment that makes Memorial day the best
holiday of the year. Minnesota, of all states,
has reason to be proud of the gallant fellows
who went out to defend the Union a third of a
certury ago. H:gh on the banners of fame,
that will forever be written in history, Minne-
sota will flud a name that today citizens of this
city will honor.

Memorial day? The day of all days let apart

for the soldiir dead. The day when civic and
partisan matters are set aside. The day when
the soldiery of a nation unites with the peo-
ple in remembering the valorous deeds on the
field of battle.

Veterans will be In line today, but fewer of
them than in years past. Their ranks have
been shorn of bright lights, but tomorrow the

to get into line; some will be driven to the
line of march, and then tuck up their trousers
to join in the procession. Wherever one turns I
there is the pathetic side. These men are
sponsors for the younger chaps who say flip-

pant things about them.

PORTRAIT OP LINCOLN.

Maj. Hand Presents One to the Hnm-

ebldt School.
At the Humboldt high school yesterday

morning and afternoon the Memorial day

exercises were marked by the greatest
enthusiasm of the pupils under Principal
J. C. Bryant. Aside from interesting and
enjoyable programmes (there were three—for
the high school, primary and grammar
grades) the day at Humboldt was marked
by the presentation to the school of a hand-
some portrait of Abraham Lincoln, by Ruk-
hard Hurd. at the conclusion of an eloquent
patriotic address to the assembled scholars
by that pentleman. Mayor-Elect Doran,
Capt. Patrick , Tienry and Messrs. Bartlett
and Williams , a1?o made.', short addresses.
Prof. O. H. roneflon led the singing at the
morn incr exercises, which were conducted
by the hiph school, and where the principal

addresses were made. Mr. Hurd said that,

like the children before him, he was an
heir to the fruits of the deeds of bravery
which characterized the Civil war. He
continued:

"The first thing we most decide upon U
this: Let us live for our country, for it is
for very few to die for one's country. Many
boys and men have an idea they can only
serve their country by fighting and dying for
1C What it really needs is honest, intelligent,
educated citizens to live for it. If you will

I do well with the ballot, you will be Just the
! men to serve it with the bullet if war comes.
; For this you must know your history.

"When the liberty of this country was threat-
ened, the patriots sprang to its aid, and at
the cost of hundreds of thousands of lives,

1 and billions of dollars, America was saved,
and our Old Glory means to us liberty ob-
tained at a great sacrifice; our country, our
manhood, our very selves. So when you
study history, try to realize what it means;
what is back of it all. Dates mean nothing;
men, things, actions, results, everything.

"Upon you. as the rising generation, is fixed
the hope of America. You are to solve the
most difficult problems ever brought before
any generation. Every opportunity is given
you to obtain a thorough, practical education
to enable you to go out in the open field
of the battle of life, the battle that tries
men's souls. So be brave and strong and
true, and above all, honest; honest In your
studies, honest to your teacher, honest to
yourself.

"I include the girls in everything I have
said today, because God help America if the
women be not honest and true and sweet and
pure; If they be not Intelligent, educated, pa-
triotic. The American home is the throne of
woman. Men have set for her a high stand-
ard that they may try to live up to it and to
her-"

At the conclusion of his address Mr. Hurd
turned to Principal Bryant, and, in a few j
earnest, eloquent words, presented to him, for i
the school, a handsome portrait of President
Lincoln, "and," said Mr. Hurd, "as the days
and months and years go by, and the boya
and girls come and go, may the sight of this
great, nobte, wonderful man, as he looks
down upon tfcein from these walls, be a bene-
diction and >tfn' incentive to high and noble
aspirations."

Mayor-elect Doran devoted his remarks
more particularly to the results of the civil
war, and he spoke words of praise for the G.
A. R. He briefly gave the history of Memorial
day, and spoke of Its universal and patriotic
observance. He said that never befOTe in the
history of the country was the patriotic
spirit of the people so pronounced.

The afternoon exercises, wh:ch began at 1:30
and lasted until 4 o'clock, were conducted by
the pupils of the primary, intermediate and
grammar grades. Both morning and afternoon
the large assembly hall was crowded with
visitors, and the pupils, as well as the ora-
tors, acquitted themselves creditably.

AT CENTRAL SCHOOL.

Eloquent Orators Tell Tales of the

War.
It will not be the fault of the St. Paul

schools if the lessons of Memorial day are
not properly inspired In the breasts of the
scholars of this city. Yesterday in all the
schools exercises of a patriotic nature were
held.

Assembly hall of the central high school
held about 600 students and friends of the
school yesterday forenoon. Patriotic songs
opened the programme, after which Miss
Mabel Milham read an ode to President Lin-
coln.

