BANDMASTERS ACCUSE EACH OTH-
ER OF CUTTING THE SCALE

There is discord among the musi-
cians of St. Paul, instead of harmony.
The musical union is disrupted, and
the professional musicians who believe
in unions, but are dissatisfied with
the present union, do not know where
they are at. As for the present union,
it is reorganized by its own activé
members, but not by the trades and
labor assembly, nor by the musicians
who no longer dttend its meetings.
The latter declare that the union is
in bad standing with the trades and
labor assembly, .and..therefore they
do not care to have ‘anything to do
with it.. They also ‘allege that the
union is under the control and dom-
ination of George. Seibert, which con-
stitutes another serious obstacle to
their indorsement and“support of it.

The row in the unjon begdn last
fall. The bandmasters suspected each
other of bidding under the established
scale of prices for vdﬂous jobs. Mr.
Seibert doubted vghether Henry Stein,
the leader of the Second regiment band,
was adhering to union rates, and Mr.
Stein entertained’ suspicions of the
‘same nature reg'a.rding Mr. Seibert.
Early last winter Mr. Seibert’s band
accompanied the Boston Carnival club
to Minneapolis, where the club parad-
ed through the streets and boomed the
St. Paul carnival. Mr. Stein and other
musicians charged Mr. Seibert with
cutting the union prices on this en-
gagement. Subsequently came the St.
Paul carnival. Messrs. Seibert and
Steln both submitted bids for the
music to be furnished upon this occa-
sion. Mr. Stein’s band was lower than
Mr. Seibert’s;” and “Mr. Stein- was ac-
cordingly awarded the gentract. This
caused more trouble, certain members
of the union accusing Mr. Stein of cut-
ting the regular scale of prices charged
_by the unisn. The feeling ran so high
that in a very short time Mr. Stein
and his musicians, numbering twenty-
five or more, ceased attending the
meetings of the tunion, though they
did not resign their membership. They
still insist that they are union men,
and that as auch%:he band never cuts
union prices..

About the same timé the union came
into disfavor with the trades and labor

absented t.hemaelm from the assem-

bly meetings. . qﬁ 198sult of all this
was that about e month ago, when
the question arose @t & meeting of
the trades and Jabor assembly whether

any labor “organization represented
could employ any band other than
Seibert’s, the assembly decided that
there was no such thing as a musical
union in St. Paul. And so the mat-
ter stands

Henry Stein, when seen yesterday
at the Grand opera house, where his
band furnished the music for the mem-
orial exercises, said:

“I am a union man, and so is every
member of my band, but we don't pro-
pose to attend meetings of an organiza-
tion run by My. Seibert, or any other
leader or man. Last October eighteen
members of Seibert’s band got togeth-
er and organized, by electing their own
men to the various offices. This was
contrary to the rules in the first place,
as it requires at least twenty men
to organize a union. But, while we do
not recognize the Seibert union, we live
up to the rules of musical unions, and
do not cut prices. We would gladly
become active members of the union,
as it is called, if it was in good stand-
ing with the tradgs and labor assembly,
but under the circumstances we cannot
recognize the Seibert organization as
a representative musicians’ union.”

A. L. Snider, a member of the Twin
City Mandolin club, when interviewed
yesterday, said:

“There 1s no such thing as a musical
union in St. Paul. If there was the
members of the Twin City Mandolin
club would belong to it, for we are all
union men in spirit. Seibert's band
has formed an organization which it
claims is the St. Paul union, but the
other musicians do not recognize it
as such, because it is not in good stand-
ing with the trades and labor assembly.
In proof of the sincerity of our desire
to form a union that would be recog-
nized by the other labor organizations,
we sent a committe to the Seibert
union with a view to bringing about a
union, but our committee was not even
accorded a hearing.”

George Selbert was seen by the
G 10 be representative at his home yes-
terday afternoon. Mr. Seibert’s story
differs somewhat from that of Band-
master Stein, though he admitted that
it was quite likely that the local union
was not in good standing with the
trades and labor assembly.

“Yes,” sald Mr. Seibert, “I am aware
that they accuse me of bossing the
union, but there is absolutety no truth
in the statement. I do not hold any
official position in the union, and I
much prefer not to. All I desire is
that the musicians should take an act-
ive interest in the union, attend all
meetings. I would much rather not
attend them, for I believe in giving the
men the fullest and freest opportunity
to express their real sentiments and
take such action as they deem best for
their interests. As for the story about
the members of my band forming a
“snap” union last fall, there is not a
word of truth in it.

“There is, however, something in the
statements regarding the relation of
the union to the trades and labor as-
sembly. I first heard of it last month
when I returned from the convention
of the National League of Musicians,
held in Washington, D. C., to which I
was sent as a delegate. All I know of
the matter is that the delegates to the
trades and labor assembly ceased to
attend the meetings of the assembly,
and that, through carelessness or dis-
affection of some sort, the dues of the
local union were allowed to lapse to the
extent of some $6. But, though this is
to be regretted, and probably would
not have occurred if the delegates had
taken the proper mmea in the unlon,
it does not mean the destruction of
the musician’s union fn St, Paul. On
