Coroner Kistler
was called and pronounced it apoplexy.

Judge Jamison yesterday set free the fol-
lowing from their matrimonial tethers: Jen-
nie St. Cyr from John B. St. Cyr for de-
sertion; Pirtle Smith from Mary Smith for
adultery; Mary Zlmmel from Frederick Zim-
mel for cruelty; Charles H. Tew from Mary
Tew for desertion.'

City Controller W. G. Nye Is sending cir-
culars to the financial concerns in the East,
calling attention to the bond sale on July 1,
when bids for $100,000 of Bchool bonds will be
opened. The bonds are in denominations of
$1,000 each, bearing interest at the rate of
4 per cent, and will fall due in 1926.

Deputy Revenue Collector J. B. McArdle has
been a busy man the past month. Ha re-
ports that the receipts of his office for May
amounted to $21,447.67. Last May the re-
ceipts were $15,714.94, an increase this year
over last of $5,732.73. Receipts for last month
were the largest in the hiatory of tha Min-
neapolis offtre.

The remains of C. H. Nee, the switchman
killed at St. Louis, will bo buried this morn-
ing at 9 o'clock from the residence of his
mother, at 314'/> Twentieth avenue south.
The members of"Lodge No. 30, switchmen's
union, of which the deceased was a member,
are expected to attend in a body.

One of the cases against Frank H. Anson,
the Excelsior banker, charged with grand
larceny in the first degree, was yesterday
morning nolled by the county attorney. It
\u25a0was shown that the prosecuting witness wa3
dead, and the facts presented to tha county
attorney did not warrant a prosecution. The
second case, containing a similar charge,
was continued over the term.

ALL BIDS REJECTED.

Gnaranty Loan Assets Will Be Sold
Fleccmenl,

Judge Russell set aside and rejected all
the bids for the assets of the Northwestern
Guaranty Loan company and the Loula F.
Menage collateral.

The matter came up at 9 o'clock in the
morning, with all Interested parties repre-
sented. The bids were shown, and by an
examination It was apparent that the re-
ceiver could secure more money for the
property by Celling it out in parcels than

to have the court accept the bids as they

were handed in. As an example, A. J.
Bteele, of Helena, Mont., bid only $10,000 for
the bonds and stock of the Helena Power
and Light company, while T. C. Marlow, of
the same city, bid $27,000 for the same
parcel. Then again, Marlow bid $49,000 for
all the assets except the Pullman bonds,
while C. C. Chapman, R. A. Smith and'T.
King bid $62,000 for all the assets. R. K.
Taber, of Chicago, bid $30,000 for the bonds
of the New England association, Pullman,
Helena Light and Power company and Kan-
sas Investment company bonds.

It was very apparent that the receiver,
by taking one piece at a time, which was
badly wanted by several parties, could se-
cure much more than the highest bid, which
was $80,000. The action of Judge Russell has
pleased the largest number of attorneys,
although the ones who wanted the highest
bid accepted represented a large amount of
the debts. The court will pass upon each
bid as it is received by the receiver, and will
make the sales direct by order.

KENTUCKY BRIGADE COMING.

Even Ohio Pytbiuns Are Inelineil to

Disobey Carnnhan's Orders.

The Pythian Knights from the Blue Grass
etate have written to Col. Fred Wheaton, sec-
retary of the citizens' executive committee,

that the Kentucky brigade may be counted
on for the Minneapolis demonstration next
September. The brigade will mobilize on July

6, at Park's Hill, and will then decide the
strength it will bring to Minneapolis. Letters
were also received yesterday morning from a
division In. Ohio, saying that, notwithstand-
ing it had direct orders to go to Cleveland, it
preferred to come to Minneapolis, provided it
could have a chance at winning some kind of
a prize for' drilling. The Kentucky brigade
makes the sixth formation of that character
to be scheduled for the encampment here, and
Missouri is yet to be heard from, with the cer-
tain assurance that a number of its divisions
will come to the Northwest if the brigade
does not.

flats. Mr. Donnelly was a visitor this morn-
ing at the office of Pension Examiner Waite,
in the federal building. He intends remaining
In Minneapolis till about July 1, when he
leaves for his new post of duty at Hudson,
Wls., to act as a special agent of the pension
department.

