Delegation to the National Conven-
tion to Vote for a Silver Plank
and Silver Men,

STAUNTON, Va., June 4.—The state Demo-
cratic convention today adopted a free sil-
ver platform by an overwhelming vote,
pledged all the delegates to the Chicago con-
vention to a silver plank, and indorsed Sen-
ator Danlel for a place on-the national ticket.
There was some little disorder, but in the
main the convention was harmonfous, the
gold minority being too small to make any
fight.

Chairman Ellison called the convention to
order, and named J. Bell Bigger, of Rich-
mond, for temporary chairman. In assum-
ing the position Mr. Bigger expressed the
hope that harmony would characterize the
proceedings of the convention. He also pald
a compliment to Senator Daniel. After the
committees had been announced the con-
vention took a recess until afternoon.

Immediately upon the reassembling of the
convention, the committee on permanent or-
ganization made its report recommending
Maj. Woods for chairman. Maj. Woods
addressed the convention briefly.
clared he was for the masses and against
the classes.
he, and they intended to restore silver to
its proper place in the currency system. He
predicted that the silverites would control
the party and elect the president, and ap-
pealed to the minority to bow to the will of
the majority. There was no objection to the
report of the committee on credentials.

While waiting for the committee on reso-
lutions to report, ex-Congressman James W.
Marshall addressed the body and was fol-
lowed by Senator Thomas S.. Martin. The
called Cleveland a wrecker of his
party. The sllver men cheered and the
gold men hissed at this. The senator pre-
dicted that the silver men would control the
national conveéntion. Congressman Tucker
followed. He saild: “There is in the White
house a big man (cheers and hisses), a great
big man (more cheers and hisses). While I
do not agree with all Mr. Cleveland has
done, I tell you he is an honest man-and a
patriot.”

Senator Daniel read the majority report
of the resolutions committee. It deprecates
“the growing influence of trusts, declares
for a tariff tax for revenue, limited to the
necessities of an economically administered
government, and opposes a third term in
the presidential office. The financial plank
is as follows:

“We are for sound money; the soundest
that the world has ever had or can have.
This sound money should consist of silver
and gold, and of paper redeemable in silver or
gold at the option of t payer, the units of
the whole mass to be ké&pt at parity by coin-
age rights and equal legal tender functions,
the only method by which the parity of the
two metals has been continuously and suc-
cessfully maintained.

““The immediate and complete restoration
of the bimetallic system of money which ex-
isted in the United States from 1793 to 1873
is in our opinion demanded by the interests
of commerce, manufacture and -agriculture,
which are alike suffering from the continuous
fall of prices and the consequent embarrass-
ment or bankruptcy of those engaged therem.
And in order to so restore it, we demand the
free and unlimited coinage of both silver and
gold at the 16 to 1 ratio without waiting for
the assent or concurrence of any other na-
tion.

‘““We hereby instruct all of the delegates
from Virginia to the natienal Democratic
convention at Chicago to vote for a platform
declaring for the free and -unlimited coinage
of silver and gold at the ratio of 16 to 1,
and for candidates for president and vice
president who openly advocate that princi-
ple.”

Mr. Munford, of Richmond, presented a
minority report, signed by himself and five
others, which declares «that the Democratic
party of Virginia stands to abide by the dec-
larations of the Chicago convention, soon to
assemble, but as indicative of its own views,
it declares unalterable opposition to free coin-
age at 16 to 1 or any other arbitrary ratio
without international agreement.

After some discussion, the minority report
was rejected by a vote of 1,276 to 371, and the
majority report was adopted as it came from
the committee.

The unit rule was adopted and a resolution
passed declaring that the Democrats of Vir-
ginia would hail with enthusiasm the nomi-
nation of Senator Danlel as one of the candi-
dates of the party on the national ticket.
Delegates at large were elected as follows:
John W. Daniel; W. A, Jones, Claude A.
Swanson, and H. S. K. Morrison. Alternates,
W. O. Harraway, Roger Gregory, George B.
Keezell, Frank Hume.” The electors at large
are: W. B. Mecllwaine, of Dinwiddie, and J.
W.. Marshall, of Craig. Porter J. Otey was
chosen for national committeeman. The con-
vention at 11:30 p. m. adjourned sine die,

SILVER TOOK ALL,

Nothing Overlooked by the White
Metal Men at Lexington.

LEXINGTON, Ky.,June 4—The Democratic
state” convention closed this afternoon, after
the free silver men had secured everything
in the organization, as well as in the plat-
fcrm. The resolutions not only instruct the
Kertucky delegation for Senator Blackburn
for president, but also for the unit rule, so
that the two delegates from the Louisyille
district will have no volce whatever at Chi-
cago.

SIX SEAT LIMIT.

No Paper Will Be Permiited More at
St. Louis,

ST. LOUIS, June 4.—Arrangements for the
allotment of seats reserved for the press at
the national Republican convention have been
practically completed. The press committee
had a lengthy conference with Sergeant-at-
Arms Byrnes today, and it was finally agreed
that no paper should, be allowed more than
six seats in the press gallery.. The great
morning dailies of New York, Chicago, Cin-
cinnati, Boston, Philadelphia, 8t. Louls,
Pittsburg, St. Paul, Minneapolis, Denver and
San Francisco will each be given six seats,
while the afternoon papers of those cities
will recelve from-one to four seats. The
St. Louls papers agreed to take the rear
seats, giving the visiting press the more ad-
vantageous places. The papers from the less
important cities will receive from one to four
seats each. According to the present ar-
rangements there will be 454 seats in the
press gallery, and only working newspaper
men will be allowed to use them. The press
committee will tomorrow send word to each
of the large daily papers of the country the
number of seats that have been allowed
them, and notifying them that the tigkets
and badges for the seat or seats will be given
the representative who presents properly ac-
credited credentials upon his arrlval at St
Louis.

The
demonetization of silver is denounced, and a
démand made for such legislation as shall
restore silyer as .a money metal, admitting
both gold and silver to free and unlimited
coinage upon a 16 to 1 ratio, Senator Roach
was present and addressed the convention.
It is the first convention he has attended
since his election two years ago. He spoke
briefly on the financial question.

ATTORNEY ROOT UPHELD.

Decision Against Him Reversed by
the North Dakota Courts,

BISMARCK, N. D., June 4—The supreme
court handed down two decisions, one of
which is very interesting and important. It
is the case of Herbert Root, appealed from
Barnes county. Root, who is a prominent at-
torney, assalled in violent manner the char-
acter and standing of Judge Rose, of the Fifth
judicial district. For this he was brought be-
fore the judge and fined $100 for contempt, in
addition to being disbarred from practice.
The supreme court reversed the lower court
and declares the whole proceeding irregular,
hoMing that criticisms of a judge, if not ut-
tered in court, or in the judge’s hearing, do
not constitute contempt of court.
