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HOUSES AT 0DDS

SENATE REFUSES TOo RECEDE
FROM TWO POSITIONS IT HAS
TAKEN.

TWO SHIPS AND SCHOOLS.

POINTS UPON WHICH THE HOUSE
DICTUM IS NOT AS YET AC-
CEPTED.

THE “FILLED CHEESE” ADOPTED.

Accepted by the Senate in Practi-
cnlly the Same Form as It
Passed the House.

WASHINGTON, June 4.—The senate had
one of the busiest sessions of this congress
tcday. Late in the day the filled cheese bill was
passed, as it came from the house, by a
vote of 37 to 13, thus completing the legisla-
tion on this subject. The measure is similar
to the oleomargarine law. The bill defines
“filled cheese’’ to embrace “all substances
made of milk or skimmed milk, with the ad-
mixture of butter, animal oils or fats, vege-
table or any other oils, or compounds for-
eign to-such milk, and made in imitation or
semblance of cheese.”” Manufacturers of filled
cheese are taxed $400 annually; wholesale
dealers, $250; retail dealers, $120. In addition
to these taxes the product itself is taxed one
cent per pound, and imported filled cheese is
taxed eight cents per pound, in addition to
the import duty. It is provided that filled
cheese shall be packed by the manufacturers
In wcoden packages only and branded with
the words “‘filled cheese’’ in black-faced let-
ters, not less than two inches in length. It
Is also provided that all retail and wholesale
dealers in filled. cheese shall display in a con-
zpicuous place in their salesroom a sign bear-
Ing the words ‘‘Filled cheese sold here,”” in
black-faced letters, not less than six inches
in length, upon a white ground. Several
efforts to add tariff amendments to the ,bill
were defeated. An amendment by Mr. Stew-
art, Nevada, for a tax of 10 cents per pound
on wool was laid on the table, 32 to 24. An-
other amendment by Mr, Lindsay, repealing
the differential duty on sugar, was tabled, 31
to 16,

After the disposal of the cheese bill an
animated contest occurred over Mr. Lodge’s
motion to take up the immigration bill. The
controversy over the number of battleships
remains open, Mr. Quay’s motion that the
senate recede from its amendment, reducing
the number of ships from four to two, having
been defeated, 17 to 33. The senate also de-
feated, 17 to 31, a motion by Mr. Lodge, Mas-
sachusetts, to recede from its amendment re-
lating to sectarian Indian schools.

When the naval appropriation bill was taken
up, early in the day, the pending question was
Mr. Quay’s motion that the senate recede
from its amendment reducing the number of
battleships from four to two. After remarks
by Mr. Gorman and Mr. Chandler, the mo-
tion was defeated as follows:

A partial conference report on the Indian
appropriation bill was agreed to, 27 to 20.
Mr. Pettigrew (Rep., S. D.), in charge of the
Indian bill, then sought to have the remain-
ing items of disagreement, including that of
Indian schools, sent back to conference, but
Mr. Lodge (Rep., Mass.) moved to recede
from the senate amendment on- sectarian
schools. The house suspended appropria-
tions to sectarian schools, but the senate
amendment gave until July 1, 1898, for a
change from contract to government schools.
The motion to recede was defeated, yeas 17,
nays 31, as follows:

The filled cheese bill, which was taken up
at the close of the morning hour, was debated
by Vest, Sherman, Mitchell and Smith. An
amendment by Mr. Vest, stating that the bill
was designed for revenue and not for police
purposes, was tabled. Yeas, 32; nays, 14, Mr.
Stewart (Pop., Nev.) offered an amendment
fixing a duty of 10 cents a pound on wool
Mr. Sherman moved to lay the amendment
on the table, saying it was clearly for the
pupose of embarrassing the measure. The
motion to table was carried. Yeas, 32;
nays, 17. Mr. Mitchell (Rep., Or.), who had
given notice of offering the Dingley tariff bill
as an amendment, said that he had been ap-
pealed to by his associates not to press the
amendment and he would accede to their re-
guest. Mr. Stewart caused much amusement
by saying that if the Dingley bill amendment
was urged he would offer a free silver amend-
ment to it. Mr. Hill expressed the hope that
the senate would disagree with the finance
committee amendments reducing the amount
of the tax. Mr. Sherman assented to this
suggestion, and, without division, the house
rates were substituted. The bill was then
passed. Yeas, 37; nays, 13,

A spirited contest for precedence ensued.
Mr. Lodge moved to take up the immigra-
tion bill, but Mr. Hill urged that the bill
relating to punishment for contempt of court
ought to have precedence. Then the vote
was taken ‘on Mr. Lodge's motion. Many
Democratic senators refrained from voting,
thus being able to break the quorum. The
vote was 24 to 6, fifteen short of a quorum.

ELLIOTT UNSEATED.

Colored Contestant Given His Place
in the House.

WASHINGTON, June 4—By a vote of 153
to 33, the house today decided against the

.claim of William Elliott from the First South

Carolina district and gave the seat to
George W. Murray. Mr. Murray is a col-
ored man and in the fifty-first congress was
seated in place of Mr. Elliott. The latter
had 1,734 majority on the face of the re-
turns, but the committee found that the
former had carried the district by a ma-
jority of 434. Mr. Murray was given a
round of applause when he came forward
to be sworn: in. Mr. Elliott is the ninth
Democrat unseated by the present hrouse.
The remainder of the day was mainly oc-
cupled in debating the case of Martin vs,
Lockhart from the Seventh North Carolina
district. The contestant is & Populist and Mr.
Kem (Pop., Neb). who has been waging a
guerrilla warfare in the house with a view
of getting up a bill in which he is intereste®,
was considerably embarrassed by this case,
as he was forced into the position 6f ob-
jecting to the filing of the views of the mi-
nority. This caused dissatisfaction on the
Republican side, among the members who
did not desire to vote until they had had an
opportunity to examine both sides of the
case. Tt was finally arranged to read the
report and lét the vote be taken tomorrow.
