IT IS FELT IN THE SPELL OF AN

ELOQUENT SER-
MON.

UNITED CHURCH RESTS A DAY

From the Debates Attending the Set-

tlement of the Synod's Financial
and School Troubles.

Even in the Lutheran church, far removed
though it he from the magnificent pomp of
the Roman Catholic church, the ceremonies
attending the ordination of ministers are quite
impressive. And yet the people seem to enjoy

it The ordination services held by the United
Norwegian Lutheran conference at the First

Swedish Lutheran church were not opened un-
til after 8 o'clock last night. But more than

an hour before the time announced the peo-
ple began to flock to the church; the swarm of

human beings pouring Into the church became

ever thicker: and by the time the exercises
were in full swing the building was literally
packed.

The opening of the ceremonies was signal-

ized by the appearance of a number of min-
isters and candidates, all attired fn the fa-

miliar garb of a Norwegian Lutheran clergy-

I man, consisting of snow-white fluted collar

and a jet black robe reaching to the feet. The
young men looked modest enough in their new
attire, and presented a fine appearance as
they marched across the floor before the audi-
ence and seated themselves on chairs in front
of the altar.

Rev. T. H. Dahl. of Stoughton, Wis., the
vice president of the United church, read the
names of the candidates and specified the
churches from which they had accepted calls,

i whereupon President Iloyme began to sing "O
Heiligaard Kour Til os Mcd" ("Come, Holy
Ghost"), and the audience took up the strain
and finished the stanza.

Then portions of Holy writ were read by
different ministers, and verses of a hymn
sung by the audience, alternately, the candi-
dates and a number of ministers meanwhile
being seated around the altar in a compact

semi-circle, reaching from wall to wall.
.President Hoyme preached the ordination

sermon on Matthew xx., 4.
"Go ye into the vineyard, and whatsoever

is right I w-11 give you." He said: "This or-
der also applies to the candidates present.
They were called as servants,- not
as lords, In God's vineyard, the
Christian church. As long as they are to
remain in the service for which they are con-
secrated they must obey Him implicitly. And
it is a glorious service. All the greatness
of this world is as nothing compared with the
mission of the minister of the gospel. But
God is not only all-powerful. He is love. All
who have experienced His action in the heart
will testify to this truth. And He requires
love of His servants. Jesus asked ePter three
times: 'Dost thou love me?' The candidates
present are asked the same question, and only
one answer can be accepted. The life of the
minister of the gospel is a life of self-denial.
He must be willingto sacrifice everything for
the sake of his service, though it be his eye
or his right hand. I have often found that
those who once have taken up this particular
calling as a rule persist in it as long as
they have the least chance to serve the Lord
by preaching, which goes to prove that they
are profoundly satisfied with the Master whom
they are serving. God is in earnest in sav-
ing souls. The devil is in earnest in drag-
ging souls into hell. Therefore, the ser-
vants of God must take life seriously; they
must be terribly in earnest in their endeavors
to save souls. They must be as fearless as
Jesus Himself in denouncing all kinds of
wickedness, though it will subject them to
persecution in one form or another. Have
you seen a farmer returning home in the
evening from a hard day's labor? How hap-
py he is in the anticipation of the sweet
rest which awaits him. In the same man-
ner, when you approach the eve of your lives,
when the shadows begin to grow long about
you, then you will begin to realize what a
blessed 'reward' is awaiting you, though you

have not deserved it. You cannot now realize
the glory awaiting you in case you remain
faithful unto the end. Go and serve the Lord
in his vineyard, and His blessing be upon
you."

The candidates now shook hands with the
officiating ministers, whereupon President
Hoyme pronounced the ordination formula,
and read the ordination prayer, meanwhile
placing his hand upon the heads of the kneel-
ing candidates successively. He closed by
reading the Lord's prayer, to which the can-
didates responded "Amen" In chorus.

A book containing the priest's vow, or
"oath," was read aloud by each candidate,
and passed along to the next candidate to the
loft. What they read was really an oath,
and the candidates raised their right hand
while appealing to God for aid in keeping
the vow.

He had con- |
siderable money when, he arrived in the j
city, but purchased a couple of suits of
clothes and other goods, so that ha had not
to exceed $20 when he left the hotel.

Knutson is a farmer at Park River, and
has a wife and large family. He is in mod- j
crate circumstances, and well liked by his j
acquaintances. Mr. Kirkland, proprietor of
the hotel where Knutson Yj& been stopping,
was seen last evening, and said nothing had
been heard from the missing man.

