AT ABERDEEN.
Militia Will Break Camp Today—

Rcceivernhip Promised.
Aberdeen, S. D., Special, June 11.—The

fifth battalion, S D. N. G., will break camp
here tomorrow. It has been under the
tutorship of Lieut. Frost of the regular
army, and its stay of ten days in ca-mp has
given it a true realization of military duty.

At camp this forenoon the South Dakota
National Guard association was formed
with MaJ. E. L. Stover of Watertown as
president, and First Lieut. Englesby, also
of Watertown, as secretary. Lieut. Frost,
the detailed camp Instructor, was made an
honorary member of the national guard and
nlso of the new association. An application
was filed with the governor of the state
looking to the regular detail by the secre-
tary of war of First Lieut. Frost, twenty-
fifth Infantry, U. S. A., as military lu-
structor of . South Dakota Guardsmen.
Battery A marched overland from Clark
to Aberdeen, making twenty miles the first
night and covering the rest of the march
of seventy miles in two days. Gov. Sheldon
was unable to be present at the encamp-
ment, but sent words of greeting.

CONFLICTING CLAIMS.
Two Women Claim to Be the Wid-

otfh of a Blamarker.
Bismarck, N. D., Special, June 11.—In the

Probate court of this county a strange and
interesting case is on trial. It is a contest
for the administration of the estate of
Charles Farrand, or Calvin Farrand, as his
right name appears to have been, a well-
to-do farmer who resided near here. From
the evidence the deceased appears to have
left two wives and property to the value
of several thousand dollars. Peculiar
enough, the two wives are almost identical
In name, although strikingly dissimilar In
appearance. Mary Anastacia Farrand, who
has always been known here as the wife
of the deceased, Is rather tall and slender,
while Mary Ann Farrand, who claims to
have been married to the deceased lv 18G6,
is rather short and very stout.

The latter is from Milwaukee, Wis., and
testified that she was married to Calvin
Farrand in ISGG. She produced a photo-
graph of her husband and described him to
prove that he was the same person who
was known here as Charles Farrand. She
produced also a certificate copy of the rec-
ords of Wausuara county, Wis., to prove
her narriage and stated that sevow children
were born to them, all of whom are living.
She lived with her husband until 1878, when
he left her and since that time she has not
heard from him directly, although she
learned about a year ago that he was liv-
ing near Bismarck.

On the other hand, Mary Anastacia Far-
rand testifies tliat she was married to the
deceased in September, 1879. She first met
him at Stillwater, Minn., and they were
marrleS, she said, at Somerset, Wis., for
the reason that they wished to keep the
lr.atter secret. The ceremony was per-
formed by a Catholic priest without license
or witness^* and she had no proof other
than a plaui gold ring which she testified
the deceased gave her as a wedding ring.
The case is attracting a great deal of In-
terest and is being stubbornly contested.

ACCOUNTS.

HORRIBLE FATE OF A TRAMP.

Mangled and Literallr Ground to

Pieces Under the Wheels of a
Train.

GRAND FORKS N. D. June 11-C. M. Ben-

son, judge of probate of Polk county, com-
mitted suicide today at a point about 2 miles
south of Grand Forks on the river bank.
A 32 caliber revolver was used and the ball
passed through his head. Benson had been
across the river drinking hard for several
days and the last seen of him alivewas Tues-
day morning. The body was discovered this
afternoon. The remains were taken to Crook-
ston where he has a wifeand several children.
There has been some ugly rumors regarding
the probate office and it is claimed here to*
night that Benson was about $2,500 short in
his accounts. A few days ago he Is said to
have forged the name of Lewis Ellington to
the back of a check which he drew and sign-
ed himself. A petition was made out today
and the sheriff and county attorney was
about to start after him when the news of
death reached them. He was to have been
examined as to his sanity. He was serving
his third term as probate Judge and up to
the last one he made a good record.

HIS BODY GROUND TO PIECES.

