Second—That said contract will guaran-
tee us in a satisfactory manner against

all strikes on the p&rt of your members,
Third—That all differences of interpre-

tation of the said contract shall be adjusted
and settled by arbitration,

I'ourth—That said contract shall be main-

tained and executed by you as well as by

us, independently of any Other organiza-

tion.
We hav\.- no desire to reduce the present

pe.-ile for newspaper work but if we are to
work harmoniously together in the future,

It must be done under long term contract,

which shall secure both you and us that
permanency and peace without which no
business can be successfully conducted.

Whether you can or will enter into a
contract on "the above conditions should be

decided at your meeting today. If you vote
that you can and will do so, you can au-
thorize your executive committee (or a spec-
ial committee) as you may prefer, to con-
fer with us as to the details of the con-
tract, the results to be submitted to your
office for approval, before final adoption.

During the time required for conference
the limit of which time should not exceed
sixty days, it will be formally understood
that both organizations will.strictly observe
the existing agreement, and work under
the same without interruption.

Trusting on. behalf of. the members of
our Association that your action will re-
sult in the permanent establishment of,
peace and harmony, and waiting a report

Immediately after ihe adjournment *f
yesterday's joint conference between the
Dual City Publishers' Association and the
executive committee of the St. Paul and
Minneapolis Typographical Union, the
publishers held a meeting to consider the
terms of another proposition to present to
tbe body over which you preside.

As jour committee reported at the joint
confevence that, on the previous Sunday,
Unions Nos. 30 and 42 had voted by a
huge majority to reject the proposals* as
formulated and presented fo.- action, the
publishers thereupon voted unanimously
to withdraw all that had heretofore been
proposed by them and commence de novo.

The publishers heretofore had supposed
that the employes In our composing "ooms
would agree with us in considering it a
great advantage to have an agreement
which would last for a long period of time,
and five years was named as the length
of that period. It seems, however, that
there was a wide difference of opinion on
thai point among your members. The
publishers believed all the time that the
advantages resulting from a long contract
al the present wages were largely with the
employes and that they were making sacri-
fices iv agreeing to guarantee the present
\vages for so long a period. They there-
fore propose herewith to make the term
one year instead of fives.

As the difference of opinion were found
to be so great and- the views of parties
Interested were so conflicting, the publish-
ers have resolved to say no more about the
MacKeller or any other system of measure-
ment, and to put at rest all such differ-
ences and end all questions of dispute con-
cerning measurement, have hereby decided
to embody in the new contract. If one is
made, to extend the present time scale
so as to cover all labor in our composing
rooms, whether by machine or hand work.

The publishers furthe must insist that a
provision be inserted in the contract by
which all matter paid for by the publishers
at union wages shall become the property
of the party paying for the same to dis-
pose of at the owner's desire.

In addition, this proposition for a new
contract is to include a guarantee in sub-
etantial form as suggested heretofore.

To briefly sumarize the points in the
new contract herewith proposed by the
publishers. It may be stated:

1. Length of contract one year.
2. Present time scale extend throughout

the offices.
3. Interch-nge of matter.
4. Guarantee of contract.
In making this new proposition for a con-

tract with the Typographical unions, the
publishers desire it to be distinctly under-
sfood that this is the only proposition
which we can offer for your acceptance.
They belief it to be fair and just lo ex-
tend the present time scale throughout the
offices, for half the force ln each compos-
ing room tinder it now and for a long
time past, without any complaint or fric-
tion. The right to Interchange matter will
also be insisted on to the end. The short
term of one year will enable both sides to
test the plan of a complete time scale.

Hoping that after cur extended confer-
ences the members of your executive com-
mittee will deem it wise to recommend theactrptance of this new proposition to your
