Stirred by a desperation born of three
straight defeats, St. Paul fell upon
Rettger's pitching in the second inn-
ing to-day and batted out seven runs
and a victory.

After Kraus had stolen second. George

hit to right for two bases, scoring
Mertes and Kraus. Shugart came to
bat for the second time during the inn-
ing and got a base on balls, and Glass-
cock made his second hit for the inn-
ing, scoring George the second run for
the inning. If St. Paul had scored no
more runs during the game, they had
enough to win, for Milwaukee man-
aged to get but six runs during the
entire game. Milwaukee started out
like winners in the first inning, knock-
ing out five of the nine hits they made in
the game and scoring twice. After the
second, however, they were too down-
hearted to do much, and played like all
losers, with little ginger. Rettger was
relieved by Nonnamaker ln the fifth
inning and the latter was hit hard
during the three innings he pitched.

PURE NICKEL FOR MINOR COINS.

The Metal Has "Worn Well for That

Use in Austrla-Hnna-ary.

New coins of pure nickel, with a
deeper blue tint than the present half
dimes of nickel and alloy, may replace

all the minor coins of the United States
within a few years. The subject is to
be made matter for investigation by
the mint bureau, if the resolution pass-
es which was recently introduced in the
House by Governor Stone, of Pennsyl-

vania. Governor Stone Is not satisfied
with the cleanliness or beauty of the
existing one and two cent pieces, and
he believes an improvement might be
made in regard to the nickels. He has
received from the United States Minis-
ter at Vienna some samples of the new
coins of pure nickel which have been
isbued to the amount of 420,000,000
pieces since the government of Austria-
Hungary adopted legislation looking
toward the gold standard in 1892. They
are attractive coins, and if they stand
the tests which will be made at the
mint bureau for permanence of color
and of stamping, pure nickel is likely to
become the subs-tance of American
minor coins. Experiments with alumi-
num will also be made by the mint
bureau, but its lightness would pro-
bably subject it to suspicion among
people who are ignorant of the fact
that all minor coins are far below their
face value.

The Austrian government makes no
effort to maintain exact proportions in
the amount of metal in minor coins,
even of the same material. A kilogram
of pure nickel is cut into 250 pieces of
20 hellers and 333 pieces of 10 hellers,
simply to prevent the smaller pieces
from being too small for convenience.
The objection heretofore made to pure
nickel is its hardness and the difficulty
of stamping, but this has been_obviated
in the Austrian mint by raffing the
piece*- to a-white heat. The United
States Minister at Vienna, Bartlett
Tripp, has written Secretary Olney, at
the request of Governor Stone, as fol-
lows:

"The director and chief engineer of the
Austrian mint state that pure nickel
for minor coins has many advaatages.
It does not change color, is very hard
and wears very well, yet it receives a
beautiful, clear impression, works well
in the process, does not oxidize, feels
soft and velvet like to the touch, is
strongly magnetic, and is in every way
far superior to every other metal or
combination of metals for minor coin-
age.

"The only possible objection to it
which has been found in Austria-Hun-
gary is that sometimes during the pro-
cess of millingthe edges of pure nickel
coins, nickel dust is formed in the coin-
ing ring, which adheres to the coins,
and sometimes dulls their brilliant sur-
face. For this reason the authorities of
the mint here advibe minor coins of
pure nickel to have smooth edges. The
analysis of pure nickel, as used for
minor coins in Austria-Hungary, is as
follows: Nickel, 97.37 per cent.; cobalt,
1.30 per cent.; copper, 0.32 per cent.;
iron, 0.80 per cent.; silinium, 0.14 per
cent.; carbon, 0.07 per cent. Excess of
cobalt darkens the color. Excess of
iron and carbon makes the metal too
brittle. The plates from which the
pieces are coined mu3t be exposed
heforehand to white heat in closed
furnaces In order to make them suffi-
ciently soft."—Washington Correspond-
ence of Springflled (Mass.,) Republican.

PAINTINGES FOUND AT POMPEII.

Remarkable Works of Art Discover-

ed in Excavations Recently Made.
(From the London Times.)

At a meting of the Hellenic society re-
cently a paper was read by Talfourd Ely on
newly discovered paintings at Pompeii. The
paper was illustrated by photographs which
were handed round for inspection. The
paintings described were of very various de-
grees of merit, some of them being clearly
copies of older originals coming from a Hel-
lenic source.

Among the subjects were the strangling of
serpents by Hercules, who appears a stal-
wart boy. much older than the traditionally
ascribed 10 months. There was also a pic-
torial representation of Hero and Leander,
and of the desertion of Ariadne by Theseus
there were about twenty-five examples at
Herculaneum. A beardless Zeus was also
found, of which instances are very rare,
though occasional mention of such a form
of representation is made in Pausanias.
There was one example of Perseus and An-
dromeda differing from the usual presenta-
tion of the latter as chained to a rock. The
story of Ixlon was curiously of rare occur-
rence In the remains of ancieent art, but at
Pompeii was found a picture of the discov-
ery of Ixion by Dionysius, the head of the
former being turned the wrong way.

Many of the pictures represented different
trades, and of these some were of a very
commmonplace and realistic character. In
others the work was represented in a more
Ideal fashion, through the medium of little
Erotes, who were depicted as earring on
the trades of dying and fulling, and in an-
other instance in the act of coining money.
The effect in some cases was almost comical,
as in pictures of oilmaking, of a wine shop
and of gymnastic performance*

INSURGENTS USE DYNAMITE TO

DESTROY THE "WATER
SUPPLY.

AWFUL FAMINE;THREATENED.

FOOD INSUFFICIENT AND SMALL

REBELS ON THE MOVE AGAIN.

Another At tempi to Invest the City

Seems to be Threatened by

Gome-.

HAVANA, June 14.—This city was
startled and alramed last night at 9
o'clock by the noise of two successive j
explosions which shook the ground for !
a long distance, and was heard for sev-
eral miles. Consternation prevailed for !
a time, and it was feared that this was I
a prelude to an attack or a series of I
similar explosions. Excited throngs j
rushed to the streets, while an armed
party proceeded in the direction from
which the detonations had been heard.
It was soon found that the stone
bridges of Cristlna and Conche and
the aqueduct of Fernando Septine were
the points that had suffered from the
dynamite. The bridges were partially
destroyed, and the pipes on the aque-
duct, upon which the city is dependent

foi its water supply, were much dam-
aged. It cannot yet be stated how ex-
tensive is the damage done, or how
long it will require to repair it. The
windows in many houses in the city

were shattered by the reverbration of
the explosion, and some market struc-
tures were also badly damaged. There
Is no doubt that the dynamite which
caused this wreck was placed by agents

of the Insurgents. It has been their In-
tention, announced some, time since,
to cut off the water -supply of Havana
and so serve to maker jtaa nearly un-
inhabitable as possible.

The greatest apprehension is felt on
acount of the secrecy and effectiveness
with which the Insurgents have been
able to carry out the outrage. Last
