RAINBOW CHASING.
It has been a matter of unceasing

wonder and bewilderment to us when
we try to understand on what possible
basis the Democrats who desire to
commit the party to free silver could
figure out, as they pretended to do, a
possibility of success alcng that line.
We are notified at last, by the an-
nouncement by one of the leading or-
gans of that side in this country, of
what it expects to follow the free sil-
ver propaganda. It gives a list of
states which will be carried by the gold
standard people, another of those that
will declare for the silver standard, and
a doubtful column filled by such reflec-
tions as shed light these days upon its
cheerful soul. We are not yet able to
decide whether it. Is evidence of great-
er imagination and a livelier faith in
things unseen to believe or only to pre-
tend to believe that the states here
mentioned could be carried for free sil-
ver, or to believe that an act of con-
gress can put a value Into a place
where no value existed before. The
original basis of comment is a tabula-
tion of states by the New Tork Herald,
which is as follows:

For the gold standard: Connecticut, Dela-
ware, lowa, Maine, Maryland, Massachusetts,
Michigan (8). Minnesota, Nebraska, New
Hampshire, New Jersey. New York, Ohio,
Pennsylvania, Rhode Island, Vermont, West
Virginia, Wisconsin. Wyoming. Total 205.

The states conceded by the Herald to be
Democratic on a straight free coinage fight
are: Alabama, Arkansas, Colorado, Florida,
Georgia, Idahc, Kansas, Louisiana, Michi-gan (6). Mississippi. Missouri, Montana,
Nevada, North Dakota, South Carolina, Texas,
Utah. Total 140.

The states counted doubtful are: California,
Illinois, Indiana, Kentucky, North Carolina,
Oregon, South Dakota, Tennessee, Virginia,
Washington. Total 102.

Commencing on this, the rainbow
chassr dissents vigorously. He says
that "lewa's thirteen votes would all
probably go to the Democrats, as will
the eight votes of Maryland, the eight

of Nebraska, the ten of New Jersey,
the six of West Virginia and the three
of Wyoming." So he takes these for-
ty-eight votes, together with the en-
tire 102 doubtful, to the silver side,
making d total of 290 votes, and there
you are.

Now if this is sincere, and we are be-
ginning to believe that a free coinage
man wculd be sincere if he declared
that the mcon was made of green
cheese, it argues an absence of polit-
ical judgment with which it would be
hopeless to contend. There is no more
"doubtfulness" about Illinois and Indi-
ana in such a contest than there is
about New Tork or Pennsylvania. As
well claim Ohio for the free silver fac-
tion. The last election in Illinois
showed what the people of that state
the tight of free silver. The last elec-
tion shewed also that Kentucky Is not
doubtful, but will depart even from
immemorial party allegiance in order
to rebuke free silver. South Dakota is
not doubtful, because both parties

there have declared for the gold
standard. Temcessee would certainly
change to the Republican side on such
an issue. In the list of states which
the New York Herald itself concedes to
free silver there are some entries to
which we must object decidedly. Kan-
sas is not going for free coinage.
That state had a taste of Populism
which sufficed it for all time to come.
It will vote the Republican ticket this
year and swallow any plank along
with it. In Michigan, again, both par-
ties are for honest money, and that cne
which stands by it will win. North
Dakota will go the same way, and In
Montana the free silver issue has so
far subsided that the Republicans can
carry the state on a straight gold
standard platform. Maryland is ln
the same boat as Kentucky, and has

proved It. So has West Virginia.
A party declaring for the free coin-

age of silver at the present ratio dees
not stond the remotest chance of car-
rying more than about fifteen states
under the meat favorable circum-

stances. These will consist of a pos-
sible six in the Rocky mountain and
Pacific coast region, and a .possible

nine along the South Atlantic and
Gulf coasts. With one party standing

on a straight gold standard platform
and the other for the straight silver
standard, the latter would not get a
single electoral vote north of Alabama
and Mississippi and east of the "Missis-
sippi river. • That is the situation, not

as it appears to our predilection, but

viewed in the light of facts and statis-
tics. If the Democratic party wants
to plunge over this precipice* 1t should
do so with its.eyes open. Let us under-
stand that it is a rainbow jvbich the
free silver people are chasing, and that
there is just as much and just as lit-

tle chance to carry this country on the
free silver platform as there is of the
child's securing the promised pot of
gold when he reaches the place where
the arch of promise in the sky touches
the earth. . .. .
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"A MORTGAGED MAN."

