Big Fight of the Day Was Over Re-
port of the Committee on
Credentials.

ST. LOUIS, Mo., June 17.—With a
full house below, where the delegates
and alternates sit, and but few vacant
spaces in®the galleries, the national
Republican convention began its second
day’s proceedings at 10:40 a. m. In
bringing the great body to order, Chalr-
man Fairbanks said:

“The convention will be in order. No
one will be admitted to the floor who
has not a fleor padge, or who is not a
delegate.”

The delegates and alternates and
mogt of the audience rose while the
Rev. Dr. W. G. Willlams, pastor of the
Union Methodist Episcopal church, ad-
dressed the throne of grace.

Senater Henry Cabot Lodge, of Mas-
sachusetts, addressing the chalr, said:
“I desire to say on behalf of the com-
mittee on resolutions, that the sub-
committee has completed the draft of
the platform, and that it is now under
consideration by the full committee.
The committee is unable to report this
morning.”

The Chairman—The committee on
resolutions asks leave for further time.
If there be no objection; it is so or-
dered. It is so ordered.

The Chairman: The regular order is
the report of the committee on creden-
tials. Is the committee ready to re-
port? The next order is the report of
the committee on permanent organiza-
tion. Is the committee on credentials
ready to report?

There was no response to the chair-
man’s inquiry.

The Chairman: What is the further
pleasure of the convention?

Mr. Wellington, Maryland: I desire
to state that the committee on rules Is
ready to report and I ask that unani-
mous consent be granted that they
make their report now.

Senator Sewell, New Jersey: I rise
for information and ask whether the
committee on permanent organization
is ready to report, and I ask whether
the committee on rules can report be-
fore the report of the committee on or-
ganization is made. .

The Chalrman: The regular order
can only be changed by unanimous
consent. Is there any objection to the
report of the committee on rules?

A number of delegates indicated that
they objected to this mode of pro-
ceedure, whereupon the chairman
stated that the report could not be re-
celved at this time,

Mr. Wellington, Maryland: I move
that the convention take a recess until
2 o'clock this afternoon.

The moticn being seconded was put
to the convention, but was lost.

The Chairman: It is moved and sec-
onded that the report of the committee
on permanent organization be now
read and accepted.

A Delegate: I object.

The Chairman: It is a motion that
is made. All in favor of that motion
will say Aye. The motion was carried
by a large majority.

PERMANENT ORGANIZATION.

* The Chairman: The chairman of the
committee on permanent organization
will now present his report.

Mr. Wellingten: I make the point of
order that no business can be trans-
acted in this convention unless there
be unanimous consent. I moved a few
moments ago that this convention ad-
journ because it is incumbent upon it
not to do anything in the present state
of affairs. (Cheers.)

The Chairman: The gentleman Iis
out of order, for the convention itself
has voted to receive the report of the
committee on permanent organization.
(Applause.)

Mr. Littlefield: I make the point of
order that we are acting under the
rules of the last national convention.
The first thing in order is the report of
the committee on credentials and I
make the point of order that it is the
business before the convention. This
convention canont suspend the rules by
a viva-voce vote.

THURSTON’S ADDRESS.

Gentlemen of the Convention: The
happy memory of your kindness and
confidence will abide in my grateful
heart forever. My sole ambition is to
meet your expectations; and I pledge
myself to exercise the important powers
of this high office with absolute justice
and impartiality. . I bespeak your cor-
dial co-operation and support to the
end that our proceedings may be order-
ly and dignified as before this, the de-
liberations of the supreme council of the
Republican party.

Eight years ago I had the distin-
guished honor to preside over the con-
vention which nominated the last Re-
publican president of the United States.
To-day I have the further distingulshed
honor to preside over the convention
which is to nominate the next president
of the United States.

By a large vote, 31 to 14,
we determined to accept the 1oll as
made up by the national committee,
with the exception of the Delaware
and Texas cases, One hundred and six-
ty men appeared before the national
committee. They all had apportunity
to be heard. They all were heard.
They were heard longer than your
committee could hear them unless they
sat in session for a full week, and if
we gave them all the time they asked
this convention would sit here for thres
months. (Laughter.)

We have tried to be fair. We gave
Delaware two hours and a half in the
hearing. We gave Texas over two
hours and we spent the rest of the
time in the discussion of the r:solu-
tl%g adopted and the cases.

e ask you to confirm the tempora
roll, made up with great care,pogrez
judgment and great discretion by your
national committee. They are honest
meén. They are good Republicans, they
are selected from the states and they
gave a careful hearing, and a prima
facie case is at least made out by the
det‘ermlnartlon of that committee.

The records before us show that Mr.
Addicks had entered into a combination
with four men in the legislature of
Deleware and united with the Demo-
cratic party and a Democratic gover-
nor in order to allow no Republican
United States senator to be elected from
that state. (Crles and cheers). A ma-
Jority of the committee believe under
the evidence that Mr. Addicks and his
party in Deleware were high on the
road to poilitical fortune, no matter
what was the result to the Republicans.
(Wild cheering and shouts). To rebuke
what the United States senate by the

! vote of every Republican in that body

tried to do to save the state when Ad-
dicks did wrong, to rebuke Addicks in
defeating Dupont, we seat Dupont in
this convention as a delegate from
Deleware, with the rest of them, (Great
applause).

DELAWARE CONTEST.

