THE MONEY PLANK.

The financial plank to be adopted by
the Republican national ccnvention is
the center about which interest has
gathered for weeks, growing to a cli-

max as the day of decision
arrived. It was felt that wupon
the utterances of the, convention

on this subject wculd depend not only
the record of the party, but its prob-
able fortune at the coming election.
Given a cheap money declaration for a
straddle, and nothing could save for
McKinley, with his bad financial rec-
ord, the votes of the sound money Re-
publicans, in the Eastern and Middle
states. After protracted consideration
and discussion the committee has
agreed upon the following plank, which
is said to be that submitted by Gov-
ernor Merriam, of this state, after con-

sultation with the McKinley leaders.

“The Republican party is unreservedly
for sound money. It caused the enactment
of the law providing for the resumption of
specie payment in 1879; since then every dollar
has been as good as gold.

We are unalterably opposed to every meas-
ure calculated to debase our currency, or im-
pair the credit of our country. We are,
therefore, opposed to the free coinage of
silver, except by international agreement
with the leading nations of the world, which
we pledge ourselves to promote, and until
such agreement can be obtained the exist-
ing gold standard must be preserved. All
our silver and paper currency must
be maintained at a  parity with
gold, and we favor all measures designed
to maintain inviolably the obligations of
the United States, and our money, whether
geld or coin, at the present standard, the
standard of tHe most enlightened nations of
the earth.”

There is a great deal of unnecessary

verbiage in this, and a lot that is either
actually false or intentionally mislead-
ing. These features we have comment-
ed upon elsewhere. The central fact,
however, is the declaration of oppo-
gition to the free coinage of silver, ex-
cept by international agreement with
the leading commercial nations of the
world; and that, until such agreement
is reached, the existing gcld standard
must be preserved. While the remain-
der is open to severe criticism, we will
give our opponents the credit which
they deserve, if this shall be adopt-
ed, for a strzightforward and
outspoken utterance on the essential
point. Free coinage only by interna-
tional agreement, and the maintenance
of the gold standard until that agree-
ment has been reached, is right as far
ag it gces. That it does not go far
enough is, of course, clear ta,svery stu-
cent of finance, It leaves r mongrel
currency just where it is. It dges noth-
ing witl}-the greenbacks or the Sher-
man notes, and maintains the endless
chain arrangement, with the necessity
for the gold reserve. It leaves the gov-
ernment in the banking business, and
places the gold supply of cur treasury
at the mercy of any country of Europe
which chooses to make drafts upon it.
So nothing constructive in the way cf
financial reform can be claimed for the
Republican platform. All that it does
is to set up a bar to the free coinage
demand, and to say that the currency
of the United States must not be per-
mitted to decline to the silver standard.
That is a much greater achievement
and a much better record than the Ohio
ccandidate and the Ohic idea had al-
lowed us to suppose possible. The con-
cession has been forced from an un-
willing syndicate of leaders by the
earnest insistence of the scund money
men of sther states. Te the limited ex-
tent that it reaches it is a pronounced
vietory for honest mecney, and leaves
to the Democratic party the cheice be-
tween declaring with equal firmness
against silver mcnometallism and ex-
periencing a lasting defeat. 3

FOUNDED ON FALSEHQOD, ;

Nothing that is to endure was ever
yet built upon a lie. We wonder, there-
fore, on what principle our Republican
friends at St. Louis have formulated a
platforth whose most conspicuous feat-
ure is its unstinted use of falsehood. It

convention to set forth its case as its
members see, or pretend to see it, with-
out twisting facts out of recognition.
1t is possible even to “arraign” and “to
point with pride” without resigning the
helm entirely to the malicicus imagiq-
ation. But the Republican party at St.
Louis apparently find themselves s0
destitute of real issues of their own
that they have loaded down their plat-
form with a burden of denunciation,
which lacks, from beginning to énd,
the saving salt of truth. A platform of
this sort, read by right-thinking men,
whatever their political views, is a
weakness, as well as a disgrace.

