CHICAGO, June 15.—Bad crop reports and
the probable action cf the St. Louis conven-
tion vero both influental factors' in wheat
to-day,the price for July advancing l%c over
the final figures of yesterday. All the other

markets showed strength. Corn and oats ad-
vancing Vs a %c and provisions sc. In whsat
there was not a great :'x-al d^ing early in the
iay,' the trade being small, but afterwards
there were periods when fair activity was
manifested, the range for the session being
1 \u25a0\u25a0\u25a0\u0084 a VA<a Ths short interest was on the
anxious seat and there was active covering
but there was so little for sale that prices
had to be bid up in order to bring it out.
Undoubtedly the probable action of the St.
Louis convention in adhering to the gold
standard had quite as much to do with the
strength developed as anything else. The
weak feature of the day's news was the heav-
iness in the northern receipts. Minneapolis
and Duluth received 509 ears compared with
8">1 a week a ago and only 114 carloads on the
corresponding day a year before. In the last
five minutes of the session those who had 3old
calls got thoroughly alarmed at the presis-
tent firmness cf the market, and the price
Jumped to D3%c July and 59% cSeptember,
and these were the current prices when the
bell sounded. Corn ruled strong all day.
July opened a shade higher at 28%c, sold up
to 28% and closed steady at that price. Oats
were stronger. July sold to 17%c, that being
the price at the close. Provisions were quiet.
July pork closed 5c higher at $7.20, July
lard 5c higher at $4.20, July ribs 5c higher

its first reading an ordinance which Is de-cidedly objectionable to the bicyclists of thiscity, and would have passed It on its second
reading had not Aid. Donnan voted In the
negative. The ordinance not only provides
that whistles and bells shall be placed on
every wheel but requires riders to give a
spund of alarm at least fifty feet from each
street crossing; provides for a maximum
speed of six miles per hour In the business
part of the city and ten miles per hour on
the hills, and requires lamps after darkness
sets in. The bicyclists contemplate the or-
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ganization of a club, and will fight the or-
dinance at the next meeting of the council.

The Call Arranges That It Shall

Take Place at Superior.

SUPERIOR, Wis., June 17.—The official
notice of the sale of the Northern Pacific
railroad provides that the sale shall take
place at the company's passenger station
at the east end of the city. A queer place
to dispose of such a property. The sale is
to be made In three parcels. The first will
contain the main line from the boundary
line betwee Wisconsin and Michigan to
Tacoma, and the branch which extends

across the Cascade mountains, also it 3 in-
terest in the lease of the St. Paul and
Northern Pacific, the half interest in the
line from Carleton to Duluth, all the com-
pany's real estate in St. Paul and Duluth,
together with any stocks and bonds that the
Northern Pacific may own in other railroad
companies or other corporations, with the
exception of those turned over to the
Farmer's Loan and Trust company as se-
curity. Bidders mnst deposit a good faith
check for $200,000, and no bid for less than
$10,000,000 will be recognized.

The second parcel will consist of the first
mortgage bonds of other"companies received
by the Farmer's Loan and Trust conjpany
as security for the consolidated mortgage
bonds under which the sale is to be made,
also all extensions of and additions to the
railroad, not Including branch lines. For
this parcel checks for $25,000 must be put
up by bidders, and no bid for less than
1200,000 will be received.

The third' parcel will contain all the in-
terest or title of the Northern Pacific in all
of its branch lines which was acquired by
lease, purchase or construction. There are
19 of these branches situated in Minnesota,
Dakota, Montana, Idaho and Washington.
Bidders must deposit a check for $50,000, and
no bid of less than $500,000 will be consid-
ered.

All of the parcels will be sold at this
place, but the lands of the corporation will
be sold at the seat of each county along
the line. The Northern Pacific owns about
1.000 lots in the townsite of Superior
which were donated by the county at the
time the line was constructed into Superior
in ISB2. The company's water front prop-
erty alone in this city Is worth probably
$1,000,000 or more. It has land and town-
site interests clear to the coast.
