The trouble started
in the afternoon when M. M. Williams
moved that the Clough delegétes from
this city be not counted, as'they had
been elected by Democratic yotes. The
convention was the hottest ever held
in this state, and all the time during
the session the greatest of confusion
relgned. Several fights were narrowly
avoided, and it looked as if the con-
vention would break up in a row. The
defeated Lee delegates at the primaries
last night tried to get control of the
convention, as the delegates were in
favor of Clough 3 to 1. Senator W. M.
Fuller, the boss of Morrison county,
who was backing Lee, was badly de-
feated, and when he started to make
a speech in the convention, he was
roared down by the Clough men. At
this juncture I. C. Staples resigned as
secretary of the convention, and left
the hall, asking all Lee delegates to
follow him.

!n\\'ers and talked with them about go-
ing back, they promised them rations
anu placed pickets around them. In-
quiry was made in the pow wow as
to the whereabouts of Little Bear and
other chiefs with their bands. The in-
ference, therefore is that they will also
be rounded up. Some of the Indians
claim that they, as well as their chil-
dren, are citizens of the United States
and they don’'t want to go back, even
if Canada does grant full pardon for
the part of the tribe which took part in
the Riel rebellion. A lot of box cars of
the Great Falls and Canada Railroad,
with seats In them have been brought
here for deportation.

Canal Causing a Rupture,

SUPERIOR, Wis.,, June 18.—The central
canal project wiil undoubtedly be vigoreusiy
opposed by Superior people. They are of
the opinien that the closing of the Duluth
and Superior canals and the making of a
new one across the center of Minnesota
Point would be detrimental to the interests
of both places.

STRUCK A REEF, .,

Story of the Wreck of the Drum-
mond Castle,

Brest, France, June 1§.—The detalls
are slowly belng obtained of the loss
of the Castle liner Drummond Castle,
bound from Cape Town to London with
144 passengers and 103 officers and
men (exclusively announced by the
Associated Press early yesterday af-
ternoon). The steamgr was going at
full speed, shortly before- midnight,
cn Tuesday, June 16, heading around
Finesterre, from the bay of Biscay,
and making for the chops of the Brit-
ish channel. Off Finesterre is the is-
land of Ushant, about twenty-six miles
northwest of this port, one of a group
of some thirty islands, the largest of
which are Ushant, Molene, Leconquet.
and St. Michael. The Drummond Cas-
tle, to steer a safe course should ‘have
been away outside of Ushant, upon
which island is a lighthouse and signal
But, fol some reason not sat-
isfactorily explained, ' the steamship-
headed inside of Ushant.

Between that point and the main
land of France is a line of islands in-
cluding Molene and Leconquet and
connecting both ridgés,.of rock with
each other. At different places there
are rifts through whiéh vessels can
pass with safety, byf Jetween Ushant
and Molene, the latter island being
about half way to-thel'main land, is
a sunken reef of rock$ ,‘ﬁth deep water
on both sides of it and covered in
parts even at the:dewest tides.

bottom, on the ather®sile of the reef,
in about three migutes. Only two

boats weré lowered -“affer the Castle
liner struck. One of -these capsized
and only three men were saved out
of the 247 people on board. The Brit-
the second class cruiser Sybelle, which
was off Ushant at the time of the dis-
aster, heard the signals of distress and
sent boats to the rescue of. those on
board the sinking vessel, but without
avail.

Of the saved, two men were picked
up floating on wreckage by some fish-
ermen from the main land, and the
third, a man named Marquardt, suc-
ceeded in reaching Molene Island.
About ten bodies have already been
recovered off Ushant.

At the time the Drummond Castle
struck the reef a high Southwest wind
was blowing, and it was raining and
foggy,about the worst conditions pos-
sible for approaching that part of the
coast. Marquardt, one of the surviv-
ors, has made a statement in which he
says that Capt. Pierce had just gone to
his cabin for a brief rest when there
was a terrible shock which caused the
Drummond Castle to quiver as |{f
shaken by a dynamite explosion. This
was followed by a horrible grating,
rasping sound, the noise of in-rushing
water, the cries of the passengers who,
sprang from their 3-in terror, and
the sharp words of command from the
officers on the deckiowho ordered out
all hands to clear awayi the boats.

But the rents in the stricken steamer
were so wide and deep;that but few
of the passengers hac ,th;e to scramble
upen the deck beforeé she gave two or
three heavy rols and en an auful
lurch, accompanied by lsome interior
explosions and she sanki ;

committees “on police to consider the
advisability 6f furnishing other quar-
ters for the'central police station after
Aug. 1, when the lease of the present
quarters on Third street will expire,
and the final order for paving Fifth
street from Wabasha street to Broad-
way., The entertaining feature of
the meeting was first on the pro-
gramme. It grew out of a protest
against one of the mayor's police ap-
pointments. After the clerk had read
the list of the appointments to the
force made since the last meeting of
the assembly two weeks ago, a vote
aws taken on the motion to confirm
them. The motion prevailed, but only
by a vote of 6 to 3, as it was discovered
during the roll call that a protest had
been filed against the appointment of
William H. Byrnes as a patrolman.

The protest was offered by the Re-
publican Coachmen’s league of the
Seventh ward. The coachmen vro-
tested against the appointment of
Byrnes on the ground that “he, Byrnes,
is a Democrat and did do all in his
power to aid the Democratic ticket.”
Ald. Bigelow advised the appointment
of Byrnes because Byrnes attended a
meeting held in favor of Mr. Bigelow
on May 2 in the Fifth ward.”

The protest went on to declare that
Byrnes was a ‘“deep dyed Democrat in
spite of Ald. Bigelow’s assertion to
the contrary. In conclusion the pro-
testants prayed the assembly not to
confirm the appointment of Byrnes.
The protest was signed by Charles O.
