STOPPED OFF A MINUTE AT
CANTON.

GREETED BY MR. MILLER.

MAN "WHO BROKE THE PLATT
COMBINATION GIVEN A WARM

WELCOME.

TWO TALKS MADE BY M'KINLEY.

In Neither One Did He Touch More

Than Very Lightly Upon Poli-
tical Questions.

Canton, Ohio, June 19.—Governor Mc-
Kinley made two more addresses to-
night. The day has been an eventful
one. The wild enthusiasm of yester-
day has increased, each incoming del-
egation being greeted by shrieking

whistles of every Kind, while trum-
pets, tin horns; bands and drum
corps give music to the merry march-
ers.

During the day the news spread
that the New York McKinley League

would stop at Canton on its way

home from St. Louis and that the
special convention party from Canton
would come home this evening. It was
shortly after six o'clock, just before
the governor's dinner hour, when
shrieking whistles of locomotives her-
alded the approach of the New York-
ers and the returning Cantonians, as
well as a special train load of 500 peo-

ple from the Mahoning valley where
Gov. McKinley spent his boyhood
days.

All escort committees met the dele-
gations at the station. The streets
were densely crowded for blocks in
every direction to the governor's home.

It was necessary for the governor to
go to the side door to meet his re-
turning fellow citizens, as it was im-
possible for him to reach the front.
Congressman R. W. Taylor, of the old
McKinley district, mounted a box when
Gov. McKinley appeared and said:

While we have not the good fortune
to be the first to congratulate you in
person upon the honor which the Re-
publican party has bestowed upon you,
we rejoice to know that we are the
vanguand of the returning hosts that
yesterday witnessed that splendid
demonstration whereby you were nom-
inated for the presidency. The recollec-
tion of that scene can never be effaced
from our memory. There we saw the
Republican party place you in nomin-
ation and while it honored you, it
honored itself and pave permanent ex-
pression to the wish and desire that
have been in the hearts of the Ameri-
can people for many months. (Pro-
longed cheering.)

Congressman Taylor was followed by
Judge George E. Baldwin on behalf of
Stark county, and Judge Wm. R. Day,
who brought with him from Richmond,
Ind., a large box of beautiful flowers
sent to Mrs. McKinley as a souvenir
of the entertainment given the Canton
party on its return from St. Louis.

Governor McKinley said: "How can
I make fitting response to the splendid
tribute which has been paid by three
of my old and earliest friends. I think
I might be excused by merely saying

that I am inadequate to the task and
can only express my gratitude from a
full and overflowing heart. I >iave had
a good many touching incidei. :s in my
life. Yesterday, immediately after the
nomination, I was surrounded by my
neighbors and fellow citizens, who did
not go to St. Louis, and by friends from
Alliance and Massillon; and then came
4,000 more cf them from the city of
Akron last night. With all these to-
kens, I was deeply and

PROFOUNDLY IMPRESSED
but somehow the words spoken by
these three gentlemen—surrounded
a 6 I am by their associates—
who journeyed together to St. Louis
—somehow they have touched me
more deeply and sound the depths
of my heart more profoundly than
anything that has gone before. In
this audience to-day are representa-

tives of all the counties which for
years constituted my congressional dis-
trict and with which I have been as-
sociated all my life. A large body of
my fellow citizens are here from Trum-
bull county, the place of my birth.
(Great applause). A large number are
here from Mahoning county, (cheers
from Mahoning citizens) the place
where I received my education and
from which I enlisted in the war for
the preservation of the Union way
back in 1861. (Loud and continuous
cheering.)

"And then around me are the later friends,
for from Mahoning county I came to Stark,
nearly thirty years ago. You have all been
my friends ever since. And the good people
of Truihbull county, and the good people of
Mahoning and the Western Reserve which
was so long represented in the national house
by Giddlngs and Wade and the immortal Gar-
field." (Applause.)

By this time the New York party had suc-
ceeded in forcing Its way to the front piazza,
led by Hon. John E. Milholland.

BRAINERD EXPECTS A WETTING.

