#Personal Fitness” Compmred with
“Political Influence’” as Shown
in Recent Police Changes.

In his inaugural address, delivered
gome three weeks ago, Mayor Doran
sald:
theretofore political influence rather
than personal fitness has been the test
applied to applicants for positions on
the police force.”

The Mayor might at the time have
had some idea that he would take the
personal fitness end in making his ap-
pointments, but if so, he has neglected
ito put the plan in force. Some twenty-
five new men have been appointed to
poisitions on the police force since the

Mayor commenced his reorganization of |

the department, and the end, accord-
ing to the Doran strikers, is not yet in
sight. In nearly every .case the ap-
pointee had nothing but political pull
and favors rendered during the cam-~
paign to recommend him., Personal
fitness, which the Mayor regretted had
not been the test for appointment be-
fore he took charge of the department,
has been applied since June 2, but only
to discharge men with, and not for ap-
pointing purposes. The mén who have
“resigned” or been discharged to make
room for faithful followers and shout-
ers have had unheard of charges filed
against them. They have been refused
a hearing, even after the charges were
specified, and an investigation de-
manded. Over one-half of those who
have either resigned, been removed or
reduced in rank by the reorganization
scheme are experienced and efficient
officers.

Lieut. Sexton, for thirteen years a
member of the force, and wno retalned
his position as sergeant under Chief
Garvin, was one of the first viotims,

and efficiency gained the position of
lleutenant at the central station. He
was reduced to a sergeant and detailed
at one of the suhstations.

Detective Thomas Kenaley, one of the
most faithful, experienced, and efficient
men in the sedvice, was discharged,
but had the satisfaction of being told
by the mayor there were no charges
against him.

Henry Meyerding, a member of the
force since 1887, and for the past four
years a detective, was also let out.
There was an effort to retain Meyerd-
'ing by influential citizens, without re-
gard to party lines, but it was a fail-
ure.

John Enright, a mémber of the de-
partment for eight years, who has al-
ways attended strictly to his duty and
given entire satisfaction, had' to walk
the plank.

W. J. McGuiggan, now partly inca-
pacitated by reason of injuries received
while in the service was forced to re-
sign. He had for ten years been con-
nected with the department as patrol-
man and detective. The excuse was
made In his case that only able and
active men could be retatined.

James Brogan, a patrolman at the
central station for over flve years, ad-
mitted by his superior officers as being
one of the best policemen on the force,
also had his head cut off.

Edward M. Allen, another patrolman
with a record of five years’' service,
had to make way for a political hustler
who had strong backing.

Albert Westenhagen, another veteran
with six years of faithful duty to his
credit was requested to hand in his
resignation.

The list could be extended and faith-
ful officers who have served less time
| mentioned, but the evidence would be
the same Iin each case. The changes
would not seem so directly opposite the
pesition assumed by the new mayor,
bad the appointees or promotions to
fill the vacancies been selected with a
view of maintaning the efficiency of
the department. If the appointments
made thus far on the police and detec-
tive force are what the mayor considers
“personal fitness” for the positions,
there must certainly be something
wrong with the chief executives power
of discernment.

The fact that a large number of the
men who have been let out during the
past few weeks were retained during
the “reform’” adminsitration of Mayor
Wright would indicate that they were
able under that efficient executive to
prove their fitness for the positions
they held.

A number of the members of the
council who, it might be explained,
are new to the political ways, took the
mayor at his word and have recom-
mended men for positions who were
fitted for the place. To their chargrin
others who have not even been given
a place in the city directory for the
past three years have received appoint-
ments, B

The speeches made by the leaders of
the party in the council and articles
in the party organs calling attention
to the wonderful display of non-parti-
sanship on the part of the mayor sound
and read well, but that is all,

MALONEY IS NAMED,

He Is Appointed License Inspector
as Expected,

Mayor Doran formally appointed
Thomas B. Maloney, license inspector
vesterday, vice Charles T. Jessrang who
resigned. The Globe announced on
Friday morning that the mayor had
selected Mr. Maloney for the office, not
withstanding the protest of the First
ward Young Men’s Republican Club.

Mr. Majoney is a middle aged man,
perhaps 50 years old, He denies that
he is affiliated with the A. P. A. or that
he belongs to the Prohibition panty.

