THE LAST OF TWO HIGHWAYMEN,

Who Terrorized the People of Both
Cities for a Time—They Are
Penitent Now,

Eixteen years and six .months in the
state prison at Stillwater was the sen-
tence imposed yesterday upon Fred
‘Whittaker the young highwayman,
who, with the assistance of Henry
"Wyman held up and robbed three citi-
zens on St. Anthony hill about four
weeks ago, Wyman’s participation in
the crime earned for him a shorter
sentence, just one year shorter. Both
men pleaded guilty a few days ago,
and yesterday forenoon they were tak-
en before Judge Kelly to be sentenced.
Before imposing the sentences, Judge
Kelly sald:

“When men such as you enter other peo-
ple’s houses for the purpose of plunder you
&re armed and will stop at nothing short of
imurder itself, that bloodiest and most hor-
tible crime. Within the sound of my voice,
hardly one year ago, two young men died on
the gallows as the result of entering upon
the very course which you have pursued.
Fortunately you are not yet murderers, but
you merit and must recelve severe punish-
ment.”

Whittaker came first and County Attor-
ney Butler told the court that he had con-
fessed to having been tried and convicted
of burglary at Council Bluffs, Io., and com-~
mitted for a term to the prison at Fort
1adison. 5
s gIr. Butler offered no extenuation, no mitl-
gation whatever. There was nothing to be
gald in favor of Whittaker, and even his
counsel, George Walsh, could only suggese
that mercy pointed out that there was sti}
some chance for reform.

Whittaker said that he was twenty-on
years old, was unmarried and had learne
the cigarmaker’s trade. 1

Mr. Butler stated to the court that Wyman
had, in 1894, been sentenced from that very
court to the reformatory for burglary, and
that he was now out on parole. ‘While there
was not one palliating circumstance in the
offenses, it might be said for him he had
assisted the officers in recovering a part of
the stolen property. Wyman was just a trifle
less desperate than Whittaker, and that was
small pralse.

The %ourt remarked that he thought thgre
was a shade of difference, and so gave Wy-

_man one year less, his total sentence on the

three indictments amounting to fifteen years
and six months, five years and six months on
one of the indictments and five years each on
the other two.

The court charged Wyman that he would
Jeave the state prison in advance of Whit-
taker, and had best avoid him.

And so the two young men, hardly arrived
at their majority, who terrorized the hill dis-
trict, were.led away to jall with stout hand-
cuffs on their hands.

Three Men Sentneced by Judge
Kelly Yesterday.

Frank Holmburg, the tailor, who exhibited
a mania for signing other people’s names to
checks. for small amounts of money, ranging
from $8 to $12, which checks he had succeeded

yesterday to state prison for one year. Holm-
burg’s countenance indicated that he was fond
of liquor, and when Judge Kelly asked him
if he loved to drink a good deal, Holmburg
confessed that he did. It was plain that drink
had affected his mind, and his friends trust
that a year's total abstinence from intoxicat-
ing liqguors may restore his good sense and
character, which they say is not naturally
dishonest.

James Simpson, who had already pleaded
guilty to an indictment for grand larceny,
was sentenced to the St. Paul workhouse for
one year. Simpson said that he was twenty-
four years of age, and had learned the trade
of a plumber.

Hem-Yu, alias George Tenie, the Celestial
indicted for keeping an opium joint at Eighth
and Broadway, gave bail for his appearance
in the sum of $300.

Henry Bogge, indicted for burglarizing
Hansen's tailor shop, on Rice street, pleaded
guilty, and was sent to the state prison on
the reformatory plan.

The letter received yes-
terday asked that the lad be held until his
mother, who resides at Santa Cruz, Cal.,
directed what disposition was to be made
with him.

An Interesting Argument for ‘he Su-
preme Court.

One of the cases on the supreme court cal-
endar for today is the petition of ex-County
Attorney Madigan, of Redwood county, to
have stricken from the records of the courts,
all records of his conviction and committal to
the state prison. Madigan is a hard fighter,
and the unique character of his pleading is
enough in Itself to assure the widest interest
in his case.

ILLINOIS CENTRAL PREPARING TO
JOIN FORCES WITH THE
SOUTHERN PACIFIC.

CHICAGO, June 22.—Western roads
have agreed to lend the Canadian Pa-
cific all the ald they can in securing
recognition from the Trunk Lines in
the matter of differentials of the Ca-

route. These differentials were recog-
nized more than a year ago by the
Western roads in order to get the
Canadian Pacific into the Western emi-
grant clearing house. The Trunk lines
have never recognized them, however,

‘When the Illinois Central comes into
full possession of the Chesapeake, Ohio
& Southwestern, a new transcontinen-
tal route will be established by that
road and the Southern Pacific The
Illinois Central will make through con-
nections at Louisville with trains from
New York, and make close connections
with the Southern Pacific Sunset Route
at New Orleans for San Francisco. It
is claimed for this route that it will be
the fastest between the Atlantic and
Pacific seaboards.

A bill was filed in the United States
circuit court here today on behalf of
the reorganization committee of the Bal-
timore & Ohio road, for an order on the
trustees and the holders of the bonds
issued against the road in Cook county,
in this state, to elect a new board of
trustees. The old board, consists of
E. P. Fabbri, of New York; W. F.
Burns and Robert Garrett, of Balti-
more. Garrett is dead and it is alleged
agalnst the other two, that on account
of physical infirmity they are not able
to discharge the duties of the trust.
The bonds at issue were given in 1877
on the property of the company in this
state. They amount to $200,000 and are
held by an English syndicate repre-
sented by J. Pierpont Morgan, who is
made a party to the suit.

TRANSCONTINENTAL AFFAIRS,

Passenger Association Smooths Over
Eome Ditliculties.

The Transcontinental Passenger assoclation
has been saved, for a time at least, and the
probability of disruption is now considered ex-
tremely remote. The troubles which threat-
ened the organization have not all been set-
tled, it is true, but the withdrawal of the
Soo-Pacific, which certainly would have caused
a dissolution of the association, has been
staved off for a month, and the officials of the
line put in. much better humor. Another
meeting is to be-held in July, probably about
the middle of the month, and it is expected
that at that tlme an amicable settlement of
present troubles will be brought about. Pas-
senger officlals of the association spent three
days in Chicago in almost continuous session.
The meeting, a special and hastily called
one, was considered the most important of any
in the history of the association, for it had
to consider the notice of withdrawal of the
Soo-Pacific and threatened withdrawal of the
Canadian Pacific and the Sault Ste. Marle.
The BSoo-Pacific was disgruntled because of
the refusal of the chairman to allow it to
withdraw intermediate business from the
operation of the agrement. That matter has
now been settled to the satisfaction of the
road, all the members agreeing to allow the
withdrawal of the business desired. The
other most important matter of disagreement
was the demand of the Canadian lines for a
differential via St. Paul. That matter, too,
has been disposed of, the Canadian lines hav-
ing agreed with the others that some other
basis of rates may be fixed upon. At the
July meeting that will be the principal ques-
tion for consideration. While the meeting
resulted in no final settlement of disagree-
ments, all the members are much pleased that
disruption has been avoided.
