The executive committee and sub-
committees of the allied French societ-
ies of St. Paul have completed their
elaborate preparations for St. John's
day.

The Fort Snelling picnic grounds have
been selected as being most convenient,
end early in the morning large crowds
Of French citizens, with their families,
will assemble on the grounds. The
programme is very elaborate and in-
cludes music, speeches, athletic sports
and games. The tables are in charge
cf the ladies, who will see that the
Visitors will not suffer.

The celebratoin is held under the
auspices of the principal French so-
cieties, namely, the "Union Francaise,"
"La Salle Camp No. 7, W. of W.," and
the "Franco-American club."

The "Union Francaise" society was
organized in 1867, and is one of the old-
est benevolent societies in the city. It
has a large membership, and has al-
ways been an influential power for the
interest of the French population.

La Salle Camp No. 7, W. of W., is ex-
clusively composed of French members.
It was chartered in 1892, numbering
then fifty members; it has steadily

grown since, and is now one of the
most prosperous camps in the order.

The Franco-American club was or-
ganized last winter. Wider in its
ecope, it does not confine itself to ben-
evolent work, but enters the field of
politics in the defense of the rights of
its numerous members and of honest
administration of public affairs.

All these different organizations will
meet today under the stars and stripes
to recall the memories of the past and
the gallant deeds of their proud an-
cestors.

June 24 is also the second anniversary
of the Association of Sadi Carnot, the
great president of France, whose death
caused such a sensation in French cir-
cles two years ago.

St. John's day, beside being a day of
festival in the church, iG sacred to the
French-Canadians for reasons associ-
ated with the self government and
home rule ideas which are represented
by the Fourth of July. In 1763, when
the French surrendered to the British
crown the vast territories it had ac-
quired through the discovereles and ex-
plorations of Jacques Cartier, the act
of cession reserved to the French resi-
dents the free exercise of their re-
ligion and equal commercial and civil
rights with their English neighbors,
as well as the control of their educa-
tional institutions. In 1774 these privi-
leges were further supplemented by
what is known as the Quebec act,
which recognized certain other French
laws and customs. A half century
later, however, the British government
forgot its obligations to the French-
Canadians, and smarting under oppres-
Bion, they organized June 24, 1834, the
fit.

BACILLIMUST TAKE CARE,

For the lfew -City Laboratory Is
Nearly Ready.

The health department has just received
the greater part of the apparatus for the
bacteriological laboratory, for which the sum
of $1,200 waa appropriated. Seven out of the
eight cases have arrived. The instruments,
appliances, test tubes, retorts, Incubators,
jars and other glassware, much of the latter
being of thinnest and rarest quality, were all
imported from Germany expressly for the
health department The marvel Is that not
a single piece of the delicate glassware was
broken throughout the long journey from
Berlin- to the little room in the basement of
the St. Paul court house, where the labora-
tory is to be established.

The bill for the imported goods amounted
to about $750, and the cost of furnishing the
room with shelving, tables, chairs, etc., has
been $135. The total cost of establishing and
equipping the laboratory will be close to
$1,200, the amount appropriated. The work-
manship manifested in the various recepta-
cles, jars and other apparatus, is of the finest
and most exquisite character. The micro-
scope is a beautiful Instrument, adapted, so
Dr. Stone says, for the minutest examina-
tion of bacilli.

As soon as the laboratory is fitted up and
ready for use, It will be under the charge of
Deputy Health Commissioner Dr. Rothrock,
who is admittedly one of the most expert
bacteriologists in the state of Minnesota.
Dr. Rothrock will have an assistant who will
be required to devote at least six hours a day
to work in the laboratory, his compensation
to be at the rate of $600 a year.

"And his political predelictions will have
nothing to do with his selection either," re-
marked Dr. Stone. "Instead, the test will be
his knowledge of the work to be done in the
laboratory- In order to give every applicant
a fair show—and I have already rectf^ed
several applications for the place—each will
be subjected to an examination, and the one
who makes the best showing will be ap-
pointed. The examination will not be the-
oretical, but entirely practical. The appli-
cant will be given- a tube containing some-
thing—he won't know what—and told to as-
certain what the germ is, or whether it con-
tains any germ."

It will require about two weeks to get the
laboratory In readiness.
