Where the Story Is Declared to Be
Absolutely Without Founda-
tion in Faet,

CHICAGO, June 25.—The Evening
Post of this city publishes an article to
the effect that Henry Villard is to be
again a great factor in American rail-
road circles and declares that he has
secured backing for the attempt to
form of the Baltimore & Ohio, the®
Chicago Greatwestern and the North-
ern Pacific a trans-continental route
between the Atlantic and the Pacific
oceans. S

It is stated that Mr. Villard has real-
ly never lost the confidence of his
European supporters. They have
agairn’ rallied to his support and have
provided him with sufficlent means
wherewith, with what he can control
on this side of the Atlantic, to buy in

the Northern Pacific road when it is |

offered at foreclosure sale next month.
The outward animosity which has

seemed to exist between the Adams
reorganization committee and Mr. Vil-
lard since the road went Into the
hands of the receivers has really been
more apparent than real. 3

The Baltimore & Ohlo will in the
course of the next few mor.ths be sold
under the hammer. Villard and the
Rockefellers are reported to have been
quietly but industriously buying up
its securities since the recelvers got
possession of it, and they have already
got enough of them to make their ulti-
mate control of the property absolute-
ly certain.

The story Is not entirely confirmed.

NEW YORK, June 25.—A banker
prominently identified with large Euro-
pean interests in American railroad
securities and associated with the re-
organization of the Northern Pacific
railroad says in relation to a Chicago
report of an impending Villard control
of Northern Pacific and Baltimore &
Ohio:

“The story 1is absolutely without
foundation in fact. As the Northern
Pacific reorganization committee has
obtained the deposit of nearly all the
company’s bonds, it, and not Mr. Vil-
lard, will, with these bonds, buy the
road at the forthcoming sale. Mr. Vil-
lard’s bonds have been deposited with
the committee, but there is otherwise
no connection between the parties.
Furthermore, voting trustees have
been appointed to control the property
for five years and have selected a
president of the new company.”

In connection with the appointment
of Edwin W. Winter, rumors are being
persistently circulated of a Vanderbilt
control ‘'of the Northern Pacific and of
the Chicago & Northern @Pacific, in
which, even if Mr. Villard and
alleged associates did secure. control
of the Baltimore & Ohio, they would

not have the connection with the first |-

mentioned properties suggested in the
Chicago report.

It was impossible to secure an ex-
pression yesterday from officials of the
lines directly interested in the Chicago
telegram. General Manager Stickney,
of the Chicago Great Western, wa's at
White Bear Lake, and could ni§ be
reached. The receivers of the North-
ern Pacific are scattered along the line
of that great system, with the exceéep-
tion of Mr. Burleigh who has not ye;
returr.ed from a trip to St. Louis.
Others, however, who know something
of the situation concerning the sale
and purchase of the Northern Pacific,
ridicule the report.

Small Boy Is Run Over but Not Fa-
tally Hurt.

A child in trouble-always excites sympathy,
even among people who are just starting on
a long journey and have troubles of their
own, just about the time the train is ready
to start. Since the recent hot weather began
the tide of travel to the Northwest, espec-
ially on the St. Paul & Duluth, the Great
Northern and Northern Pacific afternoon
trains, has been very heavy, and the depot
platforms have been crowded with tourists
and thelr friends, to the annoyance of the
baggagemen, and the mail carriers, who have
been delayed in passing through the crowds
that lined the plaiforms. Yesterday the crowd
was the largest of the week, and there was
hardly standing room on the platform before
the Northern Pacific train, which about ready
to leave.

Then the frantic scream-
ing of a little boy, whose right foot had been
partially crushed by the heavy truck wheel.
The truckman, frightened at the scene,
stopped, and was approached by a big, burly
traveler, who made the blameless laborer
quail. The child continued to weep, and the
little one's mother, who had shrieked when
the accident occurred, stood silent, pale, with
tears running down her cheeks, while a
hasty examination shoWed nesperious injury
had been done the little fellow. In the crowd
that quickly assembled were General Pass-
enger Agent Fee, of the Northern Pacific;
Assistant Superintendent Farley, of the Pull-
man company; Maj. White, E. C. Long, and
other well-known citizens, who were at the
trains bidding friends good-by. From the
trains, too, tourists came pouring out, to
offer suggestions or to learn the extent of
the child’'s injury. A motherly old lady
pushed her way through and handed the little
chap’s mother a bottle of witch hazel. She
opened the package, explained its virtues,
said she expected she would need something
of -the kind when she began exploring the
National park—but she would get more else-
where, and would the boy’'s mamma please
take the remedy and apply according to direc-
tions?
