COARSE GRAINS CONTINUE WEAK,

©Oat Market Fairly Active, but the
Close Was at a Small Decline—
Corn Slow,

CHICAGO, Jume 26.—Absence of demand
%ept wheat on the downward grade today.
€eptember closed easy at 56 3-8 or 3-8c. pelow
yesterday. Corn closed with 1-8c. loss; vats
1-1c.; pork and ribs from-2 1-2c. to 5c,, and
laré from 7 1-2c to 10c. The tone in wheat
developed early was weak. Later in the day
a steadier tone was displayed and a 1-3c.
rally occcurred but final figures comparel
with the close yesterday showed 3-8 to 5-Sc.
loss. July liquidation continues to be a [ea-
ture and the fear of the same increasing as
the first of the month approaches is no doubt
kceping a good many traders out of the
market. Lack of speculation, absence of any
fresh foreign inquiry and fairly good spring
wheat prespects were the influences which
were responsible for the sentiment devalopel
early in the day. Advices from Portland re-
perted hot winds in Oregon and Washing-
ton but this was denied from other sources.
Corn was slcw most of the day, the market
attracting but litle attention. Lower prices
ruled and final figures showed 1-8c. declina.
The oats market was fairly active, with a
.weaker and unsettled feeling and prizes
closed with a loss of 1-8¢c. on July, 1-ic. on
Leptember and 1-4c. for May. The feature
was the buying of July by shipping houses,
against cash sales. Offerings of provisions
were somewhat free, particularly of lard.
Pork showed mcore strength than anything
else. There was, however, more changing
over from July to September than anything
else at a difference of 15 and 17 1-2c, for pork,
.12 1-2 and 15c. for lard and 17 1-2 for short
rib sides. Estimated receipts for tomorrow:
Wheat, 11 cars; corn, 460 cars; oats, 245 cars
hogs, 17,000 head.

LEATHER CAME INTO NEW PROM-
INENCE AND DISPLAYED A
"  DECIDED WEAKNESS, . =

THE MARKET OPENED HIGHER.

After an Up and Down Career Final
Quotations Were Above Those
of Thursday.

NEW YORK, June 26.—Speculation to-day
was particularly monopolized by the indus-
trial shares, and the movement in some of
the high-priced stocks in this category was
especially noteworthy. Sugar, as usual, led
the market in all respects and figured for

over one-half of the aggregate dealings. It
displayed aggressive strength the greater part
of the day, and more particularly at the close,
when the price rose to 116% cn heavy trans-
actions. Leather preferred came into promi-
nence after its long period of neglect and
displayed declded weakness, which was main-
ly due to extensive liguidation. Tobacco ap-
pearéd to be sympathetically affected by the
early depression in the two first mentioned
stocks. Part of the loss was made up sub-
sequently. The rallway list was practically
neglected, but was mildly {rregular.. The
general market opened a shade higher all
around, and was helped by improvement in
the London market and a moderate foreign
inquiry for the international shares. The
weakness In the industrials soon checked the
rising tendency, and cor jons occurred
which carried prices a shade below yester-
day’s closing figures. In the last hour, cov-
ering caused a rally to a fraction above last
night’s final sales. Raillway bonds were ir-
regular, with an easier tendency in the
speculative issues. The losses noted were
mainly fractional, and conspicuous improve-
ments were recorded in a few bonds.
