MAJORITY OF THE DELE-
GATES ‘

IN THE HENNEPIN PRIMARIES.

VAN SANT AND EUSTIS STRONG IN
SECTIONS WHERE LITTLE
WAS EXPECTED,

OWEN IN CONTROL OF POPS,

He Will Dictate to the County Con-
vention—General News of the
Mill City.

A triumphant Clough halleujah was
held at the Union League rooms last

I riight as the returns came in from the
change will ocupy the upper floors of the

county Republican caucuses, and at 11
o’clock, E. M. Johnson, one of the man-
agers of. the Clough campaign, an-
nounced to a cheering throng that the
present governor even at that early
hour had sufficient delegates assured
to insure the complete capture of Hen-
nepin county.

The receipt of the returns was re-
plete with surprises, and some of the
wards which were supposed to be for
one candidate or another flopped
around with promiscuous uncertainty.
Notably the Fifth and Sixth wards,
which did not roll up strong Clough
delegations. Eustis and Van Sant de-
veloped unexpected strength in many
quarters of the city, especially the lat-
ter, who stood behind the clerk’s table
during the long evening, with varied
expressions of hope and discourage-
ment falling from his lips. At 11
o'clock E. M. Johnson declared that
Clough had already secured about 275
delegates, and only 241 votes were
necessary to a choice, out of the 483
delegates in the convention. The re-
ceipt of the news was the signal for
a roar of applause and some enthusi-
ast started three cheers in which even
the dignified Mr. Johnson indulged.
S. L. Trussel, The Silent, hammered
on the table in front of him in sheer
delight. Capt. Van Sant, who stood in
the throng, good naturedly taking the
jokes poked at him, said he was con-
tent to walt until all the returns were
in. Mr. Eustis had left the room the
moment before, evidently guessing the
result, so disastrous to him.

At the hour mentioned, Mr. Johnson
figured out that Clough had 12 dele-
gates In the First ward, 20 in the Sec-
ond, 40 in the Third, 17 in the Fourth,
17 in the Fifth, 26 in the Sixth, 17 in
the Seventh, 4 in the Eighth, 19 in the
Ninth, 15 in the Tenth, 27 in the
Eleventh, 3 in the Twelfth, none in the
Thirteenth, and predicted that many
of these flgures would be doubled be-
fore all the returns were in. That was
in the city alone, be it remembered,
and none of the country towns had been
heard from, while many of them were
known to be-heavy Clough territories.
None cared to tdKe issue with the
statement, for all the other candidates
had given up the fight.

The wards in the milling district
were solid for Clough. Many of the
districts in Northeast Minneapolis re-
turned all their votes for Clough, but
in several instances in other wards, it
went exactly the other way, and the
governor received not a delegate,

" OWEN RULES HERE.
Populist Convention Will be a One-
Sided Affair,

To judge from the returns. as brought in
to headquarters today, the Populist county
convention, at Labor temple, tomorrow will
be decidedly an Owen affair, There is no
doubt that this faction will reign supreme.
Yesterday morning it was allowed that Dr.
Clark would have in the neighborhood of
forty votes in the convention, but as the re-
turns came in, it was seen that he would
not even have a corporal’s guard. Some of
the Owen people flo noY think that he could
muster forth a single vote.

Doc Ames will surely be shelved. His as-
sociation with Clark has cost him support,
and he will not be able to do anything.
Ames will, however, be a delegate to the con-
vention today. As far as seen, there will be
no contest on him.

Although the Owen faction is supreme,
they will in no manner carry a high hand,
but will make all reasonable concessions, so

A representative dele-
gation will, however, be sent to St. Louis.

Probable delegates are Dobbin, Ayer and
Lynch.
As chairman of the convention, E. R.

Lynch is spoken of. He is favored by Owen.
Lynch is well known as an Owen man, It
has been stated that the Populists would
probably take up Frank Nye for congress,
but this has never received any serious at-
tention at the hands of the Pops.
the returns are seen to be one-sided, it is
practically decided that Owen will run for
congress.

It is, however, not practically decided that
the convention will nominate the congres-
sional candidate, although it is very prob-
able. It was the wish of Owen to put this
matter off until after the national conven-
tion, so he would know where he was stand-
ing. It is his hope to crystalize sentiment
for the free silver issue more than for can-
didates.

CANTON, O., June 29.—The members
of the committee appointed by the St.
Louis convention to notify ex-Gov. Mec-
Kinley of his nomination assembled at
Cleveland this morning and, headed by
Senator Thurston and Hon, M. A. Han-
na, marched to the Valley railway sta-
tion, where a special train was board-
ed for Canton.

When the notification committee
reached Canton the skies were over-
hung with heavy clouds, and a rain
storm was imminent. As the arrange-
ments were to have nearly the whole
of the exercises in the open alir, the
committee set to work promptly. But
instead of the expected rain, just as
Maj. McKinley stepped to the porch to
dellver his response, the sun burst
through the clouds, and the weather
became most auspicious.

The permanent reception committee,
lately organized for the campaign,
headed by Judge Baldwin, Willlam IR.
Day and Henry Wise, were at the de-
pot to meet the party. The parade
was organized, the Grand Army band
and the citizens’ troop of cavalry lead-
ing the vehicles occupied by the guests.
Citizens fell in behind, -and an enorm-
ous crowd quickly gathered about the
McKinley home. On arriving the com-
mittee and guests found an enormous
crowd assembled about the residence,
but an open space on the north sgide
was reserved, and the party was
quickly seated upon the camp chalrs
provided. Mrs. McKinley and a com-
pany of friends occupied the front
porch as the party .arrived. Just as
the crowd was quieting down Gov. Mc-
Kinley came out on the porch, and was
given a most enthusiastic ovation,
cheer after cheer ‘arising from the
crowd..

