PERSISTENT MADISON LADS.

Stronger Than Ever, Apparently,

Seek to Defeat Their Old-Time
Conqueror* on Water.

After two vain efforts to defeat the
Minnesota boat club's eight-oared crew
the Wisconsin university eight will try
again this afternoon to send the blue
down to defeat. They are more confi-
dent than ever, both previous crews
having been open to the accusation of
greenness on the water, and arguing
that the longer they can row together,
consistent with the development and
not the waste of muscular energy, the
Badgers believe that they are better
situated this year than ever before.

The Wisconsins still row the same
stroke that carried them to victory in
the recent match with the Tale fresh-
men, the curious stroke with a quick
recovery which their trainer, Andrew
O'Dea, brought from Australia under
the title of the Yarra-Yarra, but which
old oarsmen 1 say was rowed by Har-
vard nearly a score of years ago, and
which the Madison oarsmen are now
rechrlstening the Wisconsin stroke, be-
lieving it in its present modifications
to have become sufficiently distinctive
and characteristic to warrant that ap-
pellation. One of the notable defects
in the Wisconsin boat last year was
the unevenness of the inboard work.
O'Dea has worked hard to get this out,
and in the practice, a.t least, it has dis-
appeared. Whether or not it will re-
appear in the excitement of a race re-
mains to be seen.

The Minnesota crew will paddle the
shell much the same as last year, al-
though experts claim to have perceived
a slight modification in the stroke
since the crack eight went east and
met the best eights in the country at
Saratoga last year. The recovery is
somewhat slower, perhaps.

Coach Kennedy, of the local eight,
says that the crew is at a dis-
advantage by reason of the lack ofvigorous practice in the water, due to
their having beer, employed in the city
daily. Kennedy, however, is full of
confidence in the stroke oar, as well as
in the practiced stroke. The personnel
of the crew is somewhat changed since
last year, but he believes it to be a
crew fully capable of maintaining the
high standard set by the Minnesota
club in previous regattas.

The race is for the Schlitz cup, which
was given to the University of Wiscon-
sin navy three yaars ago by the Ulh-
leins of Milwaukee, to be put up as a
trophy for races between the Wiscon-
sin and some other crew. The Wiscon-
sin navy selected the Minnesota Boat
club, and the cup was put up to be-
come the property of the crew that
won itin three consecutive races. Min-
nesota has won two, and if it wins
again today the cup becomes its prop-
erty, and therefore if there are to be
any more races between the two crews
a new series willhave to be arranged.
The cup is of silver, gold-lined, and
stands about three feet high. Itis val-
ued at between $500 and $600.

YALE MEN GLUM.

Disappointed by a Poor Practice
Trial.

HENLY-ON-THAMES, July 3.—Yale
was out in the new boat this evening
using the new American oars. They
rowed from the start, Mr. Cook coach-ing the crew from a bicycle. They did
the course at a stroke beginning with
forty to the minute varying to 38 and
finally running down to 36. The time
for the first half was 3:34 and for the
whole 7:24. The men were exhausted at
the finish. Treadway and Langford

especially so. Coxswain Clark dashed
water over their faces.

CHANCE J'or' YALE.

One of the Three Favorite Crews at
Henley,'

HENLEY-ON-THAMES, July 3.—The
training of the crews entered for the
grand challenge cup and other races to
be decided next week, at the Henley
regatta, is about completed, although
some of them, during £he present day
and tomorrow willundergo their finish-
ing touches.

The consensus of opiaion Is that the
race for the grand will be won by Le-
ander. New College or, Yale, with the
Thames crew having a good lead for
fourth place in the estimation of com-
petent critics. Trinity college and the
London Rowing club are considered out
of the race. The latter because they
are far behind their form of other
years, and the former because for some
reason unexplained, they have fallen
off remarkably from their performances
of a week ago.

