Mr. Hill,
in particular was besieged by an eager
crowd, for although the New York
senator has been prominent in public
lite, he has not been a familiar con-
vention figure, and there was a general
desire to see him. He received all
comers affably, but as the morning
advanced, the miscellaneous reception
gave away for the serious work ahead
of the senator and his associates. Mr.
Whitney's smile gave little evidence of
anxiety as to the result. He was a very
busy man. the various elements op-
posed to silver seeming to look to him
to devise the means to stem the silver
tide.

At the Sherman house, where the sil-
yer forces rule, there was the some-
what tense feeling marking the deter-
mined attitude of the silver forces
\u25a0within recent days. Senator Jones, of
Arkansas, the recognized field marshal
of the silver ranks* conferred with the
leaders from various sections and
mapped out the decisive policy which is
fast maturing. He expressed the con-
fidence of positive conviction in the
success of his forces and this had been
confirmed by the reports to the silver
caucus last night. The committee
named at the caucus, and from each
silver delegation, was busy making its
canvass on which exact count of the
silver strength willbe made.

APPEAL TO SILVERITES.

ASKED TO PAISE BEPORG THEY
PLINGE THE PARTY INTO

DISRUPTION.

FELLOWS ORATOR OF EVENING.

Party Honor and Party Precedent
Arrayed Agrninat the Ranb Step

Now Contemplated.

Special to the Globe.
CHICAGO. July 4.—The gold stand-

ard men began their "campaign of ed-
ucation" by a monster meeting at the. Auditorium to-night. If one could
judge from the extent and unanimity
of the applause there was not much
opportunity to educate, for that audi-
ence was apparently already for a
gold standard. It is quite evident that
the trump card of the gold men is to
be an appeal to the South to break
away from the silver delusion, in order
to save the Democratic party from de-
struction, the only party that has con-
sistently been the friend of the South.
Ex-Governor Russell, of Massachu-
setts, spoke on the line of ex-Governor
Fleming's resolution at the New York
state Democratic convention, calling
attention to the danger of the force
bill, if the Democrats lost the fight.
Russell is a brilliant and splendid
speaker, and when he mentioned
Cleveland's name the applause almost
indicated that itwas a Cleveland meet-
ing. There was a similar outburst
when Senator Gray, of Delaware, al-
luded to Cleveland.
If the party splits, perhaps gold

standard men will put Cleveland in
the field. *It would be a little odd if
they should and get a plurality for him
in New York. Itis certain New York
has no confidence in McKinley on the
money question, and it is nearly cer-
tain he would not veto a free silver
bill, while they know Cleveland would.
Stranger things have happened than
Cleveland's nomination by the sound
money men after this silver conven-
tion has adjourned. It would be a de-
feat for him, of course, to represent
one wing of the party, but as he is
the only Democrat who has enjoyed the
glories of the presidency for four years
why should he not take some of the
bifter with the sweet? Hill does.

inhere was an evident disappointment
in the audience that neither Senator
Hillor Whitney spoke. The crowd was
especially clamorous for Hill and al-
most howled down Senator Gray, who
made a dull speech, so far as delivery
was conc^ned, with yells for Hill. The
chairman finally quieted the audience
by announcing that Hill was not in twl
hall. He told me, when Isaw him
this afternoon, that he was not to
speak to-night. Ifhe had been present,
he would have been compelled to re-
spond. In view of his being presented
as the gold candidate for temporary
chairman, it would not have been good
politics for him to have spoken to-
night.

The speech of the evening and per-
haps of the entire convention, was that
of John R. Fellows, district attorney
of New York. He has aged very much
since Ifirst saw him and heard him
at St. liouis, twenty years ago, when he
joined with John Kelly in opposition to
Tilden. Ihave heard him at every
Democratic national convention since
'76. In18S0 supporting Hancock at Cin-
cinnati, and in 1884 at Chicago, joining
with Bourke Cochran and Grady in op-
position to Cleveland, and in 1892 in
support of Hin. Notwithstanding his
increase in years, Inever heard him
so eloquent as tonight. As a matter of
well chosen words, oratorically de-
livered, it was worth a journey of a
thousand miles to have heard. Itwill
read well, but it sounded better than
it will read. He commanded even bet-
ter attention than Gov. Russell, and ob-
tained quiet by telling the galleries
that the best way to hear him was for
each one to keep still himself and stop
hollering to some one else to be quiet.
He was humorous, argumentative and
pathetic by turns, the latter especially
in his allusion to the South where he
formerly resided.

