CHTCAGO. July 7.—The seats of the
delegates and alternates were filled,

but there was a wide fringe of vacant
chairs in the outer edge of the gal-

ltries. when at 12:49 p. m., Chairman
Harrity, of the national committee,
raised his gavel and as it dropped on
the desk with a sharp crack, requested

the 16th national Democratic conven-
tion to come to order. He said:

"The sergeant-at-arms will kindly

see that the aisles are cleared and that
everyone shall take his or her seat.
The aisles must be cleared. The gentle-
men will kindly take their seats as
promptly as possible."

In the course of a minute or so the
aisles wore cleared and Chairman Har-
rity declared the convention in order
for the business before it. Continuing,

he said:
"The proceedings of the convention

will be opened with prayer, which will
be offered by the Rev. Ernest M.Stires,
rector of Grace Episcopal church of
Chicago."

The Rev. Dr. Stires addressed the
throrre of Grace and then Mr. Harrity
said:

"By direction of the Democratic na-
tional committee, Idesire to report the
following as the temporary organiza-
tion of the convention: For temporary
chairman, Hon. David B. Hill,of New
York."

The mention of Senator Hill's name
\u25a0was received with

TREMENDOUS APPLAUSE.
the members of the Pennsylvania dele-
gation standing on chairs and waving
flags. Someone called for three cheers
for David B. Hill, which were given
and the band then played "Dixie."

When the excitement had subsided,
Mr. Harrity resumed his announcement
as follows:

For temporary secretary, Hon. Simon
P. Sheerin, cf Indiana; for sergeant-
at-arm.s, Col. John I. Martin, of Mis-
souri; assistant secretaries, reading
clerks and tellers have been reported
to the secretary of the committee and
their names will be read if desired.

The undersigned members of the national
committee, respectfully recommend that the
name of the Hon. John W. Daniel, of Vir-
ginia, be substituted in the committee re-
port for that of the Hon. David B. Hill, of
New York, and that the Hon. John W.
Daniel be chosen temporary chairman of this
convention.

Why depart from the principles
that have governed every Democratic conven-
tion since Democracy assumed to represent the
Democratic party? We appeal to your reason.
Iwant, as does every Democrat in the North,

to suport the action of the convention. Don't
begin your convention by violating a tradi-
tion—by violating a rule. If.you have the
strength of giants, use it, not as giants do,
but reserve that strength and all the spirit
that is in it for the battle that will come in
November. (Great applause.) You have not,
even in the moment of exultation, because of
majority in this assembly, any reasonable
right to attack the minority by setting aside
traditional rule.

Mr. Waller, of Connecticut, was next recog-
nized and said: "There are no abler men,
there are no braver Democrats, than the two
whose names are involved in this prelim-
inary discussion (applause.) They may be
named together and they should be cheered to-gether, and they should be called together in
this convention (applause.) Ifit be Hill of
New York (applause) or Daniel of Virginia

your party, for this position, and the other is
a candidate by the exercise of a power never
before invoked and a substitute candidate.

This isthe feeling of at least one-third of the con-vention in the minority. Ias k you to con.slder that feeling. Let us act together inthis preliminary proceeding and let us standtogether in the Democratic party, that party
that has stood by the people who fought forit, and Itrust in God that nothing will bedone here to prevent its continuing to do sov.hile the republic lasts." (Great applause.)Charles S. Thomas, of Colorado, who wasgree-ted with cheers, spoke next. He said-
-I-would say nothing but for the speech of
the distmeruished gentleman who has just
taken his ss&t. You are told that the ma-jority of tr-is convention, over-riding precee-
dent and disturbing tradition, proposes by

Hon. B. W. Marston, Louisiana: Itis not
that we love David B. Hl3l less, but we love
Democracy more. (Cheers.) We would not
cast any aspersion upon our Eastern friends.
The best blood of Massachusetts courses
through my veins, and Iassure you, coming
as Ido from Louisiana, that we would not
cast any aspersions upon you. But. gentle-
men, you have got hold of the wrong end
of the dilemma. It is us that you would
trample upon (cheers and hisses), two-thirds
of this convention— (Renewed hisses and

cheers.) We ask you in the name of two-
thirds of -this convention to give us the tem-
porary chairmanship. (More hisses and
cheers.) We. state to the Democracy of the
United States now that we are on top and
mean to assert our rights.

At this statement the delegates raised a

howl, mingled with voluminous hisses and
a moderate quantity of cheers. Chairman
Harrity stretched out his. hands appe&llngly
for order, and he was greeted with renewed
confusion, In which, could be distinguished
many cries of "Hill:Hill!" At length order
was restored, and Mr. Marston continued as
fellows: Ifyou had given us the temporary
chairmanship we would never have protested.
(The speaker was interrupted by cheers and
applause, which was renewed again and again
as he attempted to proceed. He paced the
length of the platform for many minutes.
Finally Chairman Harrity succeeded in re-
storing order.)

