LAKE CITY, Minn., July 9.—A little

sensation has been sprung in the ar-
tillery camp and a court martial has
been convened for the trial of two pri-

vates of Battery "A," who are charged

with willful disobedience of orders.
The prisoners are Wm. G. Stoehr and
Emil A. Moeller, who failed to report

for drill last Friday and for camp duty

last Monday. The case of Stoehr is
claimed to be somewhat aggravated
by the fact that it involves a willful
defiance of the authority of his com-
manding officer, Capt. Appleby, as
well as a disobedience of the formal
order of Gov. Clough, commander-in-
chief of the Minnesota National Guard.
A squad was detailed from camp on
Wednesday with instructions to secure
the attendance of the accused men
at the session of the court martial.
The court is composed of Capt. Ben-
nett, president; Lieuts. Bruce and
Roach, with Lieut. Geo. C. Lambert
as judge advocate. The prisoners were
arraigned this afternoon and the case
of Stoehr was partly tried. This step
has been taken owing to a disposition
among a few members of the guard
to disobey the general orders of the
commander-in-chief requiring their at-
tendance in camp. Both cases will
probably be concluded to-morrow. The
finding of the court on the military
usage will not be made public until
published by the reviewing authority.

The mounted battalion was inspected
on the field to-day, by Lieut. A. B.
Johnson, of the Seventh United States
infantry, and who also afterwards in-
spected the quarters of the artillery
camp. It is safe to assume that the
inspecting- officer was very favorably
impressed with the appearance of the
officers and men.

"Renew your youth and gambol on
the green" were the enigmatic words
which accompanied a mysterious pack-
age which was sent to an artillery of-
ficer to-day by some of his "capital"
city admirers, and the incident was the
source of considerable amusement
among the men who caught on to thejoke.

To-night a joint review of the Artil-
lery and Second regiment was receivedby Adj. Gen. Muehlberg, who arrived
at Lakeview this afternoon. His arri-
val was announced by an honorary sa-
lute of eleven guns.

Discipline is nicely observed aboutboth camps and routine duties progress
rapidly.

As regards weather this encampment
of the.Second has been one of the most
favorable in the history of the regi-
ment.

Rifle practice was commenced at the
300-yard distance this afternoon, the
large number of unfinished scores hav-
ing been completed at the 200-yard
range this morning.

Twenty free silverites from Minne-
haha county, headed by Judge Palmer
and C. A. Jewett, boited the conven-
tion and issued the usual manifesto.
Itis reported they will go to. the Pop-
ulist state convention at Huron next
week. Little concern is taken in this
defection.

The platform Indorses the national
platform adopted at St. Louis, com-
mends the present administration of
the affairs of this state as honest and
economical, and especially its steady
purpose and effect in exposing and
bringing to speedy punishment a
former defaulting state treasurer and
recovering for the state so large a pro-
portion of the state's funds, and de-
mands the passage of an act by the
legislature providing adequate punish-
ment for defalcation committed by
public officers. The resolutions favor
the investigation of the management of
the grain elevators of the state and
the destrucion of oppressive corpora-
tions through congressional aid. They
also oppose any and ail harsh or un-
just legislation concerning the rail-
roads, and recommend that each coun-
ty convention for the nomination of
members of the legislature take sucn
action as will require all candidates to
commit themselves upon the question
of legislation to carry out the meaning
and purpose of this resolution. Resolu-
tions of respect were adopted to the
memory of ex-Gov. A. C. Mellette.

The resolution affecting the rec nt
action of Senator Pettigrew is as fol-
lows:

"Whereas. R. F. Pettigrew was elected adelegate to the Republican national conven-
tion at St. Louis on a pledge given in open
Convention to abide by the decision of the

highest tribunal of the Republican party;
and,

"Whereas, In his representative capacity
as said delegate Mr. Pettigrew withdrew
from the national convention and allied him-
self with the enemies of the party, thereby
misrepresenting the sentiment and betraying
the interests of the party in the state and
nation; therefore, be it

"Hesolved, That the Republicans of South
Dakota In convention assembled hereby de-
nounce such misrepresentation and betrayal,
and pledge the party, if in control of the
legislature, to the election of a true and
loyal representative of the party to the Uni-
ted States senate from the commonwealth of
South Dakota."

Late this afternoon J. D. Elliott, a lawyer
and a large land owner of Tyndall, Bon
Homme county, was elected chairman of the
state central committee. James Munn, of
Lawrence county, was elected vice chair-
man.

I'SED A ST. PAUL FIRM NAME.

North Dakota Crook Swindle* Fif-
teen Banks.

GRAND FORKS, N. D., July 9.—A war-
rant has been issued for the arrest of Lewis
J. Selfert, alias Nathan G. Bergman, who
was in this part of the state some months
ago representing himself as an agent of the
California Wine house, of St. Paul. His
scheme is somewhat old, but several banks
in this part of the country were done up

to the extent of $85 each. A few days be-
fore Seifert struck town the local bank would
receive a letter from St. Paul, written on
the stationery of the wine house, stating
that their traveling man would be in town

in a few days and would probably call on the
bank to have a check cashed, the amount be-
ing named In the letter. The bank never
questioned the man when he showed up, and
he always received his -cash. He traveled
fast, and by the time the checks had been
returned to St. Paul and refused, he had
succeeded In swindling fifteen banks. The
matter has been taken up by the American
Bankers' association. Should he be captured
he willbe sent back to this county for trial.

Sailor Mysteriously Drowned.
ASHLAND, Wis., July 9.—Three sailors on

the steamer Fayette Brown returned to the
boat in an Intoxicated condition about mid-
night. One of them was missing, but the
others did not report that one of their num-
ber fell off the tramway under the ore dock.
Itwas found this morning that he did. The
missing man's name is James McMahon,
and he is from London, Eng. The steamer
pulled out today and they are still dredg-
ing for the body, but with no success. There
is some talk of foul play, and the case prom-
ises to develop a sensational sequel.

Elevator and Wheat Gone.
REDWOOD FALLS, Minn.. July 9.—An in-

cendiary fire destroyed the elevator of the
Van Dusen-Harrington company at this place
about 2 o'clock this morning. The building
was practically destroyfd before the alarm
was given. It contained over 20,000 bushels
of wheat and about 3,000 bushels of flax, mak-
ing the loss over $15,000, the elevator being
valued at $4,000. all covered by a blanket
policy. This makes the third elevator of
the Van Dusen company destroyed by fire
in the last three years at this place, All of
incendiary origin.
