Held. A. not having joined In the” cove-
pant to maintain the roof, the covenant of
B. to do so, does not run with the life es-
tate of A. or incumber the same either in
law or equty, with the whole burden of
maintaining the roof, that such defendants
are still enjoying possession under that life
estate and not under the reversion, and so
fas as plaintiff’s present claim is concerned,
it can only compel contribution from such
dlefendants of thelr equitable share of the
cost of maintaining the rocf.

Distinction noted hetween a conveyance in
fee reserving rent and a lease for life or
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years, as to covenants running with the
land. Order reversed and a new trial grant-
ed. —Canty, J.

Ulick L. Lynott, respondent, vs. Charles E.

Dickerman, appellant. Syllabus:

1. Ch. 53, G. L, 1878, is entitled “An act
providing for the foreclosure of mortgage by
advertisement.” Held the subject legislated
upon in section 24 thereof is germane to the
subject mentioned in the title of the act, and
the act is not, because of section 24, uncon-
stitutional because embracing more than one
subject or embracing a subject not expressed
in the title.

2. Whether the naked right to sue for the
penalty provided for by said section 24 is
assignable, quere.

But held, an assignee of the amount actu-
ally due from the mortgagee, and which he
has misappropriated, is assignable without a
transfer of the equity of redemption. Order
affirmed. —Canty, J.

Goodman Cohen, respondent, vs. Aaron Gold-
berg, appellant.

1. In an action by a third party against a
judgment creditor for conversion of property
levied on as the property of the judgment
debtor, but claimed by the plaintiff as his
property, held, great latitude must be al-
lowed in the cross-examination of the im-
mediate parties to the alleged fraudulent
transaction, and it is error to refuse to allow
any such cross-examination having a reason-
able tendency to throw light on such trans-
action, even though the inquiry is as to mat-
ters not touched upon in the direct examina-
tion.

2. It is error to admit in such an action,
evidence of the wealth of the defendant, with
a view to the recovery of punitive damages,
uvnless there is evidence In the case tending
to prove that he was guilty of gross oppres-
sion or wanton disregard of the rights of the
plaintiff in converting the property, so as to
justify the allowance of punitive damages.
Order reversed and a new trial granted.

Two Proprietors Arrested for Keep-
ing Open Too Late.

Notwithstanding the statement of a
city official the order relative to the
closing of the saloons at midnight has
not been suspended. Yesterday two
saloonkeepers were in the police court
on a charge-of keeping open after
twelve o’clock. The complaints in each
case were signed and sworn to by
patrolmen. -

Bastian Noll, keeper of a saloon at
867 Minnehaha street, had his case con-
tinued to Saturday and put up $100 for
his appearance. Capt. Pottgeiser stated
last evening that Noll had been taking
two or three minutes each night after
thé time for closing arrived and on last
Friday night was open about half an
hour later than the law allows.

Nick Andres,*who keeps the saloon
at Washington and Sixth streets, also
secured a continuance. Patrolman
Walsh, who *made the complaint in
this case, claims that Andres was in
his place of business after midnight
on Saturday last. Andres, however,
denies that he sold any liquor after
hours and says he had a friend who
lives in the same building as the saloon
with him when he shut up. After clos-
ing they went in front of the place and
remained there some time,

YOUNG MEYERS RELEASED.

Facts of His Release From the State
School,

Albert Meyers, who was arrested on
Friday last for complicity in the lar-
ceny of a bottle of whiskey from the
store of Kennedy & Chittenden, was
allowed to go home yesterday by
Judge Orr. The lads father died yes-
terday morning and the fact having
been brought to the attention of the
court he was released. - Albert, who is
about twelve years old, was released
from the state school at Red Wing a
short time ago. He was not, as was
stated some days ago, pardoned by the
governor, but released by the board
having charge of the school on the
ground that the family were golng to
Idaho to live. His father did go to
Idaho but was taken seriously sick
and on the advice of his physician
brought back to St. Paul. He died
yesterday morning. But for the sick-
ness of her husband Mrs. Meyers would
have left the state with Albert and
the rest of the family some time ago
as she promised the officials of the
school when her son was discharged.

