What is required is that
some third party, for instance, an American
lawyer, should prepare a moderate and equita-
ble scheme of revision. Such a settlement of
the vital points by arbitration, if guaranteed
by the powers, would gladly be accepted by
both Mohammedans and Christians in Crete.
But it is useless to expect that any such
scheme will result from the deliberations of
the assembly.”

BILL TO BE DROPPED.

Government Will Not Pass the Irish
Land Aect,

LONDON, July 15.—The Times announces
this morning that in well informed circles it
is expected that the government will follow
the landlords’ advice and drop the Irish Jand
bill.

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., July 14.—An at-
tempt was made to kill Carlos Ezeta, ex-
president of San Salvador, today. As Ezeta
was sitting in the dining room of his hotel,
Pedro Jimnes, a Salvadorean, walked up to
the table at which Ezeta and a party of
friends were seated and spat in the face of
the ex-president. Ezeta sprang at Jimnes,
who drew a pistol and pulled the trigger. The
weapon did not discharge readily, and before
the assallant could accomplish his purpose,
he was seized by Ezeta's friends and held.

BAYARD’S VIEW,

Free Silver and Tariff Are Both Bad
Things.

NEW YORK, July 15.—A dispatch
to the World from London says: Am-
bassador Bayard was asked today for
expression of his opinton upon the
present political situation in the United
States, and the duty of the Democracy,
of which he has been so conspicuous
a representative, in the present emer-
gency.

“Candidly,” said Mr. Bayard, “I am
so distressed over the situation and it
is so chaotic that, anchored as I am off
here, the smoke must rise from the field
before the line of national defence can
be defined by myself or perhaps by any
Democrat.

“I expressed my views on the cur-
rency question so lately as at the din-
ner to the Honorable Artillery com-
pany last week, and at the Fourth of
July dinner here the week before. I
then spoke unreservedly as to the ab-
solute necessity of the standard of
value, and of the confusion and ruin
that would necessarily follow its loss.

“On the other hand, a system of
plunder by taxation has created a na-
tional distress, for which repudiation
and ruin are supposed to be remedies.
The- abandonment and over throw of
our present measure and standard of
value and a substitution of the free
coinage of silver at an arbitrary legis-
lative ratio, to be set up by our govern-
metn without the co-operation of other
mercantile nations and wholly in dis-
regard of the intrinsic value of the
metal, can only be followed by disas-
ters, financial, social and political; by
a serious and paralyzing influence up-
on business in all its departments and
upon industry in all its avenues. But
the evils which have led to this unwise
demand of a large part of our popula-
tion are no less to be discussed.
“Measures proposed for relief undoubt-.
edly are in many cases radical, imprac-
ticable, illusory and dangerous, but the
fact remains that they originate in
widespread and deep seated discon-
tent and that the lamentations are not
idle nor without a cause.”

“From - your declarations, then, Mr.
Bayard from which you say you could
withdraw a word, I infer you could
not counsel any Democrat who has
opposed a high tariff to vote for Mc-
Kinley?”

“I should be wanting in the candor
demanded in the present crisis if I
should do so.” ¥

HONORED HARRITY.

Silver Leaders Wanted to do Some-
thing for Him,

CHICAGO, July 14.—Notwithstanding the
fact that all of the prominent leaders have
gone to their respective homes, the work of
the convention and its chlef incidents con-
tinue to be the principal subjects of conver-
sation here. The leading and successful part
taken by William F, Harrity, of Pennsylvaiia,
Is a matter of comment. Not only was he
commended for the ability, skill and impar-
tlality displayed by him during the three
hours in which he presided over the conven-
tion, but the nomination for the vice-presi-
dency was within his reach.
-It is authoritatively stated that prominent
free silver leaders declared—some of them to
Mr. Harrity himself—that if he were willing
to stand upon the platform adopted, he would
receive their support for the vice-presidency
and be nominated. Mr. Harrity promptly
advised them that it would not be safe for
them to nominate him. He received 21 votes
from Connecticut, Delaware (in which state
he was born), Maryland, Rhode Tsland and
South Dakota, -and “he might, in- addition,
‘have easily had the 64 votes from Pennsyl-
vania had he not insisted that the Pennsyl-
vania delegation should not vote for him.

While there was no actual tender of the
chairmanship of the Democratic national
committee to Mr. Harrity, yet it is known
that enough of the free silver members of
the committee were personally friendly to
him' to insure his re-election as chairman,
had he consented that they should do so.
Mr. Harrity replied to them and to all others
who "spoke to him upon the subject that he
would not accept the chairmanship again, re-
gardless of platform or delegates.

CLUB CAMPAIGN,

WASHINGTON, July 14.—There are indi-
cations that the coming campaign will be
one of the greatest club campaigns in the
histery of politics in America. This, at least,
is the opinion of the officers of the National
Associatlion of Democratic clubs. This as-
soclation received sixty applications from new
clubs yesterday, and today there were many
additional requests for charters from all
parts of the country.

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NOT A LIFE LOST

THE SECOND REGIMENT ENGAGES
IN A GREAT SHAM BATTLE
AT LAKEVIEW.

MUCH GUNPOWDER BURNT.

ARTILLERY AND INFANTRY MEET
IN A BLOODLESS DRAWN
BATTLE.

GREAT WORK BY THE GATLING.

Sharpshooters and Marksmen of the
Various Gompanies—The Rifie
Practice Good.

LAKE CITY, Minn,, July 14.—The
Second ‘Reégiment, N. G. S. M, left
camp Lakeview to-day in a blaze of
glory. The big sham battle which was
scheduled to take place yesterday after-
noon was postponed until this morning.
The artillery amunition failed to put
in an appearance yesterday and of
course the battle could not commence
till the fire cracker stuff arrived, -al-
though there would have been just as
many lives lost.

The first gun in the big fight was
fired at exactly 7:30 and for a full three-
quarters of an hour powder and smoke
relgned supreme at the usually qulet
soldiers’ camp on Lake Pepin. There
were several dray '.ads of ammunition
used and late sleepers in Lake City
thought that an earthquake had
struck the town. It was a fight of ar-
tillery against infantry and the battle
of blank cartridges had been carefully
planned by the different leaders.

The “scrap” was what a marquis of
Queensberry referee would call a draw.
The Third Regiment sham battle,
when one battalion sneaked along side
of a passing train and captured the
camp of the enemy, was an easy thing
and the men didn’t even have a chance
to use but a little of their ammunition.
To-day, however, no such an advan-
tage was taken by either side and the
powder-burning fray was a huge suc-
cess.

There were two battalions against
two batteries and the leaders were all
experienced in the art of war. Capt.
Appleby, the well known St. Paul can-
non-shooter, was in command of Bat-
tery A and Lieut. Bruce did the hon-
ors for B. Col. Bobleter waved the
sword for the first battalion and proved
himself to be an ideal leader, while
Lieut. Col. Mead, Bobleter's right
hand man, shouted commands for the
first battalion. When the first skirm-
ishing began Col. Bobleter and his

The fight
was called off near the rifle range
where the Gatling gun had been get-
ting in its 1,200-shots-a-minute work.