Capt. Henry Castle spoke, Impressing on the
students that many of the grand army men
of today were but of the age of the high
school students when they shouldered their
muskets and went to the front. He also
spoke of the early encampments of the G.
A. R., from one which he attended In Pitts-
burg, In 1875. when but seventy delegates
were present, and one hotel accommodated
them, to the monster gathering at Washing-
ton, when the parade took from 9 a. m. to
7:30 p. m. to pass the reviewing -stand.

STOPPES

BY A POLICEMAN'S SWING.

HE WAS r»ESPO\DE\T OVER EN-
FORCED IDLENESS AND DE-

SIRED TO IV~"

SAD LETTER TO HIS MOTHER

Is a. Terrible Commentary oat the
Conditions Which Forced Him

to the Act.

Edward Spruek, a good-looking young fel-
low nineteen years of age, was locked up at
the central police station yesterday afternoon
to prevent him from carrying out his avowed
Intention of killinghimself. Discouraged and
without friends or money, Spruek made up
his mind that life was not worth living, and

was about to send his soul into eternity,

when his hand was stayed by Officer Christian
at the moment a keen-edged, .knife entered
his throat. In the young man's pocket was
a letter of farewell, addressed to his mother
in the little town of of Nelson, Neb., stating

that he bad been ill, could find no work, and
being too proud to beg, had determined to end
his troubles by committing suicide. The
epistle closed with a pathetic appeal for for-
giveness for the rash act which the writer
contemplated, in these words: "I have tried
to do the right thing since I left home, and
have endeavored to earn an honest living,
but everything seems to be against me. I
have been to every place in St. Paul in
search of work, but no one will employ mo.
I have no friends, and I would rather be
dead than starving, so, dear mother, when
you receive this letter I shall be beyond want

and suffering, though I am sorry for the pain

which I know my act will cause you." The
letter was stamped and addressed to Mrs. J.
R. Spruek, Nelson, Neb., and clearly evi-
denced the fact that but for the timely in-
terference of Officer Christian, the young
man would have probably spent last night in
the morgue, instead of at the police station
under the charge of disorderly conduct.

Young Spruek attempted to take his own
life in a barn in the rear of the "Beat"
laundry, 323 Thirteenth street. Mr. Becker,
one of the proprietors of the laundry, has
been befriending the boy for the past month
by giving him shelter and food, while he
sought employment. Yesterday the young
man talked to Mr. Becker in a disconsolate
vein, and after declaring there was no use
living, started toward the barn. His friends
feared he might attempt something des-
perate and in a few minutes followed him.
Looking through a crack in the 9table door
Mr. Becker was startled to see Spruck whet-
ting an ugly knife upon a bridle rein. The
boy stopped his task for a moment, and
carefully read the letter addressed to his
mother. Then he sealed the envelope and
placed the missive in his pocket. Mr. Becker
waited to see no more, but hurried to the
street and brought Officer Christian to the
scene. When the officer opened the door
he found the young would-be suicide had re-
moved his coat and shoes, and wu just in
the act ol applying the knife to his throat.
Springing forward Officer Christian knocked
the knife from his hand, but not before a
slight scratch had been made In the vicinity
of the Jugular vein. Spruck was much dis-
pleased with his friend and the officer for
interfering with his plan of self-destruction,
and for fear he would make a second attempt
on his life he was locked up.

Spruck told his story to a Globe reporter
last night, and as he talked the big tears
chased down his checks like rain drops.

"I live in Nelson, Neb.," said he, "where
Imy father conducts a drug store. Five years

! ago my father secured a divorce from my
\u25a0 mother and I was taken to live with him.
I Later I was allowed to live with my mother
until my father's second marriage, about a
year ago, when he again took mo to his home.
I could not get along with his second wife
and Ifinally went to my own mother and told
her I was going away. She begged me to
write to her and keep away from bad com-
panions, and I came to St. Paul. Last De-
cember I was illat the city hospital and there
met Mr. Becker. Three weeks ago I saw Mr.

jBecker on the street and told him my condi-
tion. He took me home with him and has
been very kind to me, but I could find no
work and yesterday decided to put myself
out of the way and impose on him no longer."

The disconsolate young man was weeping
bitterly when he finished his recital, and
when the Globe man suggested that he
cheer up and take a little tighter grip on
the world; that some one would probably be
found who would give him employment, he
smiled faintly, but replied that it was no
use, people would have nothing to do with
him; they either took him for a thief or a
tramp, and he wished he were dead.

The attention of Secretary Hutchins, of the
relief society, will be called to the young
man today, and an effort made to show him
a brighter side of life, and to secure him
some kind of employment.