Aid for St. Lonli.
Mayor Pratt and the Commercial club are

in receipt of earnest appeals for assistance
from the stricken city of East St. Louis. Flour
and provisions of-all kinds are needed, as well
as ready money. The situation is described
as being very serious, as thousands are home-
less, without means or work. Many who
escaped death are maimed and crippled, and
months must elapse ere these helpless and
hapless thousands will be able to house and
support themselves again. A meeting of citi-
zens is called for this evening at 8 o'clock
at the Commercial club rooms.

For a Russian Cemetery.

The Russian-American residents of Minne-
apolis met at 1419 Washington avenue north
yesterday, for the purpose of devising ways
and means to secure a Russian cemetery for
the burial of their dead. It is the desire of
the Russian citizens to secure a plot of
ground about ten acres In extent, for which
they are willingto pay $1,600.

MRS. VALESH RETURNS.

She Speaks Highly of Trades In'on
Movements In Europe.

Mrs. Eva McDonald-Valesh has just re-
turned from a five months' stay In Europe.
She has made a special study of industrial
and sociological questions, and has gathered
considerable original information. Of trade
she says:

"I found a very active and flourishing trade
union movement in France, Austria and Ger-
many. The French, especially, are done with
secret, revolutionary associations, and are
organizing along trade union lines. They
are very independent and self-respecting.
The government recognizes their unions,
and concedes them many privileges. In Ger-
many and Austria, however, the government
tries to forcibly suppress all attempts at la-
bor organization. The result is that the
unions seem to grow all the faster. What
is called the socialist or political working-
man's movement in these countries is simply
an agitation for free speech, free assemblage,
free suffrage and a consequent share In the
government. The workmen are intensely prac-
tical and do not theorize much about a future
social state.

"Altogether, I think, my study of European
conditions has given me a greater liking for
American institutions and renewed hope for
the possibilities of our people."

ST. LOUIS, Mo., June I.—Both houses of
the municipal assembly of St. Louis tonight
adopted resolutions asking outbids «ld for
the cyclone sufferers. At the next meeting
an ordinance appropriating $100,000, from the
city treasury for the benefit of th« sufferers
will be introduced.

Tho loss of life In East St. Louis, which
has been generally excessively estimated, haa
assume far less serious proportions as the
days have passei. Instead of being nearly
200, as claimed by many, the list of dead
numbers 100 Identified, with two, a man and
a woman, unknown. In addition to these,
one man is mlEsing, and eight are so seri-
ously Injured that they will probably die.
The known list of dead today in St. Louis
foots up 141 nrmes. All of these bodies
have been recovered.

PHILLIPS COMMISSION.

Act Authorizing; It Passed by the
the Home.

WASHINGTON, June I.—This was "suspen-
sion" day in the house, and a number of
minor bills were passed under suspension of
the ruies. The Johnson-Stokes election con-
test from the Seventh district of South Caro-
lina was settled by the adoption of a substi-
tute for the committee report offered by Mr.
McCall, of Massachusetts, chairman of the
elections committee, which declared that
there had been no election, and that the seat
was vacant. The bill for validating certain
territorial bonds of New Mexico was passed
with senate amendments, but will have to
be again acted upon by the senate because of
a parliamentary error. The Phillips bill for
an industrial commission, and the bill for
refunding all obligations of Arizona were also
passed.

The Phillips bill creates an industrial com-
mission of twelve members, three repre-
sentatives each of labor, agriculture, manu-
facture and business, salaried at $5,000 each,
each group to have a legal adviser at $5,000,
the duties of the commission to be to in-
vestigate questions pertaining to Immigration
and the other subjects mentioned, and to
recommend legislation to congress. The bill
was debated by Mr. Bartlett (Dem., N. V.);
advocated by Messrs. Henderson (Rep., Io.),
Stewart (Rep., N. J.), Belknap (Rep., 111.),
Howe (Rep., N. V.), and passed without op-
position.