Mr. Kirkland said he had accompanied Mr.
Qvale in a search about the city Saturday
night for Knutson. A man answering in a
way with the description had been reported
as trying to effect an entrance to a Sixth
street hotel early Saturday morning, accord-
ing to the statement of a bartender at the
place, but on investigation it was found the j
descriptions did not agree with that of Knut-
son.

The examina-
tion of Butler in the police court resulted in
his discharge, it being shown that Phillips
did the cutting. A few days ago Phillips was
located in Duluth on information furnished
by the police of this city. He was arrested on
Saturday, and Detective Daly sent to Duluth
to bring him back.

BEGINS HIS FOURTH YEAR.

Rev. J. W. Conley at the First Bap-

tist Church.

Yesterday morning Rev. J. W. Conley cel-
ebrated the third anniversary of his pastor-
ate of the First Baptist church by preaching
a sermon of great solemnity on the "Christ
Conception of Life"' taking as his text
John ix., 4: "I must work the works of
Him that sent me while it is day. The
night cometh when no man can work."

In his opening, remarks Mr. Conley said:
"I might take this morning hour to give at-
tention entirely to the special thoughts grow-
ing out_of our three years' work together, and
also suggestive thoughts for the year to come,
but I hardly think that would be profitable.
I know that I can bear my heartfelt testi-
mony to the joy and the satisfaction that I
have had in our work during these three
years. Conscious of Imperfections beyond
what you are able to see, I have no doubt,
although you must see a great many, I am
still conscious of a sense of blessing in our
efforts to extend Christ's kingdom together
here, and I am looking forward to the year
upon which we are entering with great sat-
isfaction. Many things we have failed in, yet
our failures may simply furnish stepping
stones to better things In the year lying
before us. I have given you a very brief
summary of the statistics of the past year,
in the calendar, and it seems to me more
fitting at this time to bring before you
Christ's conception of life, that we may
endeavor to embody this conception in our
own lives."

The statistics referred to plainly indicate
that the life of a pastor of a city church is
not one of dignified repose and leisure. Mem-
bership is now larger than ever before, num-
bering, on June 1, 527. During the year 89
have been received, 49 being added by baptism
and 3 by experience, while the loss has been
48, 29 having taken, letters to unite with
other churches, 1 has been excluded, Ift have
been dropped, and 8 have passed to Join
the church triump&ant, making the net
gain for the year/ ' 41. The pastor has
preached during the last twelve months no
less than 149 sermorfS, delivered 45 lectures
and addresses, conducted 15 funerals, solemn-
ized 25 marriages afld still has found time
to make 451 calls. In addition to all this
the calls on Mr. Conley's time In connection
with the work of the state convention, the
Baptist "Young People's Union of America,
of one of the territorial departments, of
which he Is president, the Christian Citizens'
league of this city and other matters, have
been neither few nor limited.

In his discourse," Mr. Conley said: "A mis-
taken idea of human life is certain to lead to
the misuse, if not Ihe actual abuse, of it. AH
are agreed that Chriat led a perfect life. It
has left an impress that has endured and in-
creased in power.

"The Savior here gives us a general and
comprehensive conception of life, as a day
for work. The Lord Jesus crowded the
years of his life full to overflowing with, in-
tense and earnest activity. Life is not a day
for idle dreaming, but for the earnest laying
hold UDon the opportunities which come to
us, and yet how prone we are to give our-
selves to mere castle-building, so far as the
work of God Is concerned". "We are going to
do something bye and bye, and while we
dream of what we are Koing to do, our days
are passed unused. Many • I've as though
they regard life as simply a time for pleas-
ure-seeking for their own indulgsaca. Even
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the church is cursed with this miserable con-
ception of life.

"Then observe that it ia only for a day that
we can work. The night cometh. 'Tis true
that the shadow leads into the glory of an
eternal day, but as far as our work is con-
cerned, it is the night that draws on, and
while we shall doubtless serve God in the
life beyond the grave, it will not be the
service of rescuing the perishing and fallen.

"Christ also calls attention to the work that
Is to be done. There are many who are not
idling life away, who are yet not doing the
work that God has appointed them. Our work
Is not to please men. This may be the goal
before the politician, and it is sometimes
charged against the preacher, and I fear that
in some instances there may be Justice In the
charge that he is a hireling, seeking to speak
things that will please those who pay him. but
I trust you will bear me witness before God
that during the time Ihave been here I have
had more desire to please Him tnan to please
men. Much as I am gratified when I please
those to whom I speak, if their approbation
must b« gained by the forfeiture of loyalty
to the 'Lord Jesus Christ I care not to please
them, be the consequences what they may. I
am sometimes amazed and aghast at the de-
pravity that is to be found around us. Jesus
came to seek and to save that which was lost,
and this is the work which He has committed
to us. As a church, we have no right to ex-
ist if we are not seeking to save the lost.