Horrible Fate* of a -Tramp Who At-
tempted to Steal a Ride.

John C. Bullitt, Jr., brother-in-law of the
contestant, corroborated parts of her evi-
dence. Mrs. Western Gray's case being
closed, the attorneys for Mrs. Olive Gray,
of Chicago, who claims to have been mar-
ried to Gray in 1885, asked for a continu-
ance until July 15, which was granted.

, Judge Cory offered a resolution fa-
voring the appointment of a commit-
tee to appaal to the proprietors of the
Twin City newspapers for arbitration
of the difficulty at present existing be-
tween the papers and their employes.

The resolution was adopted, and Henry
W. Cory, of St. Paul, Joseph Rolf and
C. R. Cameron, of Minneapolis, were
named as such committee.

A recess was ordered until three
o'clock, to allow the committee to do
the work assigned them.

Immediately the convention had
reassembled after recess T. J. McDer-
irott moved that speeches be limited
to five minutes, and that no delegate
be allowed to speak more than once
on any one subject. The motion was
seconded and carried in short order.

When the report of the committee on
platform was called for the big crowd
became more quiet than at any time
during the session.

A chosen few knew there would be
two reports, but the most of the dele-
gates were on the anxious seat to
learn the result of the committee's
deliberations. When Mr. Cutcheon,
chairman of the committee read the
commonplace paragraphs at the open-
ing of the report he had absolute
quiet. But as he progressed in the
reading of the money plank there were
frequent interruptions from various
delegations, cries of dissent, and even
hisses. When he had finished reading
there was a storm of cheers mingled
with cries of derision. The report
as submitted by the majority was as
follows: . . ,B

We the democrats of Minnesota, in conven-
tion assemblied, heartily commend President
Grover Cleveland for his veto. «f the out-
rageous river and harbor bill, his economical
and just administration and hia unswerving
integrity, and reiterate our confidence in and
our admiration cf our great leader. We main
tain our allegiance to the cause of tariff re-
form, and are uncompromisedly opposed toany change in our tariff laws that will tend
to reintrench the cause of protection. Our
motto is "no step backward".

We are unqualifiedly in favor of thepresent gold standard of value. We favor the
use of both gold and silver as money, and
believe that our government should coin and
keep in circulation as a part of the circulat-
ory medium as large an amount of silver as
can be employed without destroying or threat
ening to destroy the -existing parity of value
between the unit in gold and the unit in
silver. We are opposed to a descent to mon-
ometallism cf any kind and particularly to
a silver monometallism with Us depreciated
and depreciating standard of silver. We there
fore oppose the free coinage of silver by ourown government at the ratio of 16 to 1,
without cooperation on the part of the other
commercial nations of the world. It would
reduce this country to a condition of silver
monometallism, entailing upon us financial
panic and commercial and industrial disaster.
We are utterly and Irrevocably opposed to theadoption of any such policy.

When the cheers with which these
declarations had been received had

subsided delegate Buck of Winona as-
cended the platform and announced
that he harl a minority reDort to

read. The vote on the financial plank
stocd 8 to 6 in committee. He said the
minority subscribed to all parts of the
platform submitted by the majority,
except the money plank, for which
they proposed this substitute:

Resolved, that the Democrats of the state
of Minnesota in delegate convention assem-
bled, hold to the use of both gold and silver
as the standard money of the country and
to the coinage of both gold and silver with-
out discriminating against either metal or
charge for mintage.

We favor the Immediate restoration of such \u25a0

coinage of both gold and silver at the present
legal ratio of 16 to 1 as such coinage existed
prior to 1875, regardless of the action or
policy of any other country.

We believe in hcnest money, the gold and
silver coinage of the constitution and a cir-
culating medium convertible into such mon-
ey without loss.

We believe in one currency for the govern-
ment and the people, the laborer and the
office holder, the pensioner and the soldier,
the producer and the bondholder.