"Mr. McKinley will find this no place

for a mortgaged man," is the remark
President Cleveland Is said to have
made to Seth Millikin, the venerable
congressman from Maine, when he
called to see him about a bill in which
he was Interested. "The circumstances
which seem to have controlled his se-
lection," are sufficient, in Mr. Cleve-
land's judgment, to Indicate that Mr.
McKinley will go into office, if he go,

a "mortgaged man."
It is worth while to recount these cir-

cumstances. In the Fifty-first con-
gress Mr. McKinley, as chairman of
the ways and means committee, com-
plalsantly permitted the representatives
of the various fostered Industries to
write into hla schedules the taxes they

wished levied on the imports that
would compete with their own manu-
factures. The value of this privilege
was worth, at the most moderate esti-
mate ever made, three dollars for each
dollar received for customs. The fos-
tered infants, probably, did not reallzo
all this, for the rush to the table set
for the prospective feast was so tempt-

ing that they overdid the market and
produced a glut, which in connection
with the panic, set them to cutting

each others' throats. But while It lasted
it was a "big thing."

In return for this when Mr. McKin-
ley went back to his Ohio district In
1890 for a vindication of his measure
and policy, and the revolt against both
grew to dangerous and threatening
proportions, the gentlemen whom he
had accommodated with opportunity
to dip into the purses of the great body

of consumers, came to his aid with all
the money that could be used. It
was one case again of the futility of
money when opposing an aroused pub-

lic sentiment, and Mr. McKinley went
down. The following year it was felt
to be necessary to "the cause" that its
"great apostle" should be made gov-
ernor of Ohio. Protection was made
the issue and Into the state, from the
mills and factories of the East, poured
a deluge of money that fairly swamped

Mr. Campbell and the Democratic
ticket. This-was the first mortgage.

Then came the revelation that this
complaisant man, who had assumed
the function of regulating the indus-
tries of the entire nation, had so little
ability to manage his- own business
that he, worth only a few thousand
dollars, had endorsed paper for a
friend to the amount of $180,000, and
was hopelessly involved. He is an

honorable man and he proposed forth-
with to turn over all his property,

homestead and all, retire from politics
and try, at the law, to retrieve his
blunder and losses. To permit him to
be ruined financially would be an In-
gratitude too glaring for men whom
he had enriched, and they forthwith
passed the hat, his iron and steel man-
ufacturing friend, Mr. Mark A. Hanna
of whom we are hearing so much now,
being a heavy contributor to the fund
raised by Mr. Kohlsaat, now of the
Times-Herald. This was the second
mortgage.

Mr. Chandler has told the country

how the third mortgage was put on
record. Mr. Hanna did not scruple to
ask the fostered industries to contrib-
ute to the ante-convention fund needed
to secure the marketable delegates
from the Southern states, aud fierce
were the protests against his Invasion
of the states of Quay and Platt and
the principalities of Reed, gathering
tribute for past favors and the price

of future ones. Needless to go into
details of that story, too fresh yet to
have been crowded out of memory,
even in these days of briskly moving
events. This makes the third mort-
gage. These are the "circumstances
which seem to have controlled his se-
lection,"and which make Mr. Cleveland
say that: "he will find this no place

for a mortgaged man.", . .