Mr. Yerkes: There are two sets of
contesting delegates from the state of
Delaware, one headed by Ex-Senator
Higgins, the only Republican ever
elected to the United States senate
from that state (applause); the other
headed by J. Edward Addicks, the only
Republican, so-called, who prevented
the election of a Repubilcan senator
from that state (great applause) Upon
the roll with Ex-Senator liiggins we
find the name of Col. Dupont, who, by
39 votes of Republican [nited States
senators and by every Republican vote
in that senate, was affirmed to be the
of

succeed Ex-Senator Higgins,

We affirm, and the record is here
and shows it, that the majority f the
delegates to the state conventlon of
Delaware wherein Mr. Addicks had a
majority of forty, was secured hy the
use of money in bribing and in buying
votes. And if this convention bealieves,
as evidently this committee did be-
lieve, that that majority in that body
was securdd by methods and means of
this natul® and this character, then is
t).lis conyention representing the dig-
nity, the wisdom, the honor and the
intergrity of the Republican party of
this nation, willing to accept delegates
coming here with such credentials and
under such charges as have been made,
and affidavits presented to prove them,

MINORITY’S CASE.

Mr. Hepburn spoke for the minority.
He devoted himself largely to the
Delaware case and made a strong plea
for fair play. Speaking of the general
contest, he said: There has been no
.adjudication of these cases. There
ought to be. One gentleman in the
ccmmittee informed wus that these
rights were trivial, that they were not
property rights, and the burden of his
argument would appear to be that, if
it involved in importance the value of
a mustang pony, he would insist upon
the procedure of allowing the parties to
be heard, but as it only involved the
honor of a Republican, the man who
saild that he was entitled to a seat here,
‘and the man who said when the right
to a seat was denied that he was not a
cheat, that he was not a scoundrel, that
he was not here by fraudulent pretense,
but that he was elected and selected
only by a free constituency. In a ques-
tion of this kind, involving the honor
of a man, it was so trivial that we cught
not to subject ourselves to the heated
atmosphere of this talk for purposes of
that character.

If you turn out Addicks, the contest-
ant, you will leave the state of Delaware
without an organization; there is no
other party, there is no other power
that can call a state convention. Are
you going to do it simply because some
man says that Mr. Addicks is not a
sound Republicgn?

Mr. Hepburn closed with a ceview of
the Texas case and an appeal for the
Cuney faction.

Mr. Grosvenor, of Ohio, closed the
debate. After a brief discussion of the
Texas case he said:

There are 160 contests. Every one
of them about an American citizen;
every one of them with some sort of
vested right te something. Vested
right to work their way into a cen-
vention when two committe2s have
sald they shall stay out. Will you give
two hourg o each osne of these cases?
Ten hours g day is about as much as I
am willi to work. It will take forty
days to these contasts, for if yvou
open this question and -defeat this ro-
port, you must not, after that gc to
drawing discriminations. You must
Fear the whole of them. They have
had a hearing before two committees
of this body. The national committee
sat for four long dzys and nights and
heard these appeals. They decided
them as well as they could, and I
stand here now t» gay that it is a little
matter of cheap, peanut policy to be
condemning .a great committes be-
cause forsooth gen®emen may nct
have been able to Influence that com-
mittee as he thought he ought to. An-
other committee has spent all the time
which it has reasonably to give to
them, and this is the best that can te
done. I stand here to say that no harm
"will come to the American republic, no
harm will come-to the fair fame of the
party if you succeed in relegating to
private life the man of Delaware and
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the rascal of Texas. (Laughter and ap-
plause.)

REPORT ADOPTED.

The vote on the minority report re-
commending the admission of the Ad-
dicks delegation from Deleware was
taken and it was lost. (Applause).

The question recurred on the admis-
sion of the Cuney delegates of Texas,
and it also failed to carry. (Applause).

The remainder of the minority re-
port was read. The question on the
adoption of the majority report was
then put and it was carried by a large
majority. The result was received by
almost universal cheering on the floor,
and the gallery.

The Chairman: The next order of
business is the report of the committee
on rules. The chair recognizes Gen.
Bingham of Pennsylvania, the chalir-
man of that committee,

Gen. Bingham presented the report of
the committee: The report was adopt-
ed by unanimous vote. On motion of
Mr, Grosvenor, of Ohio, the convention
adjourned until 10 o'clock tomorrow.

BLAND BOOM.

Sprung on the Democratic Conven-
tion of Arkansas,

LITTLE ROCK, Ark., June 17.—The Dem-
ccratic state convention met today. John G.
Jones was elected permanent chairman. John
W. Jones was nominated for governor by ac-
clamation. Judge H. J. Bunn was nominated
for chief justice of the supreme court on the
first ballot. A sensation was then sprung. A
delegate moved that the convention prcceed
to express its preference on the presidential
question, which motion was declared to be
out of order. Simultaneously a telegram was
handed to and read by the secretary, pur-
porting to come from St. Lou!s and containing
the infermation that Senator Teller and his
silver colleagues had walked out of the con-
vention and had declared his intention of sup-
porting Bland for the presidency. A large
portrait of the Missourian was unfurled by
George W, Allen of St. Louis and the conven-
tion went wild with enthlusiasm for Bland.
It required some effort of the anti-Bland peo-
ple. to prevent a stampede. Other nomina-
tions were as follows: Attorney general, E.
B. Kingsworthy; treasurer, Randell Gulley;
associate justice supreme court, Simon P.
Hughes. At a late hour the convention ad-
journed until tomorrow.