Run over this platform and observe
its unwavering allegiance to falsehood.
It says that a Democratic administra-
tion has “piled up the public debt $262,-
000,000 in time of, peace,” when every
sane Republican knows that no re-
sponsibility for bond issues required to
buy gold for the redemption of green-
backs rests upon a Democratic admin-
istration. It says that this party has
“pawned American credit to alien syn-
dicates,” which is a particularly paliry
and sordid lie. It proceeds to enumer-
ate different operations in which Demo-
cratic legislation, according to its view,
has crippled industry and paralyzed
trade. All of which tremendous con-
sequences, we are to believe, has fol-
lowed a reducfion in tariff duties av-
eraging, at the maximum, not over
about 8 per cent. Proceeding to the af-
firmative side, it declares that protec-
tion “taxes foreign products,” which is
not only untrue, but ridiculous. It says
that “it puts the burden of revenue on
foreign goods,” which is absurd, unless
the seller of these foreign goods wishes
to make us a present of them. It says
that protection *‘secures the American
market for the American producers,”
whereas it appeaf‘s that decreased im-
ports under a lower tariff form a
staple grievance of the Republicans.

It is not necessary to follow detall by
detail this mendacious assortment of
political curiosities. It is worthy, per-
haps, of a party that is founded upon
false pretenses, and that finds itg
strength today in objurgation and in
the fostering of hate. These falsehoods
will do nobody any particular harm.
Most people of ordinary intelligence are
already panoplied against’ them by
knowledge of the truth. They can only
reflect discredit upon the men respons-
ible for them. Surely a great political
party has fallen very low when, in-
stead of a manly declaration of its be-
liefs, whether right or wrong, and a
decent criticism of the opposition, it
placards itself with g list of useless as-
sertions, every one of which bears upon
its face .the stamp of obvious and
shameful untruth.

ANNOTATIONS ON THE PLANK.

The money plank prepared at St
Louis is a very good plank as  the
planks of conventions of that party go,
but it needs annotating. It is not so
much what it contains as what it omits.
It drops into history, but «leaves at
the bottom a number of facts needed
to a full understanding, not so much of
the plank as of the sincerity of the
convention approving it. It ddes not
tell the truth, the whole truth and‘’
nothing but the truth.

Item. - “The Republican party is un-
reservedly for sound money.” Is this
a new departure, the evidence of what
they call in camp meeting, getting “a
new heart?”’ If so, late as it is, a
death-bed sort of repentance, it is en-
couraging. What easts suspicion on
it is the intention to nominate a very
unsound money man for the,presidency.
The reformation is not thorough when
& man is nominated who, only two
years ago, denounced the democrats
for their hostility to silver in the two
congresses they had controlled. Is it
a statement of past condition? Then
it would start a grin on the face of
John Sherman himself were he in the
privacy of his chamber with the lights
turned out.

Item. “It caused the enactment of
the law providing for the resumption
of specie payments in 1879.” True.
But in 1878 it had also enacted a law
stopping the redemption of its former
pledge to retire, as fast as possible,
the greenbacks for whose issue it orig-
inally apologized as a necessitous
measure ¢f the war. In the same year
it proved its fondness for sound
money by passing the Allison silver-
purchase act. the beginning of the finan-
cial morphine habit which, aided
by the double dose of the Sherman
act, soon brought the administration
of that party to a point where it could
maintain redemption only by heroic
measures.

Item. “Since then every dollar has
been as good as gold.” TUntil 1890. To
that year men received and paid out
indiscriminately the varicus and va-
riegated money- Republican financial
legislation had subplied the country
with. But in that year what Andrew
Carnegie called “the poison of bad
financial legislation’” began to work
and pecple began to regard paper
money nct ‘“‘as good as gold” and to.so
treat it. Discrimination began. It
showed itself in the receipts at cus-
toms where gold, from being 85 to 90
per cent of receipts, dwindled gradual-
ly but surely until it disappeared en-
tirely and remains away yet.

The silver members
sald that they felt that they were in
the sad hours of a partisan dissolution,
but that they would proceed courteous-
ly and as regularly as possible, and
not formally leave the party till they
had appealed to the court of last re-
sort, the. convention. They justified
their course by saying the party had
left them, and that they were not:leav-
ing the party. They said that Secre-
tary Carlisle, representing the Cleve-
land administration, in his' Nashville
speech,” was the first to come out for
the single gold standard, and that the
Republican party had come to the
Democratic administration in its new
departure. Messrs. Cannon and Du-
bois severely eriticized the inconsisten-
cy of the indictment against President
Cleveland while adopting the cardinal
principle of the Cleveland administra-
tion.