Water Will Probably Reach a
Higher Mark Than During: the

Recent Floods.

Bralnerd, Minn., June 10.—News has

been received here by courier, that the
Pine River government dam has
broken and the water is now pouring
in torrents through the valley off Pel-
lican creek to the Mississippi. The
break is about fcur miles from the
dam proper and was caused by water
running over the top of the bank and
washing a channel before it was dis-
covered. Water is now rushing
through a break .200 feet wide. There
was a 16 foot head on the dam which
confined the water of seventeen lakes,
all being bank full. The gate« at the

dam were raised at once in order to
draw the water into Pine river which
is now running full. The water was
raising this afternoon at the rate of
one foot per hour in the new channel
and also in Pine river. The buildings

of A. T. Kimball, hotel keeper at Pel-
lican creek, have all been moved
from their foundations and some of
them swept down the stream in the
new channel. He saved his stock and
furniture. Brainerd is preparing for a
five foot raise in the river, which if it
materializes, will make the river two

feet higher than during the recent
high water.

Mr. Whitney was billed to start for
Europe Tuesday, but just before his
steamer sailed at 11 o'clock, he gave
in and threw up his trip to Europe,
announcing that he would go to Chi-
cago as a leader of the fight for hon-
est money.

He surrendered to a demand made
by Senators Hill and Gorman, Ros-
well P. Flower and Chairman Hinkley,

that he go to Chicago as a delegate
at large from this state. He will be
aided by the Hill-Murphy organiza-
tion and by Senator Gorman. As New
York will have a candidate that candi-
date will surely be Whitney if the
plans of the leaders in this state do
not fail.

Whitney's Macedonian cry which
caused Michael Doran to abandon his
trip to Europe, seems to show that
the Minnesota Democracy will also be
behind him in his struggle.

BLAND INDORSED.

Arkansas Democrats Are In Favor
of Him.

LITTLE ROCK, Ark., June 19.—The Demo-
cratic state convention was In session until
2:15 this morning, the greater part of the
time being taken up in a hot fight over
the question of expressing a choice for a
presidential candidate. A resolution instruct-
ing the national delegates for Bland was
vigorously opposed by Senators Jones and
Berry, but was finally adopted by a vote of
420 to 827. The platform adopted makes no
reference to the national administration. The
financial plank ia as follows:

"We favor bimetallism, and to that end,
we Insist upon the free and unlimited coin-
age of both gold and silver at the ratio of
16 to 1, as money of final redemption, with
equal legal tender powers, independent of
the aoUon of any other nation. We are op-
posed to the issue of interest-bearing bqnds
for any purpose In time of peace. We de-
mand that the government shall not sur-
render, but shall always exercise its law-
ful option to redeem its obligations in either
gold or silver, as may be most convenient.
We demand the repeal of %the laws dis-
crediting the silver money of the nation and
recognizing private contracts payable in gold
alone. We are opposed to the national bank-
ing system, and favor only the money of
the constitution, and we believe that the
power and duty of the government to furnish
a circulating medium should not be delegated

to any corporation."

CHICAGO, June 19.—Ex-Governor Boies ar-
rived in Chicago this morning and returned
to his home on an evening train. Mr. Boles
declined making any public statement on na-
tional questions at this time. From now
on, the Boies boom will be pushed by an en-
thusiastic delegation of lowa Democrats.
"Boles meets the geographical demand of
the Democratic party." said Mr. Walsh,
secretary of the lowa State Committee.

While there
is no belief that the result on the state ticket
will be changed, and but few will admit that
even the legislative ticket has bepn endan-
gered, a few are expressing an opinion on the
legislative results in case Pettigrew can carry
any considerable number of free silver Re-
publicans with hfm. But none will admit that
his action Is likely to be serious to the party
in this state.

HARTMAN CONFIDENT.

Sore the Country Can be Carried

by Silver.