The fact that Mr. Maloney is over 36
years of age, however, is causing con-
siderable comment on the part of cer-
tain. assemblyman, and First ward
Republicans, The office of license in-
spector exists only by virtue of a reso-
lution of the council authorizing the
mayor to detail a patrolman to do a
license inspector's duty. In other words
the city’s license inspector is a patrol-
man. ) q

Section I of Chap. XVI of the charter
prescribes that “no person shall be
eligible to the appointment -as poHce-
man, patrolman or other police officer
who is net a citizen of the United States
or under the age of 35 years, etc.  Sonte
contend that thig .provislon, strictly
construed, applies to the cheif of police,
captains and others.” But the section
previously enumerates the chief of po-
lice, the captaing, the detectives, the
sergeants and all policemen, patrolmen
and police officers, while the eligibility
clause above quoted reads ‘‘policeman,
patrolman or other police officer,” that
is other than the chief, captains, de-
tectives and sergeants.

There is a possibility that the assem-
bly will deem it improper to confirm
the appointment of Mr. Maloney as he
is clearly ineligible under the law,

SHAKE THINGS UP

G. A. R. ENCAMPMENT COMMIT-
TEES MAY BE REORGANIZED
AT AN EARLY DATE.

INACTIVITY OF CHAIRMEN

SEEMS TO BE DEVELOPING “DRY
ROT” IN THE WORK OF COM-
MITTEES.

IS SNUBBED

PRINTING BRANCH

By the Rejection of Its Contract for
Printing a Souvenir Encamp-
ment Book.

Events seem to be shaping them-
selves for a general reorganization of
the citizens’ committee having In
charge the preparations for the thir-
tieth national encampment of the G. A.
R. This entirely probable change, how-
ever, does not contemplate any substi-
tute for General Mason, the president,
nor general secretary Pinney, both of
whom have beern: proved to be the right
men in the right place.

But it has been apparent for some
time that several of the chairmen of
committees were apathetic in the per-
formance of their dutles, and this evi-
dent “tired feeling”’ has been communi-
cated to almost the entire personnel of
the committees which these gentlemen
direct. Several members of the execu-
tive committee also come in for their
little share of censure in this respect,
and to sum up the situation, In the
words of a very prominent encamp-
ment official, “there must be a chang®
at once, or St. Paul might as well give
up the idea of holding the natlonal
encampment in BSeptember.”

“I ‘am not coloring or oversfating
facts a particle,”” continued this gentle-
man, “when I say that at least two-
thirds of the members of the different
committees have been proved totally
unfit, or rather unsuited, for the work
that must be done. They do not seém
to have the least idea of the value of
the short time still left to complete
preparations, nor do they seem to have
the least conception of the vast amount
of work that yet remains to be done.
They run to Gen. Mason or Sescretary
Pinrey, and expect them to do the
work which they should do themselves,
and which they must do if the encamp-
ment is to be held. It is a physical im-
possibility for two men to do all the
work, with only a few active, intelli-
gent assistants.

“And the executive committee, where
you would naturally expect to find the
most earnest and devoted workers,
seems to have as bad an attack of dry
rot as the rest. There are a few there
whose only purpose seems to be to ob-
ject to what the active and more intel-
ligent and progreéssive members and
committees do.”

“For instance, these objectors fought
Chairman Espey’s well arranged
amusement programme, and defeated
that gentleman’s well directed efforts.
They have opposed everything up to
the present time that did not meet
with their extremely parsimonius and
{lliberal views. They loudly calLupon
the gentlemen of the various commit-
tees to ‘get out and work,’ only to re-
ject and disapprove of the work of the
best committees when it 18 reported to
them for final action. Bo it is small
wonder that there is apathy and even
disorganization. Though a large num-
ber ofthe committeemen are, as I said,
unfit, yet the few remaining good ones
are rapidly becoming disgusted with
the action of these members of the
executive committee.

“The last instance of this Inactivity on the
part of these leaders was shown Thursday
evening in their refusal to sanction the unani-
mous action of the printing committee in the
matter of awarding the contract for the official
encampment book. Chairman Hornick’s com-
mittee had unanimously decided to give the
contract to L. N. Scott, who gave the com-
mittee Hts assurance that the book would be
a creditable one in all respects. The price
offered was a very liberal one in the opinion
of the committee yet these men deliberately
turned down an active and hard-working com-
mittee and postponed approval. The conse-
quence was that the bid was withdrawn yes-
terday and there are several gentlemen on the
printing committee who are heartily tired of
their thankless position. The time is so short
that another bid on a cash guarantee basis
will not probably be made by any one with
any knowledge of the advertising business.

“I could cite you a thousand and one in-
stances of this kind, but it would not be profit-
able. The only thing I see to do now is to
follow the lead of Louisville and reorganize,
retaining the best men and Incontinently fir-
ing these men who either do not do anythin,
or else come to meetings to object to wha
the rest of the committeemen do. St. Paul
has a big contract in the encampment and the
sooner the citizens’ committee discovers this
fact, and the total inadequacy of the prepara-
tions up to date, the sooner these useless
members of the executive and other commit-
tees will be weeded out.”