Mrs. McKinley Jr, and Mother Mc-
Kinley, together with a few lady
friends, Mrs. Thurston ‘and other ladies
coming with the party occupied the
porch during the exercises.

Hon. Mark A. Hanna presided. C.
W. Fairbanks, who was temporary
chairman of the convention, and chair-
man of the committee who is to notify
Mr. Hobart of his nemination for vice
president, was one of today’s party.

Senator Thurston stepped upon the
porch and delivered the official notifi-
cation. He was greeted with applause
and was frequently interrupted by the
cheering of the sentiments he ex-
pressed. He said:

ALL HAVE PERISHED

NO HOPE FOR THE MEN EN-

TOMBED IN THE TWIN
SHAFT.
WILKESBARRE, Pa., June 29.—Tt

is almost a settled fact to-night that of
the small army of men who entered the
ill-fated Twin shaft at Pittston on
Saturday night, not one survived. Not
only is every approach to their dark
tomb barricaded by enormous masses
of rock and debris, but it Is known
that in the mine there is a large quan-
tity of water which is increasing in
volume every minute. Thus the
chances of recovering their bodies are
more remote than ever.

Prominent officials say that weeks or
months may be consumed in clearing
away the fallen coal in order to reach
the bodies of the victims. The suppo-
sition that there is water in the Twin
Shaft is well founded. Both the Lack-
awana and Susquehanna rivers run In
close proximity to the shaft. From
the surface to the point where the rock
begins there is at least a river wash
to the depth of 14 feet. From this
point down to the bottom or the level,
where the men are, there was, previous
to the fall, 280 feet of rock. So long as
this remained intact there was  per-
haps no more leakage through the
crevices in the mine than in mines
which were not so close to large bodies
of water. When the fall occurred, the
280 feet of rock mentioned must have
been shattered, allowing the water to
pour into the mine in large quantities,
until the open space below was filled.
The natural consequences of this is
that the men who did not lose their
lives under the mass of rock, must
have died by drowning. If this be the
case it will be impossible to recover
the bodies from the mine. The story
will be a repetition of the Nanticoke
disaster.

Mine Inspector McDonald has issued
the following signed statement: “So
far as my knowledge of the working
of the mine goes, and the manner
which the work was conducted I do
not belleve the accident was due to
any criminal carelessnesgs, but I can-
not say deflnitely that it was not, un-
til T make a thorough investigation.
This cannot be done until we find the
men or abandon the mine.”

There are surface indlcations to-night
that the slope and maln gangways of
the mine, are packed with falling coal
and rock. Bome take the view that it
would be better to let the bodles remalin
where they are, and devote the money
that would have to be expended to open
the passageway of the mine, to the
| relief of the widows and orphans of the
victims. Relatives of the entombed men
oppose this proposition. The company
however has given no hint of abandon-
ing the work of rescue.

The board of trade held a special meet-

ing to-night to consider means of help-
ing the families of the victims. It was
decided to send an appeal to the boards
of trade through the East for subscript-
fons. At present there are estimated to
be about 22 widows and 90 oyphans as
a result of the disaster.

James Langan, a son of the entombed
superintendent, created a sensation
late to-night by declaring that he sue-
ceeded in crawling over the first two
falls in the slope and reaching within
500 feet of where the men were Bup-
pesed to have been at work. He insists
that there was a vacant space beyond
and he belives the entombed men are
In there. He also says that the venti-
lation is good. If this story Is true it
upsets all previous theories, Some
doubt is entertained regarding It, how-
ever,

The situation is almost the same as
that revorted last night. Practically
nothing has been accomplished towards
the recovery of the men. There is scar-
cely an old miner about the opening
of the mine who does not believe the
men are all dead.

The rescuing party went into the
mine at 1 o'clock, and came out of the
shaft at 7 o’clock. The foreman reports
that the timbering in the mine is going
on as rapidly as possible. He sald the
work was necessarily slow, owing to
the danger of falling rocks, which have
been loosened by the terrible explosion.
The suggestions advanced as to the
probable time the men would be reached
are guess work, as all depends upon
whether the slope is completely chocked
up or not. The rescuing party is 2,000
feet from where the cave in occurred.

A few of the more hopeful who be-
lieve that there might be a possibility
of the entombed men being alive, now
surrender, and no one can be found,
who is willing to admit that there is any
life underground. Speaking on this
point this morning, Fire Boss Johns,
who 18 considered one of the best ex-
perts In the Wyoming valley on mine
ventilations, sald: “It 1s my belief that
the air current in the Twin shaft was
shut off the moment the cave-in oc-
curred. Then, if the men were not
killed by the falling rock and coal, they
may have lived some minutes before
being suffocated.”

BOILER BURST.

Three People Killed by an Explosion
in Texas,

HOUSTON, Tex., June 29.—The explosion of
a boiler in the offices of the Evening Age
this afternoon killed three persons and se-
verely wounded another. The dead are:

Henry Lyons, engineer; Edwin E. Dmery,
telegraph operator; Miss Mattie Loeb, sten-
ographer. W. G. Van Vleck, general man-
ager of the Atlantic Rallway system of the
Southern Pacific railway, was serfously In-
jured. The body of the boller was blown
nearly a block, tearing out the front of the
office of Mr. Van Vleck. Miss Loeb, his
stenographer, was writing beslde him and
was struck by a portlon of the boiler, un-
der which she lay some time, being crushed
to death. Operator Emery had his finger
on the key when a portion of the boller
struck him cver the heart, killing him in-
stantly. General Manager Van Vieck was
struck by a brick, and for a time it was
feared he was fatally injured, but he will re-
cover, though badly hurt.