There are several factors however,
which should not be overlooked in fore-
casting the chances of the different
crews. The New College men are, un-
questionably, somewhat overtrained.
Bob Cook has carefully avoided this,
and Yale will go to the post in prime
condition, a most important factor with
the crews as evenly matched as the
present three seem to be. The draw,
if there is a strong west wind, such as
has been blowing every day this week
off the Bucks shore, means an advan-
tage of at least a length and a half.

There is an undercurrent of feeling
here, fed by the press, that if Yalewins, it willbe because Mr. Cook copied
the English style of rowing with a
really good crew, and that, if Yaleloses, it will be because they had not
time to adopt the thoroughly English
style.

"Cornell," said J. F. Cooper, secre-
tary of the regatta committee, "pur-
sued a suspicious policy before un-
known in Henley crews. They declined
invitations as if they suspected they
would be poisoned. Yale on the con-
trary seems one of us, and has met us
in the same spirit. We are with them
in manners and men and they are not
looking for traps and tricks on every
side. If they win, it will be a great
thing for Henley, as we suppose Har-
vard will not be content, and perhaps
other colleges will not be satisfied untilthey add a victory at Henley to their
home triumphs. But, even if Yale suc-cumbs, we trust it willnot be long be-
fore we see her blue 'Y' again, and, ifYale wins, you may be sure there willbe no begrudging her the victory, even
among the defeated crews.

HEAVY TRAINS ARE REGULAR.

Fourth of July Exodus Taxes Cap-
acity of Local Railroad and

Depot Accommodations.

Reports from New York regarding
the conference between Joint Traffic as-
sociation officials and those of the Ca-
nadian Pacific regarding that line be-
coming a member of the association, is
pleasing to western railroad men. It
has been decided that the Canadian
road will practically become a member
of the association. Owing to the pe-
culiar form of its charter it is debarred
from actual membership, but President
Van Horn has, it is said, promised that
his line shall live up to the spirit of
the organization's agreement and shall
be subject to its regulations. This af-
filiation of the Canadian Pacific with
other lines of the Joint Traffic associa-
tion means much to the other roads
doing a northwestern business. For
years that line has been a demoraliz-
ing factor so far as both freight and
passenger rates are concerned. It has
made rates from St. Paul on both
freight and passenger business which
prevented American lines from getting
a share of the business for they were
unable to meet its rates. That also cut
western lines out of a large share of
the business they were rightly entitled
to, for no eastern line was allowed to
Join with them in meeting the compe-
tition. Much of the trouble of the past
will now be averted If the Canadian
Pacific lives up to its agreement.

EXODUS OF SUFFERERS.
City Svrelterers S«ek Comfort in

Rural Retreats.
Passenger men of all roads running

out of the city report an unusually
heavy holiday traffic. All lines are
making a round trip rate between St.

SCHOOL ENROLLMENT.

Total for the Country In1894 Nearly

Sixteen Million.
WASHINGTON, July 3.—The total enroll-

ment in educational institutions of all kinds
in the United States for the school year 1893-
--1894 was nearly 16,000,000, according to the re-
port of last year, just published by Com-
missioner Harris. Of these all but 400,000
were in the regular schools, an increase of
about a half-million for the year. The per-
centage of total population enrolled in the
schools was 20.53. School property gained in
value during the year over $26,000,000, and1,103 more school houses were in operation.
In the past twenty years the South has

Increased 54 per cent in population, but its
school attendance has increased 130 per cent,
more than twice as fast as the population.
In the twenty years from 1874 to 1894 the
value of schol property in the South has in-
creased from $16,000,000 to $61,000,000— an ad-
ditlo of $40,000,000 or $2,000,000 a year.

Higher edueatoin has also made a good
record. The report Includes Specialist Mc-
Donald's criminological investigations. The
latter seeks to prove tha* there can be no
rational treatment of crinft until the causesare investigated. He estimates nine-tenths
of crime to be due to bad social conditions.
He attacks the theory that crime is a dis-ease, in a medicinal sense, claiming that 82per cent of criminals are in good health.