Both Fellows and Russell plainlyin-
dicated that the party would be split
in twain ifsilver at 16 to 1 was adopted,
while Fellows in particular, with sad-
dened voice, conceded that he expected
it would be. Ifhis appeal could have
been heard by the five or six hundred
silver delegates, Iam sure it would
have sickened some of them. The
greatest applause of the evening was,
when near the conclusion of his re-
marks, he dramatically exclaimed, re-
ferring to the silvermen, "you may steal
our banner, but thank God you cannot
steal our principles."
Idrifted from that great and enthusi-

astic meeting to the hotel corridors, and
there Iheard the same silver gabble in
progress, which Ihave been listening to
all day, showing that there are none so
blind as those who won't see.

Quite a number of delegations are due
tomorrow, but the real jam will begin
Monday morning. As this convention is
liable to bear twins when it is fully
delivered, it will take a good many
political doctors to superintend the ac-
couchment, and they'll come. There is
more real ability gathered in Chicago
to-night, than all that was in St. Louis
weeks ago and there is a great deal
more en route. Iwould be willing to
wager sixteen to one that it willbe the
convention oi a life time.—

SOI'XD MOSEY MEETING.

Camj)aiKii of Education Begun by
Gold Men.

CHICAGO. July 4.—The great public
demonstration of the gold standard
faction, to-night, attracted a friendly

audience of 6,000 people to the magni-

ficent Auditorium who cheered speeches
by Ex-Gov. Roswell P. Flower,
of New York; Hon. Franklin C. Mac-
Veagh, of Chicago; Ex-Gov. Wm. E.
Russell, of Massachusetts; United
States Senator Gray, of Delaware, and
District Attorney John R. Fellows, of
New York.

The audience was a well dressed one
and seemed to include very few dele-
gates to the convention, so that the
practical success of the meeting, as a
missionary effect, was problematical.
A large portion of the people were la-
dies, whose presence may have im-
imparted some restraint upon the an-
tagonistic silver element, whose dis-
approval of the doctrine preached, it
had been predicted, would inspire
strife and turbulence. This rumored
outbreak of the silver men may have
attracted some to the meeting, but
they were disappointed of their sen-
sation, for that part of the audieace
which differed from the sentiments
pronounced by the orators, gave, most
of the time, a respectful hearing.

Under an Immense American flag,
Blretched above the stage, there sat, be-
side the speakers, ex-Congreßsman
William Everett, of Massachusetts;
Comptroller Eckels, ex-Gov. George W.P*ek, of Wisconsin, and lesser lights.
Wllttsja C. Whitney, during part of the

Rutfeelirrif Massachusetts, were the ob-
jects of the greatest enthusiasm. That
directed toward the New York senator
was wasted, however, for he failed to
put in an appearance. During every
lull in the proceedlng-s the enthusiasts
cried fiercely for Hill and Russell.
When finally their demands were an-
swered by the bow of the brilliant young
Bay state statesman and a reference
by Mr. MacVeagh, who, as presiding
officer, introduced the speakers to the
fact that in what he termed "a normal
Democratic year," Mr. Russell would
be one of the foremost candidates for
ther-the highest honor in the gift of his
party, there was such a responsive
cheer as would natter any public man.
Mr. Russell's speech was rather more
conciliatory In its tone than certain
others, although there was little of
defiance in any, for the tenor of the
meeting was an appeal to the silver
men to turn back from their contem-
plated committal of the party to free
coinage and to refrain from disrupting
the organization as the speakers
predicted the silver campaign would
do.

Onlyonce did the silver sympathizers
in the audience manifest their feelings
with any vehemence. The single out-
break occurred when Mr. MacVe-agh
attacked the administration of Gov.
Altgeld; an attack which Inspired an
overwhelming .protest of howls, hisses
and groans from the galleries, met by
counter cheers from the floor, the
demonstration seeming to Indicate that
the governor had many friends among
the men who filled the upper tiers. Al-
together the audience seemed to be
composed of a majority of administra-
tion Democrats, for every allusion to
President Cleveland and every tribute
to his administration was cheered with
enthusiasm.

Ex-Gov. Flower, of New York, called
the meeting to order and said: "We

but with a perfect vision oi the crisis
that is being forced upon the party
and the nation.

This questionable majority in the
convention, if not arrested by conser-
vative silver men, willdefeat the Demo-
cratic party. But what does defeat on
this issue mean? VRlo can fall to
know that if tho Dtifl&joratk- party shall
borrow this Popuftwlc issue from the
Populists and befHefeated, it will not
regain the respect and confidence of
the people for years ami years to come;

nor. after all thos*: yelps, until it has
been born again? JPTIIb silver move-
ment willpass, aagjthe. greenback move-
ment has i>assed,ftanifl ,'gj.s have passed
all that series of historic attempts to
make money out ot nothing; but it will
leave the Democratic party hopelessly
discredited for many; years tp come.