Mr.Marston— Lrsten that ye may hear. Mr.'
Hill is now considered by two-thirds of this
convention as representing the other third
of this question. Itis not against Hill, no;
it is not against anybody that we have pro-
ceeded in this manner, but it Is in favor of
Democracy. We know as politicians (cheers)
that it was intended to capture this conven-
tion—the temporary chairmanship. We were
to be held up to scorn and ridicule. We met
the enemy, and at the close of this fight we
willbe able to say, "They are ours." (Cheers
and hisses.) We will be as fair with you as
you will be with us, and if this is done, this
glorious country of ours willblossom like the
rose. (Cheers.)

At this point the confusion, made up of

cheers and yells and hisses, drowned out Mr.
Marston, and Chairman Harrity came to his
relief with an appeal to the convention to
listen to the gentleman recognized by the
chair. Mr. Marston appeared to have had
enough of It by this time, and stepped off the
platform.

John M. Duncan, Texas: Iwant to know
if the first violation of precedent was not
when a majority of the committee, whose
views were not ia consonance with the views
of the majority of this- convention, arid over
the protest of the lriajbrity, named a man,
knowing that his views were diametrically
opposed to the view*of a majority of this
convention? • They have forced the issue.
We have not. We have got to meet it, and
we ttflght as well meet it now' as any time.
What we Want is success in November, and
we do not want to go out to the people any
exaggeration of the strength of gold in this
convention. We have almost, if not quite,
a two-thirds majority.

J. R. Ladd, Illinois: Isay to you that a
house divided against itself shall not suc-
ceed in November. Let us exchange our
views and ideas good naturedly and In a
candid way, and bow to the will of the ma-
jority. Ifthe committee has made a recom-
mendation that we do not like, may we not
vote against it, and when we do it, exercise
the greatest Democratic privilege in the
world, of voting as we please. (Cheers.)
Senator Hill, nor his friends, can not justly
take offense. It is not a fight against New
York, nor against Senator. Hill, but a recog-
nition of the time-honored

DEMOCRATIC PROPOSITION,

that the majority- shail rule. (Applause.)
And se let it be,! (Oh*ers.) Let us adopt
silver and a silver candidate, according to
Democratic methods. (Applause.) This is a
Democratic convention, -and whatever you do,
do it as Democrats. If, you do otherwise,
Ifear, my friends,, you~rwill make a serious
mistake. That Ish*uld *-ote against John W.

TICKLED TO DEATH.

Sliver Men Shouted Themselves
Hoarse Over Their Victory.

This signal victory of the silver men was
greeted with an ovation from the convention
and regarded as conclusive of their strength.
The chairman attempted to restore order by
hammering with his gavel on his desk.
Sergeant-at-Arms John I.Martin,of Su Louis,
came to his rescue, and, in a voice of com-
mand, ordered every delegate to take his
seat; he also ordered his assistants to clear
the aisles.

When order had been restored, the chair-
man said: "Unless objection be made the
chair will regard the vote which has just
been announced as a practical rejection of
the choice of the national committee and will
consider It unnecessary to put it to a formal
vote. There being no objection, the chair-
man will appoint as a committee of three to
escort Hon. John W. Daniel to the chair
Hon. J. P. Jones, of Arkansas; Hon. R. P.
Keating and Hon. Stephen M. White, of Cal-
ifornia.

As the committee appeared on the plat-
form with the Virginia senator the demon-
stration of the silver men was renewed.
Senator Daniel has the appearance of an old-
time statesman, smooth shaven, with clear
cut features and raven black hair, and,
wearing the conventional black frock coat
of the old days, he looked as If he had
stepped out of some picture of. the senate of
the past. He bowed profoundly in response
to the ovation he received.

He talked easily to Chairman Harrlty until
the noise subsided. In opening he paid agraceful compliment to Mr. Harrity for tha
fairness In which he had presided over the
convention and referred with regret to the
necessity which had compelled him to standantagonism to the "great senator from New
York." Then plunging Into the subject be-fore him he drew a picture of the great up-
heaval in favor of free silver which had
swept the country. He said:

KEYNOTE SOUNDED.

Silver Offered as the Panacea for All
Evils.

"In receiving from your hands this gravel
as the temporary presiding officer of thisconvention, Ibeg leave to express a sentimentwhich, Iam sore, is unanimous, that no
national convention was ever presided overwith more ability or with more fairness
than by yourself. (Cheers and cries of 'Har-
rlty, Harrlty.') Ican express no better wish
for myself than that Imay be able In some
feeble way to model my conduct by your
model and to practice by your example.
(Cheers.) The high position, gentlemen, to
which you have chosen me, involves both agreat personal honor and a keen responsi-
bility. For the honor, Ithank you. The re-sponsibility Iwould be wholly inadequate to
bear did Idepend upon myself, but your
gracious aid will make It easy and its bur-
den light. That aid Iconfidently invoke from
you for the sake of the great cause under
whose banner we have fought so many bat-
tles and which now demands of us such
staunch devotion and such loyal service.
"Iregret that my name should have been