SHE MAY KEEP GLORINE,

In an afidavit Mrs Thompson stated
that she had no intention of leaving the
state until next November, and her at-
torney further explained that at that
time his client would file divorce pro-
ceedings against her husband. If suc-
cessful in her suit Mrs. Thompson would
return with her daughter to her former
home in St. Louis.

Bean said John Simmons, a white pal
of his, was interested in the sale of
the drug, and a little while afterward
Simmons ,was also arrested. The boys
claim that they found the cocaine
where it had been thrown from the
Northern Pacific warehouse recently
burned. They had =sold mome of the
drug to a couple of drug stores on FEast
Seventh street for seventy cents. The
police are inclined to the opinton that
the lads stole the drug and in order to
find the owner locked them up. Bean
lives with his parents on Rosabel
street. Simmons, who has been ar-
rested several .times lately, has neither
parents nor home.

A num-
ber of the claimants, the attorney sald,
were women, who were passengers on
the cars and had been left by the com-
pany after the accident to get to their
destination as best they could. The
night was a very disagreeable one
and many of the passengers were
obliged to walk several miles in the
rain.

There was not the least doubt in his
mind but that the company was re-
sponsible for damages in these cases.
While the accident might be under the
head of what was called an act of
Providence, and for which the company
was not responsible, the passengers, he
says, should have been taken care of
by the company and landed at their
destination in the center of either Min-
neapolis or St. Paul.

The company, he said, had been no-
tified of the claims against them, but
as yet no answer had been received by
the firm.

HARRINGTON GOT OFF.

Ordinance Against Street Begging
Was Repealed Last Fall,

John J. Harrington, who has more or
less reputation as a politician, was in
the police court yesterday charged with
street begging. Harrington was ar-
rested Baturday by Patrolman Ahern,
and as he was booked &t the central
station declared his arrest an outrage.
He said if the administration had been
Democratic he would not have won-
dered at his arrest, but being Repub-
lican, he was not only surprised but
disgusted. He mentioned the names
of about thirty-three well-known city,
county and state officlals who would
put up any amount of bail for him,
but strange to say, no one came to his
rescue and he had to face the court
yvesterday. He was discharged by
Judge Orr, however, who informed the
representative from the clty attorney’s
office that the ordinance under which
Harrington was arraigned had been re-
pealed in September last. Mr. Oppen-
heim was surprised and stated that
numerous offenders had been sent to
the workhouse since that date under
the ordinance. The court explained
that he did not care to argue the point,
but he knew the ordinance had been
repealed and discharged Harrington,
Mr. Oppenheim, seen later, sald the
ordinance had been repealed inadvert-
ently and would be remedied at the
earliest possible moment. The city, he
said, needed and must have some pro-
tection against street begging.

Court Commissioner Ben Davis oc-
cupied the bench in the probate court
yesterday, in the absence of Judge Will-
rich, disposing of three insane cases
which came up for hearing.

Frank Valka, the young man who
was arrainged in the police court dur-
ing the morning on the charge of horse
stealing, was examined regarding his
sanity and ordered committed to the
state hospital at Rochester.

Amanda Peterson, residing at 59
Sims street, was sent to the hospital
for the second time to be cured of pro-
tracted melancholia.

Charles Sylvester, a telegraph oper-
ator lving at 260 Carroll street, was
also consigned to the care of the state
institution for the insane. His hallu-
cination is that with the assistance of
a few able seamen and a good ship he
cculd anchor off the coast of Cuba, and
with his knowledge of electricity, blow
the island out of the water.

From the south end of this summit level the
St. Crolx river is followed to the Mississippl
Tiver, a distance:of 147 miles, making the
‘whole waterway. thus to be opened 207 miles
in length. £ 5

In considering this project from a com-
merelal point of view; the first consideration”
that appeals to .one is the magnificent ter-
minal harbors at either- end " of the.Toute.
At the northern end, Allouez bay is, as I have
stated, part of Duluth-Superior harbor, and*
under the improvement authorized to be con-
‘tracted for by the last river and harbor bill;-
it will be increased to a depth of twenty
feet.. At the southerm end is ‘the great lake-
St. Croix, twenty-three miles in length, and
"of a depth varying from»thirty to fifty feet,
except over a few bars which can be easily
removed. Below the slake is the Mississippi
river, with its navigable channel reachng
around to St. Paul, the head of commercial
navigation.