NEW CANAL COMPANY.

Bill to Authorize It Reported b>
Nelson.

WASHINGTON, Juno I.—Senator Nelson,
from the committee on commerce.today favor-
ably reported the bill providing for the or-
ganization of the Maritime Canal Company
of North America. The object of the com-
pany is to construct a canal from the head
of tidewater on the Hudson river to Lake
Champlain and also other canals in the state.

The surface /wjater of the ocean
swarms with life, including, vast numbers of
crustaceans and tiny mollmsks. It is, in fact,
a broth. Most of the .animals are composed

BICYCLES USEFUL IN WAR.
A secure foothold has t<*en obtained by the

bicycle In the army and in the national
guard. Officers who by long service under
old conditions are likely to be conservative
to a degree admit that before long the wheal
will be a valuable aid to military movements
in time of war.

Some years ago Gen. Miles, who is an en-
thusiastic advocate of the wheeel. said:

"The results obtained under the moat ad-
verse and discouraging conditions prove con-
clusively that the bicycle will in the future
become a most valuable auxiliary in military
operations, not only for courier service, but
also for rapidly moving organized bodies of
men over the country.''

Gen. Miles said in a subsequent sne^ch to
wheelmen that the use of the bicycly for mili-
tary purposes is one that would attract natur-
ally the attention of every soldier.

"We all know," eald Gen. Miles, "that In
military matters one of the principal arts in
war lb rapidity of movements and the power
to move troops and munitions of war rap-
idly frcin one part of the country
to the other. Hannibal, the master
of the military art, wag finally overcome
by the rapidity of movement of one of
the corps of the enemy against a portion of
his army. Alexander, Hannibal and Cicero
used horses and Napoleon coaches In moving
rapidly portions of their corps from one part
of the country to another.

"Now, the question is whether the Amer-
ican forces mounted on wheels can do as
much, as if mounted on horses. It Is true
that a man mounted on a wheel can move
over the ordinary roads with greater rapid-
ity and make greater distances than he
could possibly move on foot or mounted
upon 8 horse. It 1c true that if you wish to
send a dispatch and station race horses a
short distance apart they might possibly

-make better time than the wheelmen could
over ihe same road, but it is a question, with
the improvements that you are making,
whether wheelmen cannot in time pass even

- the race horee.
"It is estimated that there are In this coun-

try over a quarter of million of men who
are accustomed to ride the bicycle. If out
of that number 60,000 men were organized
it would make one of the most effective army
corps that was ever marshaled in any coun-
try or any time."

Not long ago Lieut. Hunt, of Sheridan, and
a few enlisted men, with but little experi-
ence In riding, made a march of flf^en miles
on wheels in one hour and twenty-live min-
utes. The men took one long re.st and car-
ried the full equipments of a solder. At the
end of the ride they were fresh enough to
make the Journey back a p'eaeure. The or-
dinary time of such a march for solders
burdened with their rifles and belongings
would be about five hours.

Some national guard officers of rank do
not take as hopeful a view of the service of
bicycles in time of war as does the ranking
officer of the army. They point out that
there are head winds, bad road.«, and punc-
tured t!res to contend with, and that no am-
munition or commissariat train could keep
pace with a corps of wheelmen. The guards-
men say: "Cycle infantry in large bodies
would fail to accomplish much, but In small
independent detachments could accomplish a
great deal.

"Ifeach regiment were allowed to organize
one of the additional companies provided for
in the new drill regulations from the many
bicycle clubs in the vicinity the guard would
be much benefited. Such a company should
drill as provided for in the present 'United
States Infantry Drill Regulations, 1 but In
single rank when mounted, and should con-
sider the bicycle simply as a means of loco-
motion. In addition each man should be a
good signal man and have some knowledge
of telegraphy. His powers of observation
should be trained to the highest degree and
his ability to draw reconnaissance maps ac-
curately developed. Such a company should
be taught great independence of action and
during the summer months compelled to fur-
nish maps and Information showing the
smallest details of the surrounding coun-
try."