"There is one thought more in this text, that
of personal responsibility. Jesus said: 'I
must.' As He stood there that day it seemed
as if the whole weight of human redemption
rested upon His own soul. He had a work to
do—that no one else could do, and, though it
tcok Him to Calvary, it mattered not to Him,
His work must be done. Although the work of
Jesus was in many respects unique, it is true,
nevertheless, in a very real sense, that there
is a work which belongs to every one of us.
We are apt to say that whether we do our
work or not, It will be done, but it will not.
There Is a work in your home, in your church,
in your Sunday school, which no one else can
do, and which will never be done unless you
do it. There is an element of originality im-
planted in your soul by the Creator, which is
designed to do a work that will remain un-
cont'pleted and incomplete unless you bring it
into play. You have power to do what no one
else ever has had or ever will have power to
do. Whether the work be great or small, it
is your work. The lack of this sense of re-
sponsibility is one of the most grievous curses
of the church of Jesus Christ."

CLOSE THE SALOONS StXDAYS.

Rev. G. L, <<»iilev's View of the Ques-
tion.

At the Burr Street Baptist church yesterday
at the morning service Rev. G. L. Conley
preached on the subject of Sabbath observ-
ance. The speaker referred to a number of
those forces which, at the present day, seemed
to him most destructive in their influence
upon the Sabbath. Among these he men-
tioned especially the saloon as the Sab-
bath destroying agency. Said he:

"The saloon is a lawless institution In its
nature and tendencies. It not only has no
regard for God's law in respect to the Sab-
bath, but it defies and tramples under foot
the civil law as well, which requires it to
be closed on Sunday. In the large cities of
our state it has such v political influence that
neither the mayors nor the police officers,
who have taken a solemn oath before God
to impartially enforce the laws, dare touch
them. To speak the plain truth, it appears
that they rather perjure themselves than
attempt to fulfill their oath by enforcing the
laws against the saloon.

"In our own city, as far as we are able to
make out, the position taken by our recently
elected mayor is that if these laws against
the saloon were enforced up to the letter, it
would create a much worse condition of af-
fairs in our city that now exists; or, in other
words, it would produce such a spirit of re-
bellion on the part of the saloon element and
sympathizers that a far worse state of affairs
as respect law and order would prevail in
our midst 13 this so? Is it true that the
saloon element has become so lawless and
anarchical in Its tendencies that it is dan-

| gerous to the welfare and safety of the city
I to enforce the laws which they are every Sab-

bath violating? Ifit is, it is a sad state of
affairs; but we are persuaded that even
among saloonkeepers the spirit of lawlessness
has not yet reached that stage.

"But what is to be the result to "the Sab-
bath if the saloon is allowed to go on un-
checked tn its lawlessness? Is it not appar-
ent that if the saloon is permitted, unmolest-
ed, to run wide open in defiance of the Sun-
day law, that soon the proprietors of the
meat market, of the grocery store, of the dry
goods store and of every other place of busi-
ness will begin to ask: 'Ifthe saloon Is per-
mitted to be open, then why should not my
place of business be open as well? Is It not
more reasonable to have open places where
the necessities of life are to be secured than
the saloon?" You see the influence is decid-
edly pernicious, and so little by little we may
expect the complete secularization of the
Christian Sabbath.

"Christian citizens must stand together to
check the saloon In Its lawlessness If they
expect to preserve their Sabbath. Our mayor
has expressed his determination to suppress
all gambling and wine rooms, and sale of
liquors to minors, which is well and good.
But this work has already been mostly accom-
plished, and now let us encourage him to
further fulfill the oath of his office in respect
to the law of Sunday closing; which, if done,
at least one mighty factor toward Sabbath
desecration will be suppressed in our city."

CAMP MEETING CLOSED.

Hundreds Attend the Adventists>
Gathering at Merriam Park.

Yesterday was a red letter day with the
Adventists in their encampment at Merriam
Park, and the verdict of the hundreds who
were present was that it was a success inevery respect. The weather was beautiful,
and large numbers came from the city toenjoy the invigorating air that the place af-
forded. There were many services during
the day, all of them Interesting. One of the
most so was two discourses on missionary
work, by Elder Wilcox, the foreign mission
secretary of this denomination. At the close
of the last sermon a collection was taken
amounting to $179.

Another sermon that elicited much com-
ment was delivered at 4:30 in the afternoon
by Elder Nettleton, when for over an hour h«
held the vast audience almost spell-bound,
while he spoke on the United States in
prophecy. He took the position that from
the prophetic word he was warranted in pre-
dicting that this country, with all its boasted
freedom, would yet become a persecuting
power.