In presenting his report, Mr. Buck
explained that the paragraphs of the
report had been taken from national
iDlp.tforms of the Democratic party.

When he had finished, the question
arose on the substitution of the min-
ority for the majority report, the
silverites forcing the issue.

Mr. Cutcheon moved the adoption of
the majority report.

A. D. LaDue offered an amendment
to substitute the report cf the minority
for the money plank of the majority
report. In support of his amendment
Mr. LaDue made an earnest speech,
saying that to adopt it would be to
live us to lons-honored Democratic
principles.

Ex-Mayor d'Autremcnt supported the
amendment in a red hot harangue, in
which he denounced the sound money
men most bitterly. He said after the
Chicago convention the gold men
would have to eat crow or go into
the Republican party.and was alterna-
tely cheered and derided.

When Judge Rea of Minneapolis

made his appearance the crcwd indulg-

ed in more cheers. He contended that
it was a strange thing fcr a democrat
to say silver is not honest money. It
was always gcod mcney until the ene-
mies of the people conspired to double
the debt of the nation by setting up an
exclusive gold standard. The repub-
licans, he said, are waiting for Wall
street to tell them what to do in na-
tional convention, but the democrats
get their instructions from the people.
Seventy millions of pecpieo/are amply
able to make their mD;iey ;Anfl maintain
their credit. "I would. H&ftfe out the
crime of 1873";he said. '.'.'"X.dont want
anyone tc think that I wf)ijw compro-
mise en anything less thtin 16 to 1".

Judge Rea was ca led down amid

gTeat confusion. Chairman Hall
pounded his desk and decided "the head
and not the heels of t,he convention
must decide questions of order."

Thoa. D. O'Brien was called to the
platform and spoke briefly but elo-
quently for an overturning of the

trusts and the i^oa^ changers^ He
wanted to make the people free, he
said, and would' for free silver.

Delegate Smith of Minneapolis grew
wrathy and excited. He recalled

Lawler's criticsm .of .Delegate Johnson
who "unconscioulflyfv appropriated a
blood and thunder speech uttered by
Senator Tillman, and passed it off as
his own. "Good

t
God" ejaculated Mr.

Smith as he staniped*'his foot :"this is
the time for the man*with a pitchfork.
I am amazed at tb* doctrines preached
here by the socalled gold democrats.

Who everheard. of the democratic
party declaring for monometalism ?
We are in favor of tfree coinage and
that convention at Chicago will de-
clare that fact in unmistakable tones."

An effort was made to extend Mr.
Smith's time, but the "noes" were too
strong and Mr. Smith retired.

F. W. M. Cutcheon started a speech for4he
majority by saying that brass bands do not
play arguments. A gold dollar is worth 100
cents everywhere, because it represents 100
cents. A silver dollar is worth 51 cents, be-
cause that is the commercial value of it. If
a free coinage bill is passed the wages of the
laboring men will be cut in two; creditors will
call in their loans, financial institutions will
close their doors, manufactories will do the
same, and ruin and desolation will prevail
in this land. The value of every dollar de-
posited in the savings banks will be cut in
two:: and the havoc wrought by the great
windstorm at St Louis will not be named in
comparison with the fearful damage that the
passage of a free coinage law will entail.

Col. Harris, of Duluth, Bald the free silver
movement is an affront on the part of the
people to free themselves from the money
power. Chicago will be the scene of a glor-
ious uprising of the people, and a gallant man
from lowa will be the leader. "This sound
money business is all rot," shouted the
speaker. "Silver is money and always will be
and Minnesota must get into line. If the
convention adopt the majority report you may
aa well telegraph- your congratulations to Mc-
Klnley. You may not like it, but you gold
bugs have got to take your medicine." Then
the crowd cheered -while Mr. Harris kept
shouting and brandishing his arms, but his
voice was unheard. Finally he was called
down by a blast from the band and retired
shaking Tiis head like an angry bull.
E. C. Gridley, of Duluth, epoke for the min-

ority report. He asserted that trusts had nev-
er been heard of before the demonitlzation
of silver in 1873; nor had anyone ever seen
an able-bodied tramp under gold old Dem-
ocratic government prior to 1860.