PARTLY THEIR OWN FAULT,
One can sympathize readily with the

plaint of the members of the St. Paul
board of school inspectors, with their
growing utterly weary and discour-
aged in the attempt to perform their
duties with the assistance of multitudi-
nous and belligerent committees of
public bodies and private citizens who

j insist upon managing their affairs for
them. No sooner does the board take
any action with reference to the teach-
ing force, the course of study or any
other item of the process of public edu-
cation than It is waited upon by a
number of energetic people, who labor
in season and cut of season to con-
vince it of the error of its.,ways.
Should it thereupon determine to re-
verse its action, it is waited upon by
an equal number of other committees
who prayerfully breech it to change
back again. Whichever it does it
earns the anathemas of a let of well-
meaning people whose principal error
lies in the all-prevailing Impression

that every Individual citizen is far
more competent to manage the public
schools of a city than anybody who Is

connected with the system from top tc
bottom,-'or has had any experience in

educa^l4sf?. +lues. This situation of
affairs if*:aggravating enough in all
consriefiW 'and men of the mildest
temper and most forgiving. i?a.tience ;

I

cannot stand forever the constant nag-

glng.

With due regard for the feelings of
the excellent gentlemen who have done
so much hard work and good work on

the present board, and who, we ven-

ture to say, have served the edu-

cational interests of St. Paul as faith-
fully and acceptably as any others
that might be named, we must say to
them that the board is Itself partially

to blame for Its troubles. They arise
from a mistaken policy which was not
initiated by this board, but is an un-
fortunate inheritance by it from its

predecessors. That policy was begun

five years ago when the first board
under the new law was appointed.
Men entirely unfamiliar with the

school system and Its processes came
into office and were somewhat timor-

ous of enforcing their opinions against

any public remonstrance. They con-
sented with a desire to exhibit the ut-

most fairness, but, as we are now
convinced, most mistakenly, to encour-
age the largest liberty of protest.

From that time to this it has been the

custom to grant a full and usually a

public hearing to every individual who

chose to batter the board with inces-
sant petitions and remonstrances, and
so to invite continued assault. Is
a teacher dropped from the lists, there-
with that Individual and all his or her
friends proceed to enter objections,

circulate petitions, call mass meetings

and do whatever may be necessary to
bring upon the board a pressure that
can be denominated public opinion. Is
a department to be cut out or a study

to be changed or the most trivial de-
tail of the school work to be altered,
the same thing happens. Any Indi-

vidual sufficiently persistent can keep

"the board of school Inspectors in al-

most perpetual session and in alto-
gether perpetual hot water.

The board would save itself much
annoyance, and we believe would

serve the public Interests as well, by ex-

ercising its powers a little more des-

potically. The right of remonstrance
and appeal must not be cut off, but it
ought to be repressed within reason-
able limits. Nobody has the right to
a public hearing or to the re-opening of
matters upon which the board has
pronounced definitely after due delib-
eration. If every protest against the
board's action should be heard once
briefly in executive session and then
considered finally disposed of, and if
the public were given to understand

that this board, like all other boards,

proposed to master all its own affairs,
and to direct and determine them or

else turn the job over to others, the

dissatisfactions which now beset the
position would largely disappear. At
present there can be no doubt that the
most unenviable lot in the public ser-

vice is membership of the board of ed-
ucation. It ought to be exactly the re-

verse. It will be if the members of

that board curb a little their too gen-

erous disposition, and exercise their

rightful authority with a little more
emphasis.

PRESIDENT THJ-TOUSEK TELLS

How Sncce«sfal the Work of the
Association Has Been Daring.

The Last Five Years.

The 11th national convention of the
Bohemian Slavonic Benevolent Associa-
tion convened at C. S. P. S. hall,

Western avenue and West Seventh
streets, yesterday morning at 10
o'clock. Fifty one delegates, repre-
senting 21 states and one territory

assembled in the handsomely decorated
hall, and after the calling of kthe

roll, at once settled down to the busi-
ness of the convention.

Supreme Lodge President Matousek,

of Chicago, presented a report giving a
brief history of the association since
the last national convention, which was

held in Cedar Rapids, lowa, five years
ago, showing the society to have under-
gone a steady growth and at the pres-
ent time to be in excellent condition
generally. According to the report,

the assoclattion is composed of 210
lodges with a total membership of
14,000. The Supreme lodge, President
Matousek reported, had partaken of
the general prosperity of the order
and was in the best condition of
years. The report concluded with a
few words of advice regarding the pro-
vince of the convention and an appeal

for conscientious? work on the part of
the delegates that the organization
might prosper in the future as it had
in the past.