The sub-committee then adopted the
money plank reported by the majority
by the vote of 40 to 11, Oklahoma vot-
ing with the silverites.

St. Louis, June 17.—The sub-committee to
consider the resolution, providing that some
better method of selecting delegates than
that now in pratice should be adepted by the
convention, and also to take up the matter
of the basis of representation in future na-
tional convention met to-night . It was de-
cided to recommand to the general committee
on rules the following resolutions:

Resolved that district representative in
future national Republican convention shall
be based upon the vote cast in each dis
for the Republican electorial ticket.

Provided that each district shall have at
least ome delegate and each state shall have
four delegates-at-large. The ratio for the
district representation in the convention of
1900 shall be one delegate for each 7,000 Re-
publican votes polled this year for the party
eleetorial ticket with an additional delegate
for. fraction exceeding a half thereof. In
case any state is entitled to more than one
member of congress has,not been divided
into congressional districts its representat-
tion shall be ascertained by dividing the
electorial vote of the entire state by 7,000.
Hereafter every national convention shall fix
the ratio of representation for the exceeding
convention.”

SLOW IN GHANGING

- CONSERVATISM RULES THE
ACTION OF THE SLAVONIC

Joseph Rosicky Submits a Report
of What Has ‘Been Done Along
That Line.

The excessive heat of yesterday and
the conservatism of the Eastern del-
egates which led to vigorous opposi-
tion to the recommendation of the
committee on constitutional revision
regarding what was considered one
most important change, that of grad-
ing the assessments according to the
age of members, prevented the accom-
plishment of much importance by the
convention. of the Bohemian Slavonic
Benevolent association.

The delegates assembled at C. S. P.
S. hall promptly at 9 o’clock and imme-
diately following the call to order took
up the report of the revision commit-
tee which recommended a change in
the present system of assessment. Un-
der the old arrangement every member
of the assoclation was assessed equaly,
irrespective of age. The committee
recommended that this system be done
away with and that a clause be in-
serted in the constitution grading the
rate of assessment according to the
age of members upon joining the asso-
ciation. All of the Western delegates
were ardent in support of the recom-
mendation on the grounds that the
ranks of the order could be rapidly
filled with young men who under the
old clause could not be reached, as
other benevolent organizations offered
a more equitable system of assessment.
The FEastern representatives were,
however, strongly opposed to the pro-
posed change and engaged in a most
animated discussion in support of their
position, namely that the order had
flourished for forty-five years under
the old clause and that its stability
would be impaired by, adopting the
recommendation of the committee.

Finally when the question went be-
fore the convention on a vote the
recommendation of the committee was
rejected by 43 to 8.

Considerable time was also spent in
discussing a motion to authorize in
the constitution the raising of a reserve
fund out of which to keep up the as-
sessments of old or disabled members
so that their insurance policies should
rot be allowed to lapse. The vote on
the question stood 36 to 16 in favor of
leaving the establishment of such a
fund to the grand lodges of the differ-
ent states.

The custom of the association of
paying the full amount of a members’
insurance policy upon a physician’s
certificate of total disability from ac-
cident or sickness was also recom-
mended changed by the revision com-
mittee and after some discussion was
80 ordered that in the future a mem-
ber will receive a certain proportion of
Lis insurance for disability, the amount
to be decided upon by the supreme
lodge, the remainder of the policy not
to be paid until death.

The entire afternoon session was oc-
cupied by the convention in listening to
a report of the Bohemian National
committee, made by the chairman of
that body, Joseph Rosicky, of Omaha,
Neb. The committee was appointed at
the last convention of the association,
five years ago, for the purpose of fur-
thering the interest of Bohemia among
the people of the United States. It
was instructed at the time of its ap-
pointment to establish a newspaper to
be printed in the English language,

to have published an English
history of Bohemia, to main-
tain an agent in New York

city to care for Bohemian emigrants
to secure the services of a correspond-
ent in Bohemia whese duty it was to
have beer. to keep the telegraphic re-
ports sent out from the native land
free from mis-statements by inform-
ing the Associated Press correspond-
ents of the true political situation.
This, the chairman of the committee re-
ported had all been done according to
instruction, but for a few years only
as the resources of the committee had
given out, thus necessitating a cessa-
tion of its labors. At the conclusion
of the reading of the report which oc-
cupied two hours, it was referred to
a special committee with instructions
to report to to-day’s session of the
convention.