ST. LOUIS, June 19.—Representative Hart-
man, of Montana, was asked by a reporter
what effect he thought the action of the bi-
metallic delegation in repudiating the gold-
standard plank of the Republican platform
would have upon the coming campaign. He
replied as follows:

"ADemocratic blmetallist with all the force
centered upon him would certainly carry Mis-
souri, would carry Indiana, would sand a fair
show of carrying Illinois, would stand no
show of carrying Minnesota and but little
show to carry Michigan. Mr. Teller, on the
contrary, uniting all the bimetallic strength,
would carry Michigan, Indiana, Illinois, Mis-
souri, and would stand more than an equal
show for carrying Minnesota. Figuring on
what is only certain, so far as anything In
politics can be certain. Mr. Teller would have
14 electoral votes from Michigan which the
Democratic nominee would not get and
which added to the 45 surplus cf the states
west of the Missouri river wculd give him a
certain clear advantage of 59 electoral votes
over any Democratic blmetallist that couid be
name* on the ticket. __ _

"With Minnesota Mr. Teller would havn
68 electoral votes more than the Democratic
bimetallist could hopa to receive, or an ag-

gregate vote for Mr. Teller of 265, as against
197, the very most a Democrat could hope for.
Therefore, the question which presents Itself
to Democratic blmetalllsts. If my analysis Is
correct, is 'will they exchange what is prac-
tically a certainty of success for what, they
say at the best of It, la a strong probability of
defeat?' "

MAKE TARIFF THE GREAT ISSUE.

Iv Such a Caac a Sound Money Dcig^
oorul Can Win Over Mr. Mr-

Klnley.

PITTSBURG, June 19. — Chairman
Harrlty, of the Democratic national
committee, passed through here today
en route to Philadelphia from St. Louis.
When asked about the platform
adopted yesterday Mr. Harrity said:

"In my opinioin the action of the Re-
publican national convention makes it
even more important that the Chicago
national convention shall declare for
sound money, than if an equivocal
financial plank had been placed in th§
?>t. Louis platform. I am on record as
predicting that the Democratic national
convention will not declare for the free
coinage of silver, and I am still quite
hopeful that the sound money element
of the Democratic party will prevail in
the convention."

"What effect will the withdrawal of
Senator Teller and his free silver asso-
ciates from the Republican national
convention have upon the Chicago
convention?"

"It ought to give no encouragement
to our party to adopt a free silver
policy. It will be found that the gen-
tlemen who bolted the St. Louis con-
vention wil not take any step to help
the Democratic party. They would
doubtless co-operate with the Demo-
crats, providing the Democrats would
follow where they lead. The sugegs-
tion that Senator Teller may be nomi-
nated by the Chicago convention is
rot worthy of a moment's serious con-
sideration.
"I believe," continued Mr. Harrity,

"that Democracy can enter the cam-
paign with much more of hope and
confidence if they will unequivocally
declare for the existing gold standard.
If they will do so and nominate can-
didates in harmony with such a de-
claration, the currency issue will be
practically eliminated from the can-
vass and in so far as it might remain,
it would be to the advantage of the
Democrats in New York, New Jersey
and Connecticut, because of Major
McKinley's equivocal record and atti-
tude. The tariff would be ma«lo the
main issue, and I believe that thltj
would be to the prejudice of the Ru-
publican candidates who stand for an
extreme high protective tariff. The
business Interests of the country rx-
cept those having a direct concern in
still higher duties upon imports want
a rest from further tariff agitation."

Warden Wolfer, in speaking of the prison

binder twine business, yesterday said that
they are Hooded with orders and that every
mall brings In a large baton. Up to ypstprday
morning forty-seven car loads of twine had
been snipped aggregating 1,100.000 pounds,
and orders have already been booked for an
equally large amount. The average dally
output of the factory with all machine* In op-
eration Is 13.000 pounds, but the crews arenow working until eight o'clock at night and
the dally output Is 10.000 pounds. The crews
will continue to work overtime as long as
orders continue to come in, and the season's
manufacture will be much larger than ex-pected. The convicts receive 50 conts per day
each so long as they work overtime and are
accorded other privileges, making it an object
for them to do all In their power to Increase
the twine production.