There have been much talk and speculation
about the famous game of faro played by
Riley Grannan, the plunger, and Gambler Al
Smith. The true story of the game has never
been told, and many efforts have been made
to obtain it from Pat Sheedy, the king of
gamblers, the only person present besides
the principals: Mr. Sheedy now for the first
time tells the story in his own words,
"I'have been asked to write the story of the
greatest faro game that was ever played so
far as I know, All sorts of statements have
been made to the effect that in that game I
conspired with another man to fleece a friend.
I'want it understood that this article is not
written to vindicate myself, Those who
know Pat Sheely do not believe {11 of him.
Those who don’t know him, are no concern
of mine.

The story of that great faro game is mighty
interesting, and I have told it for that rea-
son. I don't care & bit how you may think
I show up myself. Now, I'll tell you the
story of how Grannan came to lose $20,000
dealing snap faro without a limit. It was
the greatest game In the history of gambling.
At ‘one time Grannan was $75,000 loser, and
it Smith and me had been fleecing him we'd
have quit right then and not waited until he
had got almost out of the hole,

It was last November. Grannan had won
$60,000 down at Sheepshead Bay, and Smith
was talking of his good luck. We were all
three at the Gilsey house drinking. Smith
allowed it was a shame he’d never had a
chance to make $60,000.

“Playing faro isn’t like playing the races,”
said Smith. “On the track you put down
your $100 and pull off $600, but at faro they
spring the limit on you. If they’d run the
faro games without a limit, I'd be a million-
aire.”

“Come off!"”” says Grannan.

Now, what use would there be in my play-
ing with Smith? He never had a dollar in
his life that I had to ask him for, I can
tell when "he's broke just by looking at
him, and he can tell when I am broke just
by looking at me. There doesn’t have to
be any talking. Then what I've got is
Smith’s, and what Bmith’s got is Sheedy’s.

There isn’t any fascination in gambling
for me. I'd rather be anything else than a
gambler. I think I'd drive a street car it
I knew how, .But when I play with any one
I'm not, 6 handing any bouquets to myself
that I won't win."

Well, in.that game.there: wasn't a dollar
shown. Grannan began as banker, without
any lmit. After tlree deals they swapped
places, and Smith dealt, giving Grannan &
limit of $200.

They started in betting $200 or $300 each.
We weren’t any of us too sober, and it seems
like a. dream now. . Talk about hitting the
pipe! It was the biggest faro game ever
played. There isn't any doubt about that.

At one time Grannan was $75,000 loser.
Then Smith whipsawed, putting $20,000 on
the nine to win and on the five to lose. The
nine lost and the five won, giving Smith a
loss of $40,000. That left Grannan $35,000
loser up to that point. That one play meant
a difference to the men of $50,000.

I kept telllng them they were making mon-
keys of themselves, and that they were smok-
ing. They wouldn’t listen to a word. They
went on increasing the size of the bets until
I thought they'd be playing for the city hall
presently, I threatened to chuck thewn out
in the street, as I didn’t know what would
come of this thing.

Then, as a last resouree, I-decided to turn
out the gas. I ran up stairs to the meter, but
the cook wasn’t there, and I couldn’t work it.
I knew that if I turned the gas out down
stairs they’d light it again, but with the gas
stopped at the meter, the game would end,
for they’d be too drunk to find the meter, any-
way.

I just tore up a board from the floor and
broke up two sticks. With these I made a
little lever and turned the gas off. I heard
a cry of rage on the floor below as the great
American faro players found themselves In
the dark.

I came down covered with dust and cob-
webs, and found them laughing and swearing
alternately.

There wasn’t a layout
in the place, and we rigged one out on a
dining room table.

I kept telling them they were smoking
and that some one was going to lose about
$40,000,000, but they would not listen. They
were eager to begin. I wasn’t going to be in
the game. I had to sit and look on.

The only unlimited faro game I'd ever seen
before then was at Morris Martin’s, 100 Ad-
ams street, Chlcago. Smith and I played
there, Martin dealing without splits. We
took $9,000 away from him and it broke him.
That did one good thing anyway—it drove
‘Morris Martin out of the faro business.

Now, Smith and Grannan went at that
thing perfectly fair and square. Grannan
isn’t any sucker. Would you call a man &
sucker who made $300,000 at Sheepshead
Bay? 4 ;

People who saw Smith and Grannan and
me in each other’s company used to think
we were doing wonderful things together.
They would point Smith and me out as mar-
vels, but Smith and I lost pretty nearly all
the time, and often encugh in those days
when I was admired as a millionaire, I
didn’t have enough money to buy my break-
fast. d