"And what then Is to' become of all
those great' interests- and policies and
noble impulses and aims of Democracy
which the Democratic $arty alone can
champion and defend.? Who among the
silver leaders think of ?fhem or seems
to care the snap of his finger for them?
This meeting is aft a'ptfeal for the na-
tion and for the people. It is an ap-
peal for the party. Why make this
new platform, when we aJI know that
only a part of the party can stand on
it? Why use an unexpected majority
to force a policy new to DemocratiG
platforms, when every sober minded
man knows that it must inevitably
disrupt the party?

When Mr. MacVeagh finished there
were cries of "Hill," "Russell," and
"Whitney," and a joker in the gallery
called "Altgeld." When quiet was re-
stored Mr. MacVeagh introduced ex-
Gov. Russell, of Massachusetts. He
was received with great applause, and
said:

"If the convention declares for free
coinage, at 16 to 1, by this nation alone,
that action will not be Democratic ac-
tion. It will be Popullstic action. A
Democratic convention may turn

are met to protest against the ridicu-
lous fallacy that is invading our par-
ty." He tried to demonstrate that
the bankers and merchants had felt
the panic a few years ago, but the
farmer was only feeling it now, and
grasped this fallacy in the hope of ob-
taining relief, that could not possibly
come by the adoption of a gold stand-
ard. Mr. Flower presented Mr. Frank-
lin MacVeagh, of Chicago, as chair-
man, who said in part:

MEANS DISRUPTION.
"This meeting has been called and

this great assemblage has gathered,
because the nation and the Democratic
party are both face to face with an
impending crisis. History repeats it-
self. Itis now 36 years since a memor-
able Democratic convention met in1860.
Then, also, both nation and the Demo-
cratic party stood face to face with an
impending crisis. Then there was at
stake the unity of the nation. Now it
is the nation's honor. That honor must
be preserved. The agonies and waste
of war, North and South, would turn
to wantonness in the pages of our his-
tory, if our happily united country
should have been preserved only to be-
come a defaulter and to pay its debts
with fifty-cent dollars.

"We who appeal to the coming con-
vention against silver monometallism
are not all gold monometallists. Many
of us are earnest bimetallists, eager to
see silver and gold made equal in the
coinage of our country. That which
for this crisis, unites bimetallisms and
gold monometalllists Is the awful spec-
tre of silver monometallism.

"We cannot hope to appeal with suc-
cess to all of the silver delegates. The
great body of them would not even
listen to persuasion. The wild charac-
ter of the movement is shown in its
fury and anger. But there must be
many silver delegates who find them-
selves out of touch with fury and
recklessness and who can still be made
to see where this passion and excite-
ment is carrying them and their party,
and possibly their country. To their
sober reason this meeting is an appeal.
They may still listen to the solemn
warnings of dispassionate men, dis-
passionate Democrats; dispassionate
Americans. We are here without pas-

Populistic, and many Democrats may
turn Populists; but a million Demo-
crats willremain Democrats. No wave
of Populism can sweep them off their
feet; and their feet are on the plat-
form of the historic principles of the
party."

"We meet with no personal ambition
to serve, with no threat upon our lips,
and with no purpose to question the
sincerity and honesty of any Demo-
crat, however radical the differences
within our ranks, but we are painfully
conscious of the palpable fact that for
the first time within a generation and
for the second time only, in its hundred
years of honorable life,, the great na-
tional Democratic party is on the
point of sectional and geographical
division, with its' untold misery and
disaster. The door is open for division,
defeat, dishonor; we^sefi new faces and
new principles urging;us on, but we
have not yet crossed its threshhold.
May Gold save us* from the fatal step.

"Ina spirit of unfflnahing loyalty we
ask the representatives, of our party to
pause and, without prejudice or pas-
sion, to consider well, pefore committ-
ing Democracy to a radical and novel
policy which we. believe affects our
nations honor, arid we know must
break the ties wftich ftind South and
North, East and West together in an
enduring the triumphant Democracy.

"In a true Democratic convention,
each member- carries his manhood un-
der his own hat, -conscience dominates
instruction and the welfare of his coun-
try and the life of his party are more
important than any sectional interest
or personal success. In the belief that
now, as formerly, our party meets in
this spirit, anxious to rally under the
old flag all of its old soldiers, and to
win recruits from every section, and
ready to accord freedom of speech and
action, we have gathered to-night to
make an appeal for union; we of the
North and the East, to plead for the
very life of the party. It would be
folly to overlook the gravity of th«-
crisis, but it would be cowardly to
abandon hope, and trndemocratlc to
assume that our appeal will fall upon
deaf ears. Qur_ great national party