brought In even the most courteous compli-
cation with that of my distinguished friend,
the great senator from New York. (Ap-
plause.) But the very fact that Ihave per-
mitted it to be done refutes the suggestion
that has been improvldently made on this
floor, that either Ior those whom Ihave
the honor to represent would ever heap in-
dignity upon that brave and illustrious head.
(Great applause.) No candid, no dispassion-
ate judgment, gentlemen, can ever misinter-
pret your meaning. The senator from New
York himself knows, and as Iknow, and as
you know, that there is no personality in
the preferment which has been given to me.
He must know, and the great country that
watches these proceedings must know, that
It is solely due to the principle that this
great ,majority of Democrats stands for, and
that they know Istand with them. (Ap-
plause.) And that It is given in the spirit
of the instructions received by these represen-
tatives of the people, from the people whom
all Democrats will ever bow to as the purest
and original source of all power. The birth
of the Democratic party was co-evil with the
birth of the sovereignty of the people. It
can never die until the declaration of

AMERICAN INDEPENDENCE
is forgotten and that sovereignty is crushed
out. (Great applause.)
"Iam happy, gentlemen, to know that the

majority in this convention Is not personal,
neither in any sense is It sectional. Itblends
the palmetto and the pines of Maine and
South Carolina. It begins with the sunrise
in Maryland and spreads Into a sunburst in
Louisiana and Texas. (Applause.) It stretches
in one unbroken column across the Ameri-
can continent from the Atlantic shores of
the Old Dominion and Georgia, and It sheds
its silvery beams over the golden gates of
California. (Applause.) It sends forth its
pioneers from Plymouth Rock and waves
over the golden wheat fields of Dakota. It
has its strongholdß in Alabama and Mis-
sissippi, and its outposts In Minnesota, Flor-
ida and Oregon. (Applause.) It sticks like
a tar-heel (applause) down In the old North
State, and It writes 16 to 1 on the saddle-
bags of the Arkansas traveler. (Loud ap-

plause. )
"Itpours down its rivulets from the moun-

tains of West Virginia and makes a great
lake in New Mexico, Arizona, Wyoming, Iha-
ho, Utah, Nevada, Montana and Colorado. It
stands guard around the national capitol in
the District of Columbia (cheers), and It
camps on the frontiers of Oklahoma. It
sweeps like a prairie fire over lowa and
Kansas, and puts up a red light on the con-
fines of Nebraska. It marshals its massive
battalions in Ohio, Indiana, Illinois and Mis-
souri. Last, but by far not least, when I
see this grand array and think of the Brit-
ish gold standard that was recently unfurled
over the ruins of Republican promises at St.
Louis, and Ithink, too, of the battle of
New Orleans, of which It was sad:"

"There stood John Bull In martial pomp,
but there was also Kentucky." (Applause.)

"Brethren of the East, there Is no South,
there is no North, there is no East or West
in tils uprising of the people for American
emancipation from the conspiracy of Euro-
pean kings, led on by Great Britain, which
seeks to destroy one-half of the money of
the world and to make American manufact-
urers, merchants, farmers and mechanics
mere hewers of wood and drawers of water.

"There Is one thing golden, which, per-
mit me, in the same good humor which has
characterized your conduct, to commend to
you here. Itis the golden rule, to do unto
others as you would have them do unto
you. Forget not that an absolute acquies-
cence In the will of the majority. Is the vital
principle of the republic. Democrats as you
have been, Democrats as Itrust you will
ever be, acquiesce gracefully Jn the

WILL OF THE MAJORITY
of your fellow Democrats and only ask to go
with them, as they have often gone with
you. (Applause.) Do not forget, gentlemen,
that for thirty years we have supported the
men that you have named for president-
Seymour, Greeley, Tilden, Hancock and twice
Grover Cleveland. Do not forget that we
have submitted cheerfully to your compro-
mised platform, and to your repeated pledges
of bimetallism, and have patiently borne
repeated disappointments as to their ful-
fillment. Do not forget that at the last na-
tional convention of the Democratic party
in 1892. you proclaimed yourselves to be In
favor of the use of both gold and stiver as
a standard money of the country, for the
coinage of both sold and silver without dis-

criminating against either metal; and that
the only question left open was the ratio be-
tween the metals. Do not forget

—
and Ire-

fer to the fact in no inferior sense
—

that just
four years ago, in a Democratic convention,
In this city, the New York delegation stood
here solidly and immovably for a candidate
committed to the free and unlimited coinage
of silver and gold at a ratio of 16 to 1; and
if we are still for it, let it not be forgotten
that we owe it In some measure to their
teachings. (Applause.)

"That we owe you much, gentlemen of the
East, is readily acknowledged and will be
ever most gratefully remembered. We owe
you much, gentlemen of the convention, but
you must remember that you have a debt
also, when you recall the Force bill and the
McKlnley bill, and the Sherman law, the
triple Infamy of Republican legislation. The
first was aimed not more at the South than
at the great citlea of the East, and chief
among them, the great Democratic city of
Xew York, with. tts magnificent patronage.
That bill got Its death blow in the senate,
but there was not a single Democrat in New
York or New F-oeland to vote against It. If