Careful examinations have been made of
the soil to determine its. characteristics with
reference to the construction of a work of this
character. Tests havesbeen made of the flow-
age of every stream that!intersects the route
of the proposed canal to determina the exact
sources and amount of the water supply, and
for all my statements of fact I am indebted
to the information thus: collected and pre-
sented in the report of the engineers.

Starting at Allouez Bay, it is proposed, as
I have already said, to construct a canal to
the Brule, a distance of 18 miles. The only
objection to this portion of the waterway is
that it crosses the natural line of drainage,
which is generally morth and south, while
the line of the canal is generally east and
west. The streams have washed deeply into
the clay soil and their beds now lie at the
bottoms of the deep ravines which of course
cannot be avoided. On the whole, however,
these ravine crossings are not serlous- dis-
advantages. The canal may be carried across
them on viaducts, or dams may be built on
the lower side of the canals, which would
pond the waters in the ravines for many miles
up stream and create reservoirs which may
eventually be used for many purposes.

Lumbering operations through the region
traversed by the proposed canal have been
practically completed. The land is compar-
atively worthless and its costs is but trifling.
The soil is-clay which, when it first settles,
is practically water-tight, and the dams could
be constructed at small expense from the soll
excavated from the bed of:the . Culverts .
at or near their bases, of a size sufficient to
accommodate the ordinary ‘flow..of these little
streams, and -équipped with gates or valves
of proper construction, could, easily be util-"
ized for power purposes: to generate elec-
tricity to operate canal boats, or for other
uses.

Flights of locks have been avoided in the
plans, and vertical hydraulic lifts substi-
tuted, and each lift has been made as great
as possible consistent with practical experi-
ence and theory. ; ‘

The calculations for water supply, based
upon careful observations after the most ap-
proved methods, show that the water supply-
is ample for a large canal of the dimensions
1 have mentioned, and further investigation
may disclose a supply sufficlent for a steam-
boat canal, 100 feet wide at the bottom, I2L
feet wide at the water surface-and 7 feet deep.
This statement applies as well to the summit
level and the southern slope as to the north-
ern slope. =

On miscellaneous frelght the wholesale
houses of the Twin Cities each pay from $75,-
000 to $150,000 yearly. Ten job houses of St.
Paul pay $500,000 yearly, and the large retail
houses pay all the way from $2,000 to $25,000.
On all this thers would be a saving of at
least 20 per cent.

‘Minneapolis annually produces 1,000,000 bar-
rels of flour. One-half goes this route. A
 saving of 10 cents per barrel could be made
on the cost of transportation, making an an-
nual saving of $50,000. -

By this route building stone, so much need-
‘ed by the Northwest, can be furnished at
greatly reduced rates.

The cost of the canal is estimated by an ex-
g{%o&%. engineer at between $5,000,000 and

i In the discussion which followed the
uz'ea.ﬂlng of the paper, Col. Keifer stated
that the bill appropriating $200,000 for
the purpose of securing additional
‘frontage for the federal building on
Sixth street, and the enlargement of the

Espy spoke of Mankato, Faribault and
Winona as showing development of
large proportions. Rush B. Wheeler
offered the following resolution which
was adopted:

Whereas, E. E. Smith, a member of
this chamber, has offered to contribute his
services and experience to the beautifying
of the beoulevards and fronts of abutting
property on Summit avenue, from Dale street
to Lexington avenue, by planting trees, slop-
ing fronts of lots, cutting and watering the
grass, and

Whereas, This much needed improvement
can be accomplished at an expense of about
10 cents per front foot, therefore,

Resolved, That the committee on streets,
roads and parks, be requested to confer with
Mr. Smith, and aid in accomplishing so de-
sirable an improvement.

Mr, Smith was added to this committee for
this purpose. -

O. L. Taylor, of the reception com-
mittee, which has had under consider-
ation the matter of competition of the
Fort Snelling band with civilian bands,
read to the chamber a copy of an order
of the war department, providing that
government musical organization could
furnish music for outside occasions,
provided that the prices were not lower
than those charged by the civilian or-
ganizations.