An interesting feature of the exercises, fol-
lowing the last discourse of Elder Wilcox in
the afternoon, was first the rendition by a
deaf mute of "Nearer, My God, to Thee," after
which Elder Fred Johnson was set'apart to the
work of the gospel ministry, Elder Allee of-
fering the prayer, and Elder Durland giving
the charge.

The parting service was conducted by Elder
Durland, he speaking from the text, "He
Shall Wipe Away All Tears." It was list-
ened to by a large audience, and at its close
many eyes were moistened. When the bene-
diction was finally said, and the people real-
ized that the meeting was indeed a thing of
the past they all with one accord expressed
themselves as being greatly benefited by be-
ing present and after the hearty go«d-byes,
they repaired to their tents, and this morn-
ing there is piling of lumber, packing of
trunks, and by night the camp that for tha
past week has been the scene of busy activ-
ity will be practically deserted, as the people
have scattered to their homes.

HIS PROMISES ARE ETERNAL,

Xot to the Days in Which He Lived,
But to Believers of All

Time.

Rev. J. Frank Stout preached yesterday at
the First M. E. church from John xx., 20:
"'Then were the disciples glad when they
saw the Lord." He said in substance:

"The disciples were plunged into a mid-
night of gloom by the death and burial of
Jesus. Hope died with the sealing of the
tomb, and fear usurped the place of faith.
There seems to have come to them no mem-
ory of the promise of Jesus to rise again; it
was reserved for the high priest alone to
call it to mind; the disciples could only plan
to weep at His tomb and prepare His body
for the long waiting for the general resur-
rection. It was rumored on this third day .
after the crucifixion that some women had
seen a vision of angels when they visited the j
sepulchre, but even this rumor did not de- I
stroy their apathy or open their eyes. They ;
were gathered that evening in an upper room ;
in answer to a summons, but they did not
hope for any great news at the meeting. Here
was despair to give way to hope, sorruw to
joy, and fear to faith, for as they gathered |
there appeared Jesus Himeslf, whom they had ]
seen crucified and buried, and He smiled in- j
to their hopeless faces.

"This picture is but a sign of all crises i

when the disheartened sons of God are j
awakened to gladness by the revelation of
the present Lord, who has promised never to
leave nor forsake His children.

"There are several propositions which In a
general way cover every such crisis in the
Christian life, and in their consideration we
shall try to realize the teaching of the pas-
sage. A revelation of Jesus is a constant ne-
cessity. It is not only the twelve who grow
hopeless when they cannot see the face of
the Savior and hear His voice; it is the be-
liever of all ages. The average Christian is j
too weak to face the opposers of Christ
alone. Nothing can fill the place of a pres-
ent Christ. Not the pomp and pageantry of j
ecclesiastical forms; not the conclusions of j
philosophies, which in vain try to gain au-
thority over life and conscience; not the mys-
teries of false religions can satisfy, hold,
save or inspire the people to noble deeds.

"A definite revelation o£ Himself is the pur-
pose of Jesus Christ, and His promise to all

riis^followers through all the years: 'I will
not leave you comfortless; I will come to
you.' The fact of the revelation of the pres-
ence of Jesus is the inspiration of all earnest
Christian endeavor. A study of Christian
achievement is a study of the presence of

God among men, and working through them.
He live 3 and works always His sovereign

will. Any age that has shown intense zeal
for the advance of righteousness and the

overthrow of wrong has revealed the pres-
ence of God.

"The revelation of Jesus is the revelation
of gladness. The disciples rejoice in His
fellowship the sweetest and be6t men ever
knew. There is nothing today that equals

the fellowship of a soul who has come to

know Jesus as a present, persistent friend

and comforter. The disciples were lilted

from the abyss of disappointment to the
height of exultation.

"The disciples recognized in a present

Lord the sign of their victory over all ob-

stacles. Alone, the priests, scribes, Phari-
sees, potentates, mobs, were more than Uiey

could bear, but wiili a risen Lord they knew

no discouragement, no penis, no foes—the

presence of Christ was the sign of victory.

A glad exultant faith took its place and caat

out the fear that ruled to ruin.
"The Discipk-s recognized a present Jesus

In this connection Dr. Hunter said that he
regretted that the absence of the true spirit

of brotherhood from some churches had made
men feel It necessary to organize societies
outside the church for the cultivation of the

i spirit of brotherhood. Dr. Hunter said that
: he did not want to be misunderstood as say-

I ing anything against secret orders. Some of

; them were great powers for good; all of
I them, in fact, that are founded on a Chris-

tian principle. He simply regretted the neg-

j lect to cultivate the spirit of brotherhood
within the church. The church that lia.l it
not must be weak, and the man or woman
without it could never be a power for food.