D, W. Lawler, being called for, said he
was absolutely unable to add anything to
the admirable report of Uhe majority of the
committe or to the convincing argument of
Mr. Cutcheon.

Roll call was ordered and began amid great
excitement. Those in favor of free silver vot-
ed yes, those favoring a gold standard
voting no. The result was even more disas-
trous for (he silverites than the vote for
chairman, earlier in the day. When lt be-
came apparent the tide was against them the
silver people sought by every means to em-
barass the chairman. When Klttson county
was reached the full vote of the delegation
was cast, but only one member was present.
This led to a long wrangle In which it was
sought to throw out the vote of Kittson coun-
ty entirely. As the roll call proceeded, the
delegates continually referred back to the
Klttson county vote. Twice the assembly
was in such an uproar that the band was
called upon to quell the disturbance. Dele-
gate Gridley was so Insistent In his Interrupt-
ions that Delegate J. G. Donnelly of Ramsey
county mounted a chair and shouted:

"Mr. chairman, I move you appoint six
seargen ts-iat.-ia.rni s, and make me one of

'em. I'll make that man sit down".
Then Gridley quit and the roll call proceed-

ed slowly, and every time a vote was cast
one eld c.-or. the; other cheered. The sound
money people had decidedly the best of the
figures, tut the Hennepin people assisted
by the band led the cheering for the silver
crowd 'and- mariaged to ' make the most

noise. While the clerks were counting the
vote another effort was made to create dis-
turbance over the Kittson county vote.

When it was de-
cided tftat names of candidates would be
presented and voted for by roll call, the can-
didate having the highest number of votes
to be declared elected. Capt. M. J. O'Connor
of Ramsey, who was awaiting the opportunity-
sprang to his feet and In a. brief but fiery
address told all the good Things he knew

! about Michael Doran. and presented the name
I to the convention. A delegate from "Hennepin
made an equally laudatory talk about Mr.

IDoran and the duty the democrats of the state
owed him for the splendid service he has ren-
dered the party during forty years:

Delegate O'Brien of Ramsey, then got the
speakers eye—not an easy thing to do, as
a score of delegates were on their feetstriving for recognition. Mr. O'Brien in clear
If somewhat raucous "Whes, told about that
"best, bravest and freest" democrat in Minn-
esota, and nominated O, M. Hall. Then there
were cheers, and unaer^the cover of the con-
fusion Mr. Hall very 'mfedestly withdrew from
the stage, leaving th~e gavel in the hands of
T. J. McDermott.

Delegate O'Brien" cf Crookston seconded
Mr. Doran's nomination, and delegate Jacques
of Duluth landed Mr."Rail. ~ Itasea's choicest
orator spoke for Dcfrfen and Delegate Mathews
of Lyon came back for Hall. Judge- Mc-
Cafferty said a few pleasant things about
Mr. Dorah, Mr. Cutcheon, "as an anti-Doran
gold man" said dino.: Delegate Wright of
St. Louis put on th.£ ftnal plea for -Hall and
Delegate Keyes of" Ler*ueur remarked that
Mr. Doran was not onlya Democrat but that
he had build the - first house in LeSueur
county; Then theUvfltfng- began.- 'From the
first the result was.apparent. The Doranit«s
couldn't keep quiets ajid the Hall factions
were equally demonstrative. The back-woods
districts, where votes" were fewest, generally
lined up for Hall.. But, with the exception
of Hennepin and St. Louis counties, the dele-
gations with the biggest votes were in the
Doran colum. Even Henrir-iUn cast- 87 votes
for Doran. Eighty of.Ramsey's 87 votes went

to the "old man," and the 27 from Winona
and the 32 from Steam's (which latter the
BilveF people claimed" on Wednesday) swong
solidly into line for the grizzled veteran of
democracy. The victory was sa complete,
and so easy as to be almost unsatisfactory
to the people who hud conducted the battle
for the winning side. Mr. Doran got 526 votes
and Mr. Half 227.