The report of Joseph Pitte, secretary
of the supreme lodge, of Chicago, fol-
lowed the same lines as that of Presi-
dent Matousek, though going consid-
erably more Into the details of the as-
sociation's history since the last con-
vention.

In the report of Frank Pech, treas-
urer of the supreme lodge, the dele-
gates found a great deal of interest
and listened attentively to the some-
what lengthy document. The report
showed that the association had on
hand April 1, 1831 $220,389.48, and that
this sum had increased to $290,152.57 by
Jan. 1, 1896, making a net gain in the
proceeds from assessments for the five
years of $67,763.09. The total expendi-
tures of the association were $961,522.13,
of which $695,000 were paid on the
death policies of male members;
$164,4-72.13 for sick benefits; $102,000 on
the death policies of wives of members.
The report stated further that since
1880 the association had paid death poli-
cies and sick benefits aggregating
$2,070,847.14.

Following the referring of the re-
ports of the supreme lodge officers the
convention proceeded to the election of
national officers. The officers chosen
were, President, Cenek Duras, of Wil-
bur, Neb.; vice-president, J. F. Vosat-
ka, of New York City; secretary, W. V.
Vojtisek, of New York City; assistant
secretary, Frank Hrubecky, of Cleve-
land, Ohio; sentineeels, Frank Smlrcl-
ua, of Milwaukee, Wis., and Joseph
Pelant, of Chicago, 111.

The newly elected officers were In-
stalled by retiring president Matousek,
when the convention adjourned until
2:30 p. m.

Immediately upon reconvening the
convention began the work of appoint-
ing its various committees which task
occupied the entire afternoon session.

Gov. Morton and Hon. John Boyd
Thacher, mayor of Albany, will wel-
come the delegates, and Mr. Wright
will respond briefly In behalf of the
association, after which the delegates
willvisit the state department and Dud-
ley Astronomical observatory. Wednes-
day there will be a discussion of the
municipal ownership of water, gas and
electric light plants, with addresses by
Prof. William F. Wilcox, of Cornell
University, Ithaca, New York; Prof.
Edward W. Bemis, late of the Univer-
sity of Chicago, Chicago, HI.; M. N.
Baker, Associate Editor of the En-
gineering News, New York, N. V.; Os-
borne Howes, Boston, Mass.

These addresses will be delivered in
accordance with the action of the as-
sociation at its eleventh annual session
as embodied in the following resolu-
tion:

"Resolved: That the executive officers
of this association be authorized to in-
vite to our next annual meeting some of
the leading representatives of the econ-
omic schools of thought, at their own
expense, to appear before us and give
their views as to what fields of investi-
gation the bureaus of labor might best
exploit for the benefit of the social and
economic advancement of our American
life."

"The executive committee recom-
mended to the convention the question
of investigating the municipal owner-
ship of water, gas and electric-light
plants. This investigation not to be
considered for or against municipal
ownership but for the purpose of as-
certaining all facts bearing upon this
question."

In the afternoon the delegates will
have an opportunity to visit places of
interest and in the evening they will
be banqueted. Routine business and a
visit to the cotton and woolen mills at
Cohoes, will occupy Thursday and that
evening the delegates will depart on an
excursion to Boston, where they will
view the methods and labor saving de-
vices of the Massachusetts bureau of
statistics of labor.

Mr. Powers is secretary and treasurer
and a member of the executive commit-
tee of the association.

CLAPP IN THE SIXTH.

Declares War on the Machine and

Ills Opponents.

Moses. E. Clapp has declared war on
the Republican machine in Minnesota.

Sant had not left the chair to speak for
it." Passing tc another phase of the
contest, Mr. Clapp said his opponents
are now on their knees praying for an
uninstructed delegation.