PANY, DISAPPEARS,

$280 GOES AT THE SAME TIME

SEVERAL HUNDRED DOLLARS IN
CHECKS TAKEN AND RE-
COVERED IN HIS ROOM.

GIVEN A CHANCE TO REFORM,

Hut Allen’s Experience in Stillwater
sit is Claimed Had Not the
Desired Effect.

Among the cases which were brought
to the attention of the grand jury yes-
terday was that of Charles Allen alias
Charles Harrison, who will probably be
indicted for grand larceny.

Chief of Detectives Schweitzer, who
is something of a philosopher, has al-
ways argued that there would be a
great many more thieves than there
are if everyone had the opportunity to
steal. His theory is believed to have
proven correct at least in the case of
Allen, who a few days ago, is said to
have grabbed $250 in cash from the
drawer of the C. W. Hackett Hard-
ware company and then disappeared.

Allen was engaged in the offiice of
the Hackett Hardware company on
East Fourth street as a clerk. He was
admitted to the offiice of the company
in August, 1835, at the request of a
number of phillanthropic citizens who
took a great interest in the young
man’'s welfare., At the time, the well-
meaning citizens secured Allen the po-
sition it was understood that he had
fallen by the wayside, as it were, but
had announced his intentions of re-
forming and making a man of himself,
It did not occur to the firm which em-
ployed him to enquire as to just how
hard a fall he had taken before enter-
ing their office or perhaps he would not
have been hired. He was engaged,
however, and given a reasonable sal-
ary. So well did he do his work and so
exemplary were his habits that two
months ago he was promoted and his
salary raised. In order that he might
not be tempted to go wrong or have
the chance to do so he was employed
in that particular branch ef the office
work which did not require that he
should handle any money.

One evening about ten days ago Al-

len had occasion to remain later than
usual in the office. There was no one
around except the cashier and Allen
and as the gentleman who has charge
of the receipts had to leave the office

for a few minutes he did not close the
door of the vault. Had he been aware
of the previous record of the gquiet and
gentlemanly clerk the chances are he
would have closed the safe door. He
did not, however, and on returning to

the office shortly afterward nbticed
that Allen had gone home. Concluding
his work the cashler closed the vault
door and went away. In the morning
it was discovered that the cash drawer

had been broken open and the con-
tents, including $280 in cash and several
hundred dollars in checks had disap-
peared. The absence of Allen from his
accustomed place was the next thing
noticed and after an explanation by
the cashier the firm was forced to ar-
rive at the one conclusion and accord-
ingly notified the police of the robbery.

The police as usual advised that
nothing be said about the case as it
might get in the newspapers and then
Allen would know that he had robbed
the firm and the result would be that
he would run away and thus prevent
arrest. The firm also began to look up
Allen’'s record and with the aid of the
officlals soon learned that the fellow
had spent a ccuple of years in the
state’s prison at Stillwater for the crime
of burglary. Allen under the name of
Harrison was sent to the penitentiary
in 1892 after pleading guilty to an in-
dictment for burglary. He was caught
one night in the summer of 1892 in the
Plymouth clothing house on East Sev-
enth street under peculiar circum-
stances. Shortly after midnight on the
night of his arrest the burglar alarm
in the A. D. T. office went off, shcwing
that one of the entrances or windows
in the Plymouth clothing house had
been opened. The police were notified
and a search was made of the store,
but no trace of any burglar could be
found. The police retired and the
alarm was laid to misplaced wires. An
hour afterward tne alarm again went
off and this time a more thorough
search of the premises was made. This
time the thief was found hiding under
a pile of clothing on the top floor of
the bullding, while near his place of
concealment was found a bundle of
clothes which had been packed up pre-
paratory to being remcved by way of
the scuttle hole in the roof. ,

Allen did not serve his term out, be-
ing pardoned by the request of the
same pecple who secured him the place
with the firm he is accused of having
recently robbed. A few days ago the
firm had returned to them the checks
which had been stolen by Allen from
the safe., The paper had been left in
Allen’s room, he evidently being fearful
that if he attmpted to use them he
might be apprehended.