The preliminary contention to elect Messrs. I
Doran and Winston, but which failed or?cause |
of T. D. O'Brien's parliamentary objections,
together with the tediousness of the roll call
electing Mr. Doran, had bo wearied the dele-
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gates that when Delegate Lawler moved a
suspension of the rules and the election of P.
B. Winston, of Minneapolis, as a delegate-at-
large by acclamation, everybody said "aye"
and it was so declared. The rest was easy.
Delegate McCafferty nominated Chauncey F.
Baxter, of Fergus Falls, and Logan Bracken-ridge, of Rochester, was named for the fourth
place of honor. They were declared elected
by acclamation.

Then followed the dramatic climax of the
day of surprises. The business of the con-
vention was so nearly conmpleted that not
half the delegates remained In the hall when
Michael Doran made his way into the half
vacant space assigned the Minneapolis dele-
tion directly in front of the chairman. iVe-
gate O'Connor and several others followed
close at Mr. Doran's side. "Take the plat-
form" shouted Mat Gallagher, who saw the
"old man" had something on his mind and
had determined to say it With a depre-
cating gesture, remarking he had only a few
words to say, Mr. Doran began his address
with the customary "Mr. President and

\u25a0gentlemen." His tones were so low as to be
almost inaudible, but as he proceeded his
voice rose to a higher pitch and louder tone.
The delegates left their seats and crowded
about the speaker, standing on seats in
serried rows. There was absolute silence as
Mr. Doran made a few remarks thanking the
delegates for the honor and courtesy of
their votes. He was not personally anbitious
to be his own successor In this campaign, he
said, but he felt he could not be "turned
down" without honor after struggling so
long for the benefit of the Democratic party
in the state. He paid his respects in polite
but cutting terms to some of the people who
had fought him most bitterly, and challing
them to deny that in former years he had
spent his own means and given much time to
further their interest. Then, his manner
changing, he said vehemently, "I went into
this fight ecause I did not propose co be
trampled upon by a lot of kids."

When the laughter following this remark
had subsided, Mr. Doran, with genuine feel-
ing, said he did not wish the honor bestowed
upon him. He thought a younger and more
active man should head the delegation to Chi-
cago.
"1 resign the place you have given me," he
said, "in favor of D. W.Lawler, a brave,

| bright democrat, whom you all know and
i trust."

How the crowfr did cheer the "old man."
The delegates crowded about him, some re-
monstrating with him at his action, and eager
to shake his hand. Somebody proposed three
cheers for Doran, and they were noisily and
heartily given. Then A. D. Smith, of Henne-
pin, moved that Mr. Doran's resignation be \u25a0

accepted and that D. W. Lawler be chosen
by acclamation to fill the vacancy. T. D.
O'Brien seconded the motion with the re-
mark that he never performed a more pleasant
duty. Then Mr. Lawler blushed, and in a
few remarks promised to be faithful to the
trust reposed in him.

The election of alternates to the delegates
at large was made by acclamation, J. J. Mc-
Cafferty, M. E. Mathews, Thomas Kurtz and
C. A. Quist being named. J. J. Ryder had
first been declared elected, but was fired when
Capt. O'Connor and Judge McCafferty Insisted
that Mr. Ryder's election was a mistake.
Delegate Brownell protested in vain.

The election of electors, on motion of Dele-
gate Lawler, was postponed until the meeting
of the state convention.

Just before adjournment an effort was made
to force the delegates to the national conven-
tion to vote as a unit. The Hennepin people
fought the proposition bitterly, and the mat-
ter was finally laid upon the table.

District delegates were reported as given
above and their situation was ratified.