"Senator Davis has no fears," he
said, "because a St. Paul man as
governor can insure the election of a
St. Paul man as senator when the time
comes. Anyway E. P. Wade, the
governor's Mercury, was the originator
of that bugaboo, and the others who
use it are but echoes.

Aid. Bell followed with a brief talk
for Clapp, and Elmer E. McDonald
wound up the meeting with a warm
spiel In the same strain.• • •

Editor Cook, of the Crookston
Journal, was in St. Paul yesterday, and
reported that Gov. Clough will carry
Polk county. "Two weeks ago Iwould
not have talked this way; but the
opposition to Clough in Hennepin coun-
ty Is making him friends in the out-
side counties. I rarther expected to find
the Clapp sentiment very strong ln St.
Paul; but among the business men I
have met there are many who tell me
that Clough is pretty sure to make a
winning fight here. Lee has some
friends up In our county, and so have
Clapp and Glbbs, but nona of these will
get any of the delegates. In the re-
mote contingency of a deadlock, I look
to see S. G. Comstock come to the
front." • * *

Hon. Wm. E. Lee, one of the leading
candidates for governor, spent Sunday
in the Twin Cities. Mr. Lee, ln con-
versation with a Globe reporter, ad-
mitted that, while he has received a
great deal of encouragement, it is not
an easy matter to say how the doubt-
ful delegates are going to vote. "I ex-
pect to get strong support from the
sixth district," said Mr. Lee, "and in
other parts of the state that I have
visited the expressions have been very
friendly.

Out of
10 states which have every county
organized, 8 have no district organiz-
ation. All organization to be effective
must be simple. District work tended
to complicate.

The subject of doing away with dis-
trict organization was discussed, and
the idea of the majority seemed to be
in favor of county organization only.

Miss Palmer, "the round the world

W. C. T. U. missionary" was elected a
member of the convention.

Miss Palmer talked on the power which
the W. C. T. U. have and should have,
followed by a prayer and devotional exer-
cises.

Mrs. Gertrude Goggan reported that the
three unions ln Stillwater had driven Sunday
base ball to the lake and closed the saloons
on that day.

.Mrs. Moore reported that Ramsey county
had nine unions with 300 members, and that
scientific Instruction had been given through-
out the county.

Mrs. S. V. Root reported that the union had
cleaned out all the wine rooms with two or
three exceptions. Leading politicians said
that public sentiment demanded that reform.
One of the leading ladles of the town Invited
Mrs. Root and one of the rescued women to
her home to tea as guests.

Rev. E. J. Funk made a short speech com-
mending the W. C. T. U. work.

The fourth Sunday In November has been
-et apart aa Universal Temperance Sunday.

In the evening Miss Alice R. Palmer gave

an address before the large house of W. C.
T. U. women. She said:

"The reason why tho Christian Temperance
women take the attitude that they do toward
the liquor traffic Is that women regard temp-
erance first as a personal question between
the drinking man, society and the church.
It is not a social question, but a moral and
political question, also one involving labor.
It Is also an International question Inter-
fering more than anything else, with fhe con-
version of the heathen w<».d. The United
States, through the internaiional liquor traf-
fic, prevents the evangalizatlon of the world."

Miss Palmer then gave several interesting
illustrations of the influence women have had
In prohibiting the sale and manufacture of
liquor, and she argued that since the women
had been so keen in bringing this question be-
fore the people, if they had the favor of
ballot they would use It properly.

The gold medal contest that was to have
occurred last evening but was postponed to
give place to the address by Miss Palmer, will
take place in the University chapel tonight
it 8 o'clock

This is the first contest for the W. C. T. V.
Demorest gold medal ever taking place In St.
Paul. Each contestant for a gold medal must
have previously won a silver medal in a sim-
ilar contest and against at least five compet-
itors.

There will be six speakers tonight—two
from St. Paul, two from Hamline and one
each from Minneapolis and Como. The Judges
will be Miss Margaret Lennon. principal of
the Sibley school; Miss Lucy Bolton, princi-
pal of Macalester school, and Dr. S. M. Kirk-
wood, of Hamline.
